Do you know the title of 

the fifth Harry Potter book? 
Do you know the purpose of 
hypothalamus?

Thirteen sixth graders 
from Kewaskum Middle 
School recently participated 
in the Wisconsin Thinking 
Cap Quiz Bowl contest.
