new physical rehabili-
tation center has
pened in Kewaskum.

On Nov. 18, Back in Action
Rehabilitation began taking
patients in the building
owned by Howard Schneider
at 1523 Fond du Lac Ave.

The building that the
rehab center is located in
used to be a massage parlor
until it was purchased by
Schneider two years ago.
Back in Action offers outpa-
tient services such as occu-
pational and physical thera-
py, as well as treatment for
pre and post operations of
the spine.

Kewaskum is the third
city to have a Back in Action.
Fond du Lac and Mayville
are other locations. Dan
Digman, physical therapist,
graduated from UW.
LaCrosse, and worked in
Minneapolis until he moved
to Fond du Lac, where he
opened the first Back in
Action. Digman has been in

physical therapy for 17
years. He worked in outpa-
tient orthopedics for a hospi-
tal, and from there he decid-
ed to open his own rehab
center.

Recommendations for
physical therapy can come
from a variety of resources.
Physicians, nurse practition-
ers, physicians’ assistants,
chiropractors, and dentists
can all give referrals for
physical therapy.
"Consistent with Back in
Action’s other facilities, a
state of the art facility and
experienced staff will com-
bine to offer quality, effective
treatment,” said Digman.

Much of physical therapy
is based on exercise.
Patients who go to Back in
Action will speak with either
Digman, PT or Ann Krueger,
OT, CHT to address their
problems or concerns. The
patient will then be evaluat-
ed, and based on how they ~

According to AASHA sta-
tistics, people age 65 and
over now comprise a greater
share of the world’s popula-
tion than ever before.

The number of elderly is
now increasing by eight mil-
lion a year, reaching 24 mil-
lion per year by 2030.

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Still Time to Meet 2002
Retirement Resolutions

In January 2002 many
Americans made resolutions
to start saving more for
retirement. Many of those
resolutions, like other for-
gotten New Year's promises,
went unfulfilled. Late con-
tributions to traditional and
Roth IRAs may provide indi-
viduals a way to keep 2002
retirement resolutions, even
as 2003 approaches.

Both traditional and Roth
IRAs give pre-retirees the
opportunity to establish
their own retirement plans
by setting aside money for
the future. Each year indi-
viduals can contribute up to
100 percent of their earned
income or the annual IRS
contribution limit for that
tax year, which ever is less,
to an IRA. The annual con-
tribution limit for tax years
2002 through 2004 is
$3,000. Additional catch-up
contributions are available
for those IRA holders turn-
ing age 50 or older in the
current tax year.

Contributions made
between Jan. 1 and April 15
(the tax-filing deadline) can
be designated for either the
current or previous tax year
“This flexibility gives pre-
retirees the opportunity to
keep their 2002 resolutions
or get a jump start on next
year's retirement savings,”
says local Modern Woodmen
of America representative
Jeff Jaeger

“Now more than ever our
future financial security
rests on our own shoulders
We can no longer solely
depend on Social Security
and company pension plans
for retirement savings,” con-

tinues Jaeger. “Both tradi-
tional and Roth IRAs are
excellent ways to supple-
ment retirement income.
However, one type may bet-
ter fit an individual's
needs.”

According to Jaeger, the

main difference between the
two types is the way contri-
butions are taxed. The
entire value of a traditional
IRA is usually comprised of
untaxed dollars. The contri-
butions are usually tax-
deductible, and the earnings
accumulate tax deferred.
When a distribution is taken
at retirement, the entire
value (principal and earn-
ings) is taxed as ordinary
income.

Roth IRAs are funded
with after-tax dollars that
cannot be deducted from the
individual's adjusted gross
income. Roth IRA owners
pay federal income taxes on
the principal now, as they
contribute, instead of later
when they take a distribu-
tion. Earnings on Roth IRAs
grow tax-deferred and can
be distributed tax-free pro-
vided certain qualifications
are met.

Adjusted gross income
limit and other eligibility
requirements may affect an
individual’s ability to con-
tribute to a traditional or
Roth TRA. To learn more or

Dear Editor:
A little over one year ago,
US Department of

Agriculture Secretary Anne
Veneman appointed me
State Director for the USDA
Rural Development mission
area in Wisconsin.

As our fiscal year came to
a close, I asked our staff to
review our job performance
and highlight those areas
considered exceptional. 1
would like to share what I
learned with your readers.

The USDA Rural
Development mission area
returns approximately 150
million dollars annually to
Wisconsin to support busi-
ness development, telecom-
munications, housing, infra-
structure, community facili-
ties and community develop-
ment through technical and
financial assistance.

The 117 Rural Develop-
ment employees that admin-
ister and deliver the servic-
es from our state and local
offices are competent, dedi-
cated employees. They
understand they have a
responsibility to serve the
public in a professional and
conscientious manner.

What is remarkable
about Rural Development’s
capability is the degree to
which our employees exceed
the norm for program deliv-
ery and effectiveness. Let
me give you some examples:
In September of this year at
the Single Family National
Policy meeting, the
Wisconsin Rural Housing
Program was singled out as
“Outstanding” for their per-
formance in all Single
Family Housing areas. We
were the only state to

receive this recognition. The
reflection of this achieve-
ment is in the 1,300 families
that now own homes,
improved their properties,
and are further vested in
their community.

Our Multi-Family
Housing program was suc-
cessful in obtaining over
$300,000 in Housing
Preservation Grants - a
240% increase of federal dol-
lars for Wisconsin.

Our Business and
Commuynity Program sec-
tion approved approximate-
ly $85 million in loans and
grants for infrastructure
improvements, community

facilities and business
development. A positive
impact for over 500,000

rural residents. Of special
note are the partnerships
we are developing with the
Wisconsin Department of
Agriculture and the
University of Wisconsin
Center for Cooperatives to
expand business develop-
ment through value-added
production capacity. This is
a new initiative fully sup-
ported by the Bush adminis-
tration. It holds real prom-
ise for rural Wisconsin pro-
ducers in their quest to keep
more jobs and profits in
Wisconsin.

Rural Development tech-
nical assistance to a group of
home and personal care
workers in Waushara
County has resulted in a
worker-owned health care
cooperative. Members have
a voice in the management
and share in the profits.
This initiative is a national
semi-finalist for the 2002
[Innovations in American

Government Award given by
Harvard University’s John
F. Kennedy School of
Government.

Whether it is Rural
Utilities Services technical
assistance grants to link
libraries, or funds for senior
housing, Rural
Development plays an
important role in bringing
people and resources togeth-
er for the benefit of
Wisconsin’s rural communi-
ties.

I am looking forward to a
new year - filled with oppor-
tunities for rural Wisconsin
- particularly given the suc-
cessful efforts during this
past year. Together, we can
make good things happen!

because we never knew if

this mission would be what
we called a milk run or one

filled with some harrowing
moments

In an article in the
Veterans of Foreign Wars
magazine, June 2000, it
stated that the Air Force
lost 1200 highly skilled Air
Force crew members during
the Korean War. These men
were killed in action. The
1200 lost did not include the
wounded men that survived

Each man in a crew had to
fulfill a required number of
missions before he would be
transferred back to the
States. Even when a plane
had gone down during a
mission [ always felt I'd
make it back okay. Believing
it won't happen to vou and
your crew is what keeps one
going

We wanted to show these
three chaplains our sincere
appreciation. Their dedica-
tion really helped to bolster
our morale. | for one, always
felt the more prayers the
better, and it didn’'t matter
from which religious denom
ination. In faet, it
seemed when these three
chaplains were giving us a
blessing they were in unison
in God’s work.
