A Change of Heart
Charles Dickens, writ­

ing in his holiday master­
piece, A Christmas Carol, 
opens his novel with the fol­
lowing description of the 
story’s main character, Mr. 
Ebenezer Scrooge:

“Oh! But he was a tight­
fisted hand at the grind­
stone; a squeezing, wrench­
ing, grasping, scraping, 
clutching, covetous old sin­
ner! Hard and sharp as flint; 
self-contained, and solitary 
as an oyster. The cold with­
in him froze his old features, 
nipped his pointed nose, 
shriveled his cheeks, made 
his thin lips blue. He carried 
his own low temperature 
always about with him. 
External heat and cold had 
little influence on him. No 
warmth could warm, nor 
wintry weather chill him. 
No wind that blew was bit- 
terer than he.”____________  

We believe that we are 
hurt when we do not 

receive love, but that is 
not what hurts us. Our 
pain comes when we do 
not give love. The world 
has led us to believe that 
our well-being is depend­
ent on other people loving 
us, but this is the kind of 

upside-down thinking 
that has caused so many

of our problems. The 
truth is that our well­

being is dependent on our
giving love. It is not 

about what comes back;

Paychecks and Social 
Security Checks

“Would you like to super­
size that order?”

“May I show you some­
thing in a different size?”

These are some of the 
phrases and questions you 
might start practicing if 
you’re among the millions of 
Americans who take season­
al jobs to bring in a little 
extra spending money.

And if your paycheck will 
augment your Social 
Security check, you’ve prob­
ably got some extra ques-

tions. “Will the money I 
make mess up my Social 
Security check?” “Do they 
take Social Security taxes 
out of my paycheck when 
I’m already getting bene­
fits?” “If they do, will the 
extra taxes I pay increase 
my Social Security check?”

The quick answers, 
respectively, are: no; yes; 
and probably not. But here 
are the explanations.

If you’re age 65 or older, 
you can make a million dol­
lars during the holidays, for 
example, and we won’t take 
a nickel out of your Social 
Security benefits. However, 
if you’re younger than 65, 
you’re stuck with some lim­
its on your earnings. But 
chances are you won’t go 
over those limits, so you 
should be OK. In 2002, the 
earnings threshold is 
$11,280. For every $2 you 
earn more than that, $1 
must be withheld from your 
Social Security check. So 
unless you were working 
earlier in the year, your hol­
iday earnings probably will 
not put you over the $11,280 
limit. If you turned 65 in 
2002, your earnings thresh­
old is $30,000 for the 
months before you turned 
65.

If your holiday work car­
ries over into 2003, a whole 
new clock starts ticking. The 
earnings threshold will go 
up to $11,520 effective 
January 1, 2003. Also, the 
so-called “full retirement 
age” goes up to age 65 and 
two months in 2003. In 
other words, if you are 
under age 65 and two 
months in 2003, $1 will be 
deducted from your benefits 
for every $2 you earn over 
$11,520. And if you will turn 
age 65 and two months in 
2003, your earnings thresh­
old is $30,720 for the 
months before you turn full

retirement age. But once, 
you reach age 65 and two* 
months, there is no limit on 
your earnings.

No matter which year you 
are working, you will have 
to pay Social Security taxes 
on your holiday earnings. 
Your employer is required to 
withhold payroll taxes 
whether you’re 16 years old 
or 116 years old and 
whether you’re a Social 
Security recipient or not.

There is a slim chance 
those taxes you pay and the 
earnings they represent 
could translate into extra 
Social Security benefits. 
Here’s how that works. 
When we figured your origi­
nal Social Security benefit, 
we based it on your average 
monthly wage using the 
highest earnings on your 
Social Security record. If 
the money you made during 
the holidays - and the rest of 
2002 - raises your lifetime 
average monthly wage, then 
we will refigure your benefit 
and give you any increase 
due. Most people don’t get 
such an increase because 
their holiday earnings are 
just not enough to raise 
their average monthly wage.

Hunters Register 2,658 Deer 
In Dec. 12-15 Zone T Hunt

MADISON - Hunters 
participating in the late 
Zone T antlerless gun deer 
hunting season December 
12-15 registered a prelimi­
nary harvest of 2,658 deer.

“Conditions were, on the 
whole, a bit warm for this 
time of year in a lot of places 
and nearly snowless in all of 
the deer management units 
(DMU) participating in this 
hunt,” said Dave Evenson, 
state deer and bear ecologist 
with the Department of 
Natural Resources. “There 
were just a handful of units 
in the hunt and hunting 
pressure was light. With few 
hunters out, deer weren’t 
being pushed into moving 
which also served to keep 
harvest numbers low.”

The October component 
of the Zone T hunt produced 
27,676 deer for a prelimi- 
naryZone T season total of 
30,334. A total of 58,107 
deer were harvested during 
the entire Zone T season in

Wastepaper & Recycling

2001. December Zone T har­
vest for 2001 was 13,604 
and in 2000, 15,662.

Wildlife officials noted 
that while it is human 
nature to compare the cur­
rent season against previous 
seasons, comparing Zone T 
hunts is difficult at best 
because of the changing 
number of units in the hunt 
from year to year and from 
fall to winter. In 2001, for 
instance, there were 76 
DMUs included in the 
October and December Zone 
T hunt. This year, 56 units 
were open to gun deer hunt­
ing during the October hunt 
and only 22 units were open 
during the December hunt, 
with Zone T units north of 
Hwy. 8 not open for the later 
hunt.

The state Natural 
Resources Board decided 
earlier this year to not open 
units in the north for the 
hunt because of concerns 
snowmobilers and skiers 
raised during public com­
ment periods on the Zone T 
framework that a late hunt 
could conflict with other out­
door activities in the north. 
Northern units with their

large public land base have 
contributed a large portion 
of the statewide December 
antlerless harvest in the 
past two years.

The northeast region reg­
istered approximately 2,020 
deer; the west central 
approximately 598; and the 
northern region 40. The 
northeast had the highest 
number of DMUs for the 
December 12-15 hunt. Deer 
management units in the 
chronic wasting disease 
management zone or inten­
sive harvest zone were not 
included in these prelimi­
nary figures.

Zone T hunts are held in 
those deer management 
units with deer populations 
so high above their estab­
lished goals that wildlife 
managers don’t expect the 
harvest from a normal hunt­
ing season framework to 
bring the population to 
within 20% of its goal.
