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Is Kewaskum Ready
For a Virtual School?

By Nicole Rawley
nkuehl@kewaskumstatesman.com
everal representatives
from K12 were on hand
Monday night to give
the board yet another pres-
entation on a possible
Virtual School hosted by the
Kewaskum School District.

The board had numerous
questions regarding financ-
ing and the impact this
would have on the KSD,
staffing, reporting, gover-
nance and accountability
and most important, legal
responsibility.

Paul Thallner of K12 pre-
sented a breakdown of the
costs associated with this
program. The largest por-
tion, approximately 70% of
the funds, goes to instruc-
tion. This includes teachers,
the curriculum, materials,
the computer, internet
access and other various
things. The next big chunk,
approximately 20% would go
towards administration.

The size of the adminis-
tration, however, would be
based on the number of stu-

dents enrolled and could pos-
sibly change throughout the
course of the year. The other
funds divided
between oversight and facili-

would be

ty fees.

Thallner and fellow K12
employee Peter Stewart
went on to explain a “break-
even analysis.” This broke
down the numbers to show
the district how many stu-
dents from the distriet could
enroll to cause them to break
even. For example, on a
basis of 300 fotal students
enrolling through open
enrollment throughout the
entire state and from the
KSD, only 15 1/2 students
could be originally from the
Kewaskum School District.
After that point, the district
would be in the red. The
number would increase as
the enrollment increased.

K12 addressed the issue
of the company’s stability by
stating that in 2002 the com-
pany saw a growth of 600%
and that many of their
investors are members of the
board and don't want to see

the company fail. Also their
company continues to attract
top educators to their team

The representatives also |

ensured the board that they
maintain total control of the
program. They are in control
of the teachers and adminis-
trators they would hire and
would be in control of cur-
riculum requirements.

Stewart and Thallner
stated that K12 would pay
for all start-up costs, they
would fund the first year’s
operation until the
state revenue arrives, they
would defend any legal chal-
lenges to the Wisconsin
Virtual Academy (that is
what the school would be
called), and this would
include lawyer fees for the
KSD, and the KSD could
renegotiate the services
agreement with K12 if the
district sees losses.

There were people in
attendance who still have
various concerns about this
program.

For Young Farm Workers

Does your son or daughter
work on a farm during the
summer? Do you hire youth
to work for you during the
year? Do these young people
have adequate safety train-

ing?
Accidents cause more
deaths to individuals

between the ages of 15 and
24 than all other causes
combined. On the farm, the
major cause of accidents is
working with tractors and
farm machinery. Most acci-
dents happen when the
operator does not know how
to operate the tractor or
machinery correctly or is
unaware of the dangers
involved

To help reduce accidents, a
Farm Tractor Safety Course
is being sponsored by area
High School Vocational
Agriculture Departments

and the University of
Wisconsin Extension In
Washingt County ['he

course will be held on four
Saturdays, February 22,
March 8, March 15, and
March 29 from 9:00 a.m. to
3:30 p.m. On Saturday, Feb
22 and March 8, the course
will be held in Room
1113A&B of the Public
Agency Center, 333 E
Washington St., West Bend
l'he March 15 session will
be held at the Slinger High
School in Room 205. The
March 29 session will be
held at the Addison Town
Hall in Allenton. April 5 has
been set-aside for a snow
date. The course includes
instructions on understand-
ing how to operate a tractor,
with emphasis on safety. To
complete the course, youth
must attend all four ses-
sions and pass a written and
a driving exam. The course
must be 24 hours to comply
with federal and state
requirements

Federal law requires that
vouth under the age of 16
must be certified before
peing hired to work with
tractors and tractor machin-
ery.

Prior to the law, r}ﬂi_\'
youth 14 or 15 years of age
who operated tractors and
equipment on a farm not
owned by their parent or
guardian were required to
complete the safety course.

For example, instead of
starting your morning with
coffee, try a glass of fresh-
squeezed juice instead.

Spray a large, non-stick
skillet with cooking spray

tender and heated through.
Sprinkle with salt and pep-
per. Garnish with fresh
parsley or dill and apple
slices before serving. Makes
6 servings.

