US 45 Project Between West Bend
And Kewaskum to Start Monday

he long awaited $9.4
million project to bring
Us Highway 45

between West Bend and
Kewaskum is scheduled to
begin Monday, February 10.
The plans call for reconstruc-
tion and expansion of 3.4
miles of highway to a four-
lane, divided highway
between County highway D
and County highway H-west.
The DOT held a public
information meeting
Wednesday evening. Details
of that meeting will be avail-
able on the Statesman web-
site, www.kewaskumstates-
man.com Thursday.
According to a press
release from the Wisconsin
Department of Transpor-
tation, average daily traffic
volume of 18,700 vehicles,
including 6% trucks, causes
frequent congestion on the
main road between West
Bend and Kewaskum, and
contributes to a crash rate
exceeds the statewide aver-

age for comparable road
ways, said Jeanne Marchant,
project manager for the
Wisconsin Department of
Transportation.

Daily volume is expected
to grow about 50% over the
next 20 years, Marchant
said.

The project will realign
US 45/Badger Road/County
H-east to a single four-leg
intersection, and install sig-
nals to improve safety.

The contractor, Hoffman
Construction Co., Black
River Falls, will stage work
to keep US 45 open to traffic

The project is scheduled
to finish in September, 2004,
weather permitting.

Federal funds will pay
80% and state transporta-
tion funds the rest of costs.

The 46-year-old roadway
last was resurfaced in 1987.
The new surface will be con-
crete.

This newspaper will carry
weekly updates on the proj-
ect until completion of con-
struction.

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Driver Distraction Can Pose Greater Threat
During Winter, AAA Wisconsin Says

The increasing popularity
of cell phones, CD players,
laptop  computers, fax
machines and on-board nav-
igation systems is causing
American motorists to
become distracted and
less-than-ideal driving con-
ditions this winter will only
make matters worse, AAA
Wisconsin reports.

“The National Highway
Traffic Safety Administra-
tion (NHTSA) estimates
that at least 25 percent of
police-reported crashes
involve some form of driver
inattention,” said AAA
Wisconsin spokesman
Michael Bie. “Reduced visi-
bility and snow-covered or
slippery roads will require
even greater driver aware-
ness -- which means the
slightest distraction could
prove deadly.”

According to AAA
Wisconsin, distraction can
result when a driver per-
forms any activity - high-
tech or low-tech - that may
divert his or her full atten-
tion from the driving task.

In fact, a recent AAA
Foundation for Traffic
Safety study found that

some of the most common
distractions are everyday
activities we may take for
granted: 1) Something out-
side the car, 2) Adjusting a
radio or CD player, 3)
Talking with occupants, 4)
Adjusting vehicle/climate
controls, 5) Eating or drink-
ing, 6) Cell-phone use, and
7) Smoking.

How dangerous are these
seemingly mundane activi-
ties? Studies suggest that
the act of inserting a com-
pact disc, for example,
increases the likelihood of a
crash six times when com-
pared to, say, glancing at the
fuel gauge. Programming on
board navigation systems
can increase the risk of a
crash 30 times. Talking on a
cell phone in a moving vehi-

The cost of the auditori-
um itself would be 46¢ per
thousand.

Mary Meisser was the
only board member who
stated she wouldn't support
this question.

The fifth question is in
conjunction with the fourth
question. This is for the
operating costs of the audi-
torium. Some of this money
could be recovered, however,
by renting out the auditori-

um to other groups.

The operating costs for
the auditorium would cost
approximately $43,000 to

$45,000 per year. This
would increase your taxes
by approximately 5¢ per
thousand.

The board will be voting
on the exact wording and
order of the questions at
their regular board meeting
on Monday, February 10th.

Hello friends,

Last week and again
this week, I am writing
about my six-day ice fishing
and winter camping trip to
Waubay Lake in northeast
South Dakota. My 13- and
11-year-old stepsons, Kevin
and Travis, were along for
the fun.

Saturday, January 18
High 16, Low -5

I fished South Dakota
for the first time two years
ago. On that seven-day
adventure, I caught several
northern pike, but iced only
one jumbo perch.

Last year, Travis and I
found a perch honey hole. It
is literally only 10 feet by 10
feet deep. We had a blast
catching 10- to 13-inch jum-
bos. They had an incredible
girth due to the fact that
Waubay is loaded with fresh
water shrimp.

Today was the third day
of our trip, and we still had
not caught a perch. But we
have done quite well on
northern pike and walleye.

We were well aware that
our shack is within 40 yards
of the honey hole. Travis
and I came up with a plan
this morning. That plan was
for me to drill about 40 holes
with my Jiffy power auger
and Travis following behind
with a Northland “Rattlin’
Spoon” tipped with a min-
now.

I drilled the holes and
then headed into the shack
to cook lunch. Five minutes
later, Travis came in with a
perch that measured over 12
inches.

Although there were
many high points on this
trip, finding the perch
topped them all. I am seri-
ous when I describe the size
of the perch zone. For three
days, we had five tip-ups out
with small hooks and fat-
heads. We had no luck until

Travis hit the jackpot.

