WE Energles Improvmg Electric
Reliability in Kewaskum/Wayne Area

. Energies will be

relocating and

rebuilding electric
power lines in the Towns of
Barton, Kewaskum and
Wayne in  Washington
County as part of the compa-
ny’s ongoing effort to
improve electric reliability
throughout its service area.

“Beginning around March
1, we will begin upgrading
our power lines in this area
to a higher voltage, which
will help improve service
reliability in these communi-
ties,” said Andrew Gumm,
customer service manager
for WE Energies.

The company’s Power the
Future plan calls for the
investment of $2.7 billion in
local power lines, neighbor-
hood substations and the
rest of the delivery system to
improve the reliability of
electric service to customers
and support continued eco-
nomic growth in Wisconsin
during the next 10 years.

As part of the
Barton/Kewaskum/Wayne
project, WE Energies will

install new lines, as well as
replace older poles where
There will be
some locations where exist-
ing underground electric
cables will be replaced
because of their age and con-
dition. Contract forestry
crews already are trimming
trees near the lines that will
be worked on to provide safe
and reduce the
potential for future outages.

WE Energies also will
install new electric trans-
formers, which lower the
voltage of electricity levels at
which it can be used by cus-
tomers. Planned outages will
be required when changing
transformers and other
related work. The company
will make every effort to
alert affected customers in
advance of these brief out-
ages either by mail, phone or
in person.

The area where the work
will take place is roughly
between County Highway H
on the north, Beaver Dam
Road and Schuster Road on
the south, Glacier Drive on

Governor Doyle’s tenta-
tive agreement with the
Oneida I'ribe further
expands gambling in the
State of Wisconsin," said
Panzer.

According to information

Social Security is one of
the biggest federal govern-
ment programs. And some-
times it seems the number
of myths and misconcep-
tions about Social Security
has a direct correlation to
the size of the program. Let
us set the record straight.

Myth One: “My bene-
fit is based on my last
three years of work or
my highest five years of
earnings.”

Social security retire-
ment benefits are based on
your lifetime average earn-
ings, not just your last three
years or five highest years.
In almost all cases, we use
your highest 35 years (not
necessarily consecutive) to
figure your retirement bene-
fit. If you haven’t worked for
35 years, we must add “zero”
years to your computation.
One upside to the high num-
ber of years used to compute
benefits is that a few years
of lower earnings won’t have
a dramatic impact on your
Social Security pension
Many people retire before
they turn 62 ( the earliest
age they can get Social
Security) or they work part
time for a few years before
they retire. A few years of
lower earnings, when aver-
aged out over a 35-year time
span, will not have a great
impact on your eventual
Social Security benefits

Myth Two: “l can start
my Social Security at 62
at a reduced rate and
later switch to full retire-
ment benefits.”

Sorry, but that’s just
wrong. If you take a reduced
benefit, the reduction gener-
ally will stay with you for
the rest of your life. There
are only two exceptions. One
happens if you retire and
take reduced benefits, and
then return to work for a
while, forcing us to stop
your benefits while you're
working. When you reach
your full retirement age, we
will refigure your benefits
and charge you with a
reduction only for those
months you actually got a
Social Security check. The
other exception applies only
to widows and widowers.
They can start getting
reduced benefits on one
record and later switch to a
full benefit on another
record. Let's say you are a
widow due a $1,000 retire-

ment benefit or a $1,500
widow’s benefit. You could
take a reduced retirement
benefit of about $800 at age
62 and then switch to your
full $1,500 widow's benefit
at your full retirement age

Myth Three: “There’s a
limit that you will pay to
a married couple.”

That's true only in the
sense that there is a limit to
the Social Security retire-
ment benefits that any per-
son can receive. But two
people married to each other
can each receive the maxi-
mum payment. In other
words, there is no “marriage
penalty.” A husband’s Social
Security benefit does not off-
set a wife’s Social Security
benefit, and vice versa. In
2003, the maximum retire-
ment benefit payable to
someone turning age 65 and
two months (the “full retire-
ment age”) is $1,741. So if a
husband and wife turned 65
and two months this year
and each earned the maxi-
mum benefit, each would get
$1,741 or $3,482 combined

Winnebago's lake sturgeon
spearing season ended Feb.
17 with a hat trick that
should have left everybody
smiling:

¥  Spearers got to
spear a full 10 days, includ-
ing two weekends, instead of
the two-day seasons of some
recent years

*  Spearers registered
902 fish, including 11 that
exceeded 100 pounds. That’s
the highest percentage of
these large fish in the har-
vest since 1982; the total
harvest itself betters last
year'’s take of 847

' Harvest of adult
females stayed below the
harvest cap of 400, prevent
ing a repeat of the 2000 sea
son, when the harvest
exceeded the harvest cap by
52 percent and biologists
became concerned about the
impact on the population.

