It was the cruelest intro-
duction to the vagaries of
country living.

“We moved here because
we wanted the wide open
spaces,” said Maichelle
Kugler

What do you do when the
wide open spaces turn
around and bite you?

“You can’t go back,” said
Michelle. “You can't change
things, and you can’t always
be saying ‘what if.”

The Kuglers, Chris and
Michelle and daughters
Angela and Kaitlyn, moved
to Farmington from the vil
lage of Slinger in early July
of 2002. On August 10
2002, Angela’s little sister
Kaitlyn was struck by a car
while the girls returned
from getting the mail. The
box was
Highway 144 from their dri-
veway. It's really not the
kind of welcome we extend
to neighbors here in
Farmington

Michelle learned a new
vocabulary that included
terms like TBI, or traumatic
brain injury, and “severe
closed head trauma.”

“It happens, and you
can't go back.”

Kaitlyn, who turned ten
in December, was in a coma
for two months, a time when
the family virtually lived at
Children’s Hospital. By
October 8, 2002, the Kuglers
were prepared, if not exactly
ready, to bring Kaitlyn
home.

“The doctors feel that she
will walk again, but can'’t
tell how well. Every individ-
ual is different, and all come
back at their own pace [in
brain injury recoveries].
You can't tell from tests how
well this one will do, or that
one. Everyone is different.”

Michelle takes Kaitlyn to
therapy three times a week
initially for range of motion,
speech, and occupational
therapy. “They're teaching
her to dress herself and how
to follow directions,” said
Michelle. “She needs contin-
uous therapy, and we work
at home all the time. She's
making slow baby steps in
progress. It's very slow. She
had the worst kind of brain
injury, according to the doc-
tors. We keep praying for
her recovery.” Kaitlyn will
return to school at
Farmington elementary at
the end of March.

Meanwhile Angela, a
sixth grader at Kewaskum
Middle School and an honor
roll student, spends time
with her sister every morn-
ing and afternoon around
her school schedule. “She is
a wonderful sister,” accord-
ing to her mother. “We're
very proud of her.”

When asked how she
coped Michelle replied, “I
have a very strong relation

Legislature Takes on Election Reform

[t has been just over two
years since the 2000 presi
dential elections and the
uncertainty the entire coun-
try felt about who would be
our next president. Much
has happened since then
September 11th, the war on
terrorism, and the threat of
war against Irag. We have
had our own challenges here
in Wisconsin also: the
Milwaukee County pension
scandal leading to numerous
recall elections of board
members, a major recount
effort in the 9th State
Senate District, a $3.2 bil-
lion deficit, and now an
absentee ballot scandal.

Legislation has been
introduced in both houses in
response to the issues that
have been raised by the
2000 presidential election
and other concerns that
have been raised in the past
couple of years. The
Assembly recently took up a
bill that requires photo iden-
tification in order to register
on election day or vote in
Wisconsin. Currently, in
order to register to vote, a

person must provide proof of

residency, but no photo ID is

required to verify that it is
indeed the correct person
here is nothing more
sacred than our right to
However, in this day
and age, we are asked to
show ID to rent a movie or
cash a check. I firmly believe
that it is reasonable to
require photo ID to ensure
that everyone's vote is pro-
tected

Another concern that was
raised in the 2000 presiden-
tial election was felons vot-
ing in Milwaukee County
Legislation has been intro-
duced that would require a
court to inform a person con-
victed of a felony that they
are ineligible to vote. It also
requires the Department of
Corrections to inform the
person of the disqualifica-
tion to vote if the person is
or has been placed on proba-
tion or released to parole or
extended supervision. This
addresses the vump]uml
used by some in Milwaukee
County that felons were not
aware that their conviction
disqualified them from vot-
ing

[ would like to address
the need for the upcoming
school referendum.

