J
eanne Goeden is back 
for another round on 
the Kewaskum Board of 
Education. Goeden will be 

joining re-elected incum­
bents Beth Steiner and 
Gordie Dickman.

Lisa Maul, the other 
incumbent, lost by 22 votes.

Goeden, the third highest 
vote getter with 1,548 votes, 
will be filling a two year 
term. She stated “(Since the 
referendum failed) we have 
our work cut out for us. I 
hope people will come to me 
and talk so I can listen and 
help them,” after finding out 
she won the seat.

Dickman, who is the cur­
rent board president, 
received 1,610 votes. He 
stated that “ I am happy 
with the support in my cam­
paign, but disappointed in 
the lack of support for the 
referenda. Now we must 
make drastic cuts and unfor­
tunately some additional 
programs will have to be 
cut.”

Steiner was the top vote 
getter with 1,675. She had 
no comment.

The Kewaskum School 
Board will have to go back to 
the drawing board if they 
want improvements to the 
high school. All five referen­
da failed in most communi­
ties.

The Village of Kewaskum 
was the only municipality to 
give an okay for books and 
technology, but it wasn’t

Auburn Voters Put
Confidence in Laubenstein

Things have cooled down 
in the Town of Auburn fol­
lowing Tuesday’s spring 
election.

After a very heated 
debate filled with letters to 
the editor in local papers and 
ads taken out by a group 
calling themselves
“Concerned Citizens of 
Auburn” Howard Lauben­
stein, incumbent town chair­
man has emerged victorious 
almost doubling the amount 
of votes received by his oppo­
nent Joe Minz.

Laubenstein has served 
on the Town Board as 
Chairman for the last two 
years. Minz relinquished his 
supervisory seat to run for 
the chairmanship.
Laubenstein garnered 419 
votes while Minz brought in 
214.

In another heated race for 
town supervisor, newcomer 
Mike Nitschke came through 
with 430 votes. A meat cutter 
by trade Nitschke will take 
his first shot at politics by 
replacing Minz.

Incumbent Merle Laatsch 
received 389 votes. Henry 
Haack who ran a fairly quiet 
campaign received 298, not 
enough for a seat at the head 
table.

After retiring, Camilla 
Butzke leaves her office to 
Bonnie Berg who received 
368 votes for town clerk. 
Karen Ramthun also ran for 
the position, she received 
297 votes.

Farmington Plan 
Commission 
Recommends 
Moratorium

The Hot Button in rural 
America these days is land 
use.

It’s not even an issue 
between the settlers and the 
newcomers, or the ranchers 
and the farmers and the 
DNR. It comes down to a 
question of learning from 
our mistakes and trying to 
figure out how to teach our 
children to feed and shelter 
themselves. In the terms of 
this Star Wars generation, 
do we want to make a 
Coruscant or a Tatooine? 
Most people want something 
in between city and desert 
and are willing to compro­
mise for it.

Smart Growth is the 
State of Wisconsin’s idea of 
helping us to help ourselves. 
By 2010 all communities 
should be able to report to 
the state a comprehensive 
plan of development. Several 
communities have made 
efforts toward that end.

In the Town of Trenton, a 
"2010" plan was developed 
and adopted in the year 
2000. Trenton worked with 
the Southeastern Wisconsin 
Regional Planning 
Commission (SWRPC). All 
the Town was plotted and 
looked at as a whole, then 
zoning was updated. The 
plan was meant to be 
reviewed in 2010. If people 
in the community don’t like 
the one and three acre plots, 
country estates and exclu­
sive ag areas, the plan can 
be adapted to its changing 
needs.

The Town of Wayne took 
a little more drastic step 5 
years ago in issuing a 3-year 
moratorium on land divi­
sions while the land use 
plan was developed. "Most of 
the people went along with 
it, said Chairman Leander 
Herriges. The plan, which 
also was worked on with 
SWRPC, called for 5-acre 
densities. Ordinances were 
updated accordingly.

Retiring farmers without 
401K’s and profit-sharing 
have a right to live comfort­
ably as much as the grocery 
stores have a right to find 
the food to sell. In an era 
where the state government 
pays farmers to let their 
land lie fallow to boost 
prices, what are the best 
answers?

Open space, caring for 
created parks, animals and 
taxes were all discussed. 
Chairman Jack Theusch 
pointed out that the Town of 
Farmington carries the sec­
ond largest tax base for the 
Kewaskum School District. 
"People don't realize how 
much of a tax base we have 
here."

Ike Roell said, "If we do 
not have a plan in place, we 
will lose control of our zom- 
ing. We are not trying to 
keep anyone from doing 
their own thing on their own 
property. We are not here to 
scare people, but to regroup 
and get in line with a plan. 
We don't want to detour 
building, but to slow it 
down."

The Town of Farmington 
is poised to hurry up the 
Land Use Plan that was 
submitted by the Town Plan 
Commission a number of 
years ago, but not adopted. 
At the Plan Commission 
meeting on March 25, Ann 
Enright reported that the 
zoning and ordinances have 
been updated. "It just needs 
to go to the lawyer," she 
said. After a debate of about 
45 minutes which included 
both residents and members 
of the Commission, a recom­
mendation to the Town 
Board to pursue a moratori­
um was passed by a 3-2, 1 
abstention, vote. By the time 
this paper is out, the Board 
will have heard the recom­
mendation at the April 1 
regular meeting. A report 
will follow.

Instead 
of cities, suburbs and farm 
lands, you would have seen 
mostly prairies and open oak 
savannahs, and scattered 
southern hardwood forests 
and wetlands.

To help preserve this part 
of our natural heritage, 
many people are filling their 
gardens and yards with 
native plants. Depending on 
the garden/ community type, 
people are growing such 
beauties as rattlesnake mas­
ter, pasque flower, trillium, 
wild geranium, fringed gen­
tian, big blue stem and 
elderberry. An added benefit 
to planting native plants is 
that they are adapted to our 
climate and soils, thus they

require less maintenance 
than other non-native 
species.
