New Farmers Needed for
State’s Agriculture to Prosper

MT. HOREB - Entering
the farming business is a
difficult task, and the impli-

cations for the future of

Wisconsin agriculture are
enormous. Without new
farmers entering the profes-
sion, opportunities and
infrastructure will continue
to decline.

“Today’s agriculture is
capital intensive and gener-
ally requires access to
expensive inputs, machin-
ery, land and facilities. The
initial capital outlay
required to enter farming
can be tremendous and over-
whelming,” says Gerald
Brian, Sr. Vice President
and Chief Credit Officer,
GreenStone Farm Credit
Services, a member of the
Wisconsin Farm Credit
System. “Farm Credit knows
first hand it's critical to sup-
port and encourage young,
beginning and small farm-
ers, so we have special policy
directing beneficial loan
terms and conditions for this
group.”

Farm Credit takes into
consideration the strengths
and weaknesses of this sec-
tor, says Bryan Mullendore,
Sr. Financial Services Team
Leader, AgStar Financial
Services, a member of the
Wisconsin Farm Credit
System. He says those meet-
ing the criteria of a young,
beginning or small farmer
normally are subject to a
lower net worth requirement
and a willingness to finance
a higher amount of collater-
al on these loans. In general,
young, beginning and small
farmers can apply for oper-
ating, equipment and real

estate loans with more
relaxed credit standards and
reduced interest rates than
those offered to normal
applicants. Farm Credit also
works with Farm Service
Agency (FSA) guaranteed
loans. These loans allow
more flexible terms and can
provide additional assis-
tance with interest rates

Prior to contacting a
lender, both Brian and
Mullendore recommend
developing a thorough busi-
ness plan. Some things they
recommend including are:
goals and a timeline to
achieve those goals; qualifi-
cations as a business man-
ager, including strengths
and weaknesses; how raw
material inputs will be
turned into cash and profit;
specific resources needed,
their cost, when those trans-
actions will eccur and the
financing necessary; and,
existing risks and how they
will be mitigated. Once the
plan is writen, the feasibility
of the plan from a financial
perspective should be ana-
lyzed. Brian says financial
statements, including his-
toric and projected balance
sheets and earnings state-
ments, should be prepared,
and Mullendore suggests
looking at cash flow

“The most important
part of the plan is that it's
realistic and conservative.
In farming, it's only a mat-
ter of time when something
won't go according to plan,”
says Mullendore. “If you
don’t leave room to maneu-
ver \‘Vhl"” a H("hil('k occurs,
you might not be able to con-
tinue farming. The more

We all had attended
numerous schools and had
extensive flight training in
our specialty. We had count-
less check rides by instruc
tional air crews that mea
sured our performance abili-
ties. Number one, without a
doubt, you had to measure
up or you didn’'t become a
member of an air crew. Even
back in the 1950's, aircraft
was worth millions of dollars
ind excuses for the loss of
in aircralt was not accepted
It is my belief that all air
crew members had great
respect for each other’s job
regardless of rank. Most of
the time rank meant noth-
ng to us as an ailr crew
except to follow orders for a
specific purpose. We each
had our job to perform
iboard our aircraft which we
had been highly trained for
We knew our jobs and we
knew them well

There were occasions
when the Officers’ Club had
special entertainment or
dinners. Where we were off
duty we generally wore civil-

clothes. I always felt

when not on duty a uniform
was only for parades of
stand-by
Besides not many of us liked
to wear ties. It was not

inspections

unusual for our officers to
invite the enlisted men of
our air crew to one of these
special nights at the
Officers’ Club. The Officers
Club was for men of rank
from lieutenants to colonels.
Did I feel intimidated? Yes!
Normally enlisted always
felt uncomfortable among a
group of officers from anoth-
er air crew no one made a
complaint that we shouldn't
be there. Most likely because
the did the same thing from
time to time with their own
air members. Before the end
of the evening we felt com-
fortable being there and con-
ducted ourselves as gentle-
men and officers would. I
felt like it was a great honor
that my officers considered

me one of them

Many officers were mar-
ried. Most enlisted men
were not back in the 1950's
[here were occasions when
we would be invited to their
homes for a meal and relax-
ation. Our officers did not
rank first but their
crew members recognizing

could wait to get back home
n furlough. We got the
opportunity to beat the nor
mal wailt for rotation to go
stateside by several days if
we volunteered to ferry on of
our war weary bombers back
to the states for a major
overhaul. Of course, we vol-
unteered even though we
needed a break from flying
As the flight engineer, I had
to make sure the aircraft
could get us back over the
Pacific Ocean and back to
California. The aircraft was
far from what we would
have desired to fly in but
there was the lure of getting
home sooner if we did it

Our first stop from Japan

Wake Island. During
that refueling stop over I
started to have a severe
stomach ache. I thought to
myself, “Wally, suck it up”
so I didn’t complain about it.
After all we had been
through together and sur-
vived, this was nothing

After take off, our next
stop was Hawaii. A few
hours before landing the
pain was excruciating. When
we touched down in Hawaii,
an ambulance met our plane
late that afternoon and I
was transported to the mili-
tary hospital at Hicken
Field, Hawaii. My appendix
had ruptured. 1 was rushed
into surgery

When I came to and
the first
thing | saw were 10 crew
members (all of them) mak-
ing sure I was going to be
okay. I was deeply touched
by their staying as they
could have chosen to catch
the next flight out and got-
ten home a couple of days
sooner. They chose not to.
Rather they hung around to
see how their fellow crew
member was doing. That is
comradeship!

Unfourtantely, I have not
seen any of them since, but,
I can envision how each of
them were at that time, in
my mind, even now, over
fifty years later.

I spent six weeks in the
hospital in Hawaii. To drain
the infection from my sys-
tem they inserted a tube in
the area where the appendix

A Youth Turkey Hunt
