MADISON - State Rep--
resentative Dan LeMahieu
(R-Oostburg) was pleased
with he Legislative Joint
Finance Committee's deci-
sion to reduce the amount of
bonding authority offered by
the State of Wisconsin for
the Stewardship Program.

LeMahieu said,
“Members of the Finance
needed to be commended for
their vote on Stewardship
funding as the committee is
working toward reducing
not only state spending, but
also helping to put a stop to
buying up large amounts of
land by the State of
Wisconsin.”

Wisconsin. Wisconsin's non-
partisan Fiscal Bureau has
stated that the DNR con-
trols properties in 71 of the
state’s 72 counties ranging

from less than one-tenth of

an acre to more than
168,000 acres. The DNR has
publicly stated their esti-
mated goal of total state
owned land to be approxi-
mately 1,825,600 acres.
Under the budget amend-
ment passed on a 11-5 vote
by the Legislative Joint
Finance Committee, the
Stewardship program would
reduce bonding authority by
$245 million, reducing the
amount of bonding authority

Harley Special Event
Requirements

Warm weather brings
out temporary food stands
and this year, because of the
100th Anniversary of Harley
Davidson, people have been
inquiring about setting up
campsites on their property.
The State of Wisconsin
Department of Health and
Family Services (DHFS)
regulate special event camp-
grounds and temporary food
stands. Serving or selling
meals to the public requires
a permit and compliance
with all state and local food
safety regulations.
Operations a campground
also requires a permit and
compliance with all state
and local sanitation and
safety regulations.

Prior to applying for a
license, the operator must
check with the local town,
village or city about any
zoning regulations or per-
mits that apply to setting up
a temporary campground or
a temporary food stand. The
operator must also contact
the Washington County
Planning and Parks
Department at 262-335-
4445 to be certain that the
planned activity does not
conflict with county code.

Once it is determined
that the campground or
temporary food stand is
allowed by local codes, the
operator must apply for a
temporary campground per-
mit or a temporary restau-

rant permit from DHFS

The Food Safety and
Recreational Licensing
Section of the State

Department of Health can
be reached by calling 608-
266-2835 or by e-mailing
PliceESS@dhfs.state.wi.us.
The operator should
check with his or her insur-
ance prior to opening up a
temporary campground or
restaurant. If an illness or a
physical injury should
become associated with the
campground or food stand,
parties involved in the oper-
ation of the temporary
campground or temporary
food stand may be held
liable for medical costs and
damages. A copy of the
campground code and the
restaurant code can be
obtained from DHFS. Copies
can also be obtained online
at http://www.legis.

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Lucas Martin to Graduate From U.S. Naval Academy

First Class Midshipman,
Lucas John Martin, son of
Larry and Louise Martin of
Kewaskum, will graduate on
May 23, 2003, from the U.S.
Naval Academy in
Annapolis, Maryland, where
he has attended college the
last four years.

Lucas is a 1995 graduate
of Holy Trinity Catholic
Grade School in Kewaskum
and was valedictorian of the
1999 graduating class of St.
Lawrence Seminary, Mt.
Calvary

On graduation day Lucas
will attain the rank of
Ensign, a military ranking
that is earned only after
rigid criteria has been
achieved.

Because many of us are
unfamiliar with the military
and/or the Academy, and in
the event that others might
want to follow in Lucas's
footsteps, he cordially
explained the application
process.

Competition to attend an
academy is keen, but if you
are of good moral character
and have prepared yourself
for a challenging, multi-
dimensional four-year pro-
gram and want to serve your
country with distinction as a
leader, you should apply.

Applying to an academy
requires some time and
effort. Besides reviewing
your academic records, an
academy admissions board
will evaluate your medical
and dental health, physical
fitness, leadership potential
and motivation. You must be
recommended by teachers
and nominated by at least
one of the nomination
sources. The academy goal is
to ensure that the best qual-
ified candidates from around
the United States are select-
ed for admission and that
they have the drive and
motivation to complete the

four-year program and to
excel as officers.

All applicants must
obtain a nomination from an
official source during the
admissions process. A nomi-
nation from an official
source normally includes a
U.S. representative, a U.S.

senator or the Vice
President of the United
States.

Each congressman can
only nominate ten appli-
cants to each of the three
Academies.

Of the ten selected by
each congressman, one is
chosen as a "principle” nomi-
nee. If you receive a princi-
ple nomination or a nomina-
tion directly from the White
House, you are automatical-
ly admitted to the Academy.

Since Lucas did not
receive this, he had to apply
to the Academy for approval.
Besides demonstrating his
medical, physical and
scholastic abilities, he also
had to forward his high
school transcripts and col-
lege boards, similar to other
colleges, plus, have three let-
ters of recommendation.
Lucas was accepted, but
many are not.

