Konzal and Bernau had
threatend the trustees who
voted against the keeping of
livestock in the village with
a recall effort. Later last

In a phone interview
with Konzal he stated
Tuesday evening that all
recall efforts against
Stoltzmann have ended.

The board enacted a reso-
lution stating that in order
to own a pot bellied pig in
the village the owner must
purchase a license for $7
which is the same as dogs.

Trustee Pesch stated that
the change of heart came
about after a lot of thought,
and after weighing all the
items he thought it was best
for the village to keep its
nose out of a pending recall
election and possible legal
matter that would have cost
taxpayers in the end.

He further stated that
when the ordinances were
written in the 1970s that pot
bellied pigs were not consid-
ered and maybe it was time
to bring the ordinance up to
date.

Will the words “recall”
and “lawsuit” pressure
our elected board mem-
bers to change their vote
on other ordinances?

[t was only a few months
ago that the Town of Scott
was confronted with com-
plaints about motocross rac-
ing on Crooked Lake and the
disturbance they caused
due to the loud noise of their
vehicles.

Hello Friends,

When | was growing up
in Columbia County, I was a
pretty decent trout fisher-
man. | lived about a five-
minute walk from Rowan
Creek. Lately for some rea-
son, I have pretty much quit
trout fishing. This past
week, | returned to this very
relaxing sport. | found trout
paradise while fishing Pierce
County’'s Kinnickinnic and
and Rush rivers.

Friday, May 9
High 58, Low 44

The Kinni was supposed
to be my main fishing hole
for this trip. I had my work
cut out for me if [ was going
to write about catching fish
this week since in the last
25 years, | had been trout
fishing only once.

I had never seen this
river before and I made my
first mistake when I
assumed there would be
overnight camping at
Kinnickinnic State Park. It
is a good thing I have a top-
per on my pick-up.

My first fishing adven-
ture took place near County
F. I parked my truck, put on
the chest waders and headed
up river with a rod in my

excellent trout fishing

hand and high hopes in my
spirit.

I was watching the grass
grow, which is doing what
I'm best at, when my line
tightened and it started
heading up river. When [ set
the hook, the fight was on.
The trout was smart, and he
snagged me in a dead fall.

I wanted him so badly
that I waded in and
unsnapped my 1l1l-inch tro-
phy.

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Burn Barrels: Unhealthy,
Unneighborly, Unnecesary and Illegal

Open burning causes air
pollution and in most cases
is illegal. That's why the
Departmens of Natural
Resources prohibits burning
household trash in burn bar-
rels or open fires.

“Burn barrels are
unhealthy, unnecessary,
unneighborly, and many
times used illegally,” says
Jerry Waters, DNR air engi-
neer based at Horicon.
“Smoke from burning
garbage often contains dix-
ion, acid gasses, heavy metal
vapors, carbon monixide and
other sorts of nasty toxins,”
emphasizes Waters.

“Today Wisconsin has
just two licensed municipal
waste incinerators that are
able to meet federal air pol-
lution standards. But
according to recent esti-
mates, we've got more than
a half-million miniature
incinerators (burn barrels)
operating in people’s back
yards,” notes Waters.

Burn barrels operate at
a relatively low tempera-
ture, typically 400-500°
Farenheit and have poor
combustion efficiency. As a
result, toxic pollutants are
created and emitted directly
into the air. Backyard trash
and leaf burning can release
high levels of toxic com-
pounds that cause cancer
and birth defects, and con-
tribute to asthma and
emphysema.

The law prohibits open
burning of household solid
wastes, whether or not in a
burn barrel. This prohibition
includes all plastic materi-
als, petroleum-based materi-
als such as asphalt shingles,
kitchen waste, dirty or wet
paper wastes, treated or
painted wood, furniture, and
demolition material.

Households (not busi-

nesses) are permitted to
burn small amounts of lawn
and garden debris; clear,
untreated, unpainted wood,
and clean paper waste that
cannot be recycled. Burning
permits are required in
many unicorporated parts of
the state and during partic-
ular times of the year (as a
wildfire prevention mea-
sure). Many towns, cities,
and counties forbid all
debris burning.

Waters says that “a big
part of the problem is what
people burn illegally.
Anything plastic, coated
papers, stuff that's oily or
soggy, chemicals, treated or
painted wood. That’s where
a lot of the toxic compounds
and heavy metals come
from.” The DNR air engineer
maintains that open trash
burning is largely unneces-
sary because all Wisconsin
communities are required to
offer effective recycling and
refuse collection programs.
Today, even in very rural
areas, waste hauling compa-
nies offer wheeled carts for
end-of-driveway waste col-
lection and recycling.

“There is very little rea-
son to burn today. Every
responsible unit of local gov-
ernment provides curbside
pickup service, a drop-off
point, or both. You can also
do a lot of reusing products
and packaging, reducing
waste, and composting
organic materials,” contin-
ues Waters. “Garbage
belongs in a landfill - not in
your lungs or you kid’s
lungs.”
