EscAapE SUMMERTIME WOES

Summertime is finally
here and with it come haz-
ards. Third-year medical stu-
dent at Lake Erie College of
Osteopathic Medicine in
Erie, Pennsylvania, and

hometown Kewaskum native,
Rachel Chambers, recently
talked about things to watch
out for. She is presently in a
clerkship in Family Practice
at the Jackson clinic, and
reports that they are seeing
lots of viral colds. The main
care in prevention is, of
course, staying away from
people who are sick, and fre-
quent and thorough hand-
washing. "The medical com-
munity is split on the contro-
versy of bacteria-killing ver-
sus regular soaps,” she said.

Another thing to pay
attention to is the Lyme-dis-
ease carrying nearly micro-
scopic deer ticks. Anyone
who goes out in the woods to
use our trails and farmers
walking the fence rows and
through maturing crops are
at risk. Rachel says to pay
attention if you notice any
welts with a clear center.
Symptoms of Lyme's Disease
vary greatly.

Use an insect repellent
with DEET to avoid mosquito
bites and possible West Nile
virus, and apply sunblock at
least twenty minutes before
you go outside, so that it
begins to take affect early to
avoid sunburn. Reapply fre-
quently, especially if swim-
ming.

A pet peeve of Rachel's is
injuries that could easily have
been prevented by use of
bike helmets. "Always,
always, wear helmets when
biking, and helmet, elbow,
knee and wrist pads when

roller blading or using a
scooter.”

Finally, "Get out and
enjoy the summertime
weather. This is a good time
to get walking and exercising
for good heart health.”
Rachel goes next to Grand
Rapids, Michigan, for a clerk-
ship in critical care pedi-
atrics.

The Capitol

Senate Promotes Economic
Growth

Last week the Legislature
passed a taxpayers’ budget
that included no tax increas-
es, a freeze in state spending
and a local property tax
freeze. This week, the Senate
passed legislation that will
create jobs in the state of
Wisconsin and upgrade our
infrastructure for the future.
We are sending a signal that
Wisconsin is open for busi-
ness.

Currently, corporate
income and franchise taxes
are calculated using a formu-
la that factors in sales, prop-
erty and payroll. This is com-
monly referred to as the "jobs
tax." This formula discour-
ages multi-state companies

from locating property and
jobs in Wisconsin.
Companies choose not to
expand and create jobs in
Wisconsin because they will
be penalized with higher
taxes than if they were to
locate in another state.
Senate Bill 197 phases out the
property and payroll factors
and uses only the sales factor
in calculating corporate and
franchise taxes.

Improving Wisconsin's
transmission capability and
upgrading our production
capacity is important to
improving the state’s econo-
my. To succeed in revitaliz-
ing our manufacturing econ-
omy and in drawing new,

One Millionth Document
Recorded in Washington County

The
document, a mortgage, was
recorded into the county
records 167 years after the
first document containing a
Washington County legal
description was received.

Washington County’s first
known recording, hand-writ-
ten in a large bound book,
was a deed from Joshua
Hathaway Jr. to T. H.
Hubbard of the City of Utica,
the State of New York. The
land included 5 different
parcels and was sold for
$1,500. The purchase was
made through the Green Bay
Land Office and was put into
the public records August 3,
1836.

It took 150 years to record
the first half-million and only
seventeen more years to
record the second half-mil-
lion. "This shows that people
love to live in Washington
County, and with the low
interest rates, continue to
buy or refinance their current
mortgage," said Washington
County Register of Deeds
Sharon Martin. According to
Martin, the Register of Deeds
office implemented a com-
puter document manage-
ment system in 1992 that
allows staff to record and
process documents more
quickly and efficiently. The
system was upgraded in 1998
and modified in 2003 to be

one of only two Wisconsin
Counties that accept elec-
tronic recordings.

"The newer computer sys-
tem keeps Washington
County in the high-tech
times by working more effi-
ciently. The volume of docu-
ments recorded in the
Register of Deeds’ office has
increased revenue and has
allowed other county offices
to improve programs and
services for residents without
overburdening taxpayers”,
Martin said.

The Register of Deeds’
office broke their single day
record Tuesday, May 20, 2003
when they recorded 476 doc-
uments with a total of 2,538
pages. "The last record-
breaking day we had was
November 25, 2002 when we
recorded 484 documents but
only had 2,364 pages in a sin-
gle day. The large volume of
pages can no longer be car-
ried in one stack, and often
takes two to three wire bins
to carry”, said Martin.

