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Town of Farmington Holds Meeting

Building Inspector John
Derler noted twenty building
permits have been applied for
to date in the Town. A request
to change the Town's swim-
ming pool ordinance was
denied. Even with a sturdy
cover, the supervisors felt lia-
bility was too great of an issue
to allow the change, which
currently requires inground
pools to be fenced.

The Plan Commission
reported that a land division
in Section 13 was created
without town approval, the
required road frontage or the
payment of the park fees. The
property owners were

advised to adjust the amount
of frontage on the undevel-
oped. lot to meet Town
requirements or attach the lot
to an adjacent piece.

The seventeen-plot subdi-
vision, Overlook Estates, on
Highway M is proceeding. A
vision triangle required at the
egress has been moved to
county land, and a passing
lane on the east side of the
road should not involve any
extra property purchase.

Supervisor Roell's quest to
have the current storm water
ordinance returned to county
control was tabled due to a
request for more information.
A representative from the
county will be asked to attend
a Plan Commission meeting
in the next two months to dis-

cuss the matter.

Gypsy moths have been
reported in the northeast cor-
ner of the Town. According to
DNR requests to keep a sur-
vey of conditions, Chairman
Dieringer will make a note of
the matter and send it in with
the taxes.

Town of Scott Discusses Pavillion
At Batavia Firemen’s Park -

l'he Town of Scott
Planning Commission will be
looking into establishing an
ordinance which will limit
the size of buildings which
will be allowed in the various
size lots throughout the
township. At the present time
the town does not have an
ordinance which would regu-
late building size.

Building inspector Frank
Mayer reported that he has
permit applications calling
for "storage sheds" as large as
50 x 100 ft on small lots. He
presented the Scott Town
board with a sample ordi-
nance which would regulate
the square footage of such
buildings. Example: One, two
and three acre lots limited to
864 square feet, five acre lot -
1200 square feet and ten acre
lots - 1400 square feet. The
board has referred the sample
ordinance to the planning
commission.

At a public hearing which
preceded the board meeting,
there were no objections to a
rezoning request from Steve
Siebenaler, W 8214, County
Road SS for zoning changes
on a 40 acre parcel .

Later on, the board
approved a zoning change
from A-1 to A-6 for four acres
and from A-1 to A-5 for the
remaining 31 acres. The four
acre parcel is destined for a
home site for Siebenaler's

daughter.

The Batavia Athletic
Association requested mone-
tary support for construction
costs related to a pavilion at
the Batavia Firemen's Park
bordering the Scott
Community Center. If
approved, the money would
come from funds in the
town's open space and park
fund.

At the present time the
fund amounts to $8,923.
Money from this fund
increases as lots are created
within the town. A $200 fee is
paid by the lot owner at the
time of recording the division
of land, and is credited to the
park open space fund. The
money in the fund is restrict-
ed to most types of park
development which is used
totally by the public. It is
never to be used for mainte-
nance.

In this case the pavilion
will be a new 32 x 50 foot
building which is estimated
to cost $ 11,350.

Discussion also referred to
dredging and location of the
pier on Beechwood Lake
which also may be eligible for
money from the fund.
Sharing money which would
benefit both sides of the town
was suggested by Supervisor
Bruce Birenbaum. Final deci-
sion was to contribute 1/3 or
$3,000 to aid in the pavilion
project.

The town has been experi-
encing garbage being left off
at the recycling center at

times when the site is not
open. It is either dropped in
front of the door or deposited
in the metals dumpster.

A policy has been estab-
lished to send a warning let-
ter to first time offenders who
are observed violating the
regulations and a $20.00 fine
for second time offenders.
Recently a long time resident
of the town was observed
leaving material after hours
and will be receiving the first
letter mandated by the new
policy.

Residents are reminded
that the garbage and recy-
cling center is open on
Saturdays.

Wisconsin Supreme Court Allows
Mourning Dove Season to Begin

MADISON - Wisconsin's
first legal mourning dove sea-
son is set to begin as planned
following the state Supreme
Court’s denial of a request
from an opposition group to
temporarily stop the hunt.

Today’s decision means
the mourning dove season
will open statewide
September 1.

“We're pleased with
today's announcement to
allow the season to go ahead
as planned,” said Keith
Warnke, upland wildlife biol-
ogist with the Wisconsin
Department of Natural
Resources. “All along we've
been confident in the science
behind a dove season and our
authority to establish one
through the rule process.”

