Digging has begun for the 
extensive addition to the 
newly named Ben Franklin 
True Value store at 131 E.

The name has been 
changed as a large part of the 
store will now be devoted to 
various hardware items. To 
accommodate the new con­
struction and the renovation 
of the current store, the park­
ing lot is also being greatly 
enlarged so their will be 
ample parking.

Chris and Barb Shanen 
along with Chris’s sister and 
brother-in-law Brian and Sue 
Perry own the Campbellsport 
store along with a store in 
Mayville.

The corporation owned by 
the four purchased the build­
ing next to their store that was 
home to Walter’s Floral Shop. 
That building was razed to 
make room for the newly 
expanded store that will be 
increased from 8,000 square 
feet to 18,000 sq. ft.

Chris and Barb are 
extremely excited about all 
the new things they will be 
handling.

The large complete hard­
ware department will handle 
True Value paint, and have a 
special "Tool Shop". Chris 
has received specialized 
training on mixing paint as 
well as the uses of paint on 
various surfaces. This infor­
mation will be passed on to 
their customers as Chris

wants to make sure the hard­
ware department, as well as 
the entire store, are user- 
friendly.

Another new feature of the 
store will be a rental depart­
ment featuring many party 
rental items such as tables, 
chairs, and tents, as well as 
tools and other items to be 
announced at a later date.

In spring a lawn and gar­
den center will be added with 
bedding plants, perennials, 
stone, sand, and mulches, 
just to name a few of the 
items that department will be 
carrying,. This alone will be a 
big undertaking and addi­
tional employees will need to 
be hired.

Barb also wear the hats of 
florist and bookkeeper who 
will have a special work area 
in the newly enlarged floral 
boutique. They will be 
expanding their crafts, variety 
items, pet shop, and scrap­
booking materials, as well as 
many other areas in the store. 
In addition, they plan on hav­
ing some computer and 
printer supplies, which will 
make it convenient for the 
people in the area.

The store itself has been a 
mainstay in Campbellsport’s 
downtown. It’s doors first 
opened on February 1, 1951 
under operation of Gil and 
Rose Howard.

Jerry and Flora Schanen 
purchased the business in 
1965 and ran it themselves 
until their son, Chris, and his 
wife, Barb, bought into the 
business in 1980 and ran it 
together with them. Jerry still 
helps in the Campbellsport
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store to this day.
In 1997 they moved the 

Mayville store, expanded it, 
and added the True Value 
Hardware line. They went on 
to add Radio Shack to the 
store in 2002.

They also had a third store 
in Waupun, but when it 
burned down in 2001, they 
decided not to rebuild in that 
area. Instead, they concen­
trated on the Campbellsport 
store.

Since Campbellsport is 
their home, they felt they 
could serve the local people 
better by expanding and hav­
ing everything under one 
roof. They have been working 
on the plans for this renova­
tion and addition for the last 
one and a half years.

Chris firmly believes in 
creating a happy, friendly 
atmosphere in the store, 
helping people with their 
needs. He intends to have a 
service desk right on the floor, 
where he will be visible to his 
clientle as much as possible. 
His goal is to make sure cus­
tomer satisfaction continues 
to be a high priority.

The store will stay open dur­
ing construction. An estimat­
ed completion date of the 
new building is hoped for by 
December. They are planning

two vehicle accident on CTH

Auburn.

The accident involved a 
motorcycle with a side-car vs. 
a van.

As a result the operator, 
Donald T. Trainor, 70 of West 
Bend and his great-niece pas­
senger Lydia J. Trainor, 11, 
also of West Bend were killed 
due to injuries they received.

The driver was not wearing 
a helmet. The 11-year-old 
passenger was wearing a hel­
met.

According to a press 
release from the Sheriff’s 
Department the motorcycle 
was westbound on CTH SS, 
failed to stop for the stop sign 
and struck the van which was 
north bound on CTH G.

The accident remains 
under investigation by the 
Fond du Lac County Sheriff’s 
Department.

It was not determined how 
many times the two had con­
tact.

The complaint was initiat­
ed on July 30, 2003. 
Kewaskum Police made 
numerous attempts to con­
tact the Hartford man but 
were unsuccessful. The 
District Attorney’s office is 
revewing the case.

lished to spend money the 
state received from tobacco 
companies to reimburse the 
state for medical costs the 
state paid for tobacco-related 
illnesses.

