The new equipment that

was installed will wash cars
slightly faster and have a high
power dry cycle with three
blow dryers. Drying will be
done with a one minute auto-
matic timer doing the count-
down. New doors were added
to the front and back of the
stall, which will enable year
round car washes, 24 hours a
day.

For your convenience, the
new wash will take bills,
coins, or you will be able to
punch in a number given to
you from one of the friendly
cashiers of the Mobil Station
located next Rain Dance.
When you purchase gas at the
Mobil Station you will be
asked if you want a car wash.
West specified that old wash
coupons would be exchanged
to upgrade to the new wash
for a limited time only.

The all new high perform-
ance equipment put in the
new stall is expected to be
maintenance free with less
breakdowns. The unit itself
has been made two feet
longer to accommodate
trucks.

A new feature of the
revised wash is the cycle has
been reversed and you now
enter from the back and move
toward the front. The old
drive-up ramp has also been
eliminated. The mechanism
on the wash is user-friendly
and will tell you when to
"STOP" upon entering in your
car.

Laubenstein stated that
seal coating has been com-
pleted and Auburn-Ashford
Road, west of CTH V is being
milled and re done this week.

He further asked for per-
mission to have cracks in the
town hall’s parking lot be
repaired at that same time to

save the town expense of
bringing the crew out at
another time.

Laubenstein also informed
residents and the board that
the bridge on Old Bridge
Road was damaged in a
motor-vehicle accident. The
insurance company of the
accident victim will pay
repair costs. The County will
do the work of repairing the
rails and posts.

Legislation Helps Those Who
Give the Gift of Life

The roar of the Harleys
has faded from Washington
County Fair Park, and we will
have to wait another 100
years for an event of that
magnitude. There were a
number of famous people
inhabiting our special state
over the past week.

Larry Hagman,
better known as J.R. Ewing
from the days of "Dallas,”
appeared at a public hearing
in Milwaukee to testify in
favor of legislation that

organ-donors. Some of you
may be aware that Mr.
Hagman received a liver
transplant eight years ago.
Since then he has been an
outspoken advocate of organ
donation.

Currently, most insur-
ance companies do not cover
costs for lost wages or travel
for organ donors. Federal law
prohibits the donor from
receiving anything of value in
exchange for the donation of
their organ. However, the law
does include an exception for
expenses related to "travel,
housing and lost wages" in
relation to the organ dona
tion. The proposed bill would
pl'n\'l(i(' one-time state tax
deductions of up to $10,000
to help living donors recover
the costs for travel and lost
wages. The Wisconsin bill is
the first legislation of its kind
in the United States.

The need is greater than

~
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nation. Approximately 1500
of those waiting reside in
Wisconsin. The need is over-
whelming, and it is truly a
matter of life and death for
those waiting. For organ
donors, the act of giving is
not about financial gain, but
about giving another individ-
ual the gift of life. If the state
can assist these individuals
who sacrifice so much for
another person, it is a small
price to pay.

I'here is a lack of educa-
tion in the United States
when it comes to organ
donation. Most people aren’t
aware of what is involved in
being a living donor. While
there are many diseases in
the world that we cannot
cure, like Cancer, Multiple
Sclerosis and Huntington's
disease, we can save the lives
of people who are suffering
from kidney, heart, liver and
other organ diseases. Living
organ donation plays a huge
roll in saving lives, and
donors should be helped to
help others.

The bill is currently in the
Assembly Committee on
Public Health. It is expected
that the committee will
advance the bill for a vote by
the entire Assembly very
shortly.

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Low Water Level on Theresa Marsh

MILWAUKEL Theresa
Marsh water levels will likely
be too low for hunters using
boats or canoes for the first
few weeks of duck season,
which opens on October 4.
The same is true for hunters
planning to canoe into the
marsh during the youth
waterfowl hunt (September
20-21), or to goose hunt on
the marsh. The early goose
season began September 2
and the first time period for
goose hunters in the Horicon
Zone, which includes Theresa
Marsh, begins September 16.

Water levels on Theresa
Marsh in northern Dodge and
Washington County were low-
ered this summer to accomo-
date major reconstruction of
State Highway 28, which cuts
through the north refuge area
of the marsh. Most of the
highway work requiring low
water levels was completed
by late August, and the dam
on the Rock River near
l'heresa Station was closed on
August 25 to allow the marsh
to reflood. But the process of
reflooding is slow and is even
slower than normal this year
due to the extremely dry con-
ditions. It is expected that
mid-October is the earliest
that water on the marsh will
be back to normal fall levels.

“The drawdown is a brief
inconvenience for waterfowl
hunters but, in general, the
effect on the marsh habitat is
positive because it stimulates

the growth of high quality
plants that attract waterfowl,”
said DNR wildlife biologist
Tom lsaac. “The drawdown
may also help stabilize a few
of the floating cattail mats
that have obstructed naviga-
tion and created other prob-
lems for hunters during the
past couple years.”

Goose hunting on the
uplands surrounding the
marsh should not be nega-
tively affected by the low
water levels, noted Isaac.

