Probable Human Case of West 
Nile Virus Infection Found in
Washington County

Modern Woodmen Adds 

To Scholarship Program

MADISON - State health 
officials announced recently 
a new probable human case 
of West Nile virus (WNV). A 
Washington County man has 
tested positive for antibodies 
to West Nile virus by the 
Wisconsin State Laboratory 
of Hygiene. The sample will 
be sent to the Centers for 
Disease Control and 
Prevention for confirmatory 
testing.

Because the patient trav­
eled outside Wisconsin dur­
ing the time in which he 
could have been infected, it is 
not possible to determine 
where he was exposed to 
West Nile virus. However, 
because Wisconsin has con­
firmed West Nile virus infec­
tions in animals this summer, 
he could have been infected 
while in state. Test results 
from the UW Veterinary 
Diagnostic Laboratory indi­
cated a horse from 
Washington County has test­
ed positive for WNV. The 
horse was euthanized.

West Nile virus is trans­
mitted to humans through 
the bite of an infected mos­
quito. Although not all mos­
quitoes are infected with the 
virus, the best protection 
Wisconsin residents have 
against the disease is to 
reduce their risk of getting 
mosquito bites. Personal pro­
tective behaviors and reduc­
ing mosquito breeding habi­
tat on your property are the 
best tools to prevent disease. 
Personal protective measures 
include:

♦ Limiting the time 
spent outdoors at dawn and 
dusk during mosquito season 
(June to September) or other 
times mosquitoes are active 
(until after a hard frost).

♦ Wearing light colored 
long sleeve shirts and pants, 
shoes, and socks when out­
doors.

♦ Applying insect repel­
lents containing 30% DEET 
or less when outdoors.

♦ Making sure your 
home window and door

screens are in good repair to 
prevent mosquito entry.

Symptoms usually show 
up three to 15 days after 
being bitten by a mosquito. 
They can include headache, 
high fever, muscle weakness, 
stiff neck, disorientation, 
tremors, convulsions, paraly­
sis and coma. Healthcare 
providers are urged to be on 
the alert for patients who 
have consistent with West 
Nile virus infection. People 
who are ill should contact 
their healthcare provider.

Most people infected 
with West Nile virus will have 
no symptoms at all or display 
mild symptoms of illness. 
People over the age of 50 are 
at greater risk of developing 
severe illness. It is estimated 
that fewer than one out of 
150 people who become 
infected will get severely ill.

In addition to taking per­
sonal protective precautions, 
Wisconsin citizens should 
make every effort to insure 
that they aren't growing mos­
quitoes in their own yards. 
Steps that can be taken to 
eliminate mosquito-breeding 
sites include:

♦ Disposal of tin cans, 
plastic containers, ceramic 
pots or similar water-holding 
containers.

Modern Woodmen of 
America recently expanded 
its fraternal college scholar­
ship program for members, 
adding to the number and 
type of awards.

Increased from 63 to 149, 
the number of Modern 
Woodmen members receiv­
ing awards through the pro­
gram will more than double 
in 2004.

Each year, national 
scholarships of $16,000 are 
awarded to three winners 
chosen from all qualifying 
high school applicants. 
Thirty-six regional scholar­
ships are also awarded annu­
ally to six winners selected 
receive awards of $12,000, 
$11,000, $10,000, $9,000, 
$8,000 or $7,000. 
Scholarships funds are dis­
tributed equally over four 
years of undergraduate study 
at the accredited college or 
university of the student’s 
choice.

Recipients are chosen 
based on academic and lead­
ership abilities. Another 100

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Anderson Wins KM Amateur 
Golf Tournament at Hon-E-Kor

KEWASKUM - Craig 
Anderson of West Bend got 
two sets of handshakes after 
Sunday’s final round of the 
annual Kettle Moraine 
Amateur Golf Tournament at 
Hon-E-Kor Country Club 
here.

The first came when spec­
tators watching the final 
hole on the White Nine 
learned Randy Warobick fin 
ished with a 73 Sunday for a 
36-hole total of 147, one off 
Anderson’s mark.

But, hold the phone, the 
congratulations were a bit 
premature as Paul Bartelak 
of Waukesha, playing in the 
foursome with Warobick, 
looked at his card and said 
he also finished with a 146, 
prompting a sudden death 
playoff for the championship 
crown.

After playing the first and 
second holes on the Blue 
Nine, Anderson’s fellow Hon- 
E-Kor clubmates and others 
who followed the sudden 
death lined up again to offer 
their good wishes again. This 
time it was for real as 
Anderson's par putt found 
the heart of the cup on the 
405-yard par-4 hole, right 
after Bartelak’s comebacker 
lipped out.

The win gives Anderson, 
who coaches both the boys 
and girls golf teams at West 
Bend West High, a sweep of 
titles at Hon-E-Kor this sum­
mer. In May, he teamed up 
with Bruce Henning of 
Hartford to win the Two- 
Man Bestball, and on Labor 
Day weekend, he was con­
vincing in the men’s club 
championship at Hon-E-Kor.

Actually it looked as if 
Anderson would win the title 
on the first extra hole after 
sticking his approach shot a 
mere three feet from the cup. 
The putt broke slightly to the 
right, however, and caromed 
off the corner of the cup. 
Thus the two men moved on.

Bartelak had a longer 
drive on the second hole but 
his second shot nestled into 
the area between the fringe 
and the first cut of grass. He 
decided to go with his putter, 
but was a bit strong and the 
ball went seven or eight feet 
past the hole on his first try. 
Then he missed the par 
attempt coming back.

Anderson was facing an 
uphill try for birdie and 
came up short, leaving him­
self the same length putt he 
had on No. 1. He got on both 
knees to take another look at 
the situation, then calmly 
dropped the putt for the win.

When asked if he was 
praying on the green, 
Anderson, affectionately 
known as “Cadillac,” 
answered negatively, but 
added, “The way I’ve been 
putting, I should have been 
praying.” Three three-putts 
led to a round of (38-39) 77 in 
Saturday’s opening round, 
keeping him from playing 
with Warobick and Bartelak, 
who tied for the low score 
Saturday with 74s.

Anderson saved his best 
for last, opening with a 32 on 
the Blue Nine Sunday before 
finishing with a 37 on the 
White for an impressive 69.

Today I came out and 
birdied Nos. 2, 3 and 4,” 
Anderson said, reporting he 
hit 12 of 18 greens in regula­
tion and had no three putts.

Two-of his four bogeys on 
the White Nine came on No. 
16 and 18, which opened the 
door for Warobick and 
Bartelak. “I had heard he 
(Bartelak) was struggling 
out there, but he birdied No. 
18. That’s a two-shot swing.”

This is the second time the 
two have faced each other in 
a playoff, according to 
Anderson, who said, “I think 
the other one also in volved 
Mike O’Connor Jr.... Paul is 
usually right there.”

Bartelak, a sales repre­
sentative for Badger Metal 
Tech in Menomonee Falls, 
was philosophical about fin­
ishing second.

“I feel pretty good. The 
first time I was in a playoff, I 
lost on the first hole, this 
time I made it to the second,” 
he said, ikndicating his final 
round of 72 included five 
bogeys and three birdies, 
including one on No. 7 Blue 
where he had to hit a blind 
second shot over the trees to 
the green. Bartelak praised 
the condition of the course 
and the KMA event. “It’s 
always fun coming up here. 
It’s such a great time.”

The Kewaskum Indians 

boys soccer team faced the 
bottom of the Eastern 
Wisconsin Conference and 
the Little Ten Conference in 
matches last week with mixed 
results.
