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New Therapist Treats Dizziness
Balance Problems at Cedar Haven

Cedar Haven Rehabilita-
tion Agency is pleased to
announce an important new
addition to its staff and pro-
gramming. Shirley Bradt, a
physical therapist with more
than 25 vears' experience, has
joined the therapy team at
Cedar Haven's West Bend out-
patient clinic.

She brings with her a spe-
cial interest and expertise in
vestibular rehabilitation, a
therapeutic solution for those
facing dizziness, motion sick-
ness and balance problems.

Cedar Haven's recent bal-
ance and falls risk screenings
have revealed balance prob
lems due to dizziness or verti-
go is a growing problem,
especially among seniors.
“Therapists understand that
many balance and falls prob
lems can be tracked to three
areas of the body: The eyes,
the legs and the vestibular
system (or inner ear),” Bradt
said. Dysfunction in any or all
three areas can be corrected
through physical or occupa-
tional therapy.

[reatment is generally
covered by Medicare and
most private insurance with a
doctor’s referral. Bradt rec-
ommends patients to talk
with their doctor first about
dizziness to identify the cause
and rule out other medical
conditions.

Bradt's own dizziness and
motion sickness problems
prompted her initial interest
in vestibular rehab. “Grocery
shopping became almost
impossible. Driving a car and
turning my head to see traffic
made me dizzy. Trving to look

down up and down the aisle
made the whole store spin.”

Bradt received treatment
and was so enthused by her
own recovery that she sought
training to help others
through vestibular rehab.
Some patients she has seen
couldn’t roll over in bed at
night, reach for items on a
shelf, or even look up before
treatment, she said. “It's so
exciting to have patients hug
me and say, ‘You've changed
my life,” Bradt said.

Vestibular problems can
be caused by inner ear dam-
age due to multiple ear infec-
tions, illness or head injuries,
as well as ‘loose rocks' in the
inner ear chambers. “Inner
ear injuries can't be healed,
but you can teach your body
to adapt and compensate,”
Bradt said. '‘Loose rocks' are
crystals or debris buildup in
the inner ear canals that
block the fluid that helps
transmit a person’s position t
o the brain.

In some cases, one treat-
ment can put an end to the
problem. In most cases, how-
ever, a typical patient can
resolve his or her dizziness
problems in five or six visits,
Bradt said. Bradt also pro-
vides inpatient treatment at
Cedar Lake Health Care
Center.

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0.08 Becomes the
Law in Wisconsin

A new standard went into
effect in Wisconsin at 12:01
a.m. on September 30. The
prohibited alcohol concen-
tration for first and second
offense OWI (Operating While
Intoxicated) becomes 0.08
BAC (blood alcohol concen-
tration).

Wisconsin joins 43 other
states that now enacted 0.08
legistlation.

In signing the 0.08 bill into
law last July, Governor Jim
Doyle pointed out that reduc-
ing the prohibited alcohol
concentration from 0.10 to
0.08 will save lives. The con-
servative estimate, based on
U.S. DOT data, is that 0.08
will save 24 lives annually in
Wisconsin. Currenlty the
state loses about 300 people a
year to alcohol related crash-
es - nearly 40% of all traffic
crash fatalities.

Scientific studies show
that drivers are impaired at

0.08. A driver’s attentiveness,
ability to react, breaking,
steering, lane changing and
speed control skills are all
reduced at this level.

The 0.08 law is intended to
address the core of the drink-
ing and driving problem in
Wisconsin: the first-time
offender. Wisconsin data
from the past ten years indi-
cates that roughly 70% of the
“Had Been Drinking” drivers
involved in reported crashes
had NO prior OWI conviction
on their Wisconsin driving
record. For example, in 2000,
75.9% of drinking drivers
involved in fatal crashes in
Wisconsin had NO prior OWI
history.

“We belive 0.08 will
encourage the average person

to drink more responsibly if

they're going to be driving,”
said Wisconsin State Patrol
Superintendent David
Collins.

Homecoming has definite-
ly changed over the years and
has come to include many
other organizations and ath-
letic teams. In fact, some
schools without football pro-
grams will hold Homecoming
[festivities based around a bas-
ketball or soccer game.

As you know, Mr. Kuehl,
our homecoming opponent
was the Kiel Raiders. Both
schools are members of the

Rep. LeMahieu Works
Savings For Local Governments

State Representative Dan
LeMahieu (R-Oostburg),
hearing the concerns of his
local government officials
with regards to state man-
dates and local employee
health and salary concerns,
joined with fellow state legis-
lators to craft legislation
intended to provide relief to
local government budgets.

