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Kewaskum Teen Remains
Hospitalized After Crash

A Kewaskum High School
student is still hospitalized
following a one-car motor-ve-
hicle crash that occurred on
CTH D less than a mile west
of USH 41.

The crash occurred Friday
night at 11:45 p.m. after the
driver, Luke Wagner, 18, Town
of Wayne, allegedly lost con-
trol on a curve and slid side-
ways into a bridge.

Wagner and his passenger,
Crystal Kutschenreuter, 15,
Kewaskum, were both ejected
from the vehicle.

According to Captain Dale
Schmidt of the Washington
County Sheriff’s Department
the crash is still under investi-
gation. Schmidt also alleged
that alcohol may have played
a factor.

Kohlsville Fire Department
and First Responders were
dispatched to the accident
scene and were assisted by
the Kewaskum and Allenton

Rescue Squads who trans-
ported the injured victims to
St. Joseph's Community Hos
pital in West Bend.

Later the two were trans-
ported to Froedtert Memorial
Hospital in Milwaukee via
Flight for Life helicopter.

As of press time, an official
from Froedtert Hospital stat-
ed Wagner was released from
the hospital on Monday.
Kutschenreuter was still listed
in critical condition in the
ICU.

School Board Approves Second
Lowest Tax Levy in 25 Years

The Kewaskum School
Board approved the second
lowest school tax levy in 25
years at Monday night’s Spe-
cial Board Meeting. The new
levy will be $8.75, which is

10¢ higher than last year's
rate.

Business manager Paul Re-
ichert broke down both the
revenue and expenditure
sides to show where the mon-
ey comes from and where it
goes. As far as where the
money comes from, 36.8%

comes from property taxes
and 53.5% comes from Equil-
ization Aid. The portion from
property taxes is slightly
higher this year than last, due
to less state funding. The rest
of the money comes from
Categorical Aids (4.6%),
Grants (3.2%), Local Rev-
enues (2.15%) and tuition
(.9%).

On the expenditure side,
salaries make up 53.0% and
benefits make up 23.3%. Oth-
ers include bussing (5.3%),
utilities (2.3%), tuition (3.9%),
services (4.9%), supplies
(3.3%) and other items
(5.0%).

This year’s budget was un-
balanced with a revenue limit
of $15,369,807 and expendi-
tures totaling $16,217,838,

leaving the district short
$40,110 for the 2003-2004
year.

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Coach Westphal Calls the
Game After 34 Years

When Jim Westphal grew
up in Jefferson, Wl and gradu-
ated in 1964 from Jefferson
High, little did he know that
after receiving his Bachelor of
Education degree from
Whitewater University in
1969, he would move to Ke-
waskum where he would
spend the next 34 years of his
life. Jim started teaching all
classes of high school English
in that fall of 1969 and contin-
ued to do so through 2003
when he retired.

Jim's knowledge did not
stop at teaching the four lev-
els of English, as he also
taught Modern Poetry and
Mass Media English. In addi-
tion, he was chairman of the
English Dept. for roughly 10
years, which entailed trying
to make the department run
smooth, within budget con-
straints, and seeing that stu-
dents were assigned to the
proper classes.

Although Jim did partici-
pate in athletics in high
school, it was his keen inter
est in sports that led then
head coach, Ernie Mitchell, to
hire him
coach

as assistant football
a position he retained
for approximately 30 years
He also served an ap
prenticeship as an assistant
coach in several other sports.

Jim was relentless in his
search for additional knowl-
edge regarding athletics, as
he attended many clinics
where he would listen to
game strategies of well-
known coaches and read
books written by successful
coaches. He attained all this
sports knowledge primarily
on his own and then passed it
on to his various teams.

Gaining this expertise
certainly was a factor in Jim
serving the school in coach-
ing diversified sports and was
almost as equally time con-
suming as his teaching job.

Jim coached girls’ golf for
four years, but all other
coaching was done in the
boys' programs, including
wrestling one year, and base-
ball for nine years, having the
baseball team go to the state
tournament in 1975.

