Working with tax-payer
funded programs and com-
munity services, | am re
minded to constantly re-eval-
uate the purpose of this insti
tution. The question often
comes to mind: What is a li
brary worth to a community?
l'his question is not just
about numbers of items cir-
culated and it's not just
about money—although
those two things are un-
avoidable in our case—this
question also prompts fur-
ther, fundamental questions
about the nature of library
services perceived, expected,
or realized.

Our official Mission
Statement, revised by the
Board of Trustees in early
2002, reads that the purpose
of the Kewaskum Public Li-
brary is to serve the commu-
nity as a source of quality
materials and reliable ser-
vices which will meet its in-
formational, educational,
cultural, and recreational
needs. This is a multi-faceted
charge, and deliberately so;
the Village of Kewaskum is a
growing entity with a chang-
ing demographic. As a result,
many of our more recently
introduced patrons expect
their public library to be
more fully integrated not on-
ly with the scholastic milieu
(and the state of Wisconsin
does consider library services
to be under the mandate of
the Department of Public In-
struction) but also with their
cultural and recreational
needs. We are at a crucial
time right now where, as the
Village grows, the Kewaskum
Public Library must decide
whether it will become obso-
lete by remaining a place to
keep books or grow with the
community and become a
true public space for noton =
ly information, education,
culture, and recreation, but
also sincere and open dis-
course on those subjects.

Many non-library users,
it seems, perceive that a pub-
lic library is merely a place to
put books. There is also the
prevalent myth that a public
library is a place primarily for
reference and research.
There is also the mispercep-
tion that the library needs
less space or less printed ma-
terial because of the internet.
While the internet age is truly
a magnificent one for sheer
availability of diverse infor-
mation, a simple, direct, in-
tuitive way of accessing that
information has yet to be
found. Again, some non-li-
brary users perceive that be-
cause we have these little
humming machines, a per-
son has to but sit down and
after a few keystrokes, walk
away with useful information
without a glance at our paper

collection. True, we do use
the internet for quick an-
swers to complex requests
when our paper collection
does not immediately suffice,
but the expectation of our
users is that the library staft
will be able to successfully
navigate the internet for
them. Just as we often go into
the stacks to find books for
people, we often find our-
selves roaming the digital
world for maps, dates, local
information, obscure pho-
tographs, and other objects.

The reality of library service
in Kewaskum is much more
varied than the critics, the
uninformed, or the willfully
apathetic might perceive. In
terms of numbers, the Ke-
waskum Public Library has a
service population of just
over 5,000 people and is con-
sidered to have a small col-
lection at nearly 30,000
items. Our circulation (ex-
pected to top 34,000 in 2003)
is just 3% of the total county
circulation (over 1.5 million
items this year). In terms of
dollars spent, next year's
budget, although the largest
this library has seen at just
over $130,000, is at the low
end of library budgets and,
among libraries our size with
similar collections, staff, and
service population, is consid-
ered under funded (which is
a philosophical discussion
best left for a later date); fur-
thermore, we have a small
staff—only one full time em-
ployee and three extremely
dedicated, hardworking part-
time staff members—to com-
plete tasks such as monthly
budgets, collection develop-
ment and maintenance, chil-
dren's programming, adult
programming, shelving, cata-
loging, inter-library loan,
community outreach,
fundraising, advertising,
book repair, computer and
technology upgrades, and

etc. Within the thousands of

items in our collection, we
have such diverse formats as
large print books, audio
tapes, videos and DVDs,
graphic novels (American
and Japanese), children's

18
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computer games and educa-
tional software, over 70 peri-
odicals. In addition to this,
we also have access to online
journals and newspapers
(through the State-funded
Badgerlink), the complete
Grolier online service includ-
ing a variety of kid-friendly
reference works (through our
library system), NetLibrary
(downloadable electronic
books), and Learning Express
Library (free online test-prep
guides and practice tests). We
also have direct access to
millions of other items
through inter-library loan
and our County-wide consor-
tium. If we quantify these
physical items—from movies
to books to technology and
internet access—you get a fi-
nancial burden that no single
person in the community
could bear. In exchange for
local and county tax money,
the Kewaskum Public Library
purchases items for the com-
munity. Our end of the bar-
gain is this: we watch trends,
read reviews, we purchase
the items and hold them
here, we keep track of their
use, we repair or replace
them, we put things in order
so you can find them easier.
Your end of the deal is even
easier: you tell us what you
want, come in, and use the
stuff. Our charge is a serious
one and we take it seriously.
In my next column, [ will
discuss the other aspect of
the library as a public space:
community programs.

Letter to the Editor:

Homeowners will be get-
ting their tax bills in Decem-
ber. Already, homeowners
are being told that increases
in their property taxes are
the fault of farmers because
of the use value assessment
of farmland law that went
into effect in 1996.

