T.Auburn Seeking Second Attorney

The Town of Auburn de­
cided at their monthly meet­
ing Monday that town chair­
man Howard Laubenstein 
will begin a search for a sec­
ond attorney for the town­
ship.

Laubenstein stated the 
need for a second attorney is 
due to conflicts of interest 
with their current attorney 
John St. Peter of Fond du Lac.

The board of supervisors 
indicated a list of possible at­
torneys should be developed 
and they could interview 
them to see who would be a 
good fit for the town. This list 
will be presented at the next 
meeting in January according 
to Laubenstein.

Town treasurer, Shelby Sa- 
raurer indicated the town had 
a cash balance of $464,391.46 
as of November 30 between 
the town’s checking and sav­
ings accounts.

Tax bills for the town will 
be sent out in the next few 
weeks.

On November 6, Ke­
waskum police were advised

Library 
Ledger

My wife and I took a trip 
to Ireland a few years ago. 
We wandered the curving 
streets of a small town 
roughly the size of Ke­
waskum, enjoying the excit­
ing strangeness of a new 
place, marveling at the brick 
streets, low houses, and the 
odd Chinese restaurant. As 
we walked, we came upon a 
little white church building 
with a high-gated courtyard. 
Above the door was painted 
“Community Library.” It 
was night and the yellow 
lights inside glowed with a 
warmth that pulled us in 
and drew the dampness 
from our skin. The inside 
was crowded with sterile 
green bookcases, the walls 
were smooth white brick. 
The entire library was one 
large room with a raftered 
ceiling merging in a peak 
above us. After browsing the 
shelves for a few minutes, I 
introduced myself to the li­
brarian at the small wooden 
desk and asked her if I could 
use their computers to check 
my e-mail. She smiled and 
invited me to apply for a li­
brary card. And so it is that 
somewhere in western Ire­
land, I now have permission 
to borrow library books. But 
more than that, I am now 
part of a community of users 
that spans the Atlantic.

Romantic? Perhaps, but I 
reserve the right to wax po­
etic about the amazing idea 
of the free library. Do you 
realize that the public li­
brary is one of the last re­
maining free public spaces 
in contemporary society? By 
“free public space,” I am re­
ferring to an area that is 
owned by the community in 
which it resides and is free 
of the grasp of private corpo­
rations, political machines, 
and other such insidious in­
stitutions. Of course “free” 
also refers to the fact that 
the library does not have an 
admission fee neither do we 
charge for checkouts, for 
browsing, or for internet us­
age.

Our holdings, I believe, 
are first rate for a library of 
our size and budget. I also 
believe that our staff is sec

ond to none in courtesy, will­
ingness to help, and reader’s 
advisory (i.e. recommending 
books). What I do think we 
can improve on is offering 
more public programs. Can 
you walk into the library 
and find the latest Pixar 
video or DVD? Yes. Can you 
walk into the library and at­
tend a program on Feminist 
Theory and the Contempo­
rary Private Eye? Probably 
not. Would you want to? I 
don’t know. But I do know 
that the village of Ke­
waskum and its surrounding 
communities deserve more 
from its library in public 
programming than our year­
ly Summer Reading Pro­
gram. Don’t misunderstand, 
our summer program is in­
valuable for kids and helps 
to reinforce the idea of read­
ing for pleasure in a non­
academic atmosphere. How­
ever if we think of library 
programming as just for 
children, we miss the oppor­
tunity to further our educa­
tion as curious adults.

It is my firm belief that a 
community’s library should 
be a place not only for the 
storage of books, computers 
and pop culture ephemera, 
but also a place for personal 
communication and the com­
munal exchange of ideas. 
With that in mind, I would 
like 2004 to be banner year 
for the Kewaskum Public Li­
brary. In the planning 
stages for next year are sev­
eral exciting programs in­
cluding computer classes, a 
community quilting project, 
a local history project, a pho­
tography showing by a local 
artist, and our annual Sum­
mer Reading Program. 
Please contact the library if 
you would like further infor­
mation on these programs, if 
you have any programming 
suggestions, or if you would 
like to sponsor a program. 
We look forward for you con­
tinued support in 2004.

Baby Boomer’s Guide To Social Security For Ordinary ‘Joe’

Not too long ago, it seemed 
all “baby boomers” were citi­
zens of Woodstock Nation, 
convinced that they would 
never grow old. Now they all 
know better.

