Maintenance, Computers and

Textbooks Items in Possible

The Kewaskum Board of Education held a
workshop Monday night to discuss with the
public ideas for their possible upcoming ref-
erendum. The board will not vote on whether
or not to have the referendum until their reg-
ular board meeting Monday, January 12 at 7
p.m.

A very small group of concerned citizens
and parents assembled to discuss openly
ideas with the board. Board President Gordie
Dickman started the workshop by giving
those in attendance a little background on

" the state of the district and why they felt the

need for the possible referendum. He stated
that he did not see a bright future for the dis-
trict until they receive more reventue.

The need for the referendum comes from
the fact that the district, obviously, doesn’t

have much extra money for things that need.

to be done on a continual basis.
For-example, the textbook portion comes in
to play due to the fact that the district has had

to cut their textbook budget 45% in the last

five years. |

While the money has been cut again and
again, the cost of textbooks continues to rise,
making it nearly impossible for the district to
replace the textbooks on the five year cycle it
would like to keep. The need for the funding
for maintenance comes from much of the
same thing. The maintenance budget is the
thing that gets cut first when the budget
needs balancing. The district has a five-year

maintenance plan that keeps getting pushed
off. Items just continually get pushed back

and it's gotten to the point that a boiler in
one of the schools will need to be replaced
without fail within the next year to two years.
The computer/technology portion is be-
coming a dire need for the district. The stu-
dents at the high school have very little to no
computer access outside of scheduled class-
room time. The computers they have are very
old to the point of being obsolete. The ele-
mentary school received many new comput-
ers when it was built, but eventually those
will need upkeep/replacement. The students
at the new elementary school have better
computers then the middle and high schools.
Parents are concerned that the lack of
technology/computers is hampering their
childrens’ education and preventing them
from being as computer literate as they
should be. It was also pointed out that there
are not enough computers at the middle and
high schools to meet state standards.
There are guidelines for what students should
be able to do on computers at different levels
and because of the lack of computer lab time,
the teachers are neglecting, not by their

-choice, to teach these things to the students.

The majority of the board is hoping for an
April referendum, but will not vote on it until
their meeting on Monday. They invite the
public to contact them with any questions,
comments or concerns they may have. All

or letter to the editor. There

~are a lot of your statements

which I will not address.
However, your statement that

- taking farmland out of pro-

duction or destroying it is one
way of controlling supply and
demand is a complete fallacy.
Since we can no longer feed
ourselves because we have
been destroying so much
farmland in the last few years,
we are in effect destroying
ourselves and future genera-
tions.

I have some figures here
which are very up to date
concerning dairy farmers and
cattle farmers.

Back in
the cold war days, the com-
munist said they would de-
stroy us from within. Now it
seems we are doing it to our-
selves. 1 can remember back
In the 1970's when beef was
going up in price. Our then
president, Richard Nixon,
threw a beef freeze on and it
has never been the same
since. This is not supply and
demand.

Instead of throwing a lot of
figures out there to a young
man who wants to farm, you
should have been congratu-
lating him on his upcoming
work ethic. There is a tremen-
dous culture clash coming
between farmers and city
folks moving out here. But
there are a lot of people out
here that sympathize with the
farmers, and we all appreci-
ate them. You mentioned
technology, you can only
force the land to produce so
much before it retaliates. Our
underground acquifiers are
being poisoned along with
our air. Some people might
think that you can triple the
output of food per acre by us-
ing technology, but the quali-
ty of the food will diminish.
This is one of the reasons for
the influx’ of cancer in chil-
dren and adults which you
are seeing right now. Allergies
are also on the rise in chil-
dren. When I was a boy;, aller-
gles were almost non-exis-
tent. When some child had
leukemia, it was front page
Nnews It was so rare.

You mention that there is
so much food in this country
iIs the reason for so many
obese people. Part of that is
true because people do not
work as hard as they used to.
But part of that is your farm
technology theory. When cat-
tle are implanted so they eat
more and grow faster, then
when this meat is cooked, it
does not break down and
thus it results in the same ef-
fect on the human being con-
suming it. They do the same
with pork, chickens, and all
poultry. Check out a chicken
bone and see how dark it is.
Then check out a free range

chicken, one that is running

around the yard, and you will
see that the bone is almost
white. Let’s take a look at the
e-coli outbreak in beef from
these corporation feedlots.
Remember they control 85%
of the feeding and the pro-
cessing industry. There must
be something done wrong as
there were no problems
where the family farmer did
the producing.

ed, a big malt house where
the farmers could sell their
barley, there was a two story
department store, and there
was a condensery. The con-
densery is still there, I am not
sure what it is doing, but the
rest are all gone because
tarmers were paid low prices
which forced them out of
business. The only thing that
will grow around Kewaskum
now are houses.

[ have to agree with Travis
Krueger. These developers are
like a big steam roller rolling
over the countryside. It is all
about their profit and nothing
but greed. When I see farmers
getting soil conservation
awards for installing contour
strips and using other imple-
ments to control erosion, and
then they turn around and
sell it for development, it
bothers me greatly.

[ have often said I came
with nothing and I will leave
with nothing. All that I have is
just a gift from the Lord
above. Why would [ destroy it
so that somebody else would
suffer from the lack of food or
the use of chemicals? I just
wish Travis Krueger all the
luck in the world!
