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State, Federal Tax Law Changes Detailed
MADISON - For the sec­

ond consecutive year, federal 
income tax changes are the 
most significant changes that 
affect 2003 income taxes for 
Wisconsin taxpayers. The 
most significant federal 
changes include reduction in 
individual income tax rates, 
expansion of the 15% tax 
bracket, and a large increase 
in the child tax credits. At the* 
state level, tax brackets and 
standard deductions are ad-, 
justed for inflation and a new 
$250 deduction for educator 
expenses is added.

Explanations of the 
changes, along with “plain- 
English’’ instructions for filing 
federal and state individual 
income tax returns for 2003, 
are included in Taxes 2004, 
the recently released 96-page 
tax guide published by the 
Wisconsin Taxpayers Alliance 
(WISTAX).

Federal Income 
Tax Changes

Among the changes affect­
ing federal taxes for the 2003 
tax year are:

- The income tax rate of 
27.0%, 30.0%, 35.0% and 
38.6% are reduced to 25.0%, 
28.0%, 33.0% and 35.0%.

- The standard deduction 
for most joint filers is raised 
to $9,500 (twice the amount 
for single filers). For most 
persons filing a separate re­
turn, the deduction rises to 
$4,750.

- The 15% tax bracket for 
joint filers is expanded to cov­
er twice the income range as 
that of single filers.

- Taxpayers may be able to 
take up to $1,000 (up from 
$600) per qualifying child in
tax credits. However, taxpay­
ers must reduce their 2003 
child tax credit by any ad­
vance child tax credit pay-

ment received in 2003.
- The maximum tax rate on 

qualified dividends and on 
most net capital gains is re­
duced to 15%.

- The alternative mini­
mum tax exemption amounts 
are increased.

- The maximum lifetime 
learning credit is doubled to 
$2,000.

State Income Tax Changes
Changes for Wisconsin’s 

state income tax for 2003 in­
clude:

- Tax brackets and stan­
dard deduction limits are in­
creased to adjust for inflation.

- The Wisconsin tax code 
adopts, with certain excep­
tions, federal laws enacted 
during 2002. In addition, for 
property placed in service in 
tax years beginning on or af­
ter January 1, 2001, individu­
als must compute deprecia­
tion or amortization under 
the Internal Revenue Code as 
amended to December 31, 
2000.

- Educators may deduct up 
to $250 of qualified expenses.

Taxes 2004 contains de­
tailed instructions for Wis­
consin’s homestead credit 
program, which can benefit 
low-income homeowners 
and renters even if they pay 
little or no income tax, and 
the farmland preservation 
program. The book also ex­
plains taxes such as the estate 
and gift, excise and property 
taxes, and discusses the pro­
posed streamlined sales tax. 
In addition, motor vehicle 
and recreational licenses and 
fees are listed.' " '

“Surviving the Extremes” 
By Kenneth Kamler, M.D.

Whenever I go out of town 
to somewhere I’ve never been 
or someplace I’ll never be 
again, I always like to sample 
the local cuisine and try 
something I’ve never eaten 
before. I figure my meal can 
go one of two ways. Either I 
hate it, won’t eat it, and I go 
away hungry til the next meal. 
Or I like it, and I have a won­
derful meal to talk about 
when I get home.

There you have it: the ex­
tent of my adventurous spir- 

which isn’t to say, of 
course, that I don’t enjoy sit­
ting on my safe, cushy sofa 
and reading about daring 
souls. "Surviving the Ex­
tremes: A Doctor’s Journey to 
the Limits of Human En­
durance" by Kenneth Kamler, 
M.D (c. 2004, St. Martin's 
Press) is a very interesting 
take on adventure, and what 
we humans can tolerate in 
the quest for risk.

Using several scenarios, 
including personal experi­
ences as the team doctor on 
an Amazon jungle research 
trip and on an ill-fated Ever­
est climb, Dr. Kamler writes 
about the upper extremes of 
heat, cold, pain, water pres­
sure, and altitude that hu­
mans can tolerate. He also 
tells about people who have 
gone beyond what would be 
considered normal, and how 
and why they survived those 
outermost conditions.

