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Village Road Projects to 
Cost Over $2 Million

The first project that vil­
lage residents will see is the 
completion of the village’s 
portion of USH 45. Lighting 
aid landscape work will com­
plete that project.

The second project which 
will be the largest project is 
anticipated to start in mid 
April and will be done in two 
phases.

Phase one of this project 
will entail sewer and water 
work at the Main Street and 
Riverview Drive intersection. 
That project will then move 
West to the Main Street 
bridge, south through River­
hill park at where it will go 
within 120 feet north of the 
dam. Water will then come in­
to Riverhill Park an estimated 
600 feet, go westerly across 
the river towards the AAL 
shelter and then go northerly 
on Parkview Drive to Main 
Street

Phase two will start on 
Riverview Drive at the Main 
Street intersection and travel 
northward to County Line 
Drive just outside the village 
limits. The existing road will

be pulverized, curbing will be 
replaced and new sanitary 
sewer, storm sewer, water lat­
erals and water mains will be 
installed. Washington County 
will be re-paving a one and a 
half mile stretch from the vil­
lage limits to County Line Dr. 
in the Town of Kewaskum.

"This is the largest project 
the village has undertaken in 
30 years," stated Schmidt.

The village’s portion on the 
project is estimated to cost $2 
million. The county will 
spend an additional $500,000 
on their portion of the proj­
ect. According to Schmidt the 
sewer and water work is orig­
inal and was installed be­
tween 1930 and 1960.

The village will advertise 
for bids on the project in 
March, open those bids on 
April 1 and award the con­
tract on April 5. After the 
award of the contract the vil­
lage will hold an information­
al meeting on the project for 
village residents and others 
affected by the project. That 
meeting is tentatively sched­
uled for April.

The third project on the 
village’s list is completing the 
east side of the Edgewood 
Road Boulevard off CTH H 
west. The cost of this project 
will be special assessed over 
10 years to the property own­
ers along the road.

Lastly, the village will be 
bringing a portion of CTH H 
west up to village specifica­

tions. This is being done due 
to the fact property along the 
roadway was annexed to the 
village in 2003. The project 
mostly calls for the installa­
tion of sidewalk along the 
highway.

A portion of that project 
included adding a pedestrian 
crossing over the Kewaskum 
Creek that runs under CTH H. 
Currently there is no crossing 
for the creek and walkers 
must walk along the roadway 
to cross the creek.

The cost for installing the 
bridge was estimated to cost 
$240,000.’;

Schmidt stated he was 
hopeful that the village might 
be able to receive grant fund­
ing from a variety of sources.

A few of the trustees spoke 
out against the project, citing 
the price tag as their main 
concern of opposition.

Most vocal was trustee 
Kevin Scheunemann who 
stated, "How much do we 
spend on safety?"

The board decided to ex­
clude the bridge from the 
2004 list of projects. After re­
moving that project the esti­
mated cost of the improve­
ments will cost taxpayers 
$2,768,000.

Schmidt stated that the 
money for the project would 
need to be borrowed over a 
period of time.

der to pay future living ex­
penses.

Other town residents stat­
ed they liked this subdivi­
sion, and how it was laid out. 
Their concerns were for fu-

Scott Board Discusses Improvements; 
Activities of Area Fire Departments

Library Usage Up, Internet 
Classes Planned

Town of Scott board mem­
bers are giving some consid­
eration to improving the 
heating system at the Scott 
Community Center.

Supervisor Bruce Biren- 
baum reports that he assist­
ed a local contractor in in­
vestigating the attic area of 
the building. The examina­
tion turned up information 
which may cause an expen- 
diture which wasn’t a part of 
the 2004 budget.

They found insulation is 
missing in areas around a 
partially damaged plywood 
heating duct. The duct not 
only carries heat but also 
shares a part of the duct 
which brings in the cold air.

Birenbaum stated that 
the town has three choices 
to take care of the situation. 
Number one would be new 
duct work and exhaust fans;, 
number two would be to in­
sulate the wood ducts and 
install exhaust fans, and 
number three would be to do 
nothing.

Supervisor Ira Weber 
suggested that it should be 
repaired. Birenbaum has 
made arrangements with 
another contractor for a sec­
ond opinion on what can be 
done.

The public input portion 
of the Monday night meeting 
resulted in comments on the 
accumulation of junk cars on 
a Krahn Road property. 
Scott resident Orville Milea­
ger questioned, “Why is 
nothing being done to have 
that property being cleaned 
up?” He was of the under­
standing that the town had 
ordered it to be done several 
monthsago. -

He was told that the prop­

erty owner was given 60 
days to remove the vehicles 
and that the 60 days will ex­
pire at the end of January. 
Mileager suggested that the 
town should give more at­
tention to enforcement of 
town ordinances.

