Scholarship Programs To Start Awarding

PASSING FOR THIN
Losing Half My Weight and Finding My Self

Frances Kuffel

Kuffel finally sought help and 
joined a Twelve-Step weight­
loss program, where she 
found women who had been 
through the same things she 
had been through, who sup­
ported her, taught her how to 
reconcile her inner self with 
the new person that the world 
sees, and showed her that she 
could date, make friends, buy 
"off the rack” and have the life 
she’d only envied before.

Much like a real weight­
loss program, "Passing for 
Thin” is a book with its ups 
and downs. The first few 
pages of the book are a little 
on the poor-me side, practi­
cally begging for sympathy. 1 
was waiting for the triumph 
that 1 knew was coming, and I 
wasn’t disappointed when it 
did. Kuffel lost over a hun­
dred-seventy pounds, down 
from a top weight of 338. She 
became delighted at the abil­
ity to bend over and tie her 
shoes, cross her legs, walk 
without being winded, and 
fall in love, and her delight 
becomes yours as you read 
this book.

Frances Kuffel says that 
one of the three things that 
she always wanted to do was 
to publish a book with her 
name on it. Lucky for us, 
with “Passing for Thin", she’s 
just that.
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“Fatty, fatty two-by-four, 
can’t get through the kitchen 
door.” One of the first things 
that an overweight child 
learns is that other kids can 
be really cruel. Adults, sadly, 
sometimes aren’t much bet­
ter. Quite often, though, all it 
takes is a few friends who’ve 
been there, a little support, 
and someone who believes, 
and the chubby little duckling 
turns into a lithe swan, albeit 
one who never forgets those 
pudgy years.

Losing weight can be a 
life-changing experience, es­
pecially when you literally 
lose half of yourself, and in 
“Passing for Thin” by Frances 
Kuffel (c.2004, Broadway 
Books), Kuffel writes about 
what it's like to lose weight 
and find a new life.

Kuffel grew up in Mis­
soula, Montana, the adopted 
daughter of a doctor and his 
wife. As a child, Kuffel was 
overweight, a food sneaker, 
hiding in her bedroom so that

she could eat out of sight of 
her eldest brother who loved 
to torment her. Adolescence 
brought more weight, which 
caused more embarrass­
ments and slights, public and 
private, each one a mantle 
that Kuffel wore as she ma­
tured, never forgetting the 
humiliation she endured. Af­
ter graduation from Cornell 
University, Kuffel moved to 
New York to work as a literary 
agent

As an overweight adult, 
Kuffel was shamed by her 
weight, but felt powerless to 
do anything about it Food 
was her solace, her reward, 
her reason for being. It wasn’t 
until a mortifying trip to 
Coney Island, where she was 
denied a trip on a carnival 
ride because of her weight, 
that it began to truly rankle 
her that she was missing 
more than just a five-minute 
ride. After a friend’s drunken 
monologue about how she 
needed to just stop eating,

Top Ten Tax
Changes

It's that time again: Tax 
season. As you sit down to 
figure out how much you owe 
or how much you're getting 
back, you should be aware of 
the following "Top 10" tax 
changes for 2004.

1. Reduction of Individual 
Tax Rates: Marginal tax rates 
above 15% have been re­
duced across-the-board by 
two points to 25%, 28%, 33%. 
The top rate is reduced to 
35%, a drop of 3.6 percentage 
points.

2. Marriage Penalty Tax 
Relief: The standard deduc­
tion for joint filers and quali­
fied widows has been in­
creased by $1,650 to $9,500 - 
twice that of a single filer or a 
married person filing sepa­
rately. Also, the income level 
at which married taxpayers 
move into the 25% tax brack-. 
et has been raised to a level 
double that for single taxpay­
ers.

3. Increase in the Child 
Tax Credit: The Child Tax 
Credit has been raised to 
$1,000 per child, an increase 
of $400. Most taxpayers using 
the credit received an ad­
vance payment of this in­
crease during 2003 and must 
subtract that advance when 
figuring their 2003 credit 
amount. •

4. Increase in 401 (k), 
403(b) and 457 Plan Contri­
bution Limits: The limit on 
the amount that an individ­
ual can contribute on a salary 
reduction basis to a 401(k), 
403(b) and 457 plan has been 
increased from $11,000 to 
$13,000.

5. Long-Term Capital 
Gains Rate Reduction: The 
top tax rate for net capital 
gains on sales and other qual­
ified dispositions after May 5, 
2003, has been reduced from 
20% to 15% and from 10% to 
5% for low-income earners.

6. Reduction in Tax Rate 
on Dividends: Dividends

for 2004
paid after 2002 will now be 
taxed at the 15% or 5% rate 
(based on the individual's in­
come) instead of the individ­
ual's marginal tax rate..

7. Increase in Health In­
surance Deductions for Self- 
Employed Persons: The de­
duction for health insurance 
premiums for self-employed 
persons has increased from 
70% of the cost of the policy 
to 100%. ' ?

8. Increase in the Lifetime 
Learning Credit: Up to 
$10,000 of qualified tuition 
and higher education ex­
penses may be used to calcu­
late the Lifetime Learning 
Credit, doubling the maxi­
mum credit amount to 
$2,000. The credit amount is 
now equal to 20 percent of 
the,taxpayer's first $10,000 of 
out-of-pocket qualified tu­
ition and related expenses.

9. Increase in the Child 
and Dependent Care Credit: 
Up to $3,000 of expenses (or 
$6,000 for two or more quali­
fying persons) may be used to 
calculate the Child and De­
pendent Care Credit. Based 
on a family's adjusted gross 
income and one dependent, 
the credit can be as much as 
$1,050 or as low as $600. The 
credit is available to people 
who, in order to work or to 
look for work, have to pay for 
child care services for de­
pendents under age 13. The 
credit is also available if you 
paid for care of a spouse or a 
dependent of any age who is 
physically or mentally inca­
pable of self-care. < -

10. Increase in the Adop­
tion Credit: The maximum 
Adoption Credit has been in­
creased to $10,160, and the 
beginning of the phase out 
range is now $152,390 of 
modified adjusted gross in­
come. The maximum credit 
applies to expenses related to 
the adoption, including court 
fees and attorney fees.
