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January is Deadly on Vehicle Registration [
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Last month was the dead-
liest January on Wisconsin
roadways since the n:ni_d_-
1960’s. According to prelimi-
nary data from the Wisconsin
Department of Transporta-
tion, 74 people were killed in
traffic crashes last month
making in the third deadliest
January on record. Only Jan-
uary 1964 with 82 deaths and
January 1966 with 77 deaths
were higher. |

“We are very concerned
that many motorists didn't
remember their winter dri-
ving skills when the snows of
January arrived,” Bureau of
Transportation Safety Direc-
tor Major Dan Lansdorf said.
“Far too many times people
were killed because they
were driving too fast on slick
winter roads then paid the
ultimate price. Driving §0- or
70- miles per hour on a snow
covered road is just plain ir-
responsible.”

Last month’s 74 deaths was
14 above the number killed
in January 2003 and 23 above
the five-year average.

According to the prelimi-
nary data, crashes last month
killed 47 drivers, 24 passen-
gers and three pedestrians.

Major Lansdorf said mo-
torists should allow them-
selves enough time to get
where they're going so
they're not rushed and feel it
necessary to use the drive to
make up time lost. They
should also wear their safety
belts. He noted that some
63% of passenger vehicle oc-
cupants killed in traffic
crashes were not wearing
safety belts in 2002, the most
recent year for which there is
safety belt data.

If you thought the roads
were a little more crowded
last year, you were right. Ac-
cording to the Division of
Motor Vehicles, 5,160,673 ve-
hicles were registered in Wis-
consin as of January 1,2004.
That’s an increase of 2.4%
over January 1 last year when
vehicle registrations totaled
5,038,541. |

The biggest jump in regis-
trations came from motorcy-
cles and mopeds. There were
225,181 motorcycles regis-
tered, a 13.4% increase over
the 198,495 registered last
year. Moped registrations
were up 21.6% from 22,527
last year to 27,386 this year.

Also increasing were light
trucks, up 2% to 794,677. Au-
tomobile registrations were
down slightly to 2,412,197, a
decrease of about six tenths
of a percent from the
2,426,922 registered a year
ago. There are a wide variety
of vehicles, including semis,
school buses, and motor
homes, which make up the
balance of the vehicle regis-
trations.

The decline in automobile
registrations and increase in
light truck registrations con-
tinues a recent trend as more
people are either purchasing
pickup trucks or other similar
vehicle or are electing to reg-
ister their sport utility-type
vehicle as a light truck. It’s
not possible to sort out SUVs
from other ‘- vehicles because
of the ability of people to reg-
ister them as either autos or
trucks. There is not a specific
plate type for SUVs.

etc.); then come entertain-
ment magazines (People,
GamePro, Nickelodeon, etc.);
then come consumer interest
magazines (Popular Science,
Popular Mechanics, Con-
sumer Reports, etc.); finally,
we have a few craft maga-
zines (Family Fun, Crafts N’
Things). The rest of our mag-
azines tend to fit in the gen-
eral category of non-fiction
publications: Backwoods
Home, American Artist, Or-
ganic Gardening, Games,
Zoobooks, etc.

My dilemma is this—I
would like to get new sub-
scriptions for the Library, but
everything we currently have
gets checked out with similar
frequency. We have a limited
budget and, aside from solic-
iting donations or asking
people to adopt publications,
we must get rid of current
holdings in order to add new
ones. If ] had my way, of
course, | would do away with
Time, Newsweek, Sports Il-
lustrated, and some of the
other weekly magazines
whose price is the highest
and have the weakest circula-
tion. And if you are willing to
come into the library and not
see any of these, then I am
very willing to cancel our
subscriptions. | would like to
offer various periodicals that
will enhance our non-fiction
collection: another garden-
ing magazine, perhaps, more
home-decorating, quilting,
collectables, more specialty
magazines rather than week-
ly newsmagazines that rarely
get checked out.

ect 72 six-tube Illuminator

fixtures, made by Orion Ener-

The lights in both gyms re-

The Forest Lover
By: Susan Vreeland
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If you have a child in your
life, chances are that some-
where in your home or office,
you've hung a "masterpiece”
or two. I've never met a kid
who didn'’t love to draw, and
Some are pretty good at it.
Their mothers, of course,
think they’re the next Rem-
brandt. Art, much like beauy-
ty, is in the eye of the behold-
er, and it should come as no
surprise that some artists
struggle for years before they
get any recognition.

"The Forest Lover" by Su-
san Vreeland (c. 2004, Viking)

.18 Vreeland's novelized histor-
ical biography of British
Columbian artist Emily Carr,
@ woman who rejected the
standards for women of her
day, and followed her heart to
paint the Native people and
to record their carved cedar
poles in her art.

Vreeland’s novel starts in
1906, with a young Emily on a
trip to Vancouver Island
where her passion for Native
art is awakened by the kind-
ness of the people in the vil-
lages she meets. As she’s re-
luctantly accepted in each vil-
lage, she learns that the Old
Ways are becoming lost to
New generations, through
both assimilation and "White
Man's" law that forbids the
Native potlatches, cere-
monies by which one chief
tries to out-do another by giy-
ing increasingly extravagant
gifts. Ignoring her sisters and
the rules that Victorian socie-
ty tried to impose, Emily vows
that the cultures won't be for-
gotten, and sets out to paint
as many of the poles, in as
many different styles as she
can find.

