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Over 200 years ago, Ben
Franklin said in this
world, nothing is certain but
death and taxes.” In about a
month, nothing will be truer
for most Americans who look
at April 15th with head-shak-
ing inevitability, and concern
for their wallets. It might
come as a comfort to know
that, compared to the way it
was a decade ago, today’s IRS
is a kinder, gentler place. If
you have a hard time believ-
ing that, read “Confessions of
a Tax Collector” by Richard
Yancey (c. 2004, Harper
Collins).

Richard Yancey never re-
ally wanted to become an IRS
agent. He just needed a job.
Yancey was a writer... also a
typesetter, English professor,
ranch hand, teacher, and sev-
eral other things, none of
which he ever stuck with.
Feeling like a bit of a failure,
Yancey answered an ad in a
newspaper, and soon became
a Revenue Officer Trainee in
the IRS,

Yancey's first year wasnt
easy. As a trainee, he was giv-
en a huge workload, and al-
lowed sometimes just days to
close cases. Competition was
fierce among the trainees.
Office sabotage was rumored.
Yancey's first supervisor was
suddenly transferred to an-
other post. His second super-
visor, William Culpepper, was
a driven lunatic of a man, the
subject of many office leg-
ends, known for his ability to
reduce any agent lo lears,
Surprisingly, Culpepper was
exactly the kind of supervisor
yancey needed, and Yancey
soon sparkled as a revenue
officer, wielding pay-or-face-
the-consequences  poOwWel
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over people who wouldn’t — or
couldnt — comply with the
IRS.

Being a revenue officer
was exciting for Yancey. He
learned to do property
seizures, and discovered that
he was more than good at
them. He figured out ways to
close cases that were consid-
ered unclose-able. He made
more money than he ever had
in his life, but in the process,
Yancey lost. His fiancé broke
up with him. He drifted away
from his family and friends.
As doing his job became easi-
er and seizing property be-
came painless, Yancey started
to become someone that it
seemed he didn't like very
much. But there are more im-
portant things than money
and power, a realization that
ultimately made Yancey
change his life.

To get rid of that live
bomb, I had to go into the
bomb bay on a catwalk with
an oxygen mask on, armed
with a screwdriver, with no
parachute on and manually
release the bomb. The cat-
walk is quite safe, but never
the less, it is a scary situation.
It is very cold out there and I
told myself not to look down
as the bomb bay door is open,
but, human nature being
what it is, [ had to take a look.
This was a night mission so it
was dark outside. We were at
25,000 feet and it is a long way
down without a chute on and
opened doors. I could see
bombs exploding below. After
I had freed the bomb from the
shackle I threw the screwdriv-
er after it through the bomb
bay opening. I bet I am the
only guy to bomb Korea with
a screwdriver!

Safely back at our base in
Japan, the mechanics found
that one small electrical wire
had broken causing the
shackle to malfunction,

The
largest game bird in North
America, turkeys are strutting
their stuff and gobbling for
their ladies. Ruffed grouse
are drumming for attention
while the sharp-tailed grouse
do an amazing dance. The
American woodcocks and
common snipes take to the
air to impress their gals with
amazing sky performances.
The bobwhite quails and
ringed-necked pheasants call

to draw in their mates. This
would be reason enough to
get to know these fascinating
birds, but they are also some
of most prized game birds
found in Wisconsin.

Steve Klock, a Depart-
ment of Natural Resources
wildlife technician, will open
the door and give us a peak
into the unique natural histo-
ries of these incredible birds.
He will also share how the dif-
ferent birds’ habitats are
managed for their long-term
survival through such man-
agement techniques as pre-
scribed burns, clear-cutting
and oak regeneration.

many different suggestions
from interested sturgeon
spearers since the season
ended,” said Ron Bruch, DNR
sturgeon biologist at
Oshkosh. “But before we can
examine whether these sug-
gestions are needed, we must
first determine whether there
actually was an overharvest.
Then we’ll figure out what
needs fixing with the program
and come up with a best fit
solution.” :
Bruch says that while

‘spearers did overshoot the

harvest caps that were set be-
fore the season, biologists sél
those caps conservatively us-
ing historical data and popu-
lation trends. Each year biolo-
gists update that information
based on data collected dur-
ing that year's harvest.
Harvest caps were set be-
fore the season at 425 for ju-
venile females, 425 for adult
females and 1,300 for adult
males. Harvest caps are de-
veloped for adult fish from
historical population esti-
mates and trends seen in the
fishery and Illeﬁ sturgeon
spawning stock. Cap was ex-
ceeded for adult females (684
harvested), but final overall
of the system-
wide adult female HIGCIF was
estimated at 4.8 percent.

Long term goal is to maintain
annual exploitation at or be-
low 5 percent in order to sus-
tain the spawning stock and
the fishery.

[n addition to examining
the season results with the
general public, Bruch will al-
so be working with the Win-
nebago Citizens Sturgeon Ad-
visory Committee in March to
identify what may need fixing
and begin developing a rec-
ommended solution.

MADISON -- More than
185,000 permits have been is-
sued for the spring 2004 Wis-
consin wild turkey hunting
season, and state wildlife offi-
cials say all successful appli-
cants should have received
their permit notification by
mail.

Only successful appli-
cants are notified of their per-
mits. Those who were not
successful in the drawing do
not receive any notices.
Hunters who did not receive a
postcard but who wish to
double check on their permit
status can call any Depart-
ment of Natural Resources
service center or check the
online license sales site (click
on the Permits button) to find
out the status of their permit
application.

The spring hunting sea-
son will run from April 14 to
May 23. The season is divided
into six 5-day (Wednesday
through Sunday) time peri-
ods. A total of 43 zones, 15
state parks and Fort McCoy
will be open for hunting.

There were 168,000 per-
mits issued for the 2003
spring season and hunters
harvested 42,970 turkeys for a
success rate of about 25 per-
cent.

“Winter survival should
be good this year,” says Keith
‘Warnke, DNR upland wildlife
ecologists. “Snow cover and
cold have been moderate and
as long as there is access to
ample food supply, turkeys
can handle nearly any Wis-
consin winter. Turkeys can re-
main in roosting areas for up

to two weeks during especial-
ly severe weather and can lose
up to forty percent of their
body weight before dying of
starvation. Deep powdery
snow presents more of a
problem than extremely cold
weather as it limits the ability
of turkeys to forage on the
ground.”

Three new state park
properties will again be open
for this spring’s turkey hunt-
ing season. This includes In-
terstate, Willow River, and
Newport state parks. Success-
ful applicants for the spring
2004 drawing in zones 34 and
37, time periods A-C were eli-
gible to apply for a second
drawing by the end of Febru-
ary. If drawn, they will be al-
lowed access to the park dur-
ing the time period in which
they hold a valid permit/car-
cass tag. This does not au-
thorize the harvest of an addi-
tional turkey.

Free Turkey Hunter Edu-
cation Clinics will be offered
again this year around the
state. These free clinics are
presented by volunteer in-
structors, and are sponsored
by the Wisconsin DNR and
the National Wild Turkey Fed-
eration. Clinics are designed
to help you brush-up on your
skills and learn new tech-
niques to help you hunt the
elusive wild turkey. These
clinics will be held February
through April. A list of clinics
is available at DNR Service
Centers and on the DNR Web
site, or by calling (608) 261-
8458.
