PURPOSES
BE IT RESOLVED by the 

School Board of the School 
District of Kewaskum, Wash­
ington, Fond du Lac and She­
boygan Counties, Wisconsin 
that the revenues included in 
the School District Budget be 
authorized to exceed the rev­
enue limit specified in Sec­
tion 121.91, Wisconsin 
Statutes, by $778,000 a year 
for five years beginning in the 
2004-2005 school year and 
ending with the 2008-2009 
school year, for non-recurring 
purposes consisting of ac­
quiring textbooks and sup­
plemental instructional ma­
terials; maintenance, repair 
and improvement projects at 
various school district build­
ings and sites; acquiring 
maintenance equipment and 
vehicles; and acquiring au­
dio/visual equipment, com­
puter hardware and software 
Including related training 
costs.

The referendum breaks 
down to $778,000 per year, 
expiring in the 2009-2010 
school year.

"I think that people are in 
favor of it, mostly,". Town 
Chairman Jim Dieringer said 
after the regular Town of 
Farmington Board meeting 
on Tuesday, March 2.

In other business on the 
light agenda for the monthly 
meeting, nearly twenty com­
munity residents heard Ken

et for textbooks and supple­

Typi­
cally, the adoption of new- 
textbooks for one core sub­
ject will cost approximately 
$145,000.

The district’s Curriculum 
Director, Joannie Kalina, with 
the help of others in the dis­
trict, developed a textbook re­
placement plan for the next 
five years. The increased 
budget will be used for:

Department SWAT Team 
and the West Bend Police De­
partment SRT assisted in the 
execution of the warrant.

The Multi-Jurisdictional 
Drug Enforcement Group de­
veloped information that the 
occupants of the residence 
were involved in the sale and 
distribution of marijuana and 
cocaine.

Boltonville Memories

Mary and Joseph Riley. Joseph is the cousin 
of “Aunt Kale” who inherited the farm - now 
the Theusch's

Early settlers to Boltonville 
were the Irish. Most of these 
early settlers left Ireland in 
the 1820’s and settled in up­
state New York. As the Mid­
west was opened up for set­
tlement they traveled west in 
pursuit of their dreams. 
These early Irish pioneers in 
Boltonville included the Riley 
family - mother, Ann, her five
sons: Matthew, William, Ed- nally made up their minds to
ward, Thomas and Patrick, 
and two daughters. 
Matthew’s daughter Cather­
ine was a baby as they trav­
eled; years later, in her eight­
ies she narrated memories of 
her childhood years in 
Boltonville. Catherine Riley 
wrote the following in 1934. 
These excerpts are taken 
from a much longer docu­
ment

" Leaving New York, they 
(the family) sailed on the

lakes as there were no rail­
roads at that time and landed 
in Milwaukee, Wisconsin. My 
mother often told us how she 
lost her shoes in the mud in 
the streets. The streets were 
not paved and there were no 
sidewalks and low shoes like 
they wear now were in style 
then."

"They spent a few weeks in 
Milwaukee until they could 
find a place to locate. They fi-

settle in the woods forty 
miles north of Milwaukee 
near a little village called Bar- 
ton, and located in a log 
house some other people had 
vacated."

The men returned to Mil­
waukee to work, leaving the 
women, children, and one 
son to tend the log cabin.

"...As soon as they got 
enough money to buy forty 
acres, they came home and 
located six miles farther

north where they built a log 
house a mile and half from a 
tribe of civilized Indians. (1) 
Old Indian Jim was the name 
of their chief. They were easy 
to get along with if you treat­
ed them right. They would 
not offer to come in unless 

-you asked them. One morn­
ing five or six Indians came 
and asked for something to 
eat.

Kewaskum DPW Enters Mutual Aid Agreement

The Village of Kewaskum’s 
Department of Public Works 
has entered into a mutual aid 
agreement along with nine 
other municipalities 
throughout Washington and 
Ozaukee Counties. This for­
mal agreement replaces a 
long-standing verbal agree­
ment between the munici­
palities to offer each services 
in times of need.

