After instructing employ-
ees on CPR of St. Joseph's
Convent located along the
Milwaukee River in Camp-
bellsport, Tina Rawlins, a 19
year veteran of the campus
saw the need to introduce an
A.E.D. machine more com-
monly referred to-as a Public
Access Defibrillator,

Rawlins is quick to point
out that the defibrillator is
not for the sisters of the Con-
vent but for the 180 employ-
ees of the campus. She also
sees the need for the visitors
of the convent.

“We have a variety of
classes held here at the con-
vent, there are a lot of people
coming through the doors
each day, anything can hap-
pen to anyone of these visi-
tors and we want to be pre-
pared,” stated Rawlins.,

Rawlins along with the
Convent's Employee Satety
Committee did their home-
work on the purchase of this
life-saving tool. Once the
$3,600 is raised, the machine
they plan on purchasing will
be compatible with machines
used and recommended by
the Campbellsport Police and
Fire Departments.

Rawlins continued, “We
did this in the unlikely event
that there would not be a
qualified person on staff to
handle the situation; any
member of law enforcement
or emergency medical ser-
vice could step in with the
same knowledge of the
equipment.”

“Welcome to Indianapo-
lis,” the Red Cross worker
told our crowd.

The members were happy
to see the course open early,
and owner/greenskeeper Jim
“Jonesy” Korth was grateful
Mother Nature was kind to
the greens and tees over the
winter, making the early start
possible.

“They’re real nice,” Korth
said Sunday about the greens
on his 27-hole layout. “They
came through the winter real
well.”

Only the Red Nine was
open for play on Friday, and
Korth expects the other two
nines, the White and the
Blue, will be ready for play by
this weekend.

This is the 43rd year for the
Red Nine at Hon-E-Kor. The
original nine was constructed
in 1961. "Sixty-two was actu-
ally the first year we were
opened,” Korth said, about
the family-owned operation
started by his parents, Bud
and Tudy Korth at the sug-
gestion of the late Bill Bartelt.

The White Nine was added
in the mid-1970s, and the
Blue Nine, which offers a few
picturesque views of the vil-
lage and surrounding area,
opened in 1992.

As far as changes to the
course, Korth said, “We
added a few traps last fall,”
referring to a new one on
Blue No. 9 and the expansion
of another on No. 5 White.

The most important thing
(0 remember when voting is
that the money must be used
for designated items listed in
the referendum guestion on
the ballot. Concerns have
been vaiced that this money
could be used for salaries and
benefits. This is not true.
Legally, the district CAN NOT
use the money for items other
then what is specified.

The question which will
appear on the ballot will read
exactly as follows:

PURPOSES

BE IT RESOLVED by the
School Board of the School
District of Kewaskum, Wash-
ington, Fond du Lac and She-
boygan Counties, Wisconsin
that the revenues included in
the School District Budget be
authorized to exceed the rev-
enue limit specified in Sec-
tion 121.91, Wisconsin
Statutes, by $778,000 a year
for five years beginning in the
2004-2005 school year and
ending with the 2008-2009
school year, for non-recurring
purposes consisting of ac-
quiring textbooks and sup-
plemental instructional ma-
terials; maintenance, repair
and improvemernt projects at
various school district build-
ings and sites; acquiring
maintenance equipment and
vehicles; and acquiring au-
dio/visual equipment, com-
puter hardware and software
including related ' training
COSILS.

The referendum breaks
down to $778,000 per year,
expiring In the 2009-2010

school year.

TEXTBOOKS
The school district’s budg-
et for textbooks and supple-
mental instruction materials
will be increased by $180,000
per year for flve years, for a

total of $900,000.
The need for textbooks

comes from the fact that the
district Is currently four years
behind on thelr replacement
cycle for textbooks. The cycle
was developed and designed
to replace all textbooks dur-

Ing a six-year period. If the
district continues their pres-
€nt course, it will take 15
years to complete one cycle!
Budget constraints have
forced the district to cut the
funding for textbooks by 40%
over the last four years. Typi-

cally, the adoption of new
textbooks for one core subject

will  cost approximately
$145,000.
MAINTENANCE

The budget for mainte-
nance projects, maintenance
equipment and vehicles will
be increased by $321,000 per
year for five years for a total of
$1,605,000.

