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Bob Stoltzmann

Cancer has claimed the

life of veteran Village Board
member and former Fire
Chief Robert Stoltzmann.

Stoltzmann died Tuesday
morning at his home. He was
62 years old and leaves a wife,
Bonnie, and three grown chil-
dren, Scott, Sue Fellenz and
Paul.

Village Administrator Dan
Schmidt called Stoltzmann “a
knowledgeable and dedicated
Village Board member ... be-
sides that he was a good
friend.”

Stoltzmann was first elected
to the board in the spring of
1994, so he had just compet-
ed 10 years on the board. He
ran for reelection in April and
won a sixth term, finishing
second in the balloting with
502 votes.

“He served on every com-
mittee the Village Board has,”
Schmidt said, reporting the
last® five years Stoltzmann
represented the village on the
Mid Moraine Legislative
Committee. He was currently
serving on the Board of Re-
view in the village and was
the chairman of the Adminis-
trative Committee.

When Stoltzmann broke a
hip last fall, “He made every
meeting, participated in
whatever he could for the vil-
lage,” Schmidt said, indicat-
ing Stoltzmann followed up
on materials related to village
government, reviewed infor-
mation presented to the
board and did additional re-
search if he has any questions
on projects being discussed.

“Bob was a great guy,” As-
sistant Fire Chief Mark Her-
riges said Tuesday. “He's been

No one had to twist her
arm to go into the field of ed-
ucation. Julie Wenzlaft knew

'she wanted to be a teacher

since her first taste of work-
ing with young people as a
16-year old Kewaskum High
School student.

“It was my first job,” Wen-
zlaff said, recalling how she
taught baton twirling to
young girls. “I was hooked.”

Wenzlaff’'s skills and expe-
rience have expanded greatly
since then, to the point
where she was one of 100
teachers in the state to re-
ceive a Kohl Fellowship this
year.

Nominated by her princi-
pal at Farmington Elemen-
tary School, Wenzlaff cleared
the first hurdle toward the
honor when she was selected
as one of the top teachers in
CESA (Cooperative Educa-
tional Service Agency) 6. Her
application and essay next
earned her a berth in the fi-
nals of the competition, and
then Wenzlaff, a graduate of
the University of Wisconsin-
Milwaukee, was notified she
was one of the state winners.

A ceremony and luncheon
to honor all the winning Kohl
Foundation teachers, high

school students and Initiative
Program students was re-
cently held in Mauston, and
State Senator Herb Kohl, who
initiated the program and
funds it, was in attendance.

As a winner, Wenzlaff will
be awarded a $1,000 check to
do with as she pleases, and
$1,000 will be given 1o the
Farmington School for what-
ever project Wenzlaff and
Molebash agree on.

The awards were estab-
lished by Kohl in 1990, ac-
cording to Wenzlaff, who said

he has personally donated
$4.8 million to the program.

Originally Wenzlaff was a
substitute teacher in the Ke-
waskum School District, then
she took limited term assign-
ments at Kewaskum Elemen-
tary School before moving to
Farmington where she was a
fifth grade teacher for the
past six years before being
assigned to a fourth grade
class this year.

Making the switch was a
challenge, Wenzlaff said, but
nothing she couldn’t handle.
“It was kind of fun this year,
taking the students along to
fifth grade level ... I know
where they need to be (when
they go into fifth grade).”

Wenzlaff credits her par-
ents, Norbert and Louella
Dettmann, with instilling the
importance of education in
her life. “My parents have al-
ways been real advocates of
education. It’s a big part of
our lives,” she said, and she
has tried to carry their zest
for learning into her career.

“I try to show my enthusi-
asm and excitement in the
classroom. It’s very impor-
tant to show the students
that you care,” Wenzlaff said.
“Il can see my positive energy

runs off on my students.”

To stimulate her students,
Wenzlaff respects the fact
students make mistakes, and
she tries to make them un-
derstand they learn from

- these mistakes. /

“I try to provide plenty of
consistent encouragement
and praise,” she said, but be-
yond that, she also wants
them to take responsibility. “I
try to make my students ac-
countable for their own
progress.”

Wenzlaff’s husband Mark
is involved in the insurance
field. The couple has two
children, Lindsay, a seventh
grader at Holy Angels
Catholic School in West
Bend, and Jaymes, a first
grader there.

