If someone wants 
to come in with a subdivision, 
we have to rezone it from 
agricultural to residential."

Dieringer said the Town 
board enacted the moratori­
um to control the growth of 
the town.

Kewaskum Library
Announces Changes

The Kewaskum Public Li­
brary is expanding its hours, 
kind of. In the past, the li­
brary has always closed its 
doors on Saturdays from
Memorial Day to Labor Day.

We 
feel with the new ordinance it 
will be good, otherwise we 
wouldn’t be doing this.”

- “We just wanted to slow 
things down a little bit,” 
Oneska said. “Everybody 
needs a place to live and 
everybody has their own 
ideas on it. We want our kids 
and our grandchildren to live 
here. ”

A survey willbe mailed 
out this week asking town 
residents for their input on 
the new ordinances. “We 
want to get a feel for what 
people think about what is a 
good lot size,” Oneska said. 
“We made several different 
lot sizes to accommodate all 
income levels of people. We 
are trying to be fair to every­
body.”

The town board has put a 
lot of work into developing 
the new subdivision as well 
as updating a 1986 zoning 
ordnance. “It needs a lot of 
updating because of the 
times and how times change. 
You just need to keep up with 
different changes and regula­
tions,” Oneska said.

Both Dieringer and Ones­
ka agreed that the residents 
of Farmington have a definite 
voice in the community’s de­
velopment.

Due to recent damage in 
Washington County from 
heavy rain and high winds, 
the Washington County 
Health Department is urging 
citizens to use caution to 
avoid illness and injury from 
unsafe or unsanitary condi­
tions. According to Linda 
Walter, Health Officer for 
Washington County, “The re­
cent power outages, downed 
trees and power lines and 
heavy rains can effect food 
safety, sanitation and cause 
unsafe environments. People 
need to take precautions to 
protect themselves as well as 
their families.”

The following health and 
safety tips are offered by the 
Health Department:

Downed Power Lines - 
Avoid these areas, especially 
in wet areas. Electrical cur­
rent can travel through wa­
ter. Report downed power 
lines to your utility as soon as 
possible.

Damaged Buildings and 
Structures - Carefully assess 
before entering. Do not enter 
alone. Do not attempt to re­
store or work on power 
sources without first contact­
ing your utility.

Confined areas - Base­
ments, crawl spaces and oth­
er enclosed areas may pose 
special hazards.

Chainsaw safety - Wear 
protective clothing, including 
gloves to give you a good 
grip, a hard hat, safety gog­
gles, hearing protection, 
steel-toed shoes with non­
slip soles and trim-fitted 
clothing that won’t get 
caught in the chain. Follow 
instructions in the owner’s 
manuel for starting and oper­
ating the saw. Stand to the 
side of the saw so you don’t 
follow the cut through into 
your leg. Hold the saw paral­
lel to the ground with your 
left arm straight for better 
control and to reduce the 
chance of “kick back.” Keep 
both hands on the saw while 
it is running. Avoid cutting 
above mid-chest height. Nev­
er try to cut a tree with a di­
ameter greater than the 
length of the chainsaw blade.

Be extremely careful when 
cutting limbs or stems of 
trees that are bent or under 
tension as the branch can 
spring back into the operator. 
Carry the saw below the waist 
with the engine off and bar 
pointed to the rear. Do not 
work alone. Have bystanders 
stay well away from the work 
area. Children should not be 
present in areas where chain­
saws are being used and tree 
branches are being removed.

Wear Protective Clothing 
- Use gloves, work boots, 
goggles, hard hat as neces­
sary to avoid injury and to 
avoid contact with contami­
nated items.

Avoid Stray and Wild Ani­
mals - If bitten, seek immedi­
ate medical attention.

Private Wells - If your well 
has been compromised due 
to storm damage or flooding, 
only use water from a known

safe source. Test your water 
for bacteria when power/ser- 
vice is restored before con­
suming. For testing informa­
tion contact the Washington 
County Health Department 
at 262-335-4462 or the Wis­
consin State Laboratory of 
Hygiene at 1-800-442-4618.

Flooded Basements - 
Storm water flooding can oc­
cur when sump pumps go 
out.

Sewage backup can occur 
due to heavy rains and flood­
ing.

Do not use appliances or 
motors that have gotten wet 
unless they have been taken 
apart, cleaned and dried.

Use caution to avoid elec­
trical Shock in wet base­
ments.

Wet items should be dried 
out within 24-48 hours to 
avoid mold growth.

Porous items damaged by 
sewage effluent such as car­
pets and books should be 
discarded as they are usually 
uncleanable.

