Are you among the grow­
ing number of village resi­
dents who are pleased with 
improvements made in the 
library in recent years? Do 
you want to see even more 
books and more DVDs at the 
library, and more programs 
offered there?

If your answer to the 
above questions is yes, circle 
the date June 14th on the cal­
endar. That’s the date a new 
group, Friends of the Library, 
will officially meet for the 
first time.

The idea originated from 
dialogue during Library 
Board meetings, and both 
Steve Baker, the head librari­
an, and Village President 
Matt Heiser, who also serves 
as the village board represen­
tative on the Library Board, 
concur the initiative could 
have very positive results.

Heiser said, currently the 
promotion of the library and 
fund-raising projects fall on 
the members of the Library 
Board, and by creating a larg­
er base of volunteers, more 
projects can be undertaken.

Heiser said the board’s 
plan is to have “Friends” set 
up a master document to de­
fine its role. “We’re trying to 
get people who are interested 
(in the library) to attend,” he 
said. ■■

“They would set up fund- 
raising events,” Baker said, 
indicating other projects 
members of the “Friends” . 
group could undertake are 
decorating the library for hol­
idays, assisting in the sum­
mer reading program and 
helping with publicity Al­
ready the latter portion of the 
project must be under way 
because more people are tak­

ing advantage of the library’s 
offerings.

“We’ve seen our circulation 
increase every year since I’ve 
been here,” Baker said. “We 
definitely have a corps group 
in the community who use 
the library,” and, "It seems 
like people are happy with 
the selection we have here."

“We know there are people 
out there to help the library. 
We’ve just got to organize it 
(the help),” Heiser said, refer­
ring to a project about a year • 
ago when volunteers put new 
numbers on all 25,000 books 
in the library so the library 
would be connected to a new 
circulation system, using new 
computer software.

Heiser said Baker, who has 
been the librarian for three 
and a half years, would deter­
mine future needs of the li­
brary not financed through 
the village’s budget, then the 
“Friends” would work toward 
obtaining those items.

Two areas Baker points to 
as future needs are an en­
largement of the DVD offer­
ings and an expansion of 
programs for adults in the 
community.

“I would love to have 
more programs for adults,” 
Baker said, explaining with 
more funds, he could bring in 
authors from Wisconsin to 
speak at the library, and he 
could also possibly expand 
the computer offerings. “We 
could have more specialized 
computer teachers come in,” 
he said.

Heiser is also proud of the 
village’s library facility. “I 
love it. It is actually very full, 
very busy for a library its 
size,” he said.

The meeting on the 14th 
will be held in the Communi­
ty Room of the Village Hall. It 
will start at 7 p.m.

“What does this have to do with 
Memorial Day? Not only does this cultural battle ef­
fect the future of the traditional family, the ability to 
practice your Christian faith In all areas of your life 
and many other things we take for granted. It also 
threatens patriotism, freedoms we enjoy and service 
like the one we are participating in this morning." 
He later honored all of the fallen Wisconsin men and

Make-A-Wish Program i>eaii 
Disney for Kewaskum Girl

TWelve year old Christina 
Behling, daughter of Tammy 
and Todd Behling of Ke­
waskum, was the recent re­
cipient of a wish granted by 
the Make-A-Wish (MAW) 
Foundation. Christina, her 
nine-year-old brother, 
Michael, her grandmother, 
Sheila Clement, and her par­
ents were all treated to a trip 
to Disney World this past 
April.

MAW Foundation of Wis­
consin grants wishes to chil­
dren with life-threatening 
medical conditions to enrich 
their life experiences, as well 
as their families, with hope, 
strength, and joy. Many peo­
ple think that MAW works 
with children on their "last 
wish," which is very much not 
the case. In fact, MAW has 
children who've had their 
wishes granted several years 
ago who have since become 
volunteers or are involved 
with MAW in other ways.

Christina has Cerebral Pal­
sy, is legally blind and has res­
piratory problems among 
some of her health problems. 
She is confined to a wheel­
chair, has had a feeding tube 
since age three, and cannot 
do anything on her own. She 
develops pneumonia often 
due to her respiratory prob­
lems and must be admitted to 
Children's Hospital in Mil­
waukee whenever it occurs.

It is not uncommon for 
Tammy to drive to Children's 
Hospital twice in a day and 
back home again when 
Christina is there.