I have a confession to
make: [ am a film junkie. In
fact, I now see more movies
in a month than I read
books. I don't simply watch
movies as a diversion, [
watch them to learn, to
gather my place in history
like a great intake of breath
before jumping into deep
water. And I don't limit
myself to just one genre or
one time period or certain
actors. Although I read film
reviews daily (part of my job
1s to attempt to judge
between the great and the
medioere), I try to be fair
and open-minded when see-
ing a movie. And if I do tend
to be overly critical, it's
more from a sense of "so
much good art, so little
time," rather than a sense of
superiority. Either way, I
watch a lot of movies.

It wasn't always that
way, though. When I was
growing up, before kids had
a lot of expendable income
and before home video was
widely affordable, there was
only one place to see a
movie: the Genoa City
Theater. Built in the heyday
of our small town, the the-
ater used to sport a coffee
shop and diner, big, clear
windows where movie
posters were displayed,
shining neon lights.

By the time I was old
enough to appreciate it, the
theater was a tumbled mess
of rotting velvet curtains
and stale popcorn. The bath-
room doors were missing,
the windows stuffed with
insulation, the old ticket
booth stood empty, half of
the seats were roped off and
big 10-gallon buckets were
strewn about the inside to
catch water from the leaky
roof. Still, for one $.75 tick-
et, you could watch a dou-
ble-feature on the big
screen. Granted, these films
were, in all likelihood, near-
ly a year old by the time
they reached Genoa City,
but it was still a theater;
dark and mysterious and-
buzzing with squeals, hum-
ming with laughter, throb-
bing with the sounds of
exotic places and people.

And it was forbidden. My
dad did not allow us to step
foot in the theater, and I'm
not exactly sure why. He
obviously thought it best for
our moral development that
we stayed away. Of course,
when video became avail-
able, we used to drive the 20
miles or so every.month to
the nearest rental location,
my mom would write out a
check for $50 to rent the
VCR and one or two tapes
for the weekend.

On those weekends, my
brothers and I would huddle
close to the TV, shrouded in
blankets, stuffing popcorn
in our mouths. My dad
introduced us to his
favorites: black and white
monster movies, campy Ssci-
ence fiction from the para-
noid 1950s, Abbott and

Costello coinedies.

We never did get to see
the inside of a theater until
we were in high school, but
it didn't matter. By that
time, we were using my
dad's super 8 silent film
camera to make our own
short films with titles like
"The Mad Scientist" and,
following closely on its
heels, "The Mad Scientist
Returns."

With the advent of DVDs,
there arose a collective gasp
of awe from film junkies
such as myself. Not only do
DVDs have better picture
and sound quality than ana-
log tapes, but studios have
embraced the format and
have released scores of clas-
sic films with hours of extra
features: deleted scenes,
documentaries, commentary
tracks, storyboards, scripts,
and more.

The DVD has revived
public interest in the clas-
sics, hard-to-find and forgot-
ten cinema. In February,
the Kewaskum Public
Library will make its new
DVD collection available for
check out. From foreign
films like "Amelie" and
"Akira" to award winners
like "2001" and
"Unforgiven" to block-
busters like "Minority
Report" and "Road to
Perdition" to family classics
like "Wizard of Oz" and
"Snow White," there should
be something for the film
addict in all of us.

Unfortunately, "The Mad
Scientist Returns" is as of
yet unavailable.

that has benefited both their
company and the suppliers
Furthermore, both empha-
sized that Wisconsin suppli
ers can distinguish them-
selves from foreign competi-
tion by providing value-
added services versus com-
peting on low cost commodi-
ties.

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Health Insurance Costs High for
Self—Employed Especially for Farmers

Health insurance
almost always expensive f()r
the self-employed, because
they do not have access to
large-pool group insurance
and its associated lower pre-
miums. However, among the
self-employed, farmers are
especially hard-hit.

According to a recent
report by University of
Wisconsin - Madison sociolo-
gists, farm households pay
an average of $260 a month
for health insurance; more
than twice as much as other
self-employed workers, and
more than three times as
much as wage or salary
earners. In addition, these
high premiums usually only
buy insurance for major
medical problems, which
means farm families often
don't go to the doctor for pre
ventive care or minor ail
ments

".'\:ll'\]llill«'_ affordable
insurance for farm families
is extremely important,”
explains Doris Slesinger, a
rural sociologist with the
College of Agricultural and
Life Sciences. “Everyone
should have the right to
health insurance: almost all
other developed countries in
the world provide it to their
citizens. Also, farming is one
f the most difficult and
dangerous occupations in
the country. Farmers don't
need to worry about afford-
ing health care on top of
their economic problems.”
Slesinger conducted the
study with graduate student
Julie Whitaker

Slesinger and Whitaker's
study found that farmers
pay high premiums regard-
less of the actual health of
their family members.
Premiums for families in
which someone had a chron-
ic health condition only cost
about $40 more per month
than premiums for healthy
families.