By this point in the trip,
everyone was acclimated to
the condition and at their
fishing best. Tonight, we
played black jack in the
shack, while another wind
and snow storm relentlessly
attacked. We each had a jig
pole rigged with a small
hook and split show while
using a fathead for bait

For some reason, my
pole was on fire. This made
it almost impossible for me
to play an entire hand with-
out landing another 15- to
18-inch walleye. Walleye are
easy to lose with light
weight gear, and we had
many laughs, but none bet-
ter than the one just as we
were calling it a day.

Travis and I had already
hit the rack. Kevin was
making about a 100-yard
journey to shore to answer
the call of nature. All was
perfect in our world until
Kevin came running back
visibly upset. Kevin had
been answering nature’s
request when he looked at a
tree only a few feet away. He
spotted an eight-point buck
staring at him.

The dead buck had
somehow gotten his head
stuck in the fork cf a tree.
He either died of exposure,
suffocation or a broken neck.

To make it even worse,
some of the local critters had
eaten some of the hindquar-
ters. It was easy to see why
the boy was a bit scared.
The next morning, Kevin
told us he couldn’t fall
asleep.

As always is the case on
the ice, our day was a great
one.

In summing up, this trip
is rating right up there with
deer camp and our fly-in
adventures.

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2003 Sturgeon Spearing
Season Prospects Unclear

OSHKOSH Spearers
may enjoy another full sea
son of action during the 73rd
consecutive lake sturgeon
spearing season on Lake
Winnebago, set to open Feb
8 at 6:30 am. Poor water
clarity and spotty ice condi
tions could bring a repeat of
last year, when the season
ran the full 16 days, accord
ing to Ron Bruch,
Department of Natural
Resources fisheries supervi-
sor in Oshkosh

“It’'s impossible to predict
what will happen this sea-
son," Bruch says. "We've got
a week and a half to go, and
right now, reports are the
water clarity and ice condi-
tions are not much better
than last vear. It could mean
spearers enjoy a long season
again."

Poor ice conditions and
water clarity in some areas,
combined with emergency
rules that limited spearing
hours to half-days, allowed
the 2002 season to run its
full 16 days, reversing the
previous pattern. In 2000
and 2001, the seasons each
closed in a record two days
after spearers reached har-
vest caps that triggered sea-
son closures to protect the
ancient, vulnerable species

The harvest cap is 400
for adult females, 400 for
juvenile females, and 1,300
for males. When spearers
reach 80 percent of any of
those harvest caps, the sea-
son the end of
spearing hours the next day
Harvest caps are intended
to limit harvest to 5 percent
of the adult population
because overharvest can
crash a population, and take
generations to rebuild

Whether spearers reach
the harvest triggers in 2003
will depend largely on
whether the ice conditions
and water clarity improve in
coming weeks, Bruch says
Reports so far are that
water clarity on Lake
Winnebago's east shore is
poor, with visibility 6 to 9
feet and as little as 3 feet in
areas. Ice is 14 to 20
inches thick in many areas,
but there’s still some thin
ice and open water especial-

closes at

some

ly along the east shore. "It’s
been windy and keeps mov-
ing the ice around, so there’s
open water in many places

that will limit spearing
activity," Bruch says.
In fact, DNR Oshkosh

Warden Todd
Schaller spearers,
but particularly onlookers
and visitors to their
shanties, to be cautious
before traveling on the ice
"Typically, the spearers
themselves are cautious and
knowledgeable about ice --
the concerns come in when
we have visitors and onlook-
ers who aren’t as familiar,"
Schaller says. "Last year, we
had a big part of the lake we
knew was bad. This year, it's
scattered around the lake
So people should travel only
in areas they know they can
safely travel, either because
of past experience or
because others have trav-
eled there, and they should
avoid night travel."

Thousands are expected
to participate in the season,
although the number is like-
ly to be down from 2002,
based on decreased license
sales stemming in part from
a license change. People
were required to buy their
sturgeon spearing license by
Oct. 31, 2002, to participate
in the 2003 season. There’s
an exception for Wisconsin
residents who turned 14
between Nov. 1, 2002, and
the last day of the 2003
spearing season, and for
Wisconsin residents serving
in the Armed Forces and
home on leave during the
2003 spearing season.

In previous years, people
could buy the license until
midnight the day before
opening day. The new dead-
line is intended to cut down
on harvest pressure and
reduce illegal use of permits,
Bruch says

Regular licenses were
down about 1,000; there
were 4,821 regular spearing
licenses sold for the 2003
season and 29,215 patron
license holders requested a
spearing tag

The license purchasing
deadline is the only major
change sturgeon spearers

Over the last decade,
improved water clarity and
a growing number of spear-
ers increased the harvest of
adult females, which spear-
ers tend to target because
the females are generally
larger than males. In 2001,
spearers exceeded the har-
vest cap for adult females by
52 percent. Overharvest of
adult females is a concern
because they're the back
bone of the population and
because they dont spawn
until they are 20 to 25 years
old and then only every
three to five years

The regulation changes
seem to be working. The
shortened spearing hours in
effect in 2002, and now per-
manent, combined with the
poor ice and water clarity,
helped trim harvest of adult
females. The 2002 spearing
season was the first season
since the harvest cap was