"The 2003 sturgeon
spearing season i8 now in
the books with a total har-
vest of 902 fish," says Ron
Bruch, Department  of
Natural Resources fisheries
supervisor. "The
went very well, without an
exceedance of the harvest
cap, which bodes well for the
future of the sturgeon popu-
lation and spear fishery...It
may too early to celebrate
that our harvest manage-
ment program 1s working,
but keeping the harvest
down and seeing these large
fish certainly is a good sign."

The 2003 harvest season
closed after spearing hours
Feb. 17 because spearers on
the previous day had passed
one of three trigger levels
for shutting down the sea-
son. The season shuts down
at the end of the next day
after spearers have exceed-
ed separate harvest caps for

season

adult females, juvenile
females, or males.
On Feb. 16, spearers

passed the harvest cap trig-
ger of 320 adult females;
spearers on that day pushed
the number to 334 adult
females and added 16 more
on the final day for a season
total of 350 adult females.
During the 10-day sea-
son, spearers harvested 157
female juvenile fish, well
under the trigger of 320 and

the harvest cap of 400, and
took 395 males, well under
the trigger of 1,040 and the
harvest cap of 1,300, Bruch
says.

Michael Blanck of
Malone registered the
largest sturgeon of the 2003
season, a 139 pound, 76.5
inch female.

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Elk Season, Musky Size Limits Among Issues to be Voted On
Spring Fish, Wildlife Rule Hearings
April 14 in Each County of State

MADISON - Establish-
ing an elk hunting season
framework and changing
the size limits for muskel-
lunge on northern lakes in
Wisconsin are among the
proposed rule changes the
public will have an opportu-
nity to address at the 2003
Department of Natural
Resources Spring Fish and
Wildlife Rules Hearings

The hearings are held
annually in every county of
the state at 7 p.m. on the
second Monday of April,
which this year is April 14,
to gauge public opinion on
p!‘npu:&('d changes to rules
pertaining to fish and
wildlife in Wisconsin

Another component of
the hearings is the annual
county Wisconsin
Conservation Congress
meetings and elections. The
Conservation Congress was
established by the
Wisconsin Legislature in
1934 as a citizen body to
advise the Natural
Resources Board (NRB) on
fish and wildlife manage-
ment issues and policy.

To better accommodate
citizen participation, busi-
ness of the greatest impor-
tance to the most partici-
pants will be addressed
early in the meeting agen-
das, according to Al Phelan,
DNR Conservation
Congress liaison who coordi-
nates the hearings. The first
item of business will be the
election of county delegates
to the Wisconsin
Conservation Congress
Election of delegates will be
done on ballots provided to
residents of the county 1n
which the hearing is being
held. To vote for Congress
lelegates, people must be 18
vears old and provide identi
fication along with proof of
residency in the county

The second part of the
hearing will be the DNR's
proposed fish and
affecting the
management of fish and
wildlife in Wisconsin. There

New this year, all coun-
ties located in the DNR
Northeast, Southeast and
South Central regions will
have written ballots to fill
out in answer to the hearing
questions. Phelan said the
goal is to eventually have
written ballots statewide

Questions will be
grouped into two categories:
those of statewide signifi-
cance and those with mainly
local impact. Only those rule
proposals identified as
statewide in nature will be
voted on in all counties.
Local rule changes will be
presented only in affected
counties unless someone in
the audience in an unaffect-
ed county requests a vote on
a local rule change. This
system moves the hearings
along more quickly while
atill allowing a resident of

one area to vote on an issue
affecting a favorite lake or
wildlife area in another part
of the state.

Some of the key wildlife
rule changes proposed by
the Department of Natural
Resources center around
shaping a future elk-hunt-
ing season. Other items for
discussion include a modifi-
cation of southern mink and
muskrat harvest zones and
modifications to the Metro
unit gun deer season dates
and bag

In January 2002, the
Wisconsin Legislature
authorized the department
to develop an elk-hunting
framework
Questions the public will be
asked to respond to include
defining elk management
zones, adopting weapon,
hunting season, hunter safe-
ty and kill reporting
requirements and setting
population goals for man-
agement zones.