Fiscal responsibility dic-
tates budgeting for building
maintenance, If this is done,
buildings are properly main-
tained and the need for cost-
ly repairs and building new
structures is eliminated. If
this is being done, why then,
is there this looming threat
that a failed referendum
would lead to building anew?

[ also question the validi-
ty of the concerns of contin-
ued loss of students if the
referendum is turned down
based upon the following:

In the last four years,
Kewaskum is the only school
district in Washington and
Ozaukee counties where
third grade reading test
results continued to decline.
In 1999, the district’s third
graders achieved a 90.9%
proficiency rate (students
could read at a D level and
above). In 2000, only 86.1%.
In 2001, 82.6%. In 2002, only
73.4%, earning Kewaskum a
rank of 12th out of 13 dis-
tricts. Additional informa-
tion may be found at:

The upper grades did not
fare well either. The
February, 2002 test results
for fourth grade language
indicated 81% performed at
a D or better, ranking the
district 164th in the state;
Science, at 85% placed the
district at 212th; Math was
82%, earning a place of
109th. Kettle Moraine,
Campbellsport, West Bend,
Slinger, Sheboygan Falls,
and Howards Grove consis-
tently performed better with

scores starting at 94%
Eighth and tenth grades
show similar patterns

The ACT results for 2001-
02 indicate only 50% of the
seniors took the test (77 stu-
dents out of 154) with an
average score of 21.6, signifi-
cantly fewer students and

lower averages than
Germantown, Hartford,
Slinger and West Bend.

Milwaukee Magazine
commissioned a quality con-
sultant and statistics
instructor to assist in ana-
lyzing scores from 59 high
schools. By factoring out the
demographics, the schools
were compared on equal foot-
ing, meaning the school’s
performance record would
not improve because the stu-
dent body was demographi-

cally “easy.” Rufus King
(MPS), ranked number two.
Wauwatosa FEast ranked
number 11, West Bend East
ranked number 16, West
Bend West ranked number
31 and Kewaskum ranked
number 58.

If students are leaving
the district for academic rea-
sons and not for the pursuit
of an auditorium and new
buildings, passing this refer-
endum would not stem the
loss of students, but would
certainly place this commu-
nity in a precarious economic
position for years to come. If

the district really wants to
do something for the chil-
dren, provide them with the
communication, math and
critical thinking skills neces-
sary to become productive,
responsible citizens.

Dear Editor:

We have called the Town
of Wayne home for over 25
vears. We moved here for the
opportunity to live in the
open spaces away from all
the clutter of the city. Wayne
township offered us this and
more. The diversity of topog-
raphy in this township,
rolling hills, beautiful farms,
extensive wetlands and the
Theresa Marsh is second to
none

In recent years the town-
ship is experiencing undesir-
able change. Land is being
sold off at a rapid pace and
the goals that were
expressed by a majority of
the people in the township

during the drafting of the
Land Use Plan in 1997 are
not being achieved. Rural

atmosphere, a high priority,
is being lost.

Everyone's definition of
rural atmosphere can be dif-
ferent, but 25 to 30
lots/houses in an open farm
field does not preserve rural
atmosphere. People think
that with moreé development,
the taxes will go down, to the
contrary, they will actually
increase.

The original 1997 plan
called for 10 -12 houses per
year. The number of land
divisions in the last few
years far exceeds the Town's
planned projected growth
rate. Most areas of the sur-
rounding townships have 35
acre density or lot sizes.
Wayne has five acre density.
That means for every 40

acres, there can be 8 lots on
that parcel of land. These
lots can vary in size. Wayne
Township is 30% wetlands
which will remain undevel-
opable. Presently the wet-
lands are included in the
density formula. This means
if there are 40 and
50% of it is wetlands, there
can still be eight lots on that
parcel of land, but all lots
will be put on that
of high land or developable
land. This increases the
amount of lots right near the
wetlands or sensitive areas

The BIG question is, why
is the Town of Wayne so dif-
ferent from the surrounding
townships?