The Class of 2003 had
10,145 applicants, with
4,775 receiving an official
nomination. 1,814 nominees

qualified scholastically,
medically and physically
with 1,511 offers of admis-
sion extended. The Class of
2003 began their Plebe sum-
mer with 1,232 midshipmen.

In July of 1999, Lucas
started his four years of
education at the Naval
Academy in Annapolis, MD

in exchange for five years of

active duty as an officer. He
started as a Fourth Class
Midshipman (called "Plebe")
and had a six week indoctri-
nation period.

It was in this first year
that Lucas had a great deal
of transition to undergo, like
not being able to speak at
meals and having upper
classmen spontaneously quiz
you on military procedures.
Much of the training at the
Academy is done at Bancroft
Hall, which also houses a
55,000 sq. ft. dining area
called King Hall. To give
you an idea of the magni-
tude of this place, 12,000 hot
meals are prepared per day.
In one hour, the kitchen can
fry a ton of shrimp or broil
3000 hamburgers.

The strict military
lifestyle, education, and mil-
itary procedures continue to
be taught throughout the
four years at varying
degrees, with more leader-
ship qualities being exhibit-
ed in the later years.

Each year your class is
given a new name, which
designates what year you
are currently in. The sum-
mers, however, are spent
getting hands-on experi-
ences. Lucas shared infor-
mation about what his sum-
mers were like.

June of 2000, Lucas's
first summer, was spent in
Boston, New York and
Newport, RI, experiencing a
yard patrol boat and learn-
ing the basic introduction of
seamanship and navigation.

In June of 2001, for the
first half of the summer, he
went to Australia and was
attached to the USS
Germantown DLS (Dock
Landing Ship), and to vari-
ous ports in Japan, which
was an introduction to life
aboard ship.

The second half of the
summer he was introduced
to aviation in Pennsacola,
Florida; to submarines in
Kings Bay, Georgia; and, to

the Marines in Quantico,
VA.

June, 2002 started in
Norfolk, VA in an aviation
squadron witnessing early
warning aircraft and experi-
encing how the radar dome
can detect other aircraft in
the area. Lucas then had
first hand experience at Cold
Lake, Canada for three
weeks in mock aviation
flights along with several
other countries. The bal-
ance of the summer was
spent at the Naval Academy
to utilize his leadership
qualities by being the com-
pany commander for the
indoctrination of approxi-
mately 150 incoming fresh-
men, and, spending three
weeks at the London School
of Economics, London as
part of his major in quanti-
tative economics, granted to
him, only through the a rec
ommendation from a profes-
S50r.

One of the highlights of
his four years was present-
ing his Capstone (like a the-
sis), "Analyzing the
Campaign Game", at the
military operations. in
Monterey, CA. This math
paper, analyzing the use of
the "Game Theory" of battle,
with dynamic programming
and linear models, was done
jointly with professor
Charles Mylander. It was
also presented at the Air
Force Academy in Colorado
Springs, Colorado and will
be published in MOPS
(Military Operations
Research), an academic jour-
nal, where it will be made
available to the entire popu-
lous.

Lucas will receive his
diploma from Defense
Secretary Donald Rumsfeld,
graduating in the top 10% of
his class of 994 graduates.
After graduation he plans on
a vacation in Italy.

Upon graduating, you
have a choice of the branch
of service and the speciality
schools you want to pursue.
Lucas’ service area will be
submarines and he will
spend his first six months,
when he returns in
September, at nuclear power
school in Charleston, SC.

Submarines are a self-
contained entity powered by
nuclear energy within,
which helps their endurance
and lets them stay deep in
the ocean for long periods of
time. Lucas is especially
interested in this aspect of
learning how to run a
nuclear reactor, and, will
spend additional months
with hands-on training, run-
ning a simulated nuclear
reactor

He also will spend some
time taking basic submarine
training. After all this addi-
tional schooling, he will be
stationed on a sub for three
years. He is hoping to get in
a larger "Boomer" nuclear
sub which carries nuclear
missiles, rather than a fast
attack "Tomahawk" sub
which hunts other subs.

Lucas feels the military
is a great experience. He
enjoys the traveling and
serving with others. He sees
the big picture of how the
military impacts the world
and he likes being one of the
players. He is confident that
the discipline and leadership
qualities he has gained will
prepare him for a diversified
future, whether it be in the
military or in the private
sector.

In his four years at
Annapolis, Lucas only got a
chance to come home for
major holidays and a few
weeks during the summer.

The Martins have also
been informed their daugh-
ter Lanaya, who will gradu-
ate from Brookfield
Academy on June 1, has
been appointed to the U.S.
Naval Academy. She will be
inducted into the Class of
2007 on July 1.