Martin added, "Our office

handles land-related docu-
ments as well as vital statisti-
cal records such as birth,
death and marriage records.”
The Register of Deeds’ Office
records, archives and returns
documents submitted for
recording. The office
processes an average of 250
documents daily. Most of
these involve real estate
transfers of people who have
purchased a home or vacant
land or those who have refi-
nanced loans on property
they already own.

In connection with
Washington County Land
and Conservation
Department and supported
by its education coordinator,
Sue Millen, H.O.P.E. Club is
hoping to raise awareness of
helping keep our valuable
waterways as pollution free
as possible. The storm
drains along Kewaskum
streets eventually lead to
town streams and the
Milwaukee River that flows
through the village. The
river is an attraction for
fisherpersons, canoers, and
strollers enjoying a peaceful

view through River Hill
Park. And it is, of course,
home to numerous plant and
animal species. Waterways
are an incredibly valuable
resource, and it is very sim-
ple for people to help keep
that resource safe.

According to a flyer put
out by the W.C.L.C.D., here
are some simple steps people
living along the streets of
Kewaskum can take to help
keep our streams and rivers
pollution free:

# Do not use storm
drains for disposing of motor
oil, antifreeze, pesticides,
paints, solvents, or other
materials.

# Clean up leaves or
grass clippings that accumu-
late on your driveway, side-
walk or in the street.

# Sweep! (do not wash)
fertilizer and soil off drive-
ways and walkways.

# Minimize your use of
salt on sidewalks and drive-
ways during the winter.

# Dispose of pet wastes
by flushing them down the
toilet or by burial.

# Redirect down spouts
from your rain gutters away
from paved areas to vegetat-
ed areas,

# Wash your car on the

lawn - not the driveway.

The W.C.L.C.D. flyer fur-
ther notes, “Rain or melting
snow wash soil, litter, pet
waste, fertilizers, leaves and
grass clippings off the [yard
and] pavement and into your
storm sewer [drains]. When
the storm sewer empties
into lakes and streams,
these materials become pol-
lutants that may kill fish,
close beaches and increase
weed and algae growth.”

If each person decides
he/she is just one person and
cannot do much damage by
not handling waste products
conscientiously, that's thou-
sands of people of
Kewaskum contributing to
the deliberate deterioration
of its waterways. If each per-
son takes on the non-strenu-
ous, simple task of disposing
of wastes properly/safely,
that's thousands of people
caring to keep waterways in
safe condition for
Kewaskum’s todays and
tomorrows.

It is H.O.P.E. CLub’s
intention to stencil the
“DUMP NO WASTE” mes-
sage around more storm
drains in Kewaskum next
fall. Other endeavors of
H.O.P.E. Club include such
events as litter clean-up,
tree planting. energy conser-
vation awareness, hiking,
camping, and horseback rid-
ing among other activities
that are environmentally
peaceful.

As for the storm drain
stenciling project, H.O.P.E.
Club members would like to
impress, once more, please
dump no waste in storm
drains; to not do so is a pure
benefit to you and your
neighbor and your future
generations.

I'he meeting was opened with a
Moment of Silence and pledge of
Allegiance

Chairman Mathew Heiser called
the meeting to order. Members pres-
ent were Andy Pesch, Frank Beesten,
Richard Schmidt, Leeann Butschlick
and Theodore Meilahn. Member
Andrew Kuehl asked be excused. A
quorum was present. Mr. Rick
Kania from SEWRPC was not in
attendance to discuss the proposed
Zoning Ordinances

On a motion by Andy Pesch, sec-
onded by Frank Beesten and carried
by the majority voice vote the Plan
Commission approved the minutes as
amended for April 29, 2003.

Discussion was held on the request
to rezone 967 Fond du Lac Avenue
from R-2 Single Family residence
District to B-2 General Retail and
Service District for the placement of
an office for Trinity Construction, tax
key no. V4-0191-005. It was noted
minor remodeling would be complet-
ed within the existing building and to
expand the parking area outside the
building to allow for handicap
access. On a motion by Richard
Schmidt, seconded by Andy Pesch
and carried by voice vote, the Plan
Commission sent a favorable recom-
mendation on the rezoning to the
Village Board for public hearing.

The Plan Commission reviewed
the preliminary plat for Kettle
Kountry Estates proposed develop-
ment acknowledging the plat is in
accordance with what is being dis-
cussed and proposed.