“We look forward to the
opportunity to present our
case before the high court
and hopefully a successful
final ruling in the upcoming
year,” Warnke added.

The hunting season pre-
viously had been scheduled
to open on September 1, 2001
but had been halted by an
injunction issued by Dane
County Judge Daniel Moeser.
The Fourth District Court of
Appeals subsequently
removed the injunction
allowing the season to open
this year. The petition before
the Supreme Court was filed
mid-June of 2003.

According to Warnke, an
estimated 5.2 million mourn-
ing doves migrate from
Wisconsin each year. Just over
half die each year to disease,
accidents, predators and
other causes. But because of
the dove’s high rate of repro-
duction, hunting in
Wisconsin will not threaten
the state's population.

The 60-day dove season
ends October 30 and hunters
must comply with a daily bag
limit of 15 birds. No state or
federal migratory bird stamps

are required to hunt doves in
Wisconsin, but hunters must
possess a valid small game
license.

The DNR's bureau of
wildlife management has
published two brochures per-
taining to the mourning dove,
a fact sheet and a hunting
primer. The fact sheet can be
found at www2.dnr.state.wi.
us/org/land/wildlife.hunt/do
ve.dove.htm and the hunting
brochure can be found at
www2.dnr.state.wi.us/org/la
nd/wildlife/hunt.dove/Mour
ningDove.pdf. The hunting
brochure is also available at
DNR service stations
statewide.

Warnke expects 20,000 to
30,000 will participate in
Wisconsin’s dove season.

“The future of hunting in
Wisconsin depends upon the
safe and ethical practices of
every hunter every time he or
she takes the field,” Warnke
said.

Tints add more
white to color, like trying to
get a lighter shade of pink.
Tone adds gray and mutes a
color. Shade adds black and
darkens a color like Hunter
Green.

Colors also portray tem-
perature with blues, violets
and greens having restful,
cool colors while red, orange
and vellow portray excite
ment. Yellow, for example,
is a happy color and would
be good in a child’s playroom
but not in the bedroom. As
people age, some may devel-
op a film on their eyes, so yel-
low would be too bright for
them. So, how many of us
know all these things? Most

people are color ignorant of

these facts, but they also do
not posses that keen eye for
complementing a room
which seems to come natu-
rally to Connie.

Another reason Connie to
venture out on her own, is
that she can work out of her
home (with no storefront)
and thereby pass on the sav-
ings to her clients by elimi-
nating the middleman.

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Wedding Photography:
Some Money Saving Tips

(ARA) - If you're not care-
ful, wedding photography
costs can get out of hand in a
hurry. The typical couple
spends about seven percent
of their wedding budget, or
$1,150, on photos and a
video.

How can you make sure
your wedding is beautifully
photographed and not go
over budget? You definitely
don’t want to skimp on
something so important; the
photos will be something you
will treasure for years to
come, but there are ways to
keep costs from getting out of
control.

Here are some ideas from
a few professional wedding
photographers for saving
money without sacrificing
the quality of your pho-
tographs.

* Always hire a profession-
al, but limit their time taking
pictures. You only have one
chance to get it right, so
make sure you engage the
services of someone who has
experience photographing
weddings. You have several
options, including a “cere-
mony only” package which
means the professional
would take all the formal pic-
tures of the bride and groom,
family and wedding party
and the ceremony, but
wouldn’t stay for the recep-
ton

* Choose a photography
package instead of purchas-
ing all of the items separate
ly. If there is something you
want that isn't included, ask
the photographer if you can
swap it for something else
withcut increasing the price.

* Be careful about choos-
ing the smallest or least
expensive photography pack-
age. You may end up spend-
ing a lot more money after
the wedding for all the addi-
tional prints you will need to
buy separately that are not
included in the original pack-
age. It may be less expensive
to purchase a more compre-
hensive package up front.

* Be skeptical of all the
extras you are offered.
Options such as a “Deluxe”
or “Ultra” wedding album or
a framed wedding portrait
will add up. What really
counts are the photographs,
not the packaging.

* Have some designated
friends help you document
the reception. Putting dis-
posable cameras on recep-
tion tables has become pop-
ular recently, but many cou-
ples are finding that the
resulting photographs aren’t
very good. It works much
better to choose just a few
trusted people and supply
each of them with a high
quality camera.

* Have a friend or two
videotape the ceremony.
Most of us know someone
who has experience with a
video camera and would be
willing to record the wedding

ceremony.

You could save about
$1,000 on your photography
bill by asking your talented
friends for their help.