Governor Thompson 
suggested $5 million a year to 
spend telling people not to 
smoke. The message is sim­
ple-smoking reduces life 
expectancy, is expensive, and 
is rude to those around you.

How much could you 
spend?

A coalition of Democrats 
and liberal Republicans 
decided to up this to $30 mil­
lion a year. After Thompson 
vetoes, the Tobacco Control 
Board settled in to spend $15 
million a year. A recent eval­
uation by the Legislative 
Audit Bureau is revealing. 
One of the more successful 
efforts is the tobacco quit 
line. A Seattle company 
claimed to receive 24,000 
calls in slightly over a year. 
The state paid $65 per call 
with over 30% of the calls 
after hours, when all the 
caller got was a recorded 
message.

$94,000 was spent on a 
young adult pilot study with 
a goal of getting 100 young 
adults to quit smoking. 
Twelve people stayed with 
the program for six months, 
of which six quit smoking. 
$350,000 was spent on a tele­
phone survey to 6,000 people 
with up to 162 questions. 
Would you stay on the line to 
answer 162 questions? The 
survey was considered not 
useful.

$500,000 was given to the

To the Editor,

This is a note in 
response to the many 
inquiries I have been receiv­
ing concerning a Kewaskum 
School District Calendar for 
the coming school year.

I was, and still am, 
among those who think that 
this calendar is an impor­

tant service to our commu­
nity, not just for the expo­
sure it affords to our stu­
dents and their art, but also 
for the easy access of infor­
mation it furnishes to the 
parents concerning impor­
tant school related events.

I felt so strong in these 
thoughts that last year 
when the school board 
decided it was no longer 
able to fund it, I decided 
after some serious thinking 
to take up the project 
myself. I volunteered a

number of weeks of my time 
in the summer to do the 
work involved with organiz­
ing and layout which had 
been previously done by 
others and the former print­
er, all of whom were accus­
tomed to being paid for 
their work. I also (contrary 
to the advice of many) 
decided to fund the project 
out of my own pocket. My 
thoughts at the time were 
that if people thought it as 
important as they indicated 
they would be willing to pay

a small price for the calen­
dar. At the time I stated to 
all that I had no intentions 
of making any money on the 
project, and that any funds 
that exceeded the cost of the 
calendar would go into a 
fund for art supplies for the 
students.

I found however, that 
many who had been accus­
tomed to receiving this cal­
endar gratis, resisted pay­
ing even the very token 
price ($4.00) asked for it. 
Even many of those who

knew that the calendar 
existed only because of my 
effort and money pressured 
me for a discount for one 
reason or other.

Though I do not 
begrudge the time I spent 
volunteering for the project, 
and would gladly do so 
again, I feel I cannot afford 
to lose almost $1,000 of my 
own money yearly as a mat­
ter of course. So the calen­
dar will be no more, not at

Being almost a senior cit­
izen I’m entitled to mood 
swings. Sometimes my 
patience wears thin especial­
ly when people come close to 
me while I’m casting. Twice 
this happened on Wolf Lake. 
Am I that good looking that 
people want to get close to 
me? Am I that great a fisher­
man that they want to get my 
autograph? Is my boat a tar­
get to aim at? I just don’t 
know. Am I paranoid? Maybe 
they are thinking like fish? 
That I am structure and they 
are using me as something to 
hide by? Do they want to see 
what a person who talks to 
fish looks like? That’s it; they 
want to see what a fish talker 
looks like. Now everything is 
clear to me. It’s o.k. but the 
next time I’ll sell tickets.

Can you believe that Wolf 
Lake got my attention in the 
very early morning? In the 
first fifteen minutes of fishing 
Wolf Lake, three bass nailed 
my spinner bait. None were 
big, but at least the morning 
started out great. Mind you 
this is a tough lake to fish in 
the dark. The Eurasion 
Milfoil is lying on top of the 
water so you have to watch 
where you cast. The only sur­
prise of the whole day was a 
northern that hit my spinner 
bait and followed it up to the 
boat. My son and I never had 
a northern hit or follow the 
past few days of fishing Wolf 
Lake, so it kind of astonished 
me.

State Patrol Issues Results of Analysis, Reconstruction 
Of Wisconsin’s Deadliest Motor-Vehicle Crash

The State Patrol has 
released the results of an 
exhaustive investigation and 
crash reconstruction of the 
Interstate 43 crash in 
Sheboygan County on 
October 11, 2002, that killed 
10 people and injured 50. It is 
the deadliest motor-vehicle 
crash in Wisconsin history.