“When the migratory geese
start arriving in mid-
September, 1 expect them to
land in the middle of the
marsh, whether or not there is
open water, because of all the
smartweeds, bidens and
other high quality waterfowl
foods growing there, especial-
ly in the south refuge. Late
season duck hunting might
also be good, as ducks are
attracted to the reflooded
areas.”

Isaac said it's still possible
water leverls could come up if
the area around the marsh
receives two or three very
heavy rains before the duck
season opens. “But the cur-
rent forecast is for continued
dry weather, and so we expect
the marsh to be down for sev-
eral more weeks.”

Terrorism Equipment Grants
Approved for Washington County

Governor Jim Doyle
announced recently that
Washington County has
received approval for
$112,708 in federal terrorism
grants to purchase search and
rescue gear, surveillance
equipment and a computer
system for local emergency
responders. The equipment is
being purchased under
Wisconsin's Homeland
Security Grant Program.

“Our local responders
have always been committed
to protecting our citizens,”
said Gov. Doyle. “This much
needed federal assistance will
help our local firefighters,
police officers, EMS and
other emergency responders
be better trained and
equipped to save lives and
protect our communities
during emergencies.”

Wisconsin  Office of
Justice Assistance (OJA) is
working with county emer-
gency management offices
across the state in distribut-
ing the equipment grants.

In May, Wisconsin
received $10.5 million from
the U.S. Department of
Homeland Security for state
and local government to pur-
chase first responder equip-
ment such as personal pro-
tective gear, radios, chemical
detention and monitoring
equipment. In addition,
funding is provided for train-
ing and improving security of
critical infrastructure such as
water systems and other facil-
ities.

“The state has been
working closely with county
emergency management
directors in implementing

the Homeland Security Grant
Program and determining
what equipment and training
is needed at the local level,”
said OJA Executive Director,
David Steingraber. “We want
to make sure our local emer-
gency responders are proper-
ly equipped and trained to do
their jobs.”

Since 1999, Wisconsin
has received $40 million in
federal terrorism grants. The
Homeland Security Grant
Program is  specifically
designed to enhance the
capability of first responders
to handle chemical, biologi-
cal, radiological, nuclear or
explosive threats. Wisconsin
is expexted to receive and dis-
tribute additional terrorism
funding to local communi-
tites later this year.

Washington County United Way Designations
To Agencies Allowed in Any Amount

To clarify recent action
taken by the Greater
Milwaukee United Way, the
United Way of Washington
County reminds donors that
the policy here allows agency
designations by individuals
for gifts of any amount. This
distinction was made in
response to the United Way of
Greater Milwaukee requiring
a minimum $50 gift for desig-
nations to specific agencies.

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MADISON -- Wisconsin’s
2003 early archery deer hunt-

ing season opens one half

hour before sunrise Saturday,
Sept. 13, with the regular
early season running through
Nov. 20. The late archery deer
season runs Dec. 1 through
Jan. 3, 2004.

Hunters planning to hunt
in deer management units
(DMUs) designated as Zone 1
or within chronic wasting dis-
ease (CWD) management

zones need to be aware of

special regulations for these
zones. New this year, all deer
hunting regulations are
included in a separate hunt-
ing regulations brochure that
is available at any license ven-
dor, Department of Natural
Resources service center, or
on the DNR Web site.

At this time there is not a
prohibition against baiting
deer in Wisconsin going into
the opening of the archery
season.

“We're encouraging
hunters not to bait deer
statewide and especially in
the CWD management zones
in an effort to help control the
spread of CWD in the state,”

said Tom Hauge, director of

the DNR wildlife
ment program.
“The available science,
field research and the profes-
sional opinions of dozens of
nationally recognized animal
health experts all support
banning baiting and feeding
as a means to limit spread of
CWD,"” added Hauge. “Baiting
and feeding can help CWD
spread and get established by
artificially congregating ani-
mals. The stakes are high and
the deck is stacked in favor of
disease. In the wild, once a

manage-

disease starts to spread, it's
tough to put the brakes on.
We need to apply all the
measures we can to have a
chance of beating CWD."

Additionally, Hauge said,
hunters need to stay abreast
for changes to the current sit-
uation, as it is possible that
additional baiting regulations
could be approved prior to
opening weekend.

Baiting is the practice of
putting out some type of food
source in an area being hunt-
ed to attract deer. Prior to the
discovery of CWD in
Wisconsin, regulations
allowed hunters to place up
to 10 gallons of bait in an area
being hunted, with certain
other restrictions. Following
the discovery of CWD, the
NRB approved a temporary
ban that prohibited both
baiting and feeding deer
statewide in Wisconsin. The
temporary ban expired April
30, 2003. The NRB is seeking
approval of long-term ban,
but legislative committees
have rejected a statewide ban.
In the absence of any new
temporary or long-term rules,
the regulations for baiting
and feeding rules reverted
back to what they were prior
to the discovery of CWD in
the state.

State wildlife biologists
estimate the state’s deer herd
is approximately 1.4 million
animals, which continues to
be above the pre-hunt popu-
lation goal of 1.1 million.

e ifortis to reduce the deer

population closer to goal will
continue this year, with 47
deer management units des-
ignated as Zone T units.
Archery and gun hunters may

The
earn-a-buck structure
requires a hunter to harvest
an antlerless deer before they
are legally eligible to harvest
an antlered buck.