At a news conference held
within the Capitol,
Representative  LeMahieu
stated, “I believe that any
long-term solution that gov-
ernment must make with
regards to employee costs
must include flexibility, so
our local officials can operate
their communities cost-effec-
tively. Therefore, we have
drafted legislation designed
to increase local control and
give local governments more
opportunities to control
costs, and increasing the sav-
ings to the local taxpayer.”

The proposal outlined by
LeMahieu and his legislative
colleagues includes two bills
encompassing six changes to
current law relating to
employment relations
between local governments
and their employees. The
purpose of the proposal is to:

+ Encourage prompt and
fair settlement of public
employee contracts;

+ Making an impact on
property tax rates a factor in
public employee bargaining;

« Providing local govern-

ments with greater flexibility
to work smarter and more
efficiently.

The first bill dealing with
changes to current mediation
arbitration laws will change
factors used by arbitrators.
Specifically the proposal will
require arbitrators to consid-
er the impact of proposed
settlements on the property
tax rate, and restrict compa
rable wage comparisons to
employees within the com-
munity. In addition, arbitra-
tion decisions should be base
on economic conditions
within the local community
only. Furthermore, the bill
will require arbitrators to
specify in writing how they
applied the factors that aided
in their decisions. The bill will
make contracting of services
a prohibited subject of bar-
gaining; eliminating the
requirement that local gov-
ernment must negotiate the
effect of contracting public
services. Finally back pay
would only be awarded if the
arbitrator accepts the union's
offer. It is the author’s hopes
that this will be an induce-
ment to settle more quickly
and avoid arbitration.

The second bill would
require that newly hired
employees must pay the first
3% of the approximately 5%
of the employee’s portion of
their pension contribution.
Comparing public employees
to those in the private sector

ence. One of the goals of the
football program each year is
to compete for the EWC cham-
pionship or to place as high as
possible in the conference.

It is not my
intention to limit or decrease
the amount of wages or bene-
fits of the hard working local
employees of the 59th
Assembly District. Rather, I
am using my opportunity as a
state legislator to make the
mediation arbitration
process more open and fair to
all parties involved, while
continuing to remember first
and foremost the local tax-
payer.”

Representative Dan
LeMahieu, who was elected
to serve the 59th assembly
district, currently serves as
Vice-Chairman of the
Assembly Committee on
Urban and Local Affairs. In
addition, LeMahieu is a
member of three other
assembly committees.

Farmers’ Computer and
Internet Use on the Rise

MT. HOREB - In a survey
conducted by SNG Research
Corporation in March and
April of this year, 225 farmers
in Wisconsin and Minnesota
with Gross Farm Incomes
greater than $150,000 were
surveyed. It was found that

78% had internet access. Of
l]]lhl‘. 18% purchased crop
inputs, facilities or equip-
ment for their farm over the
internet, 31% visited web
sites for financial information
about farming or agriculture
and 64% used the Internet as
a source for general informa-
tion about agriculture or
farming

“Computers and the inter-
net are used today more than
in past years,” says Wendy
Mevyers, e-business specialist
for Badgerland Farm Credit
Services, Darlington, Wis., a
member of the Wisconsin
Farm Credit System. “Just the
overall capabilities of a com-
puter and the type of infor-
mation available on the Inter-
net have resulted in an in-
crease in usage.”

For farmers, the biggest
benefit to using a computer
and the internet is the avail-
ability of information 24
hours a day, seven days a
week, says Meyers. A com-
puter can streamline the
record keeping process, as
massive amounts of informa-
tion pertaining to farm man-
agement and financial can be
stored in one spot, saving
time and money. With access
to the internet, farmers can
conveniently fmd marketing
and other agricultural-related
information, as well as make
business transactions, with-

out leaving the farm.

The most recent statistics
from the Wisconsin Agricul-
tural Statistics Service indi-
cate computer and internet
use among Wisconsin farm-
ers is on the rise. In 2001,
nearly 55% owned or leased a
computer and 31% used it for
their farm business, a 7% in-
crease from 1999. The num-
ber of Wisconsin farmers with
access to the Internet in 2001
was 46%, up from 33% in
1999.

As computer and Internet
usage increases, online bank-
ing among farmers continues
to gain in popularity. In the
survey by SNG Research Cor-
poration, 25% of the farmers
with internet access were us-
ing online banking and 58%
used or were very/ somewhat
likely to use online banking in
the next three years.

“Online banking provides
secure, convenient and visual
access to account informa-
tion and ACH (Automated
Clearing House) transfers at
any time,” says Shelli Grover,
director of market initiatives
for AgStar Financial Services,
Mankato, Minn., a member of
the Wisconsin Farm Credit
System. “With farmers’
unique schedules, access to
account and other informa-
tion during non-traditional
business hours is a huge
timesaver.”