T'his was all in addition to
the 30 years he was the assis-
tant football coach and the
estimated 24 years he was a
basketball coach. Of his 24
years in basketball, 14 were
with the varsity squad, gain-
ing notoriety when he took
the basketball team to two
sectional (last game before
state) tournaments. One of
his greatest triumphs in bas
ketball was seeing the Ke
waskum team win the Scenic
Moraine Conference Cham
pionship in 1976

were not enough, Jim took on
the added responsibility of
becoming the athletic direc-
tor of Kewaskum High School
for eight years. This position
comes with many responsi
bilities. He had to oversee all
athletic programs for the high
school including scheduling
games, getting the officials,
and, taking care of all the
sports administration duties.
Somewhere in the center of
all this, Jim managed to serve
as the head varsity coach for
six years

Jim thinks Kewaskum was
always a pretty good place to
teach. Many kids came from
rural areas, working at home
on the farm, where they also
did their homework. Howev-
er, he has seen the change re-
flected in more students now
working in the various com-
munities which sometimes
can account for them losing
track of their school work. He
also thinks parental support
and backing of the teacher
have changed considerably.

On October 21, the Senate
concurred with a House vote
three weeks earlier banning
partial birth abortion, also
known as "dilation and
extraction.” Congress had
twice before voted to end the
practice, but  President
Clinton vetoed the legisla-
tion. President Bush, howev-
er, will sign the bill.

There's no delicate way to
describe partial birth abor-
tion. It involves turning a
baby to the breach position,
delivering it feet first until
only the head has yet to be
born, plunging scissors into
the back of the skull, sucking
the brains out to collapse the
skull, and then completing
the delivery of the now-dead
baby.

Most pro-choice advo-
cates adamantly defend the
right to choose the proce-
dure. rormer Vermont
Governor Howard Dean
spoke for many when he
declared, "This kind of legis-
lation serves the sole purpose
of chipping away women's
constitutionally protected
reproductive rights ar.d over-
turning Roe. v. Wade."

Those who are less insis-
tently pro-choice may won-
der why their leaders have
chosen to make a stand in
defense of such a gruesome
procedure - one which so
clearly differs from infanti-
cide solely by the fact that
although the child’s body has
been born, his or her
attached head still qualifies
as a mere fetus, in the minds
of many, because it is still
inches away from being deliv-
ered.

The answer, of course, is
that pro-choice leaders rec-
ognize that the campaign
against partial birth abortion
is largely symbolic. The con-
sequences for the baby are
the same whether it is killed
during or after being born, or
whether it receives a fatal

injection or is torn to shreds
by sharp implements while
still in the womb.

The consequences are the
same. And, understand that
although babies are the most
helpless of the helpless, it is
clear from the way that they
grow and react that if they
had a choice - if they were
included among those who
have the "right to choose" -
they would choose to live.

Those who favor choice
(for the mothers, that is) nat-
urally and reasonably bring
up "hard cases" such as fetus-
es that are severely disabled.

I think we should be very
careful about making choices
for others based on "quality
of life." It's inflammatory but
nevertheless accurate to note
that years before the Nazis
decided to exterminate
Europe's Jews, they started
down that same ethical road
by killing thousands of men-
tally disabled patients whom
they described as "lives
unworthy of life" and "useless
eaters" who needed "help for
dying" or "mercy killing."

Those killings were carried
out voluntarily by physicians
who could be excused if they
did not want to participate,
which may put in a different
light Gov. Dean's argument
that, "As a physician, | am
outraged that the Senate has
decided it is qualified to prac-
tice medicine." Not all med-
ical decisions are automati-
cally ethical regardless of
doctors' technical skill.

MADISON - Spurred by an in
creasingly strong scratch ticket mar
ket, a popular new on-line game and a
large Powerball jackpot, sales of Wis
consin Lottery tickets grew 25% in the
first quarter of the current fiscal year,
the Lottery's acting director, Michael

From July 1 through September 30
the Lottery's posted sales of just ovel
$124.8 million as compared to $99.6

total ticket sales, and instants are up
12% over the first quarter of last year.