The reason for use value
assessment of farmland was
to create tax equity: to tax
agricultural land on “how it
is used,” not on its “potential
value.” Homeowners would
never stand for having their
houses taxes for some differ-
ent and higher use, so why
should farmers?

Farmers are pleased that
the public has such strong
support for the use value
law, and for their support in
protecting farmland. A re-
cent poll showed 88% more
of Wisconsin residents sup-
port use value assessment,
and 59% supported paying
more in property taxes to
make it happen. But still,
some want you to believe
that farmers are the culprits
in higher property taxes.

From 1996 to 2002, prop-
erty taxes on homeowners
increased $1.55 billion, a
144% increase, while agri-
cultural property taxes de-
creased only $130 million.

VILLAGE OF KEWASKUM
NEWS NOTES

"Snow and Ice Removal
The snow and ice season has arrived bringing along some problems.
To alleviate these problems or to clarify a few items, let us refer to the
Municipal Code, Chapter 82.6, which covers "Snow and Ice Re-
moval."

(a) SIDEWALKS TO BE KEPT CLEAR. The owner or
occupant of any lot or lands within the village abutting upon a public
street along the line of which a sidewalk shall have been constructed
shall, whenever such sidewalk shall be encumbered with snow or ice,
clear the same therefrom within 24 hours after cessation of each storm.
If it is impossible or impractical to remove the ice therefrom, he shall
treat the same with sand, cinders, ashes, salt or some other substance
continuously until removed so that such sidewalk will not be slippery
or dangerous to pedestrians. If any such owner of occupant fails to re-
move such snow or ice from such sidewalk or to treat such ice, the di-
rector of public works may do so; and the expense of such removal or
treatment shall become a special tax or charge against the property to
be collected in the manner specified in subsection (c). If the director
of public works orders such removal of snow and ice, a minimum
charge of $25.00 per occurrence shall be affixed as the expense of the
removal or treatment. If the cost of removal or treatment exceeds the
$25.00 minimum, the actual cost for such work shall be charged plus
a ten percent handling charge.

(b) SNOW NOT TO BE DEPOSITED IN STREETS. No
person shall cause to be deposited snow from his premises on the side-
walk abutting thereon onto any street in the village without a permit
from the director of public works, who may require to be paid a fee
sufficient to reimburse the village for the cost of removal of the snow.
The expense of such removal or treatment shall become a special tax
or charge against the property to be collected in the manner specified
in subsection (c).

(c) Assessment of cost. After clearing or treating any such
sidewalk as provided in this section, the director of public works shall
file with the village clerk/treasurer a written report containing a de-
scription of such lot or tract charged and the amount of the expense
chargeable to the same. The clerk/treasurer shall thereupon make out
and mail to the owner of such lot or tract at his last known address an
itemized statement of the cost; and, when paid, the amount so paid
shall be credited to the village general fund. If the same is not paid
within 30 days, it shall bear interest at the rate of six percent per an-
num from the date on which the work was completed. If any such bill
shall remain unpaid on October 1 next following the clearing or treat-
ing of the sidewalk, the village clerk/treasurer shall insert such charge
in the general tax roll of the village and the same proceedings shall be
had thereafter for the collection of such taxes as in cases of other tax-
es extended upon such roll.

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Hunters Register 122,080
Deer Opening Weekend

MADISON - Preliminary
reports from registration sta-
tions around the state indi-
cate Wisconsin hunters shot
122,080 deer during the
opening two days of the 2003
gun deer hunting season.
This is slightly up from 2002
when hunters registered
approximately 120,660 deer
on opening weekend.

Poor to good hunting
conditions characterized the
Saturday opening day.
Depending on location, con-
ditions Sunday were generally
poor with drizzle, rain and
strong northeast winds in the
south. The Madison area
received 1.7 inches of rain
overnight Saturday into
Sunday.

“Many folks were hoping
for good weekend weather
conditions, especially in areas
that are facing earn-a-buck
seasons next year,” said act-
ing Department of Natural
Resources big game ecologist,
Michelle Windsor. “Hopefully
hunters will get back out for
the remainder of the season
once weather conditions
improve later this week and
drop the population down so
we can keep more units out of
earn-a-buck.”

Preliminary reports from
the field indicate there were
ten hunting, including two
fatalities, for the weekend.
There were nine incidents
reported for the weekend in
2002. All remain under inves-
tigation. According to
Wisconsin hunter safety
administrator, Warden Tim
Lawhern, four of the ten
wounds were self-inflicted.

“Past statistics reveal that
the opening weekend pro-
vides half of the total number
of incidents for the nine-day
season,” says Lawhern. “If
hunters will focus on the rest
of this season then we could
see a serious reduction in the
total number of incidents,
especially self-inflicted
injuries. It's up to every
firearms owner and hunter to
practice safe firearms han-
dling; think before you act
and act with safety as your
first priority.”