In just a few short years, 
around 2008, the first wave of 
these baby boomers will be­
come eligible for Social Secu­
rity retirement benefits. So 
here is a short guide to Social 
Security for those “baby 
boomers” who are soon to be­
come “senior boomers.”

First, you have probably al­
ready heard that your full re­
tirement age is going up. 
Pegged at 65 for the first six 
decades of the program, the 
age at which a person can be­
gin collecting full Social Secu­
rity benefits is on its way up 
to 67.

But to give people time to 
plan for the future, this in­
crease, which was part of the 
Social Security Amend-ments 
of 1983, did not begin until 
this year. And it is going up in

gradual steps.
People bom in 1938 must 

be age 65 and two months to 
collect full Social Security 
benefits. Those born in 1939 
must be 65 and four months. 
The two-month per year in­
crease continues until it 
reaches 66 for people born in 
1943. The retirement age lev­
els off at age 66 for many baby 
boomers — those born from 
1943 through 1954 - then ris­
es again in two-month incre­
ments until it reaches 67 for 
people born in 1960 and later.

Second, boomers should 
know that although Con­
gress changed Social Securi­
ty’s full retirement age, it did 
not change the early retire­
ment age. It is still 62. But the 
reduction in your benefit for 
taking retirement at age 62 is 
gradually increasing from 
20% to 30% over the next 20 
years.

Third, there are certain 
facts of life that, in particular, 
baby boomer women need to 
be aware of. Boomer women

will be the first generation of 
women who are more likely 
to get higher benefits on their 
own Social Security record 
than on a spouse’s record.

Boomer women are also 
more likely than earlier gen­
erations to have been di­
vorced. And boomer women 
who are married are likely to 
outlive their husbands. All of 
these situations can affect 
their Social Security entitle­
ment and, for that reason, 
boomer women should check 
out Social Security Informa­
tion for Women at www.so­
cialsecurity. gov /women/

And here is a final tip for 
baby boomers of both gen­
ders: think online. Boomers 
can use online retirement 
planners and calculators to 
figure out how future Social 
Security benefits will fit into 
overall financial plans - 
www.socialsecurity.gov/plan­
ners . All of this and more is 
available at www.socialsecu- 
rity.gov.

Registration Deadline for
Next ACT Jan. 2 Test Feb. 7

The next national test date 
for the ACT Assessment is 
February 7, 2004. College­
bound students should regis­
ter by the January 2 postmark 
deadline. Late registration 
postmark deadline is January 
16 (an additional fee is re­
quired for late registration). 
Students can register online 
at www.act.org or they can get 
a registration packet from 
their high school guidance 
counselor and register by 
mail. The website also has 
sample test questions and a 
link to a free financial aid cal­
culator.

ACT scores are accepted 
by virtually all colleges and 
universities in the nation. The 
test fee is $26 ($29 in Florida). 
Colleges use ACT scores, 
along with a student’s high

school GPA and other infor­
mation to help determine ad­
missions and the appropriate 
course placement for new 
students.

The ACT Assessment is 
curriculum-based, designed 
to measure a student’s aca­
demic achievement. There 
are four sections to the exam: 
English, reading, math and 
science.

Students who have already 
taken the ACT can retest and 
try for a higher score. Juniors 
often use their scores to ex­
amine academic weaknesses, 
taking courses or tutoring to 
correct those weaknesses and 
retest as seniors. Students 
who test more than once can 
choose which scores to report 
to prospective colleges.

And Trail Passes Now on Sale

MADISON - People shop­
ping for that hard-to-buy-for 
outdoor enthusiast on their 
holiday gift list can give them 
a full year of fun and adven­
ture by making them a gift of 
the 2004 Wisconsin State 
Parks admission sticker or 
Wisconsin state trails pass.

Annual admission stick­
ers to Wisconsin State Parks 
and Forests and annual pass­
es for Wisconsin State Trails 
give the recipient access to 
more than 575,000 acres of 
sparkling waters, hushed 
forests and scenic beauty.

"There is no better place 
to relax and recreate than in 
the Wisconsin State Park 
System," says Mike Willman, 
Wisconsin State Park System 
Director. The annual stickers 
are $20 each for vehicles with 
Wisconsin registration plates 
and $30 for license plates 
from other states, and each 
sticker allows one vehicle and 
everyone in it unlimited visits 
for the entire year to over 60 
state parks, forests and recre­
ation areas. Second vehicle 
and senior citizen stickers are 
also available.