Human beings are com­
plex, yet surprisingly fragile. 
Our bodies need to maintain 
a certain internal climate; just 
four degrees more or less 
than “body temperature” can 
cause inner damage and can 
even be fatal. Our skulls, hard

as they are, can't completely 
protect our brains from blows 
and other trauma. Our lungs, 
though they’re encased in our 
ribcages, are delicate, and 
vulnerable to air quality, hu­
midity, and atmospheric 
pressures. Nerves in our bod­
ies sense pain, which is the 
body’s message that some­
thing irreparable could be 
happening. Human brains 
are exquisitely and innately 
hard-wired to avoid all sorts 
of dangers, but Dr. Kamler 
writes of people who sup­
press the urge to avoid risk, 
and instead seek it out.

"Surviving the Extremes” 
is an adventurer’s delight, full 
of exciting stories about peo­
ple who challenged them­
selves to meet their personal 
limits; some of them survive, 
and some do not. This book 
will also appeal to science 
fans and - surprisingly - trivia 
buffs. You’ll learn why you 
should always wear under­
wear when swimming in the 
Amazon, how Sahara Desert 
nomads and Australian opal 
miners escape relentless heat, 
what could theoretically hap­
pen if Man goes to Mars, and 
why, no matter how much 
you threatened your mom, 
you absolutely, positively 
cannot hold your breath til 
you turn blue. /. :

“Surviving the Extremes” 
is an extremely good book, 
perfect for armchair adven­
turers and risk-takers alike.

DNR doesn’t have any 
good current figures to sug­
gest how many ice anglers 
there are among the more 
than 2 million people who 
fish in Wisconsin each year. A 
1995 DNR analysis of walleye 
creel surveys on northern 
lakes from 1990-94 suggest 
that ice fishing accounted for 
about 10 percent of total wall­
eye fishing activity during 
those years, and for about 9 
percent of the total number of 
walleyes caught.

A sampling of fisheries bi­
ologists from across the state 
reported a variety of ice and 
fishing conditions:

Southeastern Wisconsin - 
Ice fishing action has been 
hot on the shallower; weedy 
lakes with tip-up fishing for 
northerns getting most atten­
tion. The standard rig of a 3- 
inch golden shiner fished 
about a foot over the top of 
the vegetation is getting re­
sults. On some of our lakes, 
the parking lots are filled to­
ward evenings, even on week­
days, indicating an evening 
bite.

Sheboygan, Washington 
and Ozaukee counties: Ice 
fishing has been a mixed bag 
of success. Crappies are hit­
ting after sunset on several 
area lakes. Minnows on rock­
er jigs seems to be the best 
bet. Small bluegills have been 
active as well. A few legal size 
northern pike have been 
caught but it takes a lot ol 
sorting out smaller fish to 
find' one of legal size. 1“ con­
ditions are also h*B'/ u„tl 
able. A vehicle broke hrou^ 
at the Gonring Drive access

on Big Cedar Lake-and it will 
take several weeks of cold 
weather before that access 
point is again safe. As of last 
week, there were still open ar­
eas on several of the deeper 
lakes. Deep lakes take much 
longer to cool down due to 
the larger volume of water per 
surface area. Also, geese are 
keeping water open on sever­
al lakes. Be careful out 
there!!!- John Nelson, senior 
fisheries biologist

Winnebago System - 
Things have been slow on the 
Winnebago system. Varying 
ice conditions have limited 
the areas that anglers can 
fish. Where they have been

able to get out, there is any­
where from 2 to 10 inches of 
ice. Extreme caution is ad­
vised. "KnoWbefore you go!" 
In addition, some winter ac­
cesses traditionally used are 
no longer practical to use due 
to parking restrictions im­
posed by the towns and mu­
nicipalities. If the ice isn't safe 
to drive on or at least park 
near shore, as it is this year, 
you can't access some areas. 
This is becoming a problem 
in other areas of the state as 
well. Any action that has been 
occurring has been spotty, 
and most reports that I have 
heard are of small catches of 
medium-size perch and pan­
fish. Folks are putting in sev­
eral hours to catch 6 to 10

' fish. There has been some 
northern pike action, on Par-

tridge Lake, but I don't know 
how recent that information 
is. I have not heard anything 
on walleye. There was a lot of 
forage in the lake again this 
year, so the walleye went into 
the winter period well fed.