Building inspector Frank 
Mayer reported that build­
ing was down during the 
past year. Eleven homes 
were built in 2002 compared 
to only three in 2003. A con­
tract with the Grota Assess­
ing firm for 2004 and 2005 
has been signed with provi­
sions to pay the annual fee 
of $7,600.

The road committee re­
ported that 15 loads of wood 
chips have been accumulat­
ed during the past month 
with plans to continue cut­
ting back the willows on Val­
ley View Road between 
Highway 28 and 144 and 
County. Road XX. Wood 
chips are available for town 
residents who request them.

Town employees are us­
ing their spare time to re­
model and make repairs on 
the pier pulled from Beech­
wood Lake. New floats will 
be part of the repair work. A 
DNR grant obtained, for 
dredging a portion of the 
lake shore may need to be 
amended in order to obtain 
funds for changes planned 
for the pier replacement.

During the past month 
the Batavia First Respon­
ders have answered five 
medical calls and one auto­
mobile accident. 
The Batavia Fire Depart­
ment had one meeting, two 
drills, one fire call, one inci­
dent critique, and completed 
the annual fire inspections. 
Two members have complet­
ed the entry level Fire Fight­

er Class and one, the EMT 
Class. Repairs to the 
Batavia siren are in 
progress.

The Beechwood fire fight­
ers responded to one fire 
call, one practice, two meet­
ings, two work details, three 
truck committee meetings 
and one incident critique. 
Work details included instal­
lation of a new dry hydrant 
in Beechwood Lake and re­
pair and reinstallation of a 
second hydrant at that lake.

The 2004 contract with 
the Beechwood and Batavia 
Fire Departments and the 
Batavia First Responders 
was signed. A resolution was 
passed to establish a 
$10,000 contingency account 
for the Beechwood Fire De­
partment and $10,000 for 
the Batavia Fire Depart­
ment plus an amount left 
from previous years allot­
ment to Batavia.

Both departments have 
purchased badges for all 
members in order to be in 
compliance with directives 
issued to all county fire de­
partments. These badges are 
needed for security mea­
sures.'

The Beechwood depart­
ment has been successful in 
obtaining a grant to fund the 
purchase of a mini pumper 
used for “car” fires and other 
small calls. The truck will 
have 1000 gallon water 
storage. The grant applica­
tion was for $110,000, with 
10% of that amount to be 
paid by the department, a 
requirement for obtaining 
the grant.

Beechwood has also ap- 
plied for a DNR grant which 
if successful will be applied 
to purchase personnel equip­
ment or fire apparatus.

Village president Matt 
Heiser reported that usage is 
again up at the Kewaskum 
Public Library in his report to 
Village trustees at the village 
board meeting held earlier in 
the month.

After a short lull in No­
vember, numbers are on the 
rise at the library. For the 
month of December 529 
more items were borrowed 
than in that same time in 
2002.

Heiser also reported that 
the library received $7,219 
from Washington County for 
serving patrons through out 
the county that do not have a 
library in their township. In 
addition they received $1,397 
in funds that were not dis­
tributed throughout 2003.

The library has many spe­
cial programs planned for 
2004 a few of those include: 
The ever-popular computer 
classes that have been of­
fered in the past are being of­
fered again at the Kewaskum 
Public Library:

The first class will be Mon­
day, February 23 at 11:00 am 
and 6 p.m. The class will fo­
cus on Internet search tech­
niques for people who want a 
more in-depth look at finding 
information online.

The second class will take 
place Tuesday, February 24 
at 11:00 am and Thursday, 
February 26 at 6pm. Online

Local History and Genealogy 
Resources will be the topic, 
this class will look at various 
websites of local interest and 
get a basic overview of Her­
itage Quest Online, a new li­
brary resource.

Sign up in person, via tele­
phone, or online. Please noti­
fy the library as to which 
class you would like and 
which time you are available. 
There are a limited number 
of openings available; the 
sooner you contact the li­
brary, the better your chance 
at getting a time that works 
with your schedule.

The classes are free of 
charge for any Wisconsin res­
ident and will be 60 minutes 
in length. '

State of the State is Improving
The Governor recently gave 

his State of the State Speech. 
It is important to note, two of 
the most significant accom­
plishments he highlighted 
were also two of the most sig­
nificant accomplishments of 
the Republican Legislature in 
the last year: A budget that 

_ began with a $3.2 billion 
deficit, but in the end was 
balanced without raising tax­
es. Passing the most compre- 
hensive regulatory reforms in 
over a generation.