After a romance that nev-
€r quite got started, Emily

traveled to France in 1911,

and studied with several
teachers to learn to use color
In a more bold fashion.
Friends urged her to stay in
France and paint, and al-
though she enjoyed some
successes and her paintings
were displayed in an art show,
she missed her beloved Cana-
da, and soon returned to find
and record more Native cul-
ture.
At first, Emily’s paintings
were reviled; many didn’t un-
derstand the significance of
her work, and it wasn’t until
after World War I that Carr’s
paintings and sketches began
lo gain wide acceptance.
Emily Carr died in 1945, leav-
ing hundreds of portraits,
paintings and drawings,
many of which now hang in
museums.

Susan Vreeland traveled to
British Columbia to get a feel
for the life that Emily Carr
lived, and "The Forest Lover"
is lushly rich with detail.
Vreeland’s Emily is brash and
unafraid, a strong woman
who knows what she wants
and works to get it. Emily’s
friend Sophie is a heartbreak-
Ing character; be sure to read
the Author'’s Afterward at the
end of the book to learn
about the life of the real So-
phie Frank.

Also take a good look at
the cover of the book. Yes, it's
one of Emily Carr’s paintings,
and you’ll find others inside
the book, although "The For-
est Lover" is a story that is a
work of art in itself,

Senator Norm Coleman
(R-MN) and Senator Herb

the 2002 Farm Bill. The MILC
program, a key safety net for
U.S. dairy farm families dur-
ing the price collapse of 2002
and early 2003, is currently
set to expire September 30,
2005 even while the remain-
ing safety net programs au-
thorized under the Farm Bill
remain in  effect through
2007,

“The MILC program has
literally been a lifeline for
thousands of Wisconsin dairy
farmers. Without a doubt, we
have prevented scores of agri-
culture bankruptcies this
Spring because this program
was in place when milk prices
hit historic lows,” said Kohl.
‘It 1s my hope, despite the
long-standing regional clash-
es on dairy policy, that we can
get this vital federal policy ex-
tended and put dairy on an
equal footing for the next
farm bill.”

The MILC program pro-
vided critical assistance to
U.S. dairy farm families when
prices collapsed in 2002 and
early 2003 due to factors be-
yond their control while still
allowing markets to readjust
and return to more profitable
levels later in 2003 and into
2004 just as this market-ori-
ented safety net was carefully
crafted to do. Importantly, the
MILC program provides the
same safety net to all produc-
ers across the United States
regardless of their location.”

"A December 17, 2003
Wall Street Journal article
pointed out that the recover-
ing farm economy is helping
to fuel an economic recovery
nationally and I agree,” said
Coleman. “We need to main-

The Legislature Looks at Job Training

The Capitol

By Senator Mary Panzer

The non-partisan Legisla-
tive Fiscal Bureau recently
announced that revenues for
the state were lower than had
been anticipated. Although
corporate tax collections are
on the rise, individual income
tax collections have dropped.
The decrease in individual in-
come tax collections is a re-
sult of the loss of jobs that the
state has seen in the last few
years. It is also an indication
that the state’s number one
priority should be to retain
existing jobs and create new
higher-paying jobs.

The Legislature has
worked hard since last sum-
mer to enact legislation that
will help create jobs for the
state. We have passed legisla-
tion that streamlines the reg-
ulatory process, improves
Wisconsin’s infrastructure
and creates incentives to in-
crease venture capital. Anoth-
er important piece in job cre-
ation is to strengthen our
work force. Senator Joe Leib-
ham (R-Sheboygan) recently
introduced legislation to cre-
ate the "Wisconsin Advantage
Jobs Training Program."

The nation’s economy has
become more and more re-
liant on technology to make
companies new and existing
more efficient. With the
emergence of new technolo-
gy has come the need for a
highly skilled workforce. An
important aspect of gaining a
skilled warkforce is increas-
ing the knowledge and pro-
viding the needed training for
current employees.

The Wisconsin Advantage
Program is designed to attract
and retain jobs in Wisconsin
by allowing businesses and

A program like this is vital-
ly important during a time
when Wisconsin’s manufac-
turing companies are closing
their doors or moving to oth-

er states. Wisconsin will be
more competitive in keeping
and attracting businesses
when we can increase the size
of our skilled work force.

technical colleges to
strengthen their partnership
by entering into a contract to
finance training programs for
new or existing employees.
Wisconsin's technical colleges
provide job training to more
than 100,000 workers each
year. This program would en-
hance their ability to help lo-
cal businesses, particularly
those companies with fewer
than 100 employees.

Under the program, a
Technical College District
Board would be allowed to is-
sue municipal revenue bonds
to provide training to new or
existing employees in busi-
nesses throughout the state.
The service is free to busi-
nesses to encourage them to
participate in the program.
The bonds would be paid for
by the state collecting and re-
turning to the technical col-
leges a share of the income
taxes paid on the wages from
the jobs that are created. The
bill prohibits technical col-
leges from raising their prop-