The agreement is open to 
any municipality who wishes 
to join and is not restrictive 
to county. Wisconsin state 
statutes authorize municipal­
ities to cooperate with each 
other to make the most effi­
cient use of their powers on a 
basis of mutual cooperation. 
This agreement is designed 
to reduce vulnerability of 
people and property of their 
towns, cities and villages to 
damage, injury, and loss of 
life and property. In addition 
to prepare for prompt and ef- 
ficient rescue, care, and

treatment of threatened or 
affected persons. Lastly to 
provide for the rapid and or­
derly rehabilitation of per­
sons and restoration of prop­
erty and provide for coopera­
tion and coordination of ac­
tivities relating to emergency 
and disaster mitigation, pre­
paredness, response, and re­
covery.

Manpower, equipment 
and facilities are key items 
offered available under this 
agreement. The recipient of 
the aid is then billed for the 
rental of equipment or the 
wage and traveling expenses 
of employee called into ser­
vice. Unless otherwise pro­
vided, the duration of the 
provider’s aid and assistance 
shall be presumed to be for 
an initial period of 24 hours.

Thereafter, assistance may 
be extended as the situation 
warrants. If in that period of 
time the provider’s citizens 
need the item in question 
they recall the assistance.

Each municipality’s fore­
most responsibility in this 
agreement is to it’s own citi­

zens first and foremost. The 
agreement will be reviewed 
semi-annually by all parties 
who have entered into it.

While Kewaskum has nev­
er had an emergency situa­
tion requiring mutual aid 
from another municipality 
they have helped other mu­
nicipalities. DPW director 
Jerry Gilles indicated that a 
few years back when Lomira 
had a particularly bad sum­
mer storm move through 
their village Kewaskum pro­
vided their brush chipper 
and it worked out very well.

The agreement is hoped to 
reduce large equipment ex­
penses for municipalities so 
all can work together at pro­
viding quality services with­
out raising taxes.

Director Gilles is the au­
thorized representative for 
Kewaskum. Entering in the 
agreement were Cities of 
Cedarburg, Hartford, Port 
Washington and West Bend; 
Villages of Kewaskum 
Saukville, Newburg, Jackson, 
Grafton and Germantown.

MAINTENANCE
The budget for mainte­

nance projects, maintenance 
equipment and vehicles will 
be increased by $321,000 per 
year for five years for a total 
of $1,605,000.

The previous referendum 
that was passed in 1997 al­
lowed the district to renovate 
and expand Farmington and 
Wayne Elementary Schools 
and to build a new Ke­
waskum Elementary School, 
but neglected the middle and 
high schools. The newly re- 
modeled/renovated schools 
are in excellent shape, but 
over the course of five years 
will need some maintenance 
work such as roofing and as­
phalt repairs.

However, the middle and 
high school buildings will 
need a SUBSTANTIAL 
amount of maintenance work 
and building improvements 
over the next five years in or­
der for these buildings to 
function adequately. In addi­
tion, some school district ve­
hicles and maintenance 
equipment will need to be re­
placed.

The plan for addressing 
maintenance issues includes:

^Replacing roof sections;
* Replacing and/or repair­

ing asphalt;
^Replacing heating sys­

tems;? - •
^Replacing ceiling tile and 

lighting; . ' ; '
^Upgrading fire alarm and 

PA systems. : ■

Another major project is 
the removal of the floor tiles 
at the high school that con­
tains asbestos and replacing 
it with new non-asbestos 
tiles. Other projects include 
sidewalk repairs, replace­
ment of toilets and toilet par­
titions, window and door re­
placements, and tuckpoint­
ing. The plan also calls for the 
replacement of three vehicles 
and some maintenance 
equipment.

TECHNOLOGY
In this day and age, com­

puters are essential. The use 
of technology such as digital 
cameras and LCD projectors 
in the classroom has become 
a greater part of our student’s 
everyday educational pro­
grams.