The previous referendum
that was passed in 1997 al-
lowed the district to renovate
and expand Farmington and
Wayne Elementary Schools
and to build a new Kewaskum
Elementary School, but neg-
lected the middle and high
schools. The newly remod-
eled/renovated schools are in
excellent shape, but over the
course of five years will need
some maintenance work

such as roofing and asphalt
repairs.

However, the middle and
high school buildings will
need a SUBSTANTIAL
amount of maintenance work
and building improvements
over the next five years in or-
der for these buildings to
function adequately. In addi-
tion, some school district ve-
hicles and maintenance
equipment will need to be re-
placed.

Another major project is
the removal of the floor tiles
at the high school that con-
tains asbestos and replacing
it with new non-asbestos
tiles. Other projects include
sidewalk repairs, replace-
ment of toilets and toilet par-
titions, window and door re-
placements, and tuckpoint-
ing. The plan also calls for the
replacement of three vehicles

and some maintenance
equipment.
TECHNOLOGY

In this day and age, com-
puters are essential. The use
of technology such as digital
cameras and LCD projectors
in the classroom has become

a greater part of our student’s
everyday educational pro-
grams.

For the last four years, the
district has relied on funding
from the TEACH block grant
from the state to pay for the
acquisition of computers. The
state eliminated the grant for
the 2003-2004 school year
and the loss leaves a major
gap, approximately $65,000
annually, in the district’s abil-
ity to purchase computers
and other technology.

Funding for technology is
needed to: improve access to
updated classroom technolo-
gy; improve network security
for staff and students; provide
funding to replace computers
on a regular cycle; provide
software and hardware equity
in all buildings and provide
$25,000 per year for technolo-
gy training for staff.

The estimated increase in
the tax rate resulting from ap-
proval of this referendum is
88¢ per $1,000 of property
value.

The thoroughly modern
Camp Matawa, at N885 Youth
Camp Rd., in Campbellsport,
IS truly a "diamond in the
rough” of the Northern Kettle
Moraine Forest. Specifically,
the camp has over 130 acres
of pine and oak forests and is
located adjacent to the 29,000
acres of state owned public
land.

. Camp Matawa is inviting

e public to attend their up-
coming Open House and Brat
Fry Sunday, April 4 from 1:00
pm. — 4:00 pm. Bring the
family to camp to enjoy the
beautiful surroundings, tour
the facility and meet the staff.
Fun activities will be available
al no charge; try the climbing
wall, basketball, volleyball
and mare.

The DNR (Department of
Natural Resources) started
Camp Matawa in 1973 when
they built a dining hall along
with four comfortable
"dorm"” cabins. Each cabinis
carpeted and heated, sleeps
up to 28 people, and has
bathroom and shower facili-
ties inside. Each side of the
cabin accommodates twelve
people with a separate leader
room in the back that sleeps
five.

The dining hall, now
called the Taylor Family Din-
ing Hall, can seat large groups
with meals being served ei-
ther buffet or family style.
The downstairs of the hall
provides a great space for
recreational and educational
opportunities,

In 1996, the Metropolitan
Milwaitkee YMCA took over
with a thirty year lease for the
property which remained
DNR owned by the state. In
1997, the YMCA huilt a beau-
tiful spacious lodge, named
after Jack Blank, for his Mil-
waukee YMCA involvements,
especially with camping pro-
grams. The lodge houses the
staff offices, has a large meel -
ing room, an indoor climbing
wall, showers, restrooms, and
the Maple Sugar Sulte, which
includes sleeplng for elght
with a small kitchen

Also in 1897, a large pool
with a slide and devices for
the handicapped was added
by the YMCA. The pool goes
from two and one-half feet to
five and one-half feet deep. In
that same year, they proceed-
ed to build a fifty foot Alpine
Climbing Tower.

One of the proudest addi-
tions to the camp in 1997 was
the construction of the Mary
Panzer Equestrian Center.
The center stables twenty-
eight horses, leased for the
summer and returned in the
winter. The Branch Manager
for Camp Matawa, Jennifer
Feltz, who has been with the
YMCA since 1997, said that
four, fully accessible. new
"lodge" cabins were also
completed by the YMCA in
2002.

The new cabins have
vaulted ceilings, hardwood
floors and comfortable furni-
ture. Each lodge cabin is
heated, has a common sitting
area with a refrigerator and
microwave, and a screened in
porch. The lodge cabins have
two separate living spaces
with bathroom and shower

facilities and sleep fourteen
people per side (total of twen-
ty-eight), with leader facili-
ties.