Because of the time in-
volved with her daily respon-
sibilities in the classroom
and at home, Wenzlaff has
chosen not to work on her
master’s degree at this point,
but that doesn’t mean she is
not continuing her educa-
tion.

“It's essential to stay on
top of the cutting edge of ed-
ucation,” she said, indicating
she continues to take educa-
tional classes. “I take a lot of

Letter to the Editor:

[ believe it is time for the
citizens of Washington County
to hear the “rest of the story”
regarding the water and sewer
issues at Fair Park. We, the
County and the Village of Jack-
son, have been negotiating
these "problems" for the past
five years, almost eight years, if
we count the selection process
between West Bend and Jack-
son. Little progress has been
made except for the selection
of the Village of Jackson, which
was done because they lob-
bied and presented a favorable
case. This included less cost,
adequate pressure, appropri-
ate quality of water, and bor-
der agreements with the Town
among other considerations.

The Village has subse-
quently put numerous “road
blocks” in the way, of com-
pleting the package. They
were dissatisfied with the en-
gineering firm, even though it
was the same firm they se-
lected to engineer to perform
modifications to their system.
They did not like the inspec-
tion process so the County
separately contracted for an
independent inspection on
behalf of the Village. During
the construction process,
many changes were made at
the request of the Village. Af-
ter agreement by the County
to remedy the “punch list,”
they presented another
punch list, and again the
County addressed the newly
presented punchlist.

The ownership issue of the
mains on Fair Park property
has been a major sticking
point. The system (both sew-
er and water) was designed as
a public system and approved
by the Department of Natural
Resources as a public system.
The design was intended so
that the Village would own
the mains for both water and
sewer. Later, the Village re-
neged and said they would
not accept the system, even
though they were maintain-
ing the system, taking water
samples, and accessing the
meter and pressure pits on
the Fair Park property. In fact,
the meter pits and pressure
tank vault are under the Vil-
lage's lock and key. They
claimed they had no authori-
ty because they did not have
an easement. Granted the
easement came to them late,
but after they received it, they
passed a resolution that they
would accept no easement
from the County. Later they
not only expressed verbally
the ownership of the water
mains would be accepted
with conditions that the later-
als be segregated and meter-
ing redone to isolate the
mains from the laterals, but
have also put that in their
written counter proposal.
However, another “road
block” was presented when
they indicated they would not
accept the sewer mains,
when the Village was pre-
sented with its previously is-
sued public statement that
included the acceptance of
the sewer mains, the Village
backpedaled and sheepishly
confirmed the public state-
ment. In this process, they al-
so tried to get out of the ver-

bal agreement because soime
"encroachments” to the sew-
er and water mains, even
though the County stipulated
that the County would bear
the cost of any necessary re-
moval of the encroachments.

The County, last October,
advanced an easement re-
quest by St. Joseph's Hospital
to the County Board allowing
the Hospital to:connect to
water and sewer on Fair Park
along the South perimeter
and on the West Side to cross
Highway 45. Again, the Vil-
lage was not in favor and res-
urrected an old plan as pre-
sented to Hospital at one of
the first meetings of the Hos-
pital and the County. That
was to hook up the water on
the West Side of Fair Park
eliminating a long run on the
South Side and a portion of
the West Side. Reviewing this
and with a large commitment
of dollars from the Hospital,
the County agreed this was
the best approach and took
action favoring this plan. At
that time, Mr. Beaver made
the comment that any claim
for fees would go away, the
systems, both water and sew-
er would be taken over by the
Village. Mr. Beaver also pub-
licly stated that he did not
think there would be any
problem reaching an agree-
ment with the County to pro-
ceed with this plan. Here
comes the next “road block,”
"we are assessing an impact
fee of $108,500 to the County
under this plan." The County
has asked the Village on nu-
merous occasions for the Vil-
lage's authority to impose im-
pact fees on the County prop-
erty located in the Town of
Polk. The Village has provid-
ed no response. This was
probably another attempt to
delay the Hospital project.
After all, Mr. Beaver has stat-
ed previously, “If Aurora is
promoting a site down here,
don’t we want to protect that
site down here?” " The extent
of the Village's support for
Aurora is illustrated by the
Village condemning property
and making people give up
their home to provide land for
Aurora is in the name of pub-
lic good. Let it be known that
the Village worked hard to get
SJC Hospital to move to Jack-
son, instead of the Town -of
Polk. Is this payback?