Use of Generators and 
other energy sources - Use a 
generator or other gasoline- 
powered machinery outdoors 
The same goes for camp 
stoves. Fumes from charcoal 
are especially deadly. Cook 
with charcoal only outdoors. 
Do not use a gas stove to heat 
your house. X , J

Flooded Areas - To avoid 
injury and possible drown­
ing, do not walk or drive 
through flooded areas.

Stress and Fatigue - Storm 
damage can take a toll on 
you as well as your property. 
Rest often and eat well. Set a 
manageable schedule for 
cleanup.

Food Safety - When a 
power outage occurs, food 
safety becomes a concern. D 
not panic - in warm weather 
foods will stay frozen for at 
least two days in a fully 
stocked freezer and foods in

your refrigerator will stay 
cold for at least four to six 
hours. Without heat and de­
pending on the length of 
time the power is off, you will 
need to assess the situation 
using common food safety 
rules.

Refreezing foods - As soon 
as the freezer is operating 
again, check the frozen foods 
to see if any have thawed. It 
is essential to check the foods 
at this time before they re­
freeze. If any foods have de­
veloped an off-odor, discard 
them. For foods that have 
thawed, use the following 
guidelines for specific foods:

Meat and poultry (raw) - 
Refreeze if ice crystals are still 
present. Fully thawed meats 
or poultry that are still cold 
and that have no off-odors or 
signs of spoilage can be 
cooked and eaten or refrozen 
after cooking. Such thawed 
meats or poultry could be 
canned (with a pressure 
cooker) if alternate frozen 
storage is not available and if 
the freezer is likely to be in­
operable for several days.

Fish and Shellfish - Re- 
freeze if ice crystals are still 
present. If fish or shellfish 
fully thawed and have been 
at refrigerator temperature 
(40°F) no longer than 24 
hours, it can be cooked and 
eaten. Discard thawed 
seafood that has been held 
longer then 24 hours.

Cooked meats, poultry, 
fish and casserole - Do not re­
freeze. If ice crystals are still 
present, these foods may be 
eaten. If the food is fully 
thawed, discard it.

Fruits and Vegetables - Re­
freeze if ice crystals are still 
present. If fully thawed, but 
still cold, check for off-odors. 
Fruits ferment quickly and 
while they will not be unsafe, 
the flavor will be affected. 
They may be used for jams, 
jellies and other cooked pur-

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A Record Only Wisconsin Could Love

CAMPBELLSPORT - The 
people of Wisconsin take 
pride in many things: our 
great work ethic, our Green 
Bay Packers, our cheese, and 
our love for the bratwurst. 
From Bratwurst Days in She- 
boygan, to the Elements rac­
ing sausages at the Brewer 
games, we are infatuated 
with the best of the German 
sausages, the brat.

So if may not be a total 
surprise that the people of 
Campbellsport, a small hard- 
working Wisconsin commu­
nity with mostly German her- 
itge, will be creating (and 
consuming) the World’s 
Largest Bratwurst on Satur­
day, July 3, 2004. Preparation 
for the grilling will begin at 
about 5 p.m. at the Fireman’s 
Park and the official mea­
surements and cutting of the 
world’s largest bratwurst will 
be at about 6 p.m.

"We wanted to do some­
thing big to celebrate the 
100th anniversary of our vol- 
unteer fire department. After 
tailgating for a few hours - 
with brats and beer as the 
main entree - somebody' 
came up with the idea of 
making the world’s largest 
bratwurst. So we e-mailed 
the Guinness Book of World 
Records. After a few weeks 
we heard back from them,” 
explains Tom Krueger, owner 
of the Fin-n-Feather Supper 
Club (Tom is making the gi­
ant bun). ‘The e-mail indicat­

ed that it must contain tradi­
tional ingredients in the cor­
rect proportions and must be 
prepared in the same way as 
a normal-sized brat. It must 
look like a scaled up version 
of thenormal sized brat. The 
people at Guinness have very 
serious claim guidelines. The 
e-mail was 12 pages long.”

There have been some ob­
stacles in attempting to break 
the record. It turns out the 
people at Guinness told them 
that even though they were 
going to be making a 
bratwurst, they had to break 
the longest hot dog record 
that was held by a group in 
Virginia. So the Campbell­
sport Area Chamber of Com­
merce came up with a game 
plan to break the record. Lat­
er they were e-mailed that 
the hot dog record had just 
been broken by a University 
in South Africa. So they had 
to make a new game plan. 
'The fact that South Africans 
currently hold the record just 
got us more motivated. We 
want to - and we will - bring 
that record home to the USA 
and Wisconsin where it be­
longs,” quoted Judy Holz- 
mann, Campbellsport Cham­
ber president..