It was Dr. Himelstein at 
Children's Hospital in Mil­
waukee who referred Christi­
na to Make-A-Wish last 
March, as he knew she was an

avid Disney fan and loves to 
listen to all the programs on 
the Disney Channel.

To qualify for a wish, chil­
dren must be between the 
ages of two and eighteen and 
only a doctor, social worker, 
parent or child can make a re­
ferral for a wish. Children al­
so cannot have had another 
wish granted by another 
wish-granting organization

The average cost of a wish 
is $5,000 and the maximum 
varies depending on the wish, 
however, budgets and guide­
lines are set. The grant was 
originally for the immediate

the statesman
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Behling family, but since 
grandma Sheila assists a great 
deal with Christina's care, 
both at home and at the hos­
pital, the doctor also wanted 
her to go along to help out. 
So, MAW got the ball rolling 
and a special donor came for-
ward to defray expenses so 
grandma could also go along.

Prior to departure, many 
plans had to be made above 
and beyond the usual vaca­
tion plans. First and fore­
most, Christina had to fly in 
an airplane that provided 
oxygen. This was an onerous 
task, as oxygen on board most 
planes is used only for a short 
while and many planes are 
not equipped to maintain a 
constant supply of oxygen for 
a long trip. Furthermore, 
once you find a plane you 
may not be able to get right 
on a particular flight as there 
can be only two people on the 
plane that can use the oxy­
gen.

Christina's medical suit­
case had to include a Nebu­
lizer machine which breaks 
up secretions and helps her 
breath better, as well as a fin­
ger pulse detector which 
measures her oxygen content.

Once at Disney, an oxygen 
and suction machine had to 
be provided as well as formu­
la and diapers.

Because it can be so over­
whelming making sure every 
detail is covered, MAW as­
signs two "wish granters" 
(volunteers) who go to visit 
with the family to get the de­
tails about all their special 
needs during the wish, what 
they specifically want out of 
the wish, the family availabil-

THE MEANING OF 

SPORTS
Why Americans Watch Baser ah, Footbau, and 
Basketball and What They See When They Do

Unless you are a Patriots 
or a Panthers fan, there's a 
chance that the only thing 
you remember about last 
years’ Super Bowl is the Janet 
Jackson stunt that happened 
during half time. The ques­
tion is, if you’re not a big Pa­
triots or Panthers fan, why 
were you watching the Super 
Bowl in the first place? Be­
cause if you hadn't, you 
would have missed one of the 
biggest events to take place 
all year, that's why, and be­
cause sporting events are a 
big part of our culture. And 
why is that? The answer 
might be in "The Meaning of 
Sports” by Michael Mandel­

baum (c.2004, PublicAffairs).
Football, baseball and 

basketball are arguably three 
of America’s biggest obses­
sions. The root of these three 
sports, Mandelbaum says, is 
the Industrial Revolution, al­
lowing for more idle time, ge­
ographic mobility, and longer 
childhoods. Who among us 
hasn’t played at least one of 
those sports? This nostalgia 
for playing those games car­
ries into adult life, he says, 
particularly for Baby 
Boomers.

Mandelbaum argues that 
America’s love of baseball 
comes from the slow, unhur­
ried pace of the game, much

like the pace of growing and 
harvesting; indeed, the base­
ball season starts with the 
planting season and ends 
about the same time as har­
vest. Baseball is also loaded 
with tradition and supersti­
tion, much like old wives’ 
tales in old-fashioned agri­
cultural societies.

Mandelbaum says that, 
conversely, football is a sport 
of the machine age, in that 
the game is played like a ma­
chine, with strict timekeeping 
and precise coordination of 
all team members. Just like 
the parts of a machine, each 
football player has a job to do 
within the team, and rarely 
does any "job” other than the 
one he specializes in. Curi­
ously enough, Mandelbaum 
says, this cogs-in-the-wheel 
approach often leads to entire 
teams being nicknamed, as 
opposed to baseball players 
who seem to attract individ­
ual nicknames.

While no one lids an exact 
date of the "birth” of baseball 
or football, there is a date for 
tire beginning of basketball: 
December 1, 1891. On that 
day, James A. Naismith wrote 
the rules to a new game for a 
class of YMCA instructors. 
Mandelbaum says that bas­
ketball is a game that allows 
for flexibility and fluidity; per­
fect for a post-industrial soci­
ety used to a broader sort of 
workplace.