Farm families sometimes
obtain health insurance by
sending one family member
to work off the farm for an
employer that provides cov-
erage, Slesinger says.
However, employers are
increasingly contributing
less toward premiums or
offering health plans that
cover only the worker. Also,
it can be difficult to spare
the extra set of hands, espe-
cially on dairy farms where
milking and tending live-
stock go on all day.

Ultimately, she adds, the
solution to the lack of ade-
quate health care - for
everyone, not just farm fam-
ilies - must come from the
state or federal govern-
ments. “There are some pro-
grams available now, but
they are fragmented - they
only cover certain people
and conditions,” she says.
“There must be a compre-
hensive solution so no one

falls through the cracks of

coverage.”

Slesinger says that chil-
dren are at particular risk
from a lack of insurance.
Without comprehensive cov-
erage, children may not

receive preventative care,

and may miss physical
exams and vaccinations or
have to suffer through ill-

nesses like bronchitis.
“Farms are particularly
dangerous for children,

because there are no regula-
tions about the work they do
or their work environment,”
she explain. “You often meet
farmers who walk with a
limp, or are missing a digit
as a result of a childhood
accident that was never

properly treated. This is all
taken for granted and
accepted as part of farming.
That shouldn’t be necessary
anymore.”

Slesinger and Whitaker’s
research on health insur-
ance for farm families was
supported by state funding
to the UW-Madison College
of Agricultural and Life
Science and by a Hatch
Grant from the College.

March 15 Deadline for
Crop Insurance Purchase

MADISON - With consis-
tent and quality feed key to
the success of a dairy pro-
ducer’s operation, now may
be an optimal time to review
the options crop insurance
offers for risk management

“With the variety of
insurance available, dairy
farmers can plan and pro-
tect themselves at various
levels of production, quality
and price, depending on
their needs,” says Leo
Pasch, manager of insur-
ance services, GreenStone
Farm Credit Services, a
member of the Wisconsin
Farm Credit System.

Colette Winters, crop
specialist, FCS Financial
Services, Marshfield, stress-
es the importance of crop
insurance, especially the
Crop Revenue Coverage
(CRC) plan which ensures a
farm will have a guaranteed
crop revenue per acre. The
dairy producer is insured
against both yield loss and
increases in the market
price of corn or soybeans,
should replacement be nec-
essary. Winter cites an
example: a producer with a
100-cow herd can expect
cows to consume 10,000 to
12,000 bushels of corn per
year, this constitutes
approximately $30,000 in
losses if crops fail. Crop
insurance helps indemnify
producers in a crop-loss year
at a relatively modest
investment rate.

Winters says producers
may want to investigate
both Multi-Peril Crop
Insurance (MPCI) and CRC
plans, as both provide pre-
ventive plant and replant
coverage. If a dairy farmer
18 unable to plant or if
replant is needed, and
insurance payment can par-
tially offset those losses and
help purchase quality feed
for replacement.

“With weather conditions
and patterns these past few

years, we encourage all pro-
ducers to take a good look at
crop insurance. It's one of
the best tools in risk man-
agement,” says Winters.
“Crop insurance protects
against crop disasters,
makes marketing more prof-
itable, improves access to
credit, guarantees a mini-
mum level of income, reas-
sures partners and family,
and provides peace of mind.”

’asch says that while
there is no set guideline for
the amount of insurance

needed, some producers
need enough coverage to
cover all their costs in order
to get operating loans from
their lenders. However,
most producers try to assess
how much risk they are
comfortable with and then
purchase a policy based on
that risk and the premium
cost. Since the government
increased subsidy amounts
in 2001, most producers are
buying higher levels of cov
erage. In a loss year, the
investment more than pays
for increased premiums

Several farm issues may
be evaluated before deter-
mining the amount of cover-
age a producer needs.
Winters says each dairy pro-
ducer should consider cost of
production for the crop, debt
service requirements, feed
requirements for livestock
and individual risk toler-
ance. At a minimum, dairy
producers may want to con-
sider protecting the cost of
producing their crops.

Both Pasch and Winters
remind producers of the
March 15 deadline for crop
insurance coverage for
spring crops. Qualified crop
insurance agents can assist
in making an informed deci-
sion to adjust insurance lev-
els to fit individual opera-
tions.