Earlier, the Natural
Resources Board approved
an Elk Management Plan

season

that proposed the opening of

an elk-hunting season when
the elk population reached
150 animals. The public will
be asked if they prefer
increasing that season-trig-
ger level to 200 animals.
Department biologists are
proposing this change to
limit the disruption to
Wisconsin’s elk herd during
these initial years of popula-
tion growth. Any change to
the existing management
plan would require action by
the Natural Resources
Board at a future meeting.

Two of the most notable
fishery management ques-
tions relate to changing the
date when the gamefish sea-
son closes, and changing
minimum length limits for
muskellunge on selected
northern lakes, according to
Steve Hewett, who leads the
DNR fisheries management
section

Most fishing seasons end
on a specific date each year
rather than a floating date
For example, the general
open season for gamefish
closes on March 1. "There
has been support from the
public, as well as from the
Wisconsin Conservation
Congress, to change the
closing date to the first
Sunday in March so that the
season closes on a Sunday
every year,"” Hewett says.
"We want to gauge public
support for closing the
gamefish seasons on the
first Sunday in March
rather than March 1."

The muskellunge ques-
tion seeks to learn whether
anglers will support trophy
size limits on 17 lakes or
chains of lakes in Vilas and
Oneida counties. Musky are
Wisconsin's state fish and
are widely sought after as a
"trophy” fish. Wisconsin cur-
rently has "trophy" regula-
tions on about 1 percent of
its musky waters, or eight of
the more than 800 musky
lakes. Regulations on these

lakes set a 45-inch mini-
mum length limit or larger
or are catch and release
only.

The proposal would
increase the percentage of
muskellunge waters man-
aged for trophy status to 6
percent, or 46 of the more
than 800 musky lakes,
Hewett says. "We want to
provide a reasonable propor-
tion of waters with true tro-
phy musky potential to
anglers," he says.

A committee charged
with looking into the issue
developed a list of muskel-
lunge lakes in Oneida and
Vilas counties that have the
potential to produce trophy
muskellunge fishing oppor-
tunities if DNR affords them
adequate protection, Hewett
says. The 17 lakes and lake
chains on the proposed list
are characterized by low
muskellunge density, abun-
dant forage, and good
growth rates based on lake
size and depth, forage
species present, growth data
from surveys and surveys of
angler catch and harvest
rates.

Other fisheries manage-
ment questions relate to
regulations including bass
size and bag limits on the

Lower Wisconsin River,
sturgeon fishing,
Mississippi River walleye

and sauger regulations, and
tagging of fish by the public.

People may testify for the
record on any of the propos-
als. The portion of the hear-
ing concerning DNR rule
proposals will be conducted
by an authorized DNR hear-
ing examiner, usually a con-
servation warden.

There are also a number
of statewide advisory ques
tions that DNR staff would
like the public to address. If
these advisory questions
receive public support, they
may be brought back at next
year’s hearing as proposed
rule changes

This is followed by the
Wisconsin Conservation
Congress county meetings,
where county delegates will
present resolutions created
by Congress committees for
votes. Results of the votes
are presented to the DNR in
the form of advisories indi-
cating the support that a
resolution may or may not

have among the people
attending the meeting.

Frequently, but not always,
a successful resolution may
appear as a proposed rule
presented in the DNR por-
tion of the meeting a year or
two later. ]

Spring Turkey Hunting Opens
April 16; 168,000 Permits Issued

MADISON -- More than
168,000 permits have been
issued for the spring 2003
Wisconsin wild turkey sea-
son. The spring hunting sea-
son will run from April 16 to
May 25. The season is divid-
ed into siX 5-day
(Wednesday through Sun-

day) time periods. A total of

43 zones, 15 state parks and
Fort McCoy will be open for
hunting. All successful
applicants should now have
received their permits.

Turkey hunters can
expect another good year of
turkey hunting, according to
Keith Warnke, upland game
ecologist with the
Department of Natural
Resources

"We had stable turkey
populations entering the
winter and we expect good
survival rates through the
winter, Warnke said,
adding that while it was a
cold winter, much of the
state had minimal to moder-
ate snow cover. "Recruit-
ment rates have been good
for the past two years. In
addition, last spring’s har-
vest saw an increase in the
number of young birds har-
vested," he said.

There were 159,542 per-
mits issued for the 2002
spring season and hunters
harvest 39,336 turkeys for a
success rate of about 25 per-
cent.

Three new state park
properties will be open for
this spring’s turkey hunting
season This  includes
Interstate, Willow River,
and Newport State Parks.
Successful applicants for the
spring 2003 drawing in
zones 34 and 37, time peri-
ods A-C were eligible to
apply for a second drawing
by Feb. 15. If drawn, they

will be allowed access to the
park during the time period
in which they hold a valid
permit/carcass tag. This
does not authorize the har-
vest of an additional turkey.