If this trend is allowed to
continue, it could ruin por-
tions of Theresa Marsh that
lie within the township along

systems we do and do not
have in place. We can tell
you that a network security
assessment was performed
on the District network in
February 2003. Extremely
qualified personnel from a
reputable technology com-
pany performed the assess-
ment. They presented us
with a thirty- page docu-
ment outlining the current
state of our network securi-
ty and recommendations
Based on those recommen-
dations, the Technology
Department researched the
equipment and labor needed
to implement the most
important upgrades.

Staff Development- The
Department of Public
Instruction recommends
that twenty-five percent of
the technology budget
should be used for staff
development. Staff develop-
ment money is used to pay
for substitute teachers while
teachers receive training. It
also pays for staff training
beyond their normal work
hours, and it pays the costs
of sending teachers off-site
to conferences, etc.

Currently, there is no
money allotted in the budget
for staff development. The
District has received a
$30,000 grant for math this
year. Sixty percent of the
grant amount must be used
for staff development in
math. We will continue to
look for grant opportunities
in other areas. We will use
the budgeted money to pro-
vide training for teachers in
the areas in which we do not
receive grants. Due to the
current State financial situ-
ation, these grant funds are
becoming more and more
limited every year. Staff
development is essential in
using technology to its
fullest potential.

Computer Replacement-
The computer replacement
cycle is based on the current
number of computers in
each building. The calcula-

tions assume the cost of
$1000 per PC. The replace-
ment cycle is five years
because that is the same
amount of time as the war-
ranty on each PC. By align-
ing the replacement cycle
with the warranty, the
Distriet will not have to
spend money to purchase
replacement parts if the
PC's break down. The Tech
Coordinator repairs the cur-
rent PC's in-house. The
District has relied on a State
funded TEACH grant to
purchase PC's in the past
Because of budget cuts at
the State level, the TEACH
grant has been discontin-
ued.

A dozen
papers throughout
Wisconsin were running my
column and my income was
about $150 a week.

That month was special
because my 2-year-old gold-
en retriever, Star, was due
to have a litter of pups.

Back then, I never had
any extra money. My goal
was to use the money from
the litter of pups to replace
my extremely worn out 1979
Chevy pickup.

The day before Star gave
birth was a good day. I spent
it at my friends, Clyde and
Karen Kellers, grinding 300
pounds of moose meat into
burger from a couple of large
moose Clyde and I had shot
that fall.

I got back to camp about
10 that night and Star was
acting like it was time to
have some pups. I was sleep-

With my lack of knowl-
edge, all kinds of thoughts
went through my head. Most
of them centering
around Star not being total-
ly devoted to Ben. My peace
of mind was destroyed, as
was the thought of the litter
having any monetary value.

By sunrise, | was on my
way to a pay phone. I had
some questions to ask the
people at the American
Kennel Club. I wanted to
know why one of Star's six
pups would have a black
patch of fur on it.

Good luck came back in
my direction when [ was told
that about one in 42,000
golden retrievers is born
with a black patch. I would
be able to register the litter.
My day that started out
great and became not so
great ended up as a good
one,

Three weeks later,
tragedy entered my life. Ben
was run over and killed.

Like her father, she is
incredibly faithful to me and
a great hunter.

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Survey Finds CWD Just One Reason
Hunters Chose Not to Hunt in 2002

MADISON Chronic
wasting disease was only
one of many reasons gun
deer hunters chose to not
hunt in 2002 according to a
recently completed survey
by the Department of
Natural resources in con-
junction with the University
of Wisconsin-Madison
Survey Center.