Baptism on the Chippewa Flowage

Hello Friends,

I had a problem that
needed to be taken care of,
and this past week, I did it.
My 2-year-old daughter,
Selina, had yet to go on a
canoe camping trip. Also, my
5-month old golden retriev-
er, Ice, needed some time
alone with his master and
his best friend, Selina.

So, I took this pair of
pups on Sawyer County’s
15,000-acre Chippewa
Flowage for a three-day
canoe and camping adven-
ture.

Friday, May 2
High 69, Low 29

Selina is in her second
month of potty training, but
not past the accident stage.
In order to keep the training
on schedule, 1 packed her
portable potty in the canoe
along with about 500 pounds
of other gear.

We began our journey on
the southwest corner of the
Chippewa. My plan was a
simple one: Find a comfort-
able island campsite, build
camp, and spend the week-
end hanging around the
campfire exploring the
flowage and training my
pup.

Selina and I built a com-
fortable camp at a designat-
ed site on Cedar Swamp
Island under picture perfect
conditions of almost 70
degrees and sunny. Toward
mid-afternoon, 1 decided it
was time to take a bit of a
tour with Selina and Ice. By
this point, Selina had two
accidents in the previous
two hours and was now on
her third set of clothes.

[ had been paddling for
about 10 minutes when she
told me she wanted to help.
Selina was wearing a life

jacket and tethered to the

canoe, so I figured, what the
heck, and gave her a paddle.
Selina is an outdoor person,
a worker, who rarely gets
cold. Unfortunately, she lost

her balance and fell head
first into the Chippewa. She
popped up like a bobber, and
I immediately grabbed her
rope and retrieved her.

Selina was okay until
she saw her paddle floating
away. That’s when she start-
ed crying and pointing. I hit
reverse, grabbed the paddle
and headed back to camp. |
stripped her down and put
her in her fourth set of
clothes, then built a camp-
fire. Selina learned a valu-
able lesson today.

Saturday, May 3
High 63, Low 32

Wisconsin’s inland fish-
ing season opened today. I
should be excited, but I
wasn't. My priorities were
on dog training, canoeing,
cooking over a campfire, and
dreaming about a moose
hunt I had just booked for
the fall.

The Chippewa Flowage
is 93 percent undeveloped
and reminds me of Canada.
I spent much of the day fan-
tasizing about moose being
around every bend in every
bay.

Today, when Selina, Ice
and I went exploring, Selina
never even came close to
falling out of the canoe. Late
this afternoon, I caught a
very small walleye. By the
look on Selina’s face, you
would have thought I had
caught a world record. Ice,
like all of the other golden
retrievers I have owned, has
perfect manners in the
canoe.

[ am concerned that I
am not spending enough
time with him. When I
trained his mother almost
10 years ago, I was single
and not dividing my time
between a wife, four kids, 50
chickens, three steers, a cat
and 55 newspapers. 1 have
to buck up and do some seri-
ous training with this pup
between now and when the
leaves fall.

Slow Down In Work
Z.ones - Fines Are Double

Orange and black are
prevalent fall colors often
associated with Halloween.
But in warm weather
months, these colors signify
a different season - road con-
struction. As the bright
orange barrels and signs
with black lettering begin to
appear on interstate and
other highways, drivers
should remember that work
Zones are very L'()ng(.'.‘;l“d
spaces with heavy equip-
ment and workers just a few
feet from traffic.

“Because of many unpre-
dictable hazards and obsta-
cles due to construction,
speeding in work zones is
irresponsible, dangerous and
expensive,” says Captain
David Pichette of the
Wisconsin State Patrol
District Three Headquarters
in Fond du Lac. “Work zones
frequently have narrow
lanes and uneven pavement,
in addition to workers and
equipment near the lanes of
traffic. Driving through a
work zone can be challeng-
ing under the best of circum-

stances, but your reaction
time and margin for error
are reduced significantly if
you speed.”

Rear-end collisions are
the most frequent type of
crash in a work zone. These
crashes are caused primarily
by inattentive driving, fol-
lowing too closely, and dri-
ving too fast. In the past five
years, work zone crashes
averaged about 2,000 per
year in Wisconsin with an
average of 11 fatalities
annually. Most of those
killed in work zone crashes
are motorists.

To reduce crashes and
protect workers, fines for
traffic violations in work
zones are double the usual
amounts when workers are
present

“The minimum fine for
speeding in a highway work
zone, with court costs and
other associated penalties, is
$175.40. In a freeway work-
zone, the minimum goes up
to $225. You also could have
between three and six
demerit points added to your

driving record, depending on
how fast you're traveling at
the time,” Captain Pichette
says. “State Patrol officers
are specifically assigned to
many work zones, making
sure your speed is safely
reduced as you pass
through. Speed limits in
work zones will be strictly
enforced.”