Wisconsin State Patrol 
Troopers Jeremy VerGowe, 
Duane Meyers and Timothy 
Austin, who are crash recon­
struction specialists, investi­
gated the crash and recon­
structed the sequence of 
events. Their findings are 
compiled in a detailed report, 
which is augmented with an 
animated depiction of the 
crash sequence.

According to the report, 
at the time of the crash, fog in 
the area had reduced visabili­
ty. While some drivers slowed 
down because of the fog, oth­
ers continued at normal high­
way speeds. This disparity in 
vehicle speeds increased the 
potential for collision. The 
probable causes of the crash 
are drivers’ failure to slow 
down and take appropriate 
actions in response to the fog.

Monday night kept me in the 
house. It was time go to bed 
early and dream of Bertha.

Tuesday morning the 
Long Lake bass and northern 
were turned on. With little 
effort by 9:00 a.m. three legal 
sized bass had hit spinner 
baits or a plastic worm.

It has been a while since 
I’ve fished Mauthe Lake. 
After seeing a picture of a 5 
Iber taken out of this lake I 
went there Tuesday night. 
When I got there the water 
was too low to launch my 
boat. Were do I go now? The 
Big A of course! The bass 
were turned off. Just a few 
hits at night with a spinner 
bait. There was a lot of com­
motion going on in the pads 
on the west end. It would be 
almost impossible to fish this 
area at night so I just fished 
the outside of the pads.

Lake Ellen is beginning to 
be a likable lake to fish. This 
could be our lake to fish on 
Wednesday evenings. A few 
strikes with spinner bait and a 
bb3 is all I had Wednesday 
morning with one quarter 
pounder landed.

That night my son and I 
caught small northern and 
quarter pounders on spinner 
baits. The next morning I 
returned and the northern 
were hitting buzz baits. They 
were on the north end of the 
lake out from the reeds. I did 
fish the sunken island, the 
reeds on the east end and a 
small short weed bed on the 
south side. The other weed

A fire in the main area of 
the crash extensively dam­
aged many of the vehicles 
making the identification and 
the reconstruction process 
very difficult and lengthy. The 
intense fire also diminished 
the quality and quantity of 
supporting physical evi­
dence. However, well-trained 
State Patrol investigators 
using state-of-the-art data 
collection equipment were 
able to determine the 
sequence of events in the 
crash. The report includes the 
following conclusions:

• The collision involved 
50 vehicles, including three 
unknown “hit and run” units.

• During the collision 
sequence, a fire caused addi­
tional damage to approxi­
mately 25 vehicles.

• Data obtained from 
vehicles’ Airbag Sensing and 
Diagnostic Modules con­
firmed statements from wit­
nesses.

• No vehicle recalls were 
identified as either contribut­
ing to the collision or the fire.

• Several vehicles had 
compromised fuel systems, 
and some of these were likely

bed that produced at night 
was just off the beach on the 
northwest side. These places 
all had some fish in them.

Total bass for both times out 
was 8 with the biggest one at 
17". I fell in love with this 
bass. It did every thing a bass 
is suppose to do. She jumped 
right near the boat, made 
long runs, pumped on my rod 
and never gave up. She even 
moved my boat in the direc­
tion she was going. This bass 
pulled so hard that I thought 
my little boat was going to tip 
over. NOW THAT’S A BASS! 
She deserved a kiss. There 
were a few 14" and a couple 
15" caught plus a few quarter 
pounders. The bass were tight 
against the shoreline and 
blades and plastics persuad­
ed these bass to hit.
The northern were hitting

sources of fires.
The report points out that 

like most crashes, this tragedy 
may have been less severe or 
prevented if drivers had been 
more cautious. It also notes 
that future automobile safety 
developments, such as colli­
sion avoidance systems that 
employ infared or radar tech­
nology to warn drivers of 
upcoming obstructions, 
might be beneficial in pre­
venting similar crashes.

“The troopers involved in 
this complex and intense 
crash investigation have done 
a tremendous job,” said State 
Patrol Superintendent David 
Collins. “The State Patrol con­
ducted nearly 200 crash 
reconstructions last year, 
usually at the request of local 
law enforcement agencies. 
None were more challenging 
than the 1-43 crash. Our crash 
reconstruction experts pro­
vide evidence that can be 
used in court if legal action is 
warranted. Their findings also 
help traffic safety engineers 
design safer roadways and 
automobile manufacturers 
build safer vehicles.”