The convenience of online
banking, such as viewing ac-
count information and ac-
cessing customer statements,
initiating online payments
and disbursements, paying
bills by direct deposit and ap-

Labels to Warn Consumers
About Lead Paint Hazards

Paint manufacturers have
agreed to affix warning labels
on their products as part of an
agreement with attorneys
general from 46 states, in-
cluding Wisconsin. The agree-
ment was reached with the
National Paint and Coatings
Association and requires
paint manufacturers to affix
warning labels on paint cans
and provide consumer edu-
cation and training, alerting

consumers to the hazards of

lead paint exposure and how
to avoid it.

While lead paint has not
been manufactured in the
United States since 1978, it
still presents a serious health
risk, especially to young chil-
dren. About 80% of homes
built before that year contain
lead, according to federal es-
timates. Children can be ex
posed to hazardous lead lev-
els from ingesting lead dust
on surfaces in the home gen-
erated during repair and ren-
ovation work. The Centers for
Disease Control and Preven-
tion estimates that one mil-

lion UW children under the
age of six have high levels of
lead in their blood.

The agreement requires
both a lead exposure warning
on the side of the can, as part
of the manufacturers prepa-
ration instructions, and an
abbreviated warning on the
top of the can or a separate
sticker where warning is less
likely to be obscured once the
paint is used. The agreement
went into effect on Septem-
ber 30, 2003 and requires the
warning label to be affixed to
all paint cans for 19 months
and provide consumer edu-
cation and training from 2003
to 2007.

Season Opens Oct. 11

MADISON -- Wisconsin's
fall wild turkey hunting sea
son opens Saturday, October
11 and state wildlife officials
say turkey population esti
mates indicate hunters
should again have another
excellent year of turkey hunt-
ing.

I'here were 78,750 per
mits issued for the 30-day
season that runs through Nov.
9. This is an increase of about
4,000 permits over the 2002
fall permit level, according to
Keith Warnke, upland wildlife
ecologist for the Department
of Natural Resources

Last year's (2002) fall har-
vest of 10,850 birds represent-
ed an overall success rate of
14.5 percent. The 2001 fall
hunt produced 11,029 birds
for a 15.4 percent success rate
that year.

he Wisconsin turkey
population now extends well
into the northern part of the
state. Expansion is occurring
in part due to statewide mild
winters, available habitat,
and expanded habitat devel-
opment and improvement.
Revenue from the sale of the
turkey stamps directly funds
much of this habitat work.
Warnke says that turkey
reproduction appeared to be
good to excellent this year,
with broods seen throughout
the state’s wild turkey range.

During the fall, Warnke
says, turkeys spend more
than 90 percent of the day-
light hours in hardwood habi-
tats. "Both brood flocks and
adult male flocks make exten-
sive use of areas dominated
by oak and hickory," he says.
“Turkey hunters should mon-
itor the acorn crop in the area
they hunt, as the success or
failure of acorns will deter-
mine where turkeys will be
feeding. In years of poor
acorn production, turkeys
spend proportionately more
time in cornfields.”

DNR officials say that all
successful applicants for the
fall turkey season should have
received their permit. A total
of 91,082 people applied for
fall permits this year, up from
86,997 in 2002. There were

more than 74,300 hunters
who received a single permit
and approximately 4,300 who
received two permits
Drawings are held to issue the
permits for units that have
more applicants than permits
available, with preference
given first to landowners in
the zone, second to
Wisconsin residents, and
third to non-residents.

Since most turkey hunt
ing occurs on private land, it
is important for hunters to
keep landowner relationships
a high priority. Landowners in
Wisconsin are usually willing
to allow hunters to use their
land as long as they ask
politely for permission to do
SO,

Blaze require
ments are in place for turkey
hunters again in 2003. Turkey
hunters must wear at least 50
percent of blaze orange dur
ing the period Oct. 30-Nov. 2
in many areas due to the early
Zone T antlerless gun deer
hunt and the youth firearm
deer hunt. Details are spelled
out in the Wild Turkey
Hunting Regulations Fall 2003
pamphlet available at any
DNR service center or online
through the DNR Web site
I'here are also blaze orange
requirements in effect for
turkey hunters due to special
chronic wasting disease
hunts in certain management

orange

units. Refer to the 2003
Wisconsin Deer Hunting
Regulations prior to the

turkey season.

Recreation safety special
ists say there are some special
safety concerns that hunters
need to pay attention to when
turkey hunting. Primarily,
they need to be aware of other
hunters in the field during
this time, both turkey hunters
and those pursuing other
game. Turkey hunters should
not stalk a turkey. A turkey
hunter who tries stalking a
calling turkey is often actually
stalking another hunter.

Turkey hunters who are wear-
ing camouflage should let
others know of their where-
abouts by shouting out to
them.