Hunting license sales
were up four percent over a
year ago at 644,818 according
to sales records produced by
the state’s automated license
sales system suggesting that
hunters are returning to the
woods after the disruption
and uncertainty caused by
the discovery of chronic wast-
ing disease. Registration sta-
tion workers heard very little
concern about CWD from
hunters outside the CWD
zones and a high percentage
of hunters in the CWD zone
were keeping their venison.

Hunting license sales
closed at midnight November
21 however bonus tags, which
allow hunters to harvest addi-
tional antlerless deer, remain
on sale in many of the state's
deer management units
throughout the hunting sea-
son at $12 each for residents
and $20 each for nonresi-

dents. In addition to helping
thin the herd by shooting
additional deer, hunters can
also donate venison to food
pantries across the state.

“Wisconsin's venison
donation program is in full
swing,” says the program’s
coordinator. Laurie Fike.
“Hunters wishing to continue
hunting to help put food on
the shelves in pantries across
the state can donate venison
to the Wisconsin Venison
Donation Program. Already
this year hunters have donat-
ed over 100,000 pounds of
venison to the program.

“There are 116 meat
processors in 53 counties par-
ticipating in the program. All
hunters have to do is legally
harvest, tag, field and register
the deer then drop it off at a
participating processor.
Because of the high workload
on processors at this time of
year we recommend calling
ahead to be sure they have
space for your deer. A list of
participating processors can
be found on the DNR web site
www.dnr.state.wi.us or by
calling one of our service cen-
ters.”

The nine day gun hunting
season runs through
November 30 and is followed
by a December 1- 10 muzzle-
loader hunt, a December 11-
14 late Zone T antlerless deer
only hunt in Zone T deer
management units south of
Hwy. 8, only and the late
archery season December 1 -
January 3. In addition, the
gun season in the Herd
Reduction Zone and
Intensive Harvest Zones will
continue through January 3.

Totals by county are as
follows:

Washington - 219 bucks,
272 antlerless for a total of
491; Dodge - 720 bucks, 606
antlerless for a total of 1326;
Sheboygan - 201 bucks, 247
antlerless, 448 total and Fond
du Lac - 543 bucks, 509
antlerless and 1052 total.

A Strange Group Giving
Advice On How to Avoid Taxes

Wisconsin's
ranking is nothing new.
Whether talking about
income taxes, property taxes
or business ‘taxes, national
publications usually put
Wisconsin in an unfavorable
light. It, therefore, was not
surprising when a year ago
Kiplinger's Magazine came
out with an article ranking
Wisconsin as having the third
worst tax climate for retire-
ment. (Pennsylvania is worst
and New Jersey is second
worst.)

This not only is a prob-
lem for our senior citizens,
but also results in lower tax
revenue for the state. We all
know retires who have moved
to Arkansas, Arizona, etc. for
the lower property taxes. We
also know snowbirds that
spend slightly over half the
year in Florida. Since Florida
has no state income tax, they
only pay federal income tax.
It is particularly burdensome
for other Wisconsin taxpayers
when retires leave, since
retires do not have children in
the school system and are not
inclined to commit crimes.
Therefore, retires pay more in
taxes than they consume in
benefits.

What is surprising is
when the Wisconsin
Education Association, (the
teachers' union), comes out
with advice to their members
on how to avoid Wisconsin
income tax!!! In an article,
entitled "Should [ retire out-
side Wisconsin?" they point
out to their members that
Florida, Texas, Nevada,
Washington, and Wyoming
have no state income tax.
They direct their members to
the Kiplinger article describ-
ing Wisconsin as having the
third highest taxes in the
country. They advise renting
an apartment in Florida, get-
ting a Florida drivers' license
and voting in Florida.

It is certainly legal for the
teachers' union to advise
their members how to game
the system and avoid
Wisconsin taxes. They even
suggest that you can spend
over half the year in
Wisconsin if you use their
method. But it is very irritat-
ing as an elected official to
see this group of all groups
educating members on how
to avoid taxes.

Many people are aware
that statewide about 43% of
your property tax levy goes to
your public school system. It
is not as well known that 44%
of your state income and
sales tax also goes back to
your local schools.
(University gets 9% and
prison system gets 8%.)

According to the Manhattan
Institute after adjusting for

our lower cost of living,
Wisconsin spends more per
pupil than any other state in
the country on education.
(Minnesota is second and
Pennsylvania is third.)

Nevertheless, the repre-
sentatives of the teachers'
union in Madison continue to
tell us we need more teachers
to lower class sizes and we
need higher teachers'
salaries.

Well, teachers’ union:
how can we afford more
teachers with higher salaries
if you advise your retired
teachers to rent an apartment
in Florida to avoid Wisconsin
income tax? There are so
many wonderful teachers in
the state of Wisconsin, but
their union is doing a disserv-
ice to them and this advice
further damages their reputa-
tion in Madison.