A $15 annual trail pass 
gives the purchaser access to 
more than 30 scenic trails 
throughout Wisconsin. The 
passes are required for any­
one who bicycles or horse­
back rides on the designated

trails. In the winter, the trail is 
good for all state managed 
cross-country ski trails. 
Hikers and children under 16 
years of age are granted free 
trail admission.

Trail pass fees have 
increased for 2004. This is the 
first increase since 1994, 
when annual trail pass fees 
were raised from $6 to $10, 
and when the pass applied to 
about 435 miles of rails to 
trails. Today, the pass is good 
on nearly 1,700 miles of state 
owned trails. The trail pass is 
good on all state managed 
trails, as well as some trails 
owned by the state, but man­
aged by counties or other 
municipalities.

"Wisconsin’s state parks 
are natural treasures to be 
enjoyed by all," Willman says. 
Visitors to the Wisconsin 
State Park System properties 
can partake in various out­
door recreational activities 
including biking, boating, 
bird watching, hiking, pic­
nicking, fishing and skiing. 
Interpretive displays and 
activities also teach visitors 
about Wisconsin’s natural 
resources.

"Wisconsin was recently 
named as having one of the 
nation’s best state park sys­
tem," says Willman. "This 
recognition is a symbol of 
what we have already known,

that Wisconsin is the home to 
the best properties, programs 
and staff in the country."

People may purchase 
2004 Wisconsin state park 
stickers or annual trail passes 
at all state park system prop­
erties, DNR service centers or 
the Wisconsin State Park 
System office using a credit 
card by calling (608) 266- 
2181.

DNR Wants Unnecessary 
Regulations Changed

Inexperienced Indians Honor 
Coaches with Intensity

MADISON - Hunters who 
cannot legally buy a gun deer 
hunting license after the an­
nual nine-day season opens 
each November would be 
able to purchase one under a 
change in state law the De­
partment of Natural Re­
sources is proposing.

Current law makes it illegal 
for most hunters to purchase 
a license after the nine-day 
gun deer hunt opens each 
November. This law was cre­
ated decades ago to prevent 
people from killing a deer first 
and then buying a license.

“Given the current state of 
information technology, the 
law is out-dated, no longer 
necessary and keeps some 
hunters from participating in 
the gun deer season,” said 
DNR Secretary Scott Hassett. 
“We had a great deer-hunting 
season this year and I want to 
make it possible for more 
people to enjoy it and help 
manage Wisconsin’s deer 
herd.”

The DNR said hunters reg­
istered a preliminary total of 
304,538 deer at the close of 
this year’s nine-day gun sea­
son, well over totals from the 
previous two years.

An automated license sys­
tem the DNR adopted in 1999 
to streamline license pur­
chases also make it possible 
for conservation wardens in 
the field to check via comput­
er if and when a hunter pur­
chased a license. Recently, the 
department added the ability 
to purchase many licenses 
over the Internet.

“The automated license 
sales system is working flaw­
lessly, giving us the ability to 
make things easier for the 
hunting public,” said Hassett. 
“Allowing deer license sales to 
continue after the nine-day 
annual hunt opens makes 
sense.”

Representative DuWayne 
Johnsrud (R-Eastman) and 
Senator Neal Kedzie (R- 
Elkhorn) said they support 
Hassett’s proposal and will 
work with the DNR to spon­
sor legislation.

Every year, the department 
hears from people who were 
unable to purchase their li­
cense prior to the opening of 
the season but want to hunt, 
according to Hassett. Cur­
rently, only juveniles whose 
12th birthday (the legal age to

purchase a license) falls after 
the start of the season and 
certain armed forces mem­
bers can purchase a license 
once the season begins. Other 
legal requirements would still 
need to be met under the 
DNR proposal, including 
completion of a hunter’s edu­
cation course if the applicant 
was born on or after January 
1, 1973.

“Statewide, we have a large 
deer herd that needs to be re­
duced through hunting,” 
Hassett said. “We also have 
examples of people - includ­
ing teenagers of busy parents 
- who want to hunt but can’t 
because of a technicality. This 
is a regulation we can fix.”

License purchase data 
show that nearly 100,000 Wis­
consin teenagers bought a 
deer-hunting license this 
year. The DNR sold 644,818 
gun deer licenses by midnight 
November 21, the last day 
hunters were able to buy a li­
cense before the 2003 season 
opener began November 22.