The budget was balanced 
without raising sales or in­
come taxes, but under the 
Governor’s original proposal, 
property taxes would have 
increased significantly. In re­
sponse to a memo by the 
non-partisan Legislative Fis­
cal Bureau that property tax­

es could rise as much as ten 
percent, the Legislature 
passed a property tax freeze. 
The Governor vetoed that 
provision. However, a mes­
sage was sent to local taxing 
entities that every level of 
government needs to control 
their spending. We also need 
to review the state’s overall 
tax structure, including prop­
erty taxes, income taxes, sales 
taxes and the estate tax.

As of tax collections for the 
2000-01 fiscal year, Wiscon­
sin still ranked eighth highest 
in per capita income collec­
tions compared to other 
states. We need to bring in­
come taxes in line with peo­
ple’s ability to pay. Two sepa­
rate bills have been intro­
duced that would create a tax 
exemption on retirement

plans and pension incomes 
and another that would ex­
empt social security benefits. 
Seniors are being taxed out of 
their homes and are leaving 
the state. There needs to be a 
concerted effort to keep them 
here.

Legislation has also been 
introduced which would 
eliminate the state estate tax 
beginning in January 1; 2006. 
Individuals work and pay tax­
es their entire lives, only to 
be taxed again after death. 
Retirees in Wisconsin are be­
ing advised to leave Wiscon­
sin for other states that do 
not impose estate taxes.

The Governor also signed 
into law Assembly Bill 655, 
the regulatory reform bill. 
This bill will make the state 
more business-friendly, more 
competitive with other states 
and will create jobs. Wiscon­
sin ranks 28th in terms of a 
business friendly tax climate. 
Earlier in the year, legislation 
was enacted that adopts the 
single sales factor approach 
for allocating taxes to keep 
Wisconsin competitive with 
neighboring states. Prior to

Open enrollment, better 
known as public school 
choice, provides an impor­
tant option that enhances 
parental involvement and 

our shared respon­
sibility to educate children,”

This February application 
period commences the sev­
enth year in which Wisconsin 
law has permitted children to 
attend public school in a 
school district other than the 
one in which they live. Partic­
ipation in the program con­
tinues to grow, with 12,379 
students transferring to an­
other school district during 
the 2002-03 school year, up 
from just 2,464 transfers the 
first year of the program.

Under the full-time pub­
lic school open enrollment 
program, parents must apply 
during the application period 
to the school district they 
wish their children to attend. 
Early and late applications 
are not accepted. Parents will 
be informed by April 9

whether their open enroll­
ment applications have been 
approved or denied.

'Transportation is the re­
sponsibility of the parent; 

some school dis­
tricts may elect to provide 
partial transportation. Par­
ents with questions about 
transportation should call 
both the resident and nonres­
ident school district offices to 
find out if any transportation 
will be provided. Reimburse­
ment of some transportation 
costs is available for low-in­
come parents whose children 
are eligible for free or re­
duced-price lunches under 
the federal school lunch pro­
gram.

The DPI provides the fol­
lowing guidelines for parents 
who wish to apply for open 
enrollment.

* Open enrollment dead­
lines are firm. Application 
forms must be submitted to 
the nonresident school dis­
trict no earlier than February 
2 and no later then February 
20. Early and late applications 
will be returned. The forms 
are due in the nonresident 
school district no later than 4 
p.m. on February 20; a post­
mark will not meet the re­
quirement. Hand-delivery of 
application forms to the non­
resident school district is 
strongly recommended.

* Parents may submit ap-

plications to no more than 
three nonresident school dis­
tricts for each child during 
the open enrollment applica­
tion period.

• Forms must be filled out 
completely and accurately. 
Contact the local school dis­
trict office or the DPI if assis­
tance is needed in filling out 
the form. An inaccurate or in­
complete form may result in 
denial of an application.

* Parents may request en­
rollment in a specific school 
or program in the nonresi­
dent school district; however, 
enrollment in the requested 
school or program is subject 
to space and other limitations 
and is not guaranteed.

* Most students who at­
tended a nonresident school 
district under open enroll­
ment last year are not re­
quired to reapply for the 
2004-05 school year. Howev­
er, if the student will be enter­
ing middle school, junior 
high school, or high school in 
the 2004-05 school year, par­
ents should call the nonresi­
dent school district to find 
out if reapplication will be re­
quired.

* Parents may apply for

I agreed with Governor 
James Doyle as he gave his 
State of State speech to a bi­
partisan audience the 
evening on January 21, 2004. 
The State of Wisconsin is in 
better shape today than it was 
one year ago. However, that is 
where the agreement ends 
and the truth begins for Wis­
consin citizens.

to describe in his speech how 
he would fund such new pro­
grams, especially in light of 
the state spending $115 mil­
lion in new education spend­
ing this budget cycle.