For the last four years, the 
district has relied on funding 
from the TEACH block grant 
from the state to pay for the 
acquisition of computers. 
The state eliminated the 
grant for the 2003-2004 
school year and the loss 
leaves a major gap, approxi­
mately $65,000 annually, in 
the district’s ability to pur­
chase computers and other 
technology.

Funding for technology is 
needed to: improve access to 
updated classroom technolo­
gy; improve network security 
for staff and students; pro­
vide funding to replace com­
puters on a regular cycle; 
provide software and hard­
ware equity in all buildings 
and provide $25,000 per yeai

for technology training for 
staff.

The estimated increase in 
the tax rate resulting from 
approval of this referendum 
is 88C per $1,000 of property 
value.

I mentioned in last week’s 
article that we were using a 
variety of approaches to 
reach and inform as many 
residents as possible about 
the contents of the referen­
dum so they could make an 
informed decision when they 
cast their vote on April 6.1 al­
so mentioned that all three 
areas would be addressed in 
this column in more detail, so 
I begin today with Textbooks.

year, K-12 science another, 
etc. While some people see 
the budgetary restraints the 
district has worked under as 
being “poor fiscal manage­
ment”, or "poor budgeting”, I 
will hopefully clarify this as­
sumption. In 1993 the state 
imposed revenue caps on 
school districts that very ef­
fectively “capped” our rev­
enues. In the beginning, dis­
tricts like our own reduced 
programs, activities and re­
prioritized existing budget

I want the residents of the 
school district to know that I 
am proud of our curriculum 
department because they 
have and will continue to look 
at many creative ways to pur­
chase and use textbooks and 
supplemental materials to 
save money. We are proud of 
our frugality (meant in the. 
most positive manner) in our 
continued effort to hold down 
costs. - When feasible, We will 
purchase used textbooks 
and/or supplemental materi­
als. We have also rebound 
books r for extended use. 
Teachers share books and 
materials and will teach stag­
gered units so the same mate­
rials can be used by more 
than a single class. In many 
circumstances, our teachers 
also create their own materi­
als in some subject areas.

However, regardless of 
our efforts, we find ourselves 
behind in our purchase of up- 
to-date textbooks. The usual 
timeframes for most school 
districts is 5-7 years. The 5-7 
year textbook replacement 
cycle is preferred because 
new accountability standards 
have been placed on schools. 
The Federal Government’s No 
Child Left Behind Act means 
that our curriculum must be 
aligned with state standards. 
In less than two years, our 
3rd-8th and 10th grade stu­
dents will be required to take 
a standardized test every year 
and be expected to measure 
proficient on the Wisconsin 
Knowledge and Concept Ex­
amination. Textbooks serve as 
a major educational resource 
to our students. Offering a

items. In many cases it was a 
good way to prioritize budget 
decisions. However, after 12 
years of the revenue limits, 
cuts have become more and 
more difficult to make be­
cause they now impact the 
very reason schools exist, and 
that is to teach children. An 
excellent example would be 
our efforts to balance our cur­
rent budget. To meet our 
budgetary deficit, we were 
unable to replace 11 teachers, 
choosing instead to reduce 
our teaching staff through at­
trition. That’s almost 8% of 
the total 141 teaching staff. 
Another example is being un­
able to maintain a more prop­
er textbook adoption cycle of 
5-7 years for each subject 
area.

Textbooks are a core in­
gredient of our curriculum, so 
it is not unusual that this 
question comes up often: 
“Why have textbook budgets 
and purchases been re­
duced?” For the past several

The Bookworm Sez^

Hot Plastic

Over 200 years ago, Ben 
Franklin said "... in this 
world, nothing is certain but 
death and taxes.” In about a 
month, nothing will be truer 
for most Americans who look 
at April 15th with head-shak­
ing inevitability, and concern 
for their wallets. It might 
come as a comfort to know 
that, compared to the way it 
was a decade ago, today’s IRS 
is a kinder, gentler place. If 
you have a hard time believ­
ing that, read “Confessions of 
a Tax Collector” by Richard 
Yancey (c. 2004, Harper 
Collins).