Putting a dollar value on
all these projects, the Metro-
politan Milwaukee YMCA has
made one and a half million
dollars of additions and im-
provements to Camp Matawa
since their takeover in 1996.

A guided tour of the grounds
and facilities is offered as well
as chance to meet the camp

staff .
The most valuable asset of

the camp, which adds that
"special ingredient," is its
staff, made up of one member
to four or five campers, They
recruit from colleges all over
the country and around the
world. Counselors are select-

. ,

ed on the basis of good char-
acter and their ability to re-
late well to children. Refer-
ences and past work experl-
ences are thoroughly checked
prior to hiring. Program staft
members are college students
or graduates, who are dedi-
cated, experienced responsi-
ble, enthusiastic, positive and
fun!

They help carry out the
mission of the YMCA,which is
to put Christian principles in-
to practice through programs
that build a healthy spirit,
mind, and body for all. All
staff are trained in CPR and
Basic First Aid and specialists
have certifications and train-
ing specific to their
area of expertise. Staff also
participate in an intensive
week-long training that high-
lights character development
and challenges them to ac-
cept and demonstrate the
YMCA philosophy, which in-
stills values of caring, respect,
responsibility and honesty.

To further the commit-
ment to camper safety, a reg-
istered nurse or health officer
is always on site and readily
available in the camp health
center. A doctor is on call
twenty-four hours a day and
hospital facilities are nearby.
In addition, Ricky Wright,
who holds a degree in recre-
ation, is senior program di-
rector at the camp, and lives
on the property with his wife,
so there is always a staff
member on the premises.

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Letter to the Editor:

As the Superintendent of
Schools for the Kewaskum
School District, 1 rarely re-
spond to Letters to the Editor,
but I must make an excep-
tion. Last week a letter ap-
peared supporting a candlr-
date for School Board. I cant
take a stand on the election
process or candidates, but in-
formation Ms. Buschman cit-
ed in the letter are misleading
so | felt compelled to address
them as a representative of
the school districts In her let-
ter she stated that, “years ago
we had maintenance as a part
of the budget. We also had a
textbook budget on a five-
year cycle...we had a mainte-
nance budget..we had a text-
book budget and we had a
BALANCED BUDGET.” The
writer seems to imply that the
district currently does not
have a maintenance budget,
does not have a textbook
budget, and doesn’'t have a
balanced budget. Nothing
could be further from the
truth.

By law, every school dis-
trict is required to present a
balanced budget at their An-
nual Meeting. We do this, and
have done this every year, no
matter who is serving on the
School Board. The district
does have a maintenance
budget. It also has a textbook
budget, and as stated, does
have balanced budget. To im-
ply otherwise is misleading to
the very public that reads
these letters. -

The reality is that the rev-
enue limits imposed on
school districts since 1993
have had a negative impact
on the Kewaskum school
budget. There may still be
people in the community that
are not aware that every year
the school district’s revenues
are capped by the state and
are the only governmental
entity that has its revenues
capped. For clarification pur-
poses, our district does budg-
et for maintenance and text-
books, albeit not enough to
meet the district’s budget
projections. Why is this? Due
to the revenue limits, we are
unable to budget sufficient
amounts to purchase all text-
books or to cover identified
maintenance projects. To
balance the budget, other
costs such as transportation,
utilities, health care bene-
fits/salaries and open enroll-
ment, must be allocated in
the budget thereby reducing
the amounts budgeted in oth-
er areas.

I sincerely do not believe
that Ms. Buschman meant to
imply this at all. I believe she
was trying to make a point in
support of a school board
candidate. Regardless, I felt ]
needed to clarify these points
for the voters. The School
Board has been very diligent
and has been forced to make
some very difficult budgetary
decisions over the past 3-4
years. Having worked closely
with them over this period, ]
believe they need to be com-
plimented for their efforts,
not criticized,

[ have the greatest respect
for our staff, administrators
and school board and appre-
ciate the tough choices they
have to make in running this
school to the best of their
ability.

I'm writing to encourage
voters to vote YES on the up-
coming referendum on April 6.

With the state backing off
their 2/3 funding support for
schools, with another de-
crease expected next year,
and because of revenue lim-
its, the district has found it-
self dealing with deficits over
the past several years.