In the final proposal, the
County has agreed to the Vil-
lage's counterproposal, ex-
cept the impact fee. However,
not wanting to delay or be in
the same category of putting
up roadblocks, the County
has agreed to settle the im-
pact fee with binding arbitra-
tion. If the Village is so confi-
dent, why won't they agree to
the counter proposal it pre-
sented to the County? Are
they afraid of the outcome or
are they afraid there are no
other delays they can conjure
up and there may be some fi-
nality to all the issues they
have created.

The County has done all in
its power to work with the Vil-
lage, but to no avail. Each
time we agree, the Village
adds another requirement. In
order to negotiate, both sides
must have a desire, the will
and commitment to a solu-

tion. In this case, the Village

has shown none of those
qualities.

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Kertscher Racing Into New Season

The first IRA (Interstate
Racing Association) program
went very well for Mike
Kertscher, and the Kewaskum
native can't wait until the
2004 season is in full swing.

“So far, we've had just one
race, but we're figuring todo a
whole lot more,” Kertscher

said from Fond du Lac last
week. At a time when most
people are settling in to figure
out the plot of their favorite
television show, Kertscher
and the members of his Os-
born and Sons Trucking
Company pit crew are going
over his race car with a fine-
tooth comb.

“There's always some-
thing to do (on the car),”
Kertscher said from the race
car shop, which becomes his
second home from April
through October.

The No. 80K looked good
in the season opener at the
Dodge County Fairgrounds
on April 17th. “We won our
heat and finished seventh in
the feature,” Kertscher said,
reporting he piloted his high-
powered sprint car all the way
up to second place until “I
looped it” with five laps and
had to go to the back of the
pack.

The same no-quit spirit
Kertscher showed when he
was a wrestler at Kewaskum
High School was evident as
the final laps clicked away
and he had battled back up to
seventh.

Kertscher said he was sat-
isfied with the night's efforts,
but, “We can do a lot better
though.”

Gerting better has been
one of Kertscher's major goals
since he first jumped into a
race car several years ago.

In his first full season on
the IRA circuit last summer,
Kertscher won Rookie of the
Year honors and received a
nomination for the national
Rookie of the Year, too.

When asked about his
biggest win, Kertscher said it

was definitely the King of
Wisconsin Challenge at the
Wilmot track with a field of 60
cars.
“It was probably our best
year ever,” the 24-year-old pi-
lot said, but now that he is no
longer a rookie, excuses of
being inexperienced have
flown out the window about
as fast as it takes a driver to
peel the tear-offs from his
helmet.

Kertscher will have two
Maxim race cars this summer
but plans to save the newest
model for the Knoxville Na-
tionals which take place in
Iowa in mid-August and is
definitely the premier race for
sprint cars each year..

The cars were built in
Springfield, Ill.,, according to
Kertscher, who said he uses
Hoosier Tires and is powered
by Wesmar Motors, which
come out of Oklahoma.

Jeff Robinson of Kenosha
and Vince Schneider of New-
burg are Kertscher's main
crew members, along with
Crystal Savatski. Kertscher
calls them “the three amigos.”

The IRA isn't the only cir-
cuit Kertscher will run in this
summer. He has also landed a
ride in a Midget car for the
season.

“We're going to be run-
ning 12 shows at Sun Prairie,”
he said, reporting the call
came from Fattfro Motor
Sports in Marango, Ill., after
he turned in a good showing
in the “Chili Race” in Okla-
homa last fall in a huge in-
door facility that draws sever-
al NASCAR drivers like Ken
Schrader and Tony Stewart.

“I just kinda got hooked
from there,” Kertscher said.
The next step came when Fat-
tfro officials called with an in-
vitation to be their driver, and
the deal to drive at Sun Prairie
was 100 good to pass up. The
car will be set up by a crew
provided by Fattfro.

The first Midget Race is
set for Sunday, May 231d, ac-
cording to Kertscher, whose
skills have also put him in a
position to try his hand at US-
AC racing in October, “It's

pretty prestigious,” Kertsch-
er said of this non-winged
circuit, where 70 percent of
the participants are full time
drivers and several, such as
Kasey Kahne and Ryan New-
man have used it as a spring-
board to get full time rides in
NASCAR.