So how long will the 
World’s longest bratwurst be? 
The people of Campbellsport 
are keeping that information 
a secret until July 3rd, less a 
competing country, or worse 
yet, a town from Illinois,

might try to beat that record. 
The current record is 34’ 5 
1/4”.

It seems the whole com­
munity is getting wrapped up 
in the record attempt. The 
bratwurst itself is being made 
locally at Loehr’s Meat Mar­
ket, know for their soon to be 
world famous brats. The 
condiments are being sup­
plied by the local grocery 
store, Klotz’s Piggly Wiggly. 
Even the huge custom grill is 
being made locally, by 
Richard "Ducky” Zehren of 
St. Kilian. And the local 
chamber Will be making and 
serving the gigantic 
bratwurst on a first come, 
first served basis. The volun­
teer fire department will be 
serving the beverages and 
smaller, normal sized food. 
After the official measuring 
the brat will be cut into 
pieces and sold for $10 each. 
Each person that buys a 
piece will also receive a t- 
shirt stating, "Campbellsport, 
home of the world’s largest 
bratwurst.”

The world record attempt 
coincides with the much an­
ticipated 100th annual fire 
department’s picnic and pa­
rade over July 4th weekend in 
the small town of Campbell­
sport (pop. 1962). For more

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be for many.of those at Holy 
Trinity.

“We built a special bond,” 
Fr. Jones said after 11 a.m. 
Mass, noting Holy Trinity 
“became home because they 
walked with me through my 
mom’s cancer and her 
death,” and also “because the 
parish was welcoming right 
from the start. ”

Fr. Jones, who was or­
dained 12 years ago on May 
22,1992, had been an associ­
ate pastor in Brookfield be­
fore coming to Kewaskum. 
And did he see any differ­
ences in being a pastor?

“You learn how to take 
the responsibility for what’s 
going on,” he said as one ma­
jor difference.

In that area, Fr. Jones was 
instrumental in getting two 
building projects completed, 
the Build a Path to Christ, 
which included the addition 
of an elevator to make it easi­
er for the elderly and handi­
capped to get into the main 
body of the church, and an 
addition to the parish school, 
which included an art/music 
room, a computer room and 
various offices for the princi­
pal and staff members.

Building additions are not 
what Fr. Jones lists as his top 
accomplishments, however.

"I think strengthening our 
parish family attitudes are 
the thing I appreciate the 
most,” he said, quick to stress 
the work in this area was a 
joint effort

"Really the support of the 
people is what makes it (Holy 
Trinity) special and hard to 
leave," Fr. Jones said, includ­
ing his staff in that statement.

"ThieyTl stay strong," Fr. 
Jones said of the staff. 
"They've become good 
friends. That will not change. 
We will remain friends ... 75 
miles apart."

As far as a message to his 
parishioners at Holy Trinity, 
Fr. Jones said it would be 
first, “That J hope they would 
be as welcoming to the next

pastor as they were to me,” 
and secondly, "That they will 
continue striving for strong 
Catholic Christian values in 
the home and in the parish.”

Fr. Jones is confident the 
archbishop will send Holy 
Trinity a new pastor, one 
who will work with them on 
the collaboration with St. 
Michael’s parish and its pas­
tor, Fr. Robert Artmann.

Council members and 
members of the Finance 
Committee have already put 
together a parish profile to 
submit to Fr. Kohler for any 
priests who may be interest­
ing in coming to Holy Trinity;

And how is Fr. Jones per­
sonally, approaching his 
transfer? "With great hope,” 
he said, “Emotionally this 
parish is hard to leave, but I 
really believe the Holy Spirit 
is calling me to St. Lucy’s,” 
adding as he listens to that 
calling, “I can gain strength 
to begin anew.”

• As people left Masses over

KEWASKUM — College 
students can find thousands 
of ways to waste time when 
they are not in class, but 
here’s a story about a young 
man who took the opposite 
approach.

While Nick Brettingen was 
attending UW-Whitewater, 
he looked forward to what lit­
tle free time he had to write 
his first children’s book, 
which he recently had pub­
lished.

That’s right, Brettingen, 
now 24, is an author, and the 
book, entitled Mystery Mana­
tee, The Case of the Missing 
December and March, is 
about one of his favorite sub­
jects, a manatee, which is a 
large, plant-eating mammal 
with front flippers and a 
broad flattened tail.

So how did Brettingen get 
so interested in this large en­
dangered specie? The fasci­
nation began when he was 
still attending elementary 
school.