I’m not sure I found any 
"meaning” in “The Meaning 
of Sports". What I found, in­
stead, were some buried 
nuggets of information that 
made parts of this book fun to 
read. Once you get past Man­
delbaum’s not-so-easy-to- 
swallow hypotheses on why 
the game is what it is, you’ll 
find a basic description of the 
sport, followed by a rich and 
thorough chronicle of the 
game, the players, and world 
events that might have affect­
ed the game and vice versa.

Readers who don’t under­
stand sports might enjoy this 
book, because it really does 
explain a lot about these 
games, in a simple-to-under- 
stand way. Avid fans, howev­
er, are probably going to want 
to go long... and pass.

Hello Friends,

Last year, I fished the Rush 
River in Pierce County for the 
first time. My target was trout, 
and I hit a bulls-eye in both 
number and size of brown 
trout. There was no doubt I 
would return.

Friday, May 21
High 72, Low 45

Rain drops keep falling on 
my head. Or how about, I 
hope I don’t get washed away 
by the flood waters while 
wading in the rushing Rush. 
Last but not least, I hope I 
don’t get zapped by lightning 
on this trip'.

Those thoughts were on 
my mind as I left my Juneau 
County home for the 150- 
mile drive to Trout Paradise. 
Driving in a hard rain, I was 
looking at flooded rivers and 
listening to the radio telling 
people to take cover.

I was running out of time 
to take this trip, so I.had to go! 
Good luck came my way as I 
drove northwest. It appeared 
there was less flooding and 
definitely friendlier skies.

By the time I reached 
Pierce County, the roads were 
dry, and I noticed the Rush 

! River was at a normal flow, 
j My excitement was hard to 
i contain as I rigged up with

spinners, crawlers, and spare 
line and put on my chest 
waders.

I headed upstream sur­
rounded by peaceful farms, 
limestone ridges, and best of 
all, not another fisherman in 
sight.

I started tossing a Mepps 
spinner and was extremely 
hopeful a big brown trout was 
going to try to rip my spin­
ning rod from my arms.

It took about 15 minutes 
and about a quarter of a mile 
of wading for my first rip, 
which came from a feisty 10- 
incher that cleared the skunk, 
and was immediately re­
leased.

Last year I discovered the 
ultimate honey hole that had 
rapids at its top end, followed 
by a 50 yard pool brimming 
with trout. Today, as I worked 
my way within casting dis­
tance in a light rain, there 
were literally dozens of trout 
flying through the air on a 
feeding frenzy on some type 
of bug.

Spinners weren’t too hot. 
So I went to the old standby of 
a crawler and a light split­
shot. The action was immedi­
ate and non-stop as long as I 
had a crawler in the water.

I found a comfortable 
home on top of a deadfall to 
set my fanny on and tried to 
catch some trout. For the next

two and a half hours (until 
dark), I experienced some of 
the best trout fishing of my 
life.

The limit on this piece of 
water is three browns that 
measure at least 12 inches. I 
had a couple of 13-inchers in 
my creel, and knew I would 
be eating good tonight when 
my pole literally went flying 
through the air.

I had a big fish on. And a 
couple of times, we virtually 
stopped each other in our 
tracks. Inland stream trout 
are incredibly strong. I fig­
ured this one was going to 
hang me in a deadfall. So I 
jumped into the deep pool 
and fought it to my net.

The tape measure indicat­
ed a solid 17 inches. It was a 
truly big fish for regular trout 
fishermen but close to a tro­
phy for a guy like me who on­
ly goes out a couple of times a 
year.

My mood on the journey 
back to the truck in near dark 
and with a light rain falling 
was excellent. I had no idea 
where I was going to sleep 
that night.

I found a hole on some 
public land, cooked trout by 
the light of a Coleman lantern 
in the rain, pigged out on the 
trout, and then climbed in the 
back of the truck for a couple 
of hours of shut-eye.

The next morning, I was 
back to the honey hole before 
sunrise, and the trout were 
still hungry. I had my limit 
within 15 minutes and was 
well aware that come May 
2005,1 would be returning to 
Pierce County to fish my hon­
ey hole on the Rush River.