To Test for Radon

January is National
Radon Action Month and
Health Departments across
the USA are working with
the Environmental Protec-
tion Agency to promote
radon awareness and test-
ing. In cooperation with this
effort, the Washington and
Ozaukee County Health
Department encourage you
to test your home for radon
gas.

Radon gas is a carcinogen
(cancer causing agent) that
causes between 7,000 and
30,000 lung cancer deaths
each year in the United
States. It is the second lead-
ing cause of lung caner after
smoking and the leading
cause of lung cancer among
nonsmokers. Radon causes
more lung cancer deaths
each year than secondhand
smoke - the third leading
cause of lung cancer

In order to assure that
your home does not have
high radon levels; take the
time to test your home with
an easy-to-use test kit
These low-cost kits are
available for purchase at the
Ozaukee County Public
Health Department, 121 W
Main St., Port Washington,
and at the Washington
County Health Department,
333 East \'\‘hhm rton
Street, Suite 1100, West
Bend

Margaret Anderson, coor
dinator for the Washington
Ozaukee Radon Information
Center, explains “The only
way to know whether or not
you have high radon levels
in your home is to test your
home for radon. Although
many homes will not have a
problem, test history has
shown that about 10% of
the homes in these two
counties have high radon
levels.”

If you do find that your
home has high radon levels,
actions can be taken to vent
the radon out of your home,
Installing an approved
radon mitigation svstem
into a home with high radon
will, in almost every situa-
tion, bring the concentration
of radon gas down to safe
levels.

According to Anderson.
“About 200 families choose
to test their homes each
vear in Ozaukee and
Washington Counties, but
many more choose not to
know their radon levels.

Certainly one of the reasons
for not testing is because of
concerns about the expense
of installing a radon mitiga-
tion system. The actual cost
of a system runs anywhere
from $500 to $2500 and
there are many well-trained
radon mitigation contrac-
tors in the area who install
them.”

Anderson continues, “Not
testing for radon in your
home is a choice but I don't
think it's a good choice.
Lung cancer has three major
causes; smoking, radon and
second hand smoke - all
things that people can
avoid. I encourage everyone
to test his or her home for
radon gas. If radon levels
are found to be high. a radon
mitigation system should be
installed.”

Because it is necessary
that during testing windows
are kept closed and doors be
opened only when necessary
to go in and out, wintertime
is the most convenient time
to test your home for radon

Waubay Ice Warriors

after dark.
Hello friends,

Late last night, my step-
sons, Kevin and Travis, and
[ returned for a hard-core,
six-day trip. We were winter
camping and ice fishing on
Waubay Lake in northwest
South Dakota.

Thursday, January 16
High 14, Low -14,
Windchill -31

The boys and I, along
with our golden retriever,
Star, left home just before 2
this morning. Within min-
utes I was the only one

awake in the cab of the
truck.
Nine hours and 465

miles later, we reached
Waubay Lake which, com-
bined with surrounding
lakes, makes up over 23,000
acres of walleye, jumbo
perch and northern pike
catching territory. After a
short stop for info and bait,
we hit Waubay with a truck
and trailer absolutely
loaded to the hilt.

Two years ago, I made
my first trip to Waubay and
was fortunate enough to
find a honey hole. It is truly
no larger than an acre and
the perch zone is no bigger
than 10-foot by 10-foot.”
Without the aid of modern
electronics, Travis and I had

found paradise last year and
we again found it today.

This is Kevin's first
Dakota trip and he has been
chomping at the bit for over
a year.

The job of building camp
is huge. We build an 18x18
foot shack we haul in sec-
tions on top of the trailer.

The shack  screws
together and when complet-
ed, has a floor, shelves, two
bunk beds, two tables and
three holes drilled in the
floor for fishing

As 18 always the case,
the wind was blowing hard.
This put the wind chill tem-
perature down to about
minus 15. I was exhausted,
but I tried to stay upbeat for
the sake of the boys as we
built camp. We kept our
eyes peeled on five tip-ups
we had out for perch and
three for northern pike

Our first flag of the trip
was on my perch tip-up and
it turned out to be a 10-
pound northern. I was fight-
ing the fish with an 8-pound
line hooked with a very
small hook. My hands
became so cold that I had to
ask Travis to blow on them
several times.

In the end, I had half of
the fish clear out of the
water when it shook free of
the hook and slithered back
to the deep under the ice.