For hunters wanting to
brush-up on their turkey
skills or learn new tech-
niques can attend a free
turkey hunter education
clinic. There are approxi-
mately 42 clinics being held
around the state listed on
the DNR Web site.

Hunters are reminded
that baiting for wild turkeys
while hunting is illegal and
can result in a $287 fine
with the potential of license
revocation. Hunters or oth-
ers who become aware of
anyone baiting for wild
turkeys or violating any
hunting regulation, can call
1-800-9367 (1-800-TIP-
WDNR). U.S. Cellular sub-
scribers can access a new
cellular poaching hotline
number by dialing the "#"
key, followed by "DNR"
(#367). For U.S. Cellular
subscribers, calls to the hot-
line will be free of charge,
including the air time to
make the call. These num-
bers can be used statewide,
24 hours a day, and are con-
fidential. These numbers
are not informational num-
bers and should be used
strictly to report violations.

Hello friends,

This past weekend I
took part in my first coyote
hunt. I was invited to hunt
with a very active group.
They use running walkers
and hunt on both private
lands and the Kettle
Moraine State Forest near
Kewaskum in Washington
County. I had never before
met any of the people I
hunted with on this trip.

Saturday, February 15
High 16, Low 4

Randy Dreher had invit-
ed me on this two-day hunt.
Today there would be 10 of
us — Wayne Lawton, Gus
Karoses, Dale Margraf, Jeff
Zimmerman, Steve Stray,
Hank Lauhenheimer, Bill
Stoffel, Dave Limbach,
Randy Dreher and myself.

My first impression was
that Kettle Moraine State
Forest is beautiful; the lake
effect snow would help with
hiking; these guys know

what they’re doing, and they
couldn’t care less who I am.
At the start of the hunt,
hunters drive around in
pick-up trucks trying to cut
a fresh set of coyote tracks
crossing the road. They stay
in constant communication
with each other on two-way
radios. Soon, I began hear-
ing stories of coyote legend,
“Slippery Bob.”

Slippery Bob is a coyote
this gang has been chasing
for several years. He is miss-
ing the majority of his tail,
and apparently, Slippery
Bob is very intelligent.

During the first hunt,
three running walkers are
let loose on a set of tracks on
a remote road. They vanish
into a tamarack swamp sur-
rounded by forested hill-
sides.

Randy informs me that
the guys that hit the woods
get the shooting. For safety’s
sake, everyone in the group
uses shotguns with buck-

shot.
Randy and I set up on
different hilltops. Other

members of the gang handle
dogs, work telemetry and
set up where the coyotes
may run. After about an
hour, it appears the hounds
are working our way since
they keep howling on an
apparently fresh track.

Good news. | hear a shot
then three seconds later, I
see a coyote flying by 50
yards away. I send it to
heaven with my second shot.
Initiation over. I'm part of
the gang.

Dale Margraf is the
unofficial leader of this
group. Margraf has been
hunting coyote for over 30
years and seems to be the
main man with the teleme-
try. We use it to tell where
the dogs are when they are
out of sight.

The hunters cut another
track and several of them
thought it might be Slippery
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Bob. Our first chase lasted
an hour. The next would last
eight. Road names, radios,
patience and understanding
directions are all require-
ments of this sport.

Once again, Randy and |
set up on a woods and lis-
tened to the hounds. This
time, the running walkers
worked on a two-square
mile area for four hours. In
the end, the coyote crossed
the road, which caused us to
set up again.

Another large block of
land and immediate howling
signaled a fresh track. After
a one-hour chase, Gus
Karoses saw our quarry but
could not get a decent shot.
Gus thought the coyote was
missing its tail.

We crossed the road on
foot, and Randy told me to

head towards the
Milwaukee River. The
hounds were a mile away

and working my direction.
My trek was a half-mile
through some rugged coun-
try

Running out of time, I
set up in a thick hardwood
stand 200 yards from the
river. It all happened so fast.
The coyote appeared just in
range. | fired twice, and he
kept going.

With a half hour of day-
light remaining and after a
long day, we had the dogs
rounded. Randy, who is very
ambitious, checked out a
track and it was hot. The
hounds were let loose, and
we set up a mile away.

I was badly scared when
a rabbit blew by 1 saw
movement and a coyote
head 40 yards away in some
dense brush. I put the buck-
shot to work. Slippery Bob
had met his maker.

A head mount and a rug
out of the two kills will be
honored in my living room.
Two days hunting, two coy-
otes for the gang, and a good
group of guys for whom I
have a lot of respect.