The survey polled 2,100
gun deer hunters from all
areas of the state. Names
were selected at random
from a list of gun deer
license buyers from the 2001
license year. The survey has
a confidence level of plus or
minus 3 percent, according
to the survey center

The survey is the only
one of its kind in the country
at this time and is a unique
look into the concerns
hunters have over chronic
wasting disease and how it
affected their hunting efforts
said Jordan Petchenik, the
DNR sociologist who coordi-
nated the study

A majority of responding
hunters (90 percent in non-
CWD counties and 88 per-
cent in CWD counties) said
they hunted the same or
more in 2002 than in past
vears. Of those hunters who
chose not to hunt in 2002, 24
percent said they didn’t
hunt because of lack of time
or other responsibilities,
with 22 percent saying they
didn't hunt because they
were concerned about chron-
ic wasting disease and veni-
son safety

Just one percent of the
respondents listed a
statewide ban on baiting
and feeding as the most
important reason they chose
to not hunt in 2002

"We're certainly aware
that there's split opinion out
there regarding a ban on
baiting and feeding,” said
Tom Hauge, director of the
DNR wildlife management
program. "We feel that ban-
ning these practices is in the
long-term best interest of
our whitetail herd and the
science supports this.
There’s going a period of
adjustment if this ban is
enacted but it's our opinion
and it's the opinion of
numerous wildlife biologists
and veterinarians too, this is
the right thing to do."

The department will be
holding a series of public
hearings March 17-19
throughout the state to hear
public comment on a propos-
al to ban baiting and feeding
of deer. The hearings begin
at 6 p.m. with an informal
presentation; the formal
public hearing begins at 7
p.m. An environmental
impact statement that
examines the impacts of
baiting and feeding on ani-
mal health accompanies the
rule proposal and is also up
for comment at the hearings.
Scientists say baiting and
feeding can promote the
spread of communicable dis-
eases like CWD and bovine
tuberculosis by unnaturally
congregating deer.

Hunters also ranked
other safety concerns above

human health
associated with
wasting disease

When asked to respond to
a list of perceived risks asso-
ciated with gun deer hunt-
ing, 50 percent of hunters in
the CWD counties and 47
percent in non-CWD coun-
ties indicated they were very
or somewhat concerned over
the risk of being accidentally
shot by a member of another
hunting party.

Thirty-eight percent of
hunters in CWD counties
and 35 percent in non-CWD
counties, ranked concern of
becoming ill from CWD vir-
tually equal to concern over
Lyme's disease.

When asked specifically
how they felt about eating
venison, 36 percent of reply-
ing hunters in CWD coun-
ties indicated they had some
concern over eating venison
from a deer not tested for
CWD, 11 percent from the
same areas indicated con-
cern if the deer tested nega-
tive for CWD

Most hunters
CWD counties and non
CWD counties favored tak
ing some kind of action to
manage CWD versus doing
nothing

In CWD counties, 45 per-
cent of hunters favored
removing all deer in the
eradication zone, in non
CWD counties this climbed
to 53 percent in favor or
removing all deer.

Wildlife biologists and
wildlife health experts from
across the nation support
reducing deer populations to
as close to zero as possible in
new CWD areas as a means
of stopping the disease
before it gets established
The department’s current
proposal calls for a zero pop-
ulation goal in a CWD eradi-
cation zone with 5-deer per-
square mile goal in an inten-
sive harvest zone and a 10
deer-per-square-mile popu
lation goal in a herd reduc
tion zone (currently known
as the CWD management
zone)

Reducing deer popula
tions to less than estab
lished goals in the CWD
management zone was
favored by 42 percent of
hunters in CWD counties
and by 50 percent of hunters
in non-CWD counties

Only about one in three
hunters (36 percent) in CWD
counties preferred a "do
nothing” approach to CWD
management but this
dropped to about one in four
(27 percent) in non-CWD
counties,

"This was one of the more
in-depth hunter surveys
we've attempted,” said
Hauge. "Typical of hunters,
we got a high return per-
centage on the survey of
around 68 percent so we feel
this is a pretty good indica-
tor of opinion out there. But
surveys aren't the same as
hearing comments face to
face and I encourage folks to
come to one of the CWD-EIS
hearings around the state in
March."