Drunk Driving Laws Get 

Tougher in Wisconsin

Under a new Wisconsin 
law that takes effect on 
September 30, 2003, the pro­
hibited blood/breath alcohol 
concentration (BAC) for oper­
ating a motor vehicle while 
intoxicated (OWI) violations 
will be reduced from 0.10 or 
greater BAC to 0.08 or greater 
BAC.

The new 0.08 or greater 
BAC applies to first, second 
and third OWI offenses. All 
susequent offenses are still 
subject to the 0.02 or greater 
BAC.

"Numerous scientific stud­
ies show that drivers are 
impaired at the 0.08 level. 
Through years of experience 
in dealing with motorists, we 
know that braking, steering, 
lane changing, speed control, 
judgement and attentiveness 
are all compromised at the 
0.08 level,” says Captain 
David Pichette of the State 
Patrol district office in Fond 
du Lac.

The new law will not nec­
essarily lead to more people 
being stopped for suspicion 
of OWI. But an increase in 
OWI convictions could be 
possible because of the 0.08 
law, according to Captain 
Pichette.

Generally, to reach or 
exceed 0.08 BAC, a 180- 
pound man would have to 
consume approximately four 
drinks within one hour on an 
empty stomach (with a drink 
equaling a shot of liquor, a 
glass of wine or a 12-ounce 
beer). A 120-pound woman 
typically would have to con­

sume approximately three 
drinks in two hours on an 
empty stomach to reach 0.08 
BAC, according to the State 
Patrol Chemical Testing 
Section.

Drivers who’ve been drink­
ing but have a BAC of less 
than 0.08 are not immune 
from an OWI violation.

Captain Pichette empha­
sizes that law enforcement 
officers in Wisconsin have the 
authority to arrest drivers for 
OWI - regardless of their BAC 
- if they are impaired after 
drinking.

Commercial truck drivers 
have even more stringent 
BAC restrictions, and drivers 
under the legal drinking age 
of 21 are subject to 
Wisconsin’s “not a drop” law, 
which requires absolute 
sobriety.

"Nearly everyday, our 
troopers see tragic deaths and 
serious injuries caused by 
drinking and driving. It is a 
major reason why Wisconsin 
traffic fatalities in 2003 may 
exceed 900 by the end of the 
year. More than 40% of all 
fatal crashes are alcohol relat­
ed,” Captain Pichette says. 
"Drunk drivers are a lethal 
threat not only to themselves. 
They also can kill or injure 
other innocent people. The 
new 0.08 law is another 
enforcement tool that will 
help save lives in Wisconsin.

For more information,

KHS Golfers Defeat Two Rivers

Indians Compete in Washington 
County Soccer Tournament

The Annual Washington 
County Soccer Tournament is 
typically a bittersweet experi­
ence for the Kewaskum High 
School boys’ soccer team. 
With strong Division I teams 
such as Hartford, German­
town and West Bend East and 
West participating, Kewas­
kum has struggled in the past 
to compete on an even play­
ing field. At this years’ tour­
nament however, held August 
29 and 30th at Kettle Moraine 
High School in Jackson, the 
Kewaskum Indians’ perform­
ance demonstrated that they 
have dramatically narrowed 
the gap between themselves 
and the other county teams 
with gritty performances on 
the soccer pitch throughout 
the three-game event.

Coach Dennis Bigley in 
his second year at the helm 
was pleased with the tenacity 
of his defense in the first 
game against Tony Zappia’s 
always-tough West Bend West 
Spartans. Buoyed by the 
stellar play of Senior Aaron 
Olla(Second team All-Con­
ference Eastern Wisconsin 
Conference 2002), the Indian 
defense contained the 
Spartans for the majority of 
the game in spite of giving up 
two early goals to the crisp­
passing Spartans.

In the second half, the 
Indians valiantly attempted 
to overcome the two-goal 
lead and controlled the ball 
on the Spartans side of the 
field for the majority of the 
half before ultimately losing 
2-0 to West. Aside from

Aaron Olla’s dominating per­
formance, the Indians got key 
contributions from Sopho­
mores’ Jon Olla, Paul Goehner 
and Frank Cole in the losing 
effort.