“Another thing we heard 
loudly and clearly from 
hunters and wardens in the 
field is the need to simplify 
deer tagging options,” Has­
sett said. He has appointed a 
committee of law enforce­
ment, wildlife management, 
and customer service and li­
censing staff to work with the 
Conservation Congress to ex­
plore ways to simplify deer 
tagging options.

“People love to hunt deer 
in Wisconsin, and simpler 
regulations will make it easier 
for them to enjoy this tradi­
tion,” Hassett said.

On Friday, December 5th, 
Kewaskum High School 
honored over twenty area 
youth coaches with a spe­
cial halftime presentation 
and a post-game reception 
sponsored by Cousins' Subs. 
However, members of both 
the K.H.S. boys junior varsi­
ty and varsity teams decided 
to honor their special guests 
with shear intensity and ef­
fort.

First, the junior Indians 
displayed great poise and 
discipline as the home team 
eagers handed their West 
Bend West counterparts a 
resounding and impressive 
55 to 41 defeat. The jayvees 
showed discipline and sound 
judgement throughout their 
home opening game.

Both teams' coaches, offi­
cials, family and fans were 
duly impressed with the 
overall play and efficiency 
of the Indians against their 
much taller opponents, the 
Spartans of West Bend West.

Kewaskum's junior varsity 
demonstrated continued 
composure while exhibiting 
a hustling, aggressive de­
fense versus their division 
one opposition. The hon­
orees were pleased with the 
smart decision making of 
the perimeter players and 
the defensive determination 
of the interior individuals.

K.H.S. was led offensively 
by Eric Cain (17), Casey 
Scheel (14) and Chad Pi- 
woni (10) with Zach Wollner 
and Brian Coster battling in­
side on defense.

Then the varsity matchup 
may not have proved to be 
a well played game, but it 
certainly invigorated the 
large crowd with tremendous 
effort, intensity and passion 
for the game. No one de­
parted from the K.H.S. 
Fieldhouse feeling short­
changed despite the fact 
that both teams struggled 
offensively.

Even though the (0-1) In­
dians were hosting the (2-0) 
West Bend West Spartans, 
neither team was able to 
sustain any offensive consis­
tency due to the all - out

nature of both teams de­
fensive efforts and schemes. 
The crowd fed off the ener­
gy that both teams were ex­
hibiting throughout, espe­
cially when the points came 
in spurts. That's when the 
very involved crowd loudly 
reacted to each teams tallies 
and totals.

As former Kewaskum 
coaches, such as, Tom 
Larsen, Clark Pearson, Mark 
Rodenkirch, James Westphal 
and Bill Wuebben, cheered 
on the hometown hoop- 
sters, the Indians started to 
rally after trailing by 15 
points. Kewaskum scored 20 
fourth period points to cut 
the deficit to within six with 
over three minutes remain­
ing.

Therefore, as time 
wounded down, the Indians 
were forced to foul which 
allowed the Spartans to win

by nine points, 50 to 41. 
Both teams battled, compet­
ed hard, gave great effort 
and left everything they had 
on the floor. That might just 
be the best way to honor 
the efforts of those area 
youth • coaches in atten­
dance.

Andy Voight tallied 15 
points to lead West Bend 
West to their 3-0 nonconfer­
ence record.

waskum.

The 0-2 Indians hosted 
the Kiel Raiders in their ini­
tial conference competition 
on Tuesday, December 9th 
at the fieldhouse. This game 
promised to be a banner 
night as the Girls Volleyball 
Conference Championship 
Team was honored at half­
time as the new E.W.C. ban­
ner was raised.

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Create A Family Heirloom Cookbook

(ARA) - Almost every fami­
ly has a treasured recipe, 
handed down through gener­
ations, that is not only 
beloved because it’s deli­
cious, but because it evokes 
memories of favorite family 
get-togethers, a holiday, or a 
treasured family member.

A perfect gift for family 
and friends, a family heir­
loom recipe book is a won­
derful way to combine fa­
vorite dishes and family folk­
lore.

A family recipe is also a 
family history, and can be a 
wonderful work of folk art. 
For example take the oppor­
tunity to not only write down 
family recipes for generations 
to come, but include famous 
family stories (every family 
has them), photos and mem­
orabilia as well.

But how to turn family 
culinary gems into actual 
recipes? Start with a family 
letter, asking everyone to 
send back one or more of

their ‘specialties’ by a partic­
ular date. Ask those that can 
to reply by email so you can 
cut and paste recipes right 
into your final document.