Richard Yancey never re­
ally wanted to become an IRS 
agent He just needed a job. 
Yancey was a writer... also a 
typesetter, English professor, 
ranch hand, teacher, and sev­
eral other things, none of 
which he ever stuck with. 
Feeling like a bit of a failure, 
Yancey answered an ad in a 
newspaper, and soon became 
a Revenue Officer Trainee in 
the IRS.

Yancey’s first year wasn’t 
easy. As a trainee, he was giv­
en a huge workload, and al­
lowed sometimes just days to 
close cases. Competition was 
fierce among the trainees. 
Office sabotage was rumored. 
Yancey's first supervisor was 
suddenly transferred to an­
other post. His second super­
visor, William Culpepper, was 
a driven lunatic of a man, the 
subject of many office leg­
ends, known for his ability to 
reduce any agent to tears. 
Surprisingly, Culpepper was 
exactly the kind of supervisor 
Yancey needed, and Yancey 
soon sparkled as a revenue 
officer, wielding pay-or-face- 
the-consequences power

over people who wouldn’t - or 
couldn’t - comply with the 
IRS., < \ ■

Being a revenue officer 
was exciting for Yancey. He 
learned to do property 
seizures, and discovered that 
he was more than good at 
them. He figured out ways to 
close cases that were consid­
ered unclose-able. He made 
more money than he ever had 
in his life, but in the process, 
Yancey lost. His fiance broke 
up witfi him. He drifted away 
from his family and friends. 
As doing his job became easi­
er and seizing property be­
came painless, Yancey started 
to become someone that it 
seemed he didn’t like very 
much. But there are more im­
portant things than money 
and power, a realization that 
ultimately made Yancey 
change his life.

“Confessions of a Tax Col­
lector" is a book that will 
make you laugh... and 
squirm. Much like a police­
man or fireman, an IRS agent 
has many stories, and while 
some of them are the gleeful, 
can’t-look-away kind, it’s hard 
to read about people losing 
their livelihoods, homes, and 
possessions. Author Yancey 
doesn’t apologize for his life 
in the Service; he admits that 
he’s actually proud to have 
served. He also says that 
things are vastly different to­
day than when he was with 
the IRS. Be sure to read the 
epilogue. It’s one of the most 
satisfying endings to a book 
that I’ve read in a long time. 
“Confessions of a Tax Collec­
tor" isn’t going to change the 
way you look at April 15th, 
but it’s a book that I think 
you’ll enjoy reading.

In Defense of Wisconsin's 
Defense of Marriage Consti­
tutional Amendment.

The issue of amending 
the state constitution to de­
fine marriage in Wisconsin is 
about strengthening and pro­
tecting a foundational social 
institution. It is not about 
some fuzzy notion of "love 
and commitment.." While 
love and commitment are 
certainly part of marriage, 
they do not define the 
essence of this institution.

While the proposal before

pro-family, conservative enti­
ties, found that 64% of Wis­
consin adults support 
amending the state constitu­
tion to define marriage as be­
ing only between one man 
and one woman. This solid 
majority held regardless of 
demographic characteristic, 
including age, gender, politi­
cal party, and religious prefer­
ence. Those numbers will 
likely continue to increase in 
the wake of the anarchy we, 
witnessed in San Francisco, 
New Mexico and New York.. 
The government should not 
allow a small but vocal group 
to redefine, over the clear will 
of the majority, the very 
essence of an institution that 
predates human government.

If marriage in Wisconsin 
is opened up to include any 
relationship other than one 
man and one woman, there is 
no logical stopping point.

the legislature is positive and 
does not target any particular 
subset of the population, the 
media and opponents in gen­
eral have characterized it as 
"anti-homosexual." In truth, 
the resolution clearly and 
positively states what mar­
riage is in Wisconsin, not 
what it is not. The resolution 
is an effort to keep Wisconsin 
from having to endure what 
Massachusetts has been fac­
ing since this past Novem- 
ber~having a court tell us 
what marriage will be in our 
state.