I have come to be-
lieve that there is much more
in improving what we are do-
ing now. Access to computers
is far less than it needs to be.
The programs run on the
computers need to be updat-
ed in order to remain rele-
vant. | also wanted to know
for what the money ear-
marked for maintenance was
going to be used. There is a
long list- of items, some of
which have a payback
through increased efficiency
such as lighting and heating.
Others are things that in the
normal course of things will
need attention. The third area

covered by the referendum is®

textbook replacement. A five
to seven year replacement cy-
cle is normal. We currently
have textbooks that are 10-12
years old. That just isn’'t good
enough for our children.

The second question I
had was how did we get to
this point. I believe the an-
swer is that every year there is
strong, vocal presume to keep
taxes down and for good rea-
son. The result however is
that each year certain areas of
the budget need to be cut or
at least maintain previous
spending level. Maintenance,
technology education and
textbook replacement are
likely candidates as the
thought is, we can make do
another year. If this referen-
dum is not passed, it will not
be long before we are asking
how we got to the point that
the quality of our schools
(both in terms of the physical
plant and the instruction pro-
vided) got to the point that
we find unacceptable. Now is
the time to step in to main-
tain the quality education in
our schools.

Dear Editor:

[ want to comment on an
earlier letter that addressed
the upcoming referendum.
In the last 9 years the School
District has  had a
revenue/expenditure deficit
in 3 of them. In the 9 years
prior to that, the School Dis-
trict had a deficit in 5 of those
years. Back in 1993-94, the
State imposed revenue limits
on school districts making it
harder to match revenues
with expenditures. However,
the School District has been
able to avoid deficits in more
years after, than prior to, the
limits.

In the area of textbooks,
the district has an annual
budget of approximately
$60,000. Prices of books have
been increasing while the an-
nual budget has remained
constant. This situation caus-
es an ever-increasing gap be-
tween available funds and ex-
penses and further extends
the overall textbook rotation
from a preferred 5-7 year cy-

cle to a 12-15 year cycle. A
portion of the 40% textbook
cuts have come in the area of
workbooks that need to be
purchased every year. This
annual burden on the text-
book budget has been less-
ened through teachers using
alternative ways to teach the
material. The school district
has always had and still has a
textbook budget.

A maintenance budget of
approximately $100,000 per
year is available to address
projects throughout the dis-
trict. The cost to replace the
boiler at the high school is
roughly $172,000. This is well
above the annual budgeted
amount for the entire district.
In order to complete this with
current funds, money would
need to be taken from other
areas. So there is an even
greater cost than just the
money needed to make-up
the difference. The current
boiler is operating at approxi-
mately 60% efficiency. 100%
efficiency is not feasible, but
if 80%-90% can be reached a
minimum annual savings of
$10-12,000 will result. The an-
nual budget to heat the high
school is approximately $50-
60,000.

My point is that the boiler
situation and other big-ticket
items (asbestos flooring)
need to be addressed now. By
prolonging these projects, we
are looking at future higher
replacement costs and annu-
al wasting of dollars due to in-
efficiency. The district always
had and still has a mainte-
nance budget. It's just that
costs are increasing at a
greater rate than monies
available.

Be it the public or private
sector, it is virtually impossi-
ble to please everyone in-
volved when it comes to mak-
ing fiscal/financial decisions.
The Functional Analysis the
district purchased not only
identified possible cuts, it al-
so identified possible revenue
sources. It also identified that
a majority of areas in the dis-
trict are operating fiscally
sound. The Functional Analy-
sis was a one-time cost. [ have
a bigger problem with other
items. Such as a boiler that is
so inefficient that money is
lost every year.

We can go back and forth
forever on whether or not we
should support this referen-
dum. Possible cuts can be
proposed in a variety of areas,
but are the long-term impli-
cations being considered
when these cuts are being
suggested?

The bottom line is that
these needs and costs will not
go away and cannot be sup-
ported within current rev-
enue limits. The longer we
put this off the more disserv-
ice we are doing our #1 prior-
ity: “Our Children”.

On Tuesday, April 6th,

position for you. in addition
you are being asked to ap-
prove a referendum that will
allow the school district to
EXCEED the revenue caps by
$778,000 per year for the next
five years. You should also
know that the extra $778,000
per year will be in ADDITION
to whatever increase comes
with the general operating
budget for the 2004-2005
school year, which you the
voters will approve at the annu-
al school district meeting in July.