“When I was young, I 
adopted a manatee,” Brettin­
gen said, explaining it was 
about fifth grade when he 
saw information on the 
adoption process in a book 
on manatees, so he sent part 
of his allowance each month 
until he had partial owner­
ship in one,

"I’ve been fascinated with 
them every since, Brettingen 
said, recalling the building 
interest which led to his two- 
year work on the book.

“I wrote it in a notebook, 
then I would transfer it (in­
formation) to my computer,

Brettingen said about the 95- 
page, soft-covered manual, 
which features a colored pic­
ture of the main character, 
Detective Mystery Manatee, 
drawn by Brettingen.

At the time Brettingen 
started his book, he was 
working part-time in a day 
care in Fort Atkinson and go­
ing to school, so he would 
have to slip in the writing 
“when I had time, an hour 
here and an hour there."

The story is a mystery, but 
definitely a light mystery, ac­
cording to Brettingen, who 
said, “It’s suppose to be fun. 
The characters are suppose 
to be fun.”

The young author knew 
right away Mr. Manatee was 
going-to be the main charac­
ter in the bookC For one 
thing, he said, “A lot of peo­
ple don’t know what a mana­
tee is." :

Brettingen has made cer­
tain Mystery isn’t very smart, 
and he has slipped in some 
other main characters, who 
are based on some of his 
family members and people 
he has known.

Without giving up too many 
of his secrets, he said Crazy 
Nick is the name of the Man-

atee he adopted, Miss 
Michurtle based on a young 
lady he worked at a day care 
with who liked turtles, and 
Christiphin is his mother, 
whose name is Chris.

This is definitely a book 
people must read while fo­
cusing on details. If they 
don’t, they are certain to 
miss some of the humor 
Brettingen has wittingly 
slipped in, regarding the 
characters and their homes 
in the sea.

When asked if he felt he was 
a bit of a comic, Brettingen 
said, “Definitely with chil­
dren I’m humorous," and 
that can certainly be an asset 
in his career as an elemen­
tary school teacher.

And where was his interest 
in writing developed? “I al­
ways loved writing,” he said, 
noting he took both the Cre­
ative Writing classes offered 
at Kewaskum High School — 
he graduated from KHS in 
1998 — and also the poetry 
class.

When the book was com­
pleted, Brettingen began the 
task of finding a company to 
publish it. His search ended 
when he found a small on­
line publisher called Author- 
House.

“They print on demand,” he 
said, explaining they notified 
him within a couple months 
they were interested in his 
book, and than he began the 
editing process which took 
six months to complete. *

The book was made avail­
able a little over a month ago 
and is in stock at Fireside 
Book Store in West Bend, and 
Brettingen is also holding a 
book signing on Saturday in 
conjunction with the village­
wide rummage sale.

The signing will take place 
in front of the Brettingen 
home at 1238 Roseland Drive 
from 10 a.m. to 2 p.m., and 
he is eager to see the re­
sponse he gets from people 
in the area.

There also may be book­
signing at Fireside sometime 
during the month of June.

Between those two days, 
Brettingen is trying to secure 
a full-time teaching position 
for next year. This year, he 
was a substitute in a couple 
different districts in the area, 
including Kewaskum and 
West Bend.

And will he continue to 
write? Oh yes. “It’s going to 
be a series. I’ve written a se­
quel already,” Brettingen 
said, indicating it is titled 
“Mystery Manatee, What’s 
With the Pink Tutu?"

fishermen and hunters. Th 
importance of dog sleds is 
clearly indicated by the fact 
that there are more dogs than
people in many places.

The terrain at Greenland is 
well diversified, with high and 
low mountains, cliffs, glaciers 
and ice fields. During May 
the last snow disappears, ex­
cept from the mountains, and 
usually the sea ice will break 
up and melt in the Disko Bay. 
Then again the icebergs can 
drift from the glaciers into the 
open sea. ■

In Greenland whale 
watching can be enjoyed 
from the streets or even from 
your hotel room. During the 
late summer and early au­
tumn, whales swim close to 
the coast and are sometimes 
seen in the harbors. But, of 
course, the best way to spot 
these huge mammals is at 
sea. Whale-watching tours 
are offered in several towns in

Greenland 
and you may be lucky to see a
herd. Reindeer hide is very 
insulating and if you decide 
to go on a dog-sled tour, you 
will have the chance to dress 
in clothes made from rein­
deer hide. Polar bears live 
predominantly in north and 
east Greenland but also come 
to south Greenland drifting 
on the field ice. Encounters 
with polar bears are extreme­
ly rare except in north and 
east Greenland and no pre­
cautions are necessary out­
side these regions.'