If you have a relative that

never writes down recipes (it 
seems like all the best recipes 
are never written down), but 
rather cooks by "a dash of 
this, a little bit of that,” con­
sider having someone in your 
family be the “helper,” and 
prepare the dish along with 
them. The “helper” can mea­
sure, guesstimate, and gener­
ally keep track of how the 
dish is prepared, including 
cooking times and tempera­
tures. The “helper" should al­
so be sure to ask about con­
sistency, color, texture and 
doneness. Once you have a 
written recipe, prepare it 
again according to the direc­
tions, and adjust the recipe 
as necessary to get as close as 
possible to the original.

When you’re asking for 
recipes, provide everyone 
with a similar format. For ex­
ample, ask family members 
to list the ingredients to be 
used in order, together with 
the quantities. Lay out the 
steps that are needed in or­
der to make the item, and al­
ways add little comments 
about what to look for as the 
dish is prepared, and when it

is done. It can be a lot of 
work, especially with recipes 
that were never written 
down. But ultimately it’s 
worth it because you’ll be 
saving an important -- and 
delicious bit of your family’s 
history.

Once you have the recipes, 
you’ll want to create a look 
for your cookbook that re­
flects your family. A simple 
way to do this, is include 
family mementos or old pho­
tos, along with the recipes. A 
simple way to share one-of- 
a-kind memorabilia is to take 
them to a local copy center 
and make color copies.

You can use the color 
copies you make as back­
ground, and print a recipe 
over the photo, or have the 
recipe on one page, and a 
photo on the facing page. 
You can also create a collage 
using items such as blue rib­
bons (won for a cooking), 
tickets stubs or airplane tick­
ets from a favorite trip that 
produced a great recipe.

For text, use simple fonts 
like Times Roman or Arial so 
that they are easy to read for

all ages. Save decorative fonts 
for recipe titles or chapter 
headings. Consider creating a 
box — with shading and bor­
ders -- for the recipe itself so 
that there is enough contrast 
between the recipe and any 
background artwork you use.

Write an introduction 
about the cookbook, its orga­
nization and how family re­
sponded to the project. Make 
sure to date the book and 
have a table of contents so 
family and friends can easily 
find a favorite recipe. Here 
are a few of her suggestions 
for organizing recipes:

* by category, for example, 
appetizers, soups, salads, en­
trees and desserts

* by family, for example, 
grandmother, aunt and un­
cle, or cousin recipes

* by holiday, for example, 
favorite dishes for the 4th of 
July, Thanksgiving or Labor 
Day

To keep recipes easy to 
read and clean, consider 
putting them in plastic 
sleeves (available in craft and 
office supply stores) and then 
in 3-ring binders.

Friends: Host A Holiday Cookie Swap

(NAPSA)- Shopping, 
wrapping presents, baking, 
cooking, socializing.

A great holiday recipe to 
try for your cookie swap is 
shortbread cookies, which 
can be decorated to reflect 
any holiday or occasion.

Shortbread Cookies
1 1/3 cups Argo 

corn starch
2 cups all-purpose 

flour
4 2/3 cups pow­

dered sugar, sifted and divid­
ed

2 1/3 cups butter, 
divided

1/2 teaspoon vanilla
21/2 teaspoons 

grated lemon peel, divided
1/3 cup lemon juice 

sprinkles, optional

Directions:

1. Preheat oven to 350°F. 
In a medium bowl combine 
Argo corn starch, flour and 
2/3 cup powdered sugar. Set 
aside.

2. In a large bowl, beat 2 
cups of butter with a mixer at 
medium speed until softened 
and smooth. Add the corn 
starch mixture, vanilla and 1 
1/2 teaspoons of lemon peel; 
beat well. (If necessary, re­
frigerate dough 1 hour or un­
til easy to handle.)

3. Shape the dough into 
1-inch balls and place them 1 
1/2 inches apart on un­
greased cookie sheets. Bake 
10 to 12 minutes, or until 
edges are lightly browned. 
Cool completely on wire 
racks.

4. For icing, beat together 
in a medium bowl the re­
maining 1/3 cup of butter 
and the remaining teaspoon 
of lemon peel until the butter

is softened. Add the remain­
ing 4 cups of powdered sugar 
and lemon juice; beat until 
well combined. Add red food 
coloring, if desired. Decorate 
cookies with icing and sprin­
kles in fun designs such as 
stripes and polka dots. Store 
in a tightly covered contain­
er.