This column is not about 
abortion. It is about things 
that for whatever reason do 
not appear in the press.

Last year Congress 
passed a partial birth abor­
tion ban. The bill was well 
publicized and was signed in­
to law by President Bush. It 
has since been challenged in 
court and this law will not be 
enforced until our court sys­
tem rules it constitutional.

The law prohibits a spe­
cific type of abortion done in 
the last months of pregnancy. 
All of the body except the 
head is removed from the 
mother, a hole is put in the 
back of the head and the 
brains are sucked out. It is 
known as an "intact dilation 
and extraction" abortion.

There are already 
abortions performed in 
America in which a saline so­
lution is injected into the ba­
by's heart killing the baby. 
The baby is then stillborn. It 
is the opinion of some ex­
perts that even if the partial 
birth abortion ban is upheld, 
the abortionists will simply 
switch procedures to this oth­
er method of abortion. This 
bill may have no effect on the 
total number of abortions in 
the United States.

The bill does have an ef­
fect on people's opinions 
about abortion. I believe arti­
cles about this procedure 
have caused more people to 
consider themselves pro-life, 
which is a very good thing. 
The vehemence with which 
Planned Parenthood fights to 
preserve their right to do the 
above tells us something 
about the type of people who

run that organization. We 
can also learn something 
about the worldview of politi­
cians, such as Russ Feingold, 
who fight to keep these 
killings going.

But, I have not seen or 
heard in the mainstream 
press, talk radio, or even in­
tellectual conservative publi­
cations that the effect of the 
partial birth abortion ban will 
largely be just to switch from 
one type of abortion to an­
other. Why is this?

The politicians who 
pushed the ban want to con­
vince the voters they did 
something significant. The 
opponents are probably so 
embarrassed by their ap­
proval of ending life in the 
eighth month of pregnancy 
that they don't talk about al­
ternative procedures. Some 
people who know the truth 
will not go to the press for 
fear of embarrassing the 
politicians who brag about 
the bill. The press is too lazy 
to look beyond the most fa­
mous politicians when look­
ing to write an article on this 
issue. The result is that de­
spite thousands of newspa­
per and magazine articles, 
television broadcasts, and 
political ads, virtually no 
Americans know the above 
facts.

This is just one issue, but 
it illustrates that reading the 
newspaper everyday and 
watching the television at 
night may still leave you very 
uninformed.

NOTICE TO ALL WASHINGTON COUNTY
DOG OWNERS

Pursuant to Section 174.052, Wisconsin Statutes, notice is hereby given 
to all owners of dogs in Washington County that dog licenses and rabies 
vaccinations are required. •

Vaccination by a licensed veterinarian against rabies is required of all 
dogs (Section 95.21(2)) within 30 days after the dog reaches 4 months of 
age and revaccinated within one year after the initial vaccination. The 
owner of a dog shall have the dog revaccinated against rabies by a vet­
erinarian when the certificate expires or within three (3) years of previ­
ous vaccination. The certificate of rabies vaccination must be presented 
to the collecting official before a dog license may be issued.

All dogs five (5) months of age or older require a license. The minimum 
license fee for neutered males or spayed females is $3.00, upon presen­
tation of evidence attesting to the same, and $8.00 for the unneutered 
male or unspayed female dog or one-half of these amounts if the dog 
became five (5) months of age after July 1, of the license year. The gov­
erning body of any town, village, or city may raise the minimum dog 
license tax. Any person who keeps multiple dogs or operates a kennel 
may apply for a multiple dog license. The fee is $35.00 for twelve (12) 
dogs or less and additional $3.00 for each dog in excess of twelve (12).