I would like to address
some concerns that are in the
referendum. 1) I feel that
maintenance should be con-
tained in our operation budg-
et as a SEPARATE budget.
When I was on the board, we
placed into our budget, a
maintenance budget SEPA-
RATE from the general fund
to be used ONLY for mainte-
nance. The amount we placed
into the fund was $250,000.
This fund should have grown
each year in proportion to the
increase in the overall budget.
At an annual school district
meeting | asked where the
maintenance budget was. I
was told that we didn't have a
separate maintenance budget
and that it all came out of the
general fund. Now I am told
that we spend between
$80,000 and $100,000 on our
maintenance. Where did that
money go? I am told that it
went for utilities while others
have said it went for salaries
and fringe benefits for district
employees. At the time the
money was placed in the
fund, we also developed an
ongoing, prioritized, five-year
maintenance program that
was updated yearly.

2) While I was on the
board, along with two current
board members Jeanne Goe-
den and Mary Meisser, we
started a 5-6 year rotation of
books district wide. What
happened to that program
and its funding? Salaries and
fringe benefits or utilities?
The year after I left the board
the district spent for the
school year 97-98 a total of
$108,836.45 on textbooks. For
this school year 03-04 the dis-
trict allocated $66,723 and
has only spent $32,727.19 and
the school year is almost over.
Please keep in mind that the
board back then was also
working under the revenue caps
that were put in place in 1993.

In the Functional Analy-
sis report the district just
spent $35,000 for, it has iden-
tified budget reductions of
between $945,000 and $1.1
million that the board could
use to address budget short-
falls in the district. To date the
board has not taken any ac-
tion to implement any of
these options.

[ feel that my past experi-
ence of 12 years as a past Ke-
waskum School Board mem-
ber will help me to address
these issues, as well as any
others that will come up.

February 24, 2004
8:17 p.m.

The Plan Commission of the
Village of Kewaskum, Washington
County, Wisconsin met in the
Council Room of the Municipal
Building, 204 First Street.

The meeting was opened with a
Moment of Silence and pledge of
Allegiance,

Chairman Mathew Heiser called
the meeting to order. Members pres-
ent were Andy Pesch, Richard
Schmidt, Andrew Kuehl, Theodore
Meilahn, Leeann Butschlick, and
Frank Beesten. A quorum was pres-
ent. Ms. Janelle Philippi and Mr.
Ron Weis working for Mr. Thomas
Timblin, Mr. James Wessing, Mr.
Brian Moser, Mr. Frank Voge, Mr.
Kevin Scheunemann and Mr. Gary
Gavin were present on the various
items for the Plan Commission to
review.

On a motion by Leeann Butschlick,
seconded by Frank Beesten and car-
ried by the majority voice vote the
Plan Commission approved the min-
utes as printed for January 27, 2004.

The Commission was informed
that FEMA has not gotten back to the
Village regarding the signing of the
proposed amendments to the Zoning
Ordinance and that the Public hear-
ing won’t be scheduled until we
know that it is on the way.

The Certified Survey Maps for Mr.
Thomas Timblin dividing the 23
acres into four parcels was reviewed.
One parcel pertained to the land lying
east of Pleasantwood. Drive. It was
noted the village engineers did not
have a problem with moving it for-
ward, but indicated there were some
technical items to be corrected. Mr.
Weis indicated he was aware of the
creek name not being on the map. On
a motion by Theodore Meilahn, sec-
onded by Andy Pesch and unani-
mously carried by voice vote the
Commission recommend  the
approval of the CSM and sent it to
the Village Board with a favorable
recommendation. Andrew Kuehl
abstained from voting.

The Commission reviewed the sec-
ond CSM for Mr. Thomas Timblin
regarding the land west of the creek
and west of Pleasantwood Drive on
the northern parcel. This second
CSM has three parcels and the area
west of Pleasantwood and east of the
creek was noted as non-buildable per
deed restrictions and/or in the devel-
oper’s agreement. It was noted the
village engineers did not have a prob-
lem with moving it forward, but indi-
cated there were some technical
items to be corrected. Mr. Weis indi-
cated Mr. Timblin would be phasing
the construction of the units, but that
the road dedication for the entire
project is on the CSM’s and that the
street and infrastructure improve-
ments will all be accompljshed at the
same time and dedicated at the same
time. On a motion by Richard
Schmidt, seconded by Andy Pesch
and unanimously carried by voice
vote the Commission recommend the
approval of the CSM and sent it to
the Village Board with a favorable
recommendation, Andrew Kuehl
abstained.

Review and discussion was held on
the proposed Preliminary Plat for
Woodland Creek Addition 1 for Mr.

The number of lots is one less than in
the original plan and the number of
duplex lots would be one less.