The northeastern part of 
Greenland is a protected na­
tional park. With a size larger 
than England and France put 
together, it’s the largest na­
tional park in the world. Polar ■ 
bears, walruses, reindeer, 
musk ox and a growing stock 
of wolves live here along with 
smaller animals and many 
bird species.

When Nikki Airaudi ar­
rived in Kangerlussuaq 
(Ranger), Greenland, she 
along with other researchers 
went right to the KISS facility, 
which is a dorm-type accom­
modation. While in Ranger, 
Nikki went to the warehouse 
there to gather cold weather 
gear and her sleep kit. She al­
so took a walk and saw the 
Sondrestrom Fjord, one of the 
largest fjords in the world, 
surrounded by mountains, 
framing a very picturesque 
sight. She was also lucky (?) 
enough to be served some of 
the regional cuisine for 
lunch----- a huge helping of 
musk ox pizza! Although she 
had planned on being adven­
turous with food, this portion 
of arctic gourmet would just 
not go down. The concept of 
time completely changes 
when the sun is just setting at 
10:00 PM!

The midnight sun can be 
encountered north of the Po­
lar Circle. In IIulissat, Green­
land, for example, the sun 
never sets from May 25th to 
July 25th, and during that pe­
riod “normal” calendar time 
is virtually non-operative. 
One can leave your watch in 
your suitcase cause time 
makes no sense in this time 
warp. The permanent light 
makes flowers and plants 
grow rapidly and the land­
scape turns green in places. 
It is light around the clock. At 
what used to be nighttime, 
the soft, warm light and the 
Jong shadows from the low- 
hanging sun bring the scenic 
backdrops into dreamlike 
and almost supernaturally 
beautiful sights,

The winter darkness is the 
companion to the midnight 
sun and equally fascinating, 
For weeks the sun doesn't rise

above the horizon. The land­
scape is all white from the 
snow and the frozen sea. The 
stars, the moon and the 
northern lights provide the 
little illumination necessary 
to light up the snow. The 
world turns real and unreal 
like a dream in Greenland. 
The sun reappears in Ilullssat 
on January 13th and is cele­
brated with a festival that 
everyone looks forward to.

The northern lights are no 
less impressive. White, yel­
low, green and red, they 
sweep across the dark sky in a 
state of eternal, rapid motion. 
They accumulate in intensity 
and culminate in scenery be­
yond imagination. Northern 
lights appear all year round in 
Greenland, but they can only 
be observed against a clear, 
dark night sky. They appear 
at a height of about 100 kilo­
meters (65 miles) and have 
the shape of a flapping cur­
tain or points radiating from a 
single dot. This phenomenon 
is due to electrically charged 
particles from the sun enter­
ing the earth’s atmosphere. 
The northern lights colors are 
determined by the nature of 
the molecules. The US Na­
tional Science Foundation 
operates a scientific station 
near Kangerlussuaq, devoted 
to the study of northern 
lights.

Since the average person 
knows very little about this 
vast continent, we are insert­
ing some culture, history and 
facts about the country to 
squelch the common belief 
that it is just icy tundra. 
Greenland is blessed with a 
peaceable people that have 
never waged war with any­
one, and, people generally 
show great openness to visi­
tors. The population of 
Greenland is predominantly

a PeoPle bearing an 
affinity and solidarity with

the Inuits of Canada, Alaska 
and Siberia. It is only 140 
years since the. last immigra­
tion from Canada took place. 
There are only about 55,000 
Greenlandic people in an 
enormous country. Approxi­
mately 20% of the population
were born outside Greenland.

The Greenlandic language * Humpback 
is polysynthetic; I.E. its words 
consist of a stem, one or more
affixes and a suffix. In some 
cases, one word in Green­
landic corresponds to an en­
tire sentence in a European 
language. “Sumukassaagut?” 
means “Where are we going?"

Greenland is part of the 
Kingdom of Denmark, but 
since the introduction of 
Home Rule in 1979, Green­
land has moved towards rela­
tive independence based on 
parliamentary democracy.

Today fishing is the all­
dominating trade and ac­
counts for 95 percent of total 
exports. Long lines are set 
through holes in the ice for 
Greenland halibut. These fish 
are freqently caught at a 
depth of 800 meters, and the 
lines are pulled up by hand. 
Greenland halibut are also 
caught from dinghies, and it 
is not unusual for fifty tonnes 
per week to be landed by a 
small village with a few hun­
dred inhabitants.