Makes 6 dozen cookies.

Use white or light rye bread 
and cut out Christmas 
shapes from the breads with 
your cookie cutters. Make 
your favorite cream cheese 
(or whatever) spread and tint 
it red or green and spread it 
on the cut out breads. For ex­
ample, cut out a Christmas 
tree and spread it with a 
green cream cheese spread. 
Add sliced pimento olives on 
top for a topping, or red or 
green peppers, depending on 
what spread you use. Let 
yourself go nuts on this and 
you can come up with all 
sorts of ideas.

In or­
der to exceed that, and reach 
30 feet, Santa would have to 
have a means to “blast off,” 
like a human rocket. Simple 
calculations show that, in or­
der to exit in a second or so, 
he’d have to be subjected to 
uncomfortably strong forces; 
Santa would emerge not 
merely tattered but fractured.

Surely, “laying his finger 
aside of his nose, ” is a telling 
clue. Our conclusion is that 
in his cap he has a little elec­
trical device of a kind that 
would have delighted Ben 
Franklin, who pioneered the 
understanding of electricity. 
The device evidently must be 
triggered by his finger, prob­
ably by interrupting a faint 
light beam near his glowing 
cheek.

1 cup dry white wine
1 tsp. Worcestershire sauce 
3-4 drops hot sauce
1 tsp. Dijon mustard
1 loaf sourdough bread, cut

into cubes

1. In a small bowl, combine 
cheeses, flour and ground 
mustard.

Toss to coat. In a small 
saucepan, bring wine to a 
simmer.

2. Add a small handful of 
cheese to simmering wine 
and stir until cheese has 
melted. Repeat process with 
remaining cheese.

Add remaining ingredients 
and cook on low until mix­
ture is thick and all the 
cheese has melted.

3. Transfer to a fondue pot 
and keep warm. Serve with 
fondue forks and cubes of 
bread for dipping.

Christmas Fruit Kringle

2-l/2cups all-purpose 
flour

1/4 tsp. salt
1/2 cup butter, soft­

ened
1 tsp. active dry’ yeast
2 Tbsp. warm water
2 large eggs
2/3cup granulated

sugar, divided
1/3 cup buttermilk
1/2 cup brown sugar
1 tsp. cinnamon
1 cup dried fruit (raisins, 

apples, apricots, cherries, 
etc.), chopped

1/4 cup cinnamon 
chips

1/2 cup Wisconsin
Cream cheese, softened

1/2 cup nuts (pecans,
walnuts, almonds,
macadamia, etc.), chopped

1 cup powdered sugar
1/ 3 cup heavy cream

1. In a large bowl, combine 
flour and salt. Cut in butter. 
In a small bowl, dissolve 
yeast in warm water (105- 
115*F). In another bowl, 
combine eggs, 2 Tbsp, sugar 
and buttermilk.

2. Combine dissolved yeast 
with egg mixture. Add to 
flour mixture. Stir to make 
dough. Cover and refrigerate 
dough overnight.

3. For filling: Combine re­
maining granulated sugar, 
brown sugar, cinnamon, 
chopped fruit, cinnamon 
chips, Cream cheese and 
chopped nuts in a medium 
bowl.

4. Divide dough into 3 
parts. Roll 1 piece into a 15 x 
8-inch rectangle. Carefully 
spread 1/3 of filling mixture 
lengthwise across bottom 
half of dough. Fold over, 
pinch to seal and fold all 
seams underneath. Finished 
kringle should be approxi­
mately 14 x 4 inches. Transfer 
to baking sheet. Repeat 
process with remaining 2 
pieces of dough and filling.

5. Place in a 375’F preheat­
ed oven for 25-30 minutes or

until golden brown. Cool to 
room temperature. Combine 
powdered sugar and cream. 
Drizzle over kringle and 
serve.

Note: Cinnamon chips are 
available in the baking aisle.

4 . Mascarpone Chantilly: 
Beat heavy cream on low un­
til thickened. Add powdered 
sugar and vanilla. Beat to stiff

peaks. Set aside.
Combine Mascarpone and 

sour cream. Fold into heavy 
cream.

Serve over slices of fruit­
cake.

5 . Cut cake into slices and 
top each slice with a gener­
ous dollop of Wisconsin Mas­
carpone Chantilly.