Dog licenses may be obtained from your local town, village or city treas­
urer or designee during the course of any given year. Dog owners should 
notify their treasurer if their dog is given away or has died, so that you 
will not be considered delinquent. An affidavit of death is available,

PENALTY
Every owner of a dog 5 months of age or older who fails to obtain a 
license by April I, will be assessed a late fee of $5.00.

enue and General Obligation Bonds the 
note from St Francis Bank. It was not­

In the event that the Village exercises 
its prepayment privilege, if any, then no 
such direct annual tax shall be included 
on the tax rdlls for the prepayment so 
made and the amount of direct annual 
tax herein above levied shall be re­
duced accordingly for the year or years 
with respect to which said note was 
prepaid. . : •

In each of said levy years, the direct 
annual tax so levied shall be carried in­
to the tax rolls each year and shall be 
collected in the same manner and at the 
same time as other taxes of the Village 
for such years are collected; provided, 
that the amount of tax carried into the 
tax roll may be reduced in any year by 
the amount of any surplus in the debt 
service account for the note. So long as 
any part of the principal of, or interest 
on, said note remains unpaid, the pro­
ceeds of said tax shall be segregated in 
a special fund used solely for the pay­
ment of the principal of, and interest 
on, said note.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that 
there be and there hereby is established 
in the treasury of the Village, if one has 
not already been established, a debt 
service fund, separate and distinct from 
every other fund, which shall be main­
tained in accordance with generally ac­
cepted accounting principles. Sinking 
funds established for obligations previ­
ously issued by the Village may be con­
sidered as separate and distinct ac­
counts within the debt service fund.

There shall be deposited 
in said fund any accrued interest paid 
on said note at the time it is delivered to 
the Lender, all money raised by the tax­
ation or appropriated pursuant hereto, 
and such other sums as may be neces­
sary to pay principal and interest on 
said note when the same shall become 
due.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that 
the "proceeds" of said note shall be 
used solely for the purposes for which 
it is issued, but may be temporarily in­
vested until needed in legal invest­
ments, provided that no such invest­
ment shall be in such a manner as 
would cause said note to be an "arbi­
trage bond" within the meaning of Sec­
tion 148 of the Internal Revenue Code 
of 1986, as amended, or the Regula­
tions of the Commissioner of Internal 
Revenue thereunder; and an officer of 
the Village, charged with the responsi­
bility for issuing the note, shall certify 
by use of an arbitrage certificate that, 
on the basis of the facts, estimates and 
circumstances in existence on the date 
of the delivery of the note, it is not ex­
pected that the proceeds will be used in 
a manner that would cause said note to 
be an "arbitrage bond."

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that

Section 141 of the Internal Revenue 
Code of 1986, as amended, and that the 
Village shall comply with the provi­
sions of the Code to the extent neces­
sary to maintain the tax-exempt status 
of the interest on the note.

BE FT FURTHER RESOLVED, that 
the Village Clerk shall keep records for 
the registration and for the transfer of 
the note. The person in whose name 
the note shall be registered shall be 
deemed and regarded as the absolute 
owner thereof for all purposes and pay. 
ment of either principal or interest on 
the note shall be made only to the reg­
istered owner thereof. All such pay­
ments shall be valid and effectual to 
satisfy and discharge the liability upon 
such note to the extent of the sum or 
sums so paid. The note may be trans­
ferred by the registered owner thereof 
by presentation of the note at the Office 
of the Village Clerk, duly endorsed for 
the transfer or accompanied by an as­
signment duly executed by the regis­
tered owner or his legal representative 
duly authorized in writing. Upon such 
presentation the note shall be trans­
ferred by appropriate entry in the regis­
tration records and a similar notation, 
including date of registration, name of 
new registered owner and signature of 
the Village Clerk, shall be made on 
such note.

refinanced.

BE IT FURTHER REOLVED, that 
the intent of the Village is to refinance 
by means of General Obligation and

funds is based on the relative 
population of each state. The 
Service distributes sport fish 
restoration funds to the states 
based on the land and water 
area (land plus inland water, 
the Great Lakes and marine 
coastal areas) and the num­
ber of fishing license holders 
in each state.

Federal Assistance funds 
pay for up to 75% of the cost 
of each conservation pro­
gram or project while the 
states contribute as least 25%.