In the hunter districts of 
the outer areas, the seal and 
whale catch is of great impor­
tance. It actually forms the 
stable existence for one fifth 
of the Greenlandic popula­
tion. Seals, polar bears, birds, 
narwhals and walrus are also 
hunted in trips that last sever­
al weeks. These hunting trips 
are a way of life, but there are 
also several local restrictions, 
which cover where, and how 
long the hunting can be done.

During the winter, when 
the fjords freeze over, the dog 
sled is an indispensable

Greenland. When you sail 
along the coast on a passen­
ger ship, the captain will of­
ten notify you when whales 
are close. There are many dif­
ferent species of whales in 
Greenlandic waters including 
the two largest, the blue 
whale ’ and the fin whale.

whales,, minke
whales, narwhales, beluga 
and white whales, sperm 
whales, pilot whales and 
Greenland whales are among 
the other species there. At 
sea, you will also see seals. An 
estimated two million seals 
live in Greenlandic waters. 
Walruses are primarily seen 
in north and east Greenland.

In Kangerlussuaq, where 
Nikki arrived, the natural 
conditions are favorable for 
raising musk ox. Twenty-sev­
en animals moved there in 
1962 and 1965 and they have 
since grown into a population 
of approximately 3500 ani­
mals, which is one of the 
world’s biggest concentra­
tions of musk ox. In appear­
ance the musk ox resembles 
both a. sheep and an ox as is 
reflected in its name. The 
musk ox is up to 140 cm tall 
and up to two meter’s long, a 
full-grown bull weighing any­
thing up to 400kg. Its coat is 
brown, with a grey-white 
patch over the back and gray­
white legs. The overhair can 
be up to 60 cm long. The 
musk ox is also a food source.

modern means of transporta­
tion like elegant cruise ships 
and flights between major 
cities. Many of the cities have 
hotels to accommodate 
tourists. Generally travel 
agencies and tourist offices 
are ready for the coming sea­
son with new programs and 
may expeditions. In May, sev­
eral expeditions will cross 
Greenland ice cap—a highly 
demanding journey of at least 
700 kilometers.

Nikki Airaudi is an eighth 
grade Science teacher at Ke­
waskum Middle School. She 
recently returned from a two- 
week trip to Greenland.

Airaudi was discrminately 
selected for this expedition 
over many others, through a 
group called TREC (Teachers 
and Researchers Exploring 
and Collaborating), which is 
part of the educational pro­
gram of ARCUS (Arctic Re­
search Consortium of the 
United States).

The next edition of The 
Statesman will feature her 
and the researchers arrival at 
Summit Camp in Greenland.

The Korean War

Wounded Soldiers Have Comrades in Legion
WASHINGTON - A young 

Army sergeant first class re­
cuperates in his bed at Walter 
Reed Army Medical Center 
here with the leader of the na­
tion’s largest veterans organi­
zation standing at his bed­
side, asking him how he’s feel­
ing and if there is anything 
the Legionnaires “back 
home” or in the nation’s capi­
tal can do.

He told American Legion 
National Commander John 
Brieden during the recent vis­
it that he yearned to return to 
active duty and to complete 
his Army career. The "leader” 
in him ms unimpaired .de­
spite his wounds. He told the 
commander, ‘Thank you for 
visiting. But you do not need 
to spend time with me. I am a 
little older with different life 
experiences. I can handle 
what happened to me. You 
need to spend time with the 
18 and 19 year olds that are 
devastated at their injuries. 
He was already treated in 
Afghanistan and at Landstul, 
Germany, before arriving at 
Walter Reed.”

He requested that the ward 
nurse ‘treat that other soldier” 
before treating his own 
wounds, then told Brieden he 
wanted a prosthesis and a 
prompt return to active duty 
rather than a medical dis­
charge because, “I want to re­
turn to my troops, because 
they need me.” Brieden, an 
Army Ranger who served dur­
ing the Vietnam War, under­
stood.

Some of the wounded sim­
ply appreciate a visit Some 
can benefit from service offi­
cer’s counsel on benefits-re­
lated decisions. Virtually all 
wish for a speedy return to 
active duty and are proud of 
both their service and their 
mission. And, thanks to a new 
Anny program, the Disabled

Soldier Support System 
(www.armyds3.org), all se­
verely wounded soldiers will 
have The American Legion 
and other veterans service or­
ganizations at their disposal.

”Our nation - the Penta­
gon, civilian agencies, troops, 
their loved ones, and the 
community of warriors past 
and present - are in this glob­
al war on terror together,' 
Brieden said. “When the fam­
ilies are praying for the safe 
return of their deployed 
members, we Legionnaires 
are praying with them.‘For 
those who come home with 
debilitating wounds, we ap­
preciate the Army letting us 
offer our services and support 
directly, the sooner the bet­
ter.”