The wildlife restoration­
money is derived from an 
11% excise tax on sporting 
arms and ammunition, a 10% 
tax on pistols and revolvers, 
and an 11% tax on certain 
archery equipment. Half of 
the tax on handguns and 
archery equipment is made 
available for state hunter ed­
ucation and safety programs. 
States use Wildlife Restora­
tion Program funds to man­
age wildlife populations, 
habitat, research, surveys and 
inventories and to administer 
hunter education programs.

The funding from the 
Dingell-Johnson Sport Fish 
Restoration Act, enacted in 
1950, comes from a 10% ex­
cise tax on fishing equipment 
and a 4% tax on electric 
trolling motors and sonar fish 
finders. The 1984 Wallop- 
Breaux amendments to the 
Dingell-Johnson program in­
creased the size of the sport 
fish restoration trust fund by 
including a portion of the fed­
eral fuels tax attributes to mo­
tor boat fuel and the addition 
of import duties on fishing 
tackle and pleasure boats.

In Wisconsin, Sport Fish 
Restoration dollars helped 
fond removal of four dams 
along the Baraboo River to 
transform a portion of the riv­
er from a series of sluggish 
mill ponds to a free-flowing 
waterway. Following the dam 
removal, the Department of 
Natural Resources restored 
and enhanced the riverine 
fish habitat, and began a 
long-term evaluation of habi­
tat and aquatic species recov­
ery patterns. There has been 
rapid improvement in fishery 
and canoeing opportunities, 
and the rivers’s restoration 
has become an integral part 
of the city of Baraboo’s long­
term downtown redevelop­
ment plans.

The U.S. Fish and Wildlife 
Service is the principal Feder­
al agency responsible for con­
serving, protecting and en­
hancing fish, wildlife and 
plants and their habitats for 
the continuing benefits of the 
American people. The Service 
manages the 95-million-acre 
National Wildlife Refuge Sys­
tem, which encompasses 544 
national wildlife refuges, 
thousands of small wetlands 
and other special manage­
ment areas. It also operates 
69 national fish hatcheries, 63 
Fish and Wildlife Manage­
ment offices and 81 ecologi- 
,cal services field stations. The 
agency enforces federal 
wildlife laws, administers the 
Endangered Species Act, 
manages migratory bird pop­
ulations, restores nationally 
significant fisheries, con­
serves and restores wildlife 
habitat such as wetlands, and 
helps foreign governments 
with their conservation ef­
forts. It also oversees the Fed­
eral Assistance program, 
which distributes hundreds 
of millions of dollars in excise 
taxes on fishing and hunting
equipment to state 
wildlife agencies.

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MADISON - Claiming vic­
tory for school children and 
parents, State Senator Mary 
Lazich, R - New Berlin, en­
joyed the unanimous passage 
by the Wisconsin Senate of 
Senate Bill (SB) 350.

‘Tn researching informa­
tion for SB 350,1 was startled 
to discover that individuals 
convicted of serious violent 
offenses, such as homicide, 
rape, and murder are eligible 
to obtain a valid Wisconsin 
DOT school bus endorse­
ment on their driver license 
just five years after their con­
viction,” said Lazich. “I was 
even morestartled to find that 
current law governing the li­
censure of school bus drivers 
does not prohibit an individ­
ual from driving a school bus 
after committing a crime 
against children,” stated Sen­
ator Lazich.

Current law governing 
the licensure of school bus 
drivers contains a loophole 
that allows an individual to 
drive a school bus that has 
committed a serious felony. 
Current statutes do not dis­
qualify an individual who has 
committed a crime against a 
child including child sexual 
assault.

“I cannot imagine that 
anyone would knowingly let 
their child ride a bus driven 
by a serious felon,” said 
Lazich. “Current state 
statutes do not provide par­
ents with the security that 
their children are safe riding a 
school bus. Current Wiscon­
sin statutes leave parents, 
school districts, and bus com­
panies powerless to prevent 
convicted felons from driving 
school children each day,” 
stated Lazich.