Otherwise known as “DS3,” 
the Army's new program is 
designed to expedite the of­
fering of benefits and services 
from the Department of Vet­
erans Affairs for severely 
wounded soldiers, such as 
amputees. The program also 
gives them an early option to 
seek assistance from veterans 
service organization. Among 
its services to veterans and 
troops, The American Legion * 
(www.legion.org):

• Provides free, profession­
al assistance - for any veteran 
and any veteran's survivor - in 
filing and pursuing claims be­
fore any administrative or ju­
dicial body of the Depart­
ment of Veterans Affairs.

* Helps the family of a de­
ployed service member - 
ranging from errands to 
household chores to provid­
ing someone to talk to 
through the Family Support 
Network, (800) 504-4098; and

* Offers Temporary Finan­
cial Assistance to help needy 
families of deployed troops 
meet their children’s needs.

The organization’s service 
“For God and Country” en­
compasses the survivors. 
American Legion honor 
guards perform more than 
100,000 solemn funeral hon­
ors annually for KIAs and vet­
erans.

As I think back to this peri­
od in time, I can recan an in­
cident that happened which 
is still as funny, today, as 
when it occurred.

One evening as our crew 
was lounging around we de­
cided we’d go to the small 
Japanese village of Fusa, 
which was a short distance 
from our B-29 Air Base at 
Yokota, Japan, for a beer or 
two. This was a highly unusu­
al evening for all of us, as we 
rarely, if ever, were all togeth­
er as a complete crew. •

Japanese beer during the 
Korean War/Conflict was 
called Nippon. It was bottled 
in quart bottles of green glass 
and was quite potent stuff.

We all went to this small 
night spot which, I believe, 
was called Fusa Gardens. 
There were many such night 
spots around our base. While 
at Fusa Gardens, Ed, one of 
our crew members, com­
plained of feeling ill and de­
cided he would head back to 
base on foot. We often call 
him “Mr. Ed."

Ed was of slight build and 
always in trouble for some­
thing or other. I personally 
never had any problems with 
Mr. Ed. He came from the 
state of Main and was of 
Finnish descent. He always 
told us how poor his family 
was and so when he turned 17 
he enlisted in the Air Force. 
He felt it couldn’t be any 
worse than his life had been 
growing up. Our other gun­
ners said when on the firing

range he just never missed 
He had found himself a band 
of brother, our crew, and ex­
celled as a tail gunner. He was 
in an auto accident in the 
state of Kansas before we left 
to go overseas. Ed had a nasty 
gash on his head but he was­
n’t going to let that stop him 
from being with our crew. We 
were home to him.

During that period of time 
the Japanese had large, round 
sewage storage areas that 
generally were five feet deep 
and four feet in diameter. 
Normally these pits were cov­
ered. -

It was very dark this partic­
ular evening. Mr. Ed left Fusa 
Gardens and decided to take 
a short cut across a grassy, 
tree area. For whatever rea­
sons sewage storage pit lo­
cated in this area has been 
left uncovered and Mr. Ed fell 
into the pit. he yelled for help 
and we rushed to his rescue. 
Wow! Did he smell bad as we 
pulled him out of the pit. The 
pit was nearly full of human 
waste. It was their fertilizer. 
Their vegetables really grew 
but we couldn’t eat their food. 
It was just too rich and would 
make us very sick. They filled 
these pits with buckets we 
nicknamed “honey buckets” 
as they emptied them from 
their homes. Here Ed, who 
was our tail gunner, all 5’ 4" of 
him, was up to his chin in hu­
man waste. What to do with 
Mr. Ed? He smelled so bad it 
made all of us feel sick. We got 
a brain storm. We hailed a 
cab, paid the cab fare and told 
the driver to take him back to 
the base. We shoved Ed into

Data from NHTSA indi­
cates that 5,666 young people 
(ages 16-20) died nationwide, 
and thousands more were in­
jured in traffic crashes in 
2002. Of these, 64% were un­
restrained.

According to the figures 
from 2002, in Wisconsin, 130 
young people, ages 16-20 
died, with 73% unrestrained.

set law says we must take 
two-thirds of your teachers 
pension and subtract that 
from any wife’s/husband’s or 
widow’s/widower’s benefits

The school year is nearly 
over, and most teachers I 
know are busy planning their 
summer - which for many will 
include a second job. I am of­
ten asked by my teacher 
friends about a so-called So­
cial Security "teacher’s offset" 
on the retirement benefits 
they earn when working out­
side the classroom.

1 can usually clear up this 
confusion by making one im­
portant point: THERE IS NO 
OFFSET if your teaching job 
is covered by Social Security.

Most educators work for 
school districts that are cov­
ered by Social Security. In 
other words. Social Security 
taxes are deducted from their 
salary. If that is your situation, 
then you will get all the Social 
Security retirement benefits 
you are entitled to, with no 
offsets or reductions.

So, if you are a teacher 
whose teaching job is covered 
by Social Security, you do not 
need to read further.

But some teachers do not 
pay Social Security taxes. If 
vou are in this situation, then 
you should take time to un­
derstand two provisions of 
the law that may reduce or 
eliminate any Social Security 
benefits paid to someone 
who "will get a pension from a 
job not covered by Social Se­
curity: So if you are a teacher 
who does not pay into Social 
Security, but did earn at least 
40 Social Security credits or 
“quarters” (the minimum re­
quirement) at other jobs, 
then your Social Security 
benefits will likely be re­
duced.

Why? Your Social Security 
benefits are meant to replace 
only a percentage of .pre-re-

tirement earnings. The way
Security benefitSocial

amounts are figured, lower- 
paid workers get a higher re­
turn than highly paid work­
ers. For example, lower-paid 
workers could get Social Se­
curity benefit that equals 
about 55% of their pre-retire­
ment earnings. The average 
replacement rate for highly 
paid workers is about 25%.

Before 1983, people who 
worked in jobs not covered by 
Social Security received bene­
fits that were computed as if 
they Were long-term, low- 
wage workers. They received 
the advantage of a higher per­
centage of Social Security 
benefits, in addition to their 
other pension. Congress 
passed the windfall elimina­
tion provision to eliminate 
this advantage.

The amount of the reduc­
tion depends of your circum­
stances, but it currently can 
be no more than $306 per 
month. Also, if you have 20 or 
more years of “substantial” 
earnings under Social Securi­
ty, the reduction is smaller 
and can be totally disregard­
ed if you have 30 or more 
years of Social Security-cov­
ered earnings.

Actually, this 42-year-old 
has been smiling for the last 
couple of weeks knowing that 
this trip was coming up.

As usual, we had a late 
start today, which meant we 
weren’t fishing until this 
evening. Joey, 10, stayed on 
shore and fished with some 
new friends he had just made. 
My wife, Laurie, and kids, 
Travis and Selina, and I head­
ed out in our 14-foot boat 
with the high hopes of locat­
ing some big bluegill. We an­
chored in about six feet of wa­
ler and fished with bobbers 
and hocks, as well as ice fish­
ing jigs baited with either wax 
worms or night crawlers.

I didn’t care how. many 
fish we caught; I just wanted 
to have a good plan for the 
rest of the weekend. That’s 
When I noticed my bobber 
was missing. That would be­
come a family joke for the 
weekend since my bobber 
was always missing.

I reeled in and landed an 
eight-inch sunfish. My fish 
wasn’t a trophy, but the big 
pigs we were after soon start­
ed biting.

We 
found a honey hole with lots 
of big fish and brought Laurie 
and Selina back there this af­
ternoon but didn’t get a bite. 
For the last three hours of 
daylight, we fished where we 
did last night and had a blast.

ing our worms. It had kind of 
a bad afternoon, though, 
when a bald eagle appeared 
overhead, swooped down, 
plucked it out of the water 
and flew away. Can you imag­
ine what that must be like for 
an eagle to try to eat a turtle 
in a shell?

Sunday, May 16 
High 65, Low 40

The boys and I were on 
the water extra early. It is our 
last day, and none of us wants 
to go home!

Later this morning it was 
all five of us in the boat once 
again. As usual, someone was 
always snagged or tying on a 
new rig, or losing or catching 
a fish. So far, it is still a mys­
tery as to how both of the 
boys broke their favorite fish­
ing rods.

When I think back to 
when my father, a single par­
ent, would take us on at least 
15 trips a year, I am truly 
amazed. Most of the trips 
were camping out of a tent, 
including three annual trips 
to an island. We always ate 
good, were fishing or hunting 
before sunrise and still had 
plenty of camp-time.

One of the nice things 
about staying at Birch Point is 
the boys can catch fish from 
shore, so they always have 
something to do.

If I were a bit older and 
more settled down, I would 
be checking out the perma­
nent campsites at Birch Point 
Resort and become a world 
class bluegill fisherman, or
else die trying.

That wouldn’t be a 
bad way to go!
