Lucas Pinho has been one
of the two foreign exchange
students for the 2003-04
school year at Kewaskum
High School. Lucas is from
the city of Salvador, state of
Bahia, country of Brazil,
South America.

Salvador is on the North-
east coast with many public
beaches and the climate is
hot all year. This lends to its
heavy tourism trade. There is
some fishing, but most of the
industry in this city of three
million is involved with co-
coa or coffee. In fact, Lucas’s
grandfather has a small grove
of trees that produce the co-
coa beans. The state.of Bahia
is a large exporter of coffee
and employs many people,
since the type of coffee
grown in this area is shipped
all over the world, including

the United States. The entire
country produces coffee, but
Bahia has the largest coffee
export industry.

Lucas’s father, Luiz, is a
cardiologist, is director of
cardiology at Das Clinicas
Hospital, and has his own
clinic.

The people of Brazil all
speak Portuguese, which has
some similarities, but is total-
ly different, than Spanish. In
South America, Central
America, and North America,
per Lucas, Brazil is the only
area that speaks Portuguese,
which makes it unique.

Lucas attends high school
in Salvador from 7:00 a.m. to
12:30 p.m. and then after-
noons are free for electives.
Lucas knew the importance
of knowing another language
In securing an important job
later, so he chose English. He
took English school three af-
ternoons per week for four
and one-half years and can
now speak English well.

Although Lucas is a senior
at Kewaskum High School,
he is only a junior in Salvador
and has to still go one more
year to high school when he
returns. He attends a
Catholic High School, as the

private schools are better
than the public schools in the

early years. Although you
can pay somewhere in the
neighborhood of $2000 for a
private high school in Sal-
vador, the public colleges
have no tuition fees. A stu-
dent can even go on to be-
come a lawyer or doctor
without college charges.
However, it is difficult to get
into the colleges, as the stan-
dards are rigid. You are test-
ed extensively in all cate-
gories and the exams must be
passed in order to get into

Air Show Pilot with Diabeles Provides Motivationa

Free Tickets

West Bend -- Families with
diabetic children are invited
to attend the Southeast Wis-
consin AirFest and a special
educational program on dia-
betes free of charge on June
19, at the West Bend airport.

The two-hour program on
Saturday morning is being
hosted by Michael Hunter, of
Wonder Lake, ILL., who is the
only diabetic air show per-
former in the world and
founder of Flight For Dia-
betes, a nonprofit organiza-
tion that provides motiva-
tional and educational pro-
grams to children with the
disease.

The program will offer in-
sight into diabetes manage-
ment and provide inspiration
to conquer this often-over-
whelming condition. The
children and their families
will then be able to enjoy oth-
er Airfest activities in the
morming plus the airshow,
which begins at 12:30 p.m. A
special Flight for Diabetes in-
vitation is required for free
admission to the Airkest. It
can be obtained by calling
815-728-0134.

Hunter flies in air shows
across the Midwest to inspire
diabetic youth to achieve
their potential. His ‘own
dreams of becoming an Air
Force pilot ended when he
was diagnosed with diabetes
in 1981 at age of 17 and was
told he'd never fly again due
to a world-wide ban on dia-
betic pilots. The FFA listed the
ban in 1997 due to advances
in diabetes control. Hunter
got his license in 1999 and
won his first aerobatic com-
petition 14 months later.
Then, after being told for 20
years that he would never fly,
he made history as the first
diabetic person to perform in
air shows with a FFA low-alti-
tude aerobatic license.

Over 16 million people in
the U.S. have diabetes, which
kills one person every three
minutes and is the leading
cause of blindness (age 20 to
75). The diagnosis rate for ju-
venile diabetes has increased

900% in the last decade. Re-
membering how limited he
felt when he was diagnosed,
Hunter says he wants to pre-
vent other youngsters from
feeling that way. “They need
to see that diabetes can be
controlled and does not have
to keep them from achieving
their dreams,” he says.

Hunter, whose aetobatic
performances at the AirFest is
scheduled for 3:15 p.m. on
Saturday and Sunday, will ex-
perience G-forces of eight
positive and up to three nega-
tive in his Laser 230 mono-
plane. The state-of-the-art
equipment in his cockpit in-
cludes an Accu-Chek blood-
glucose meter that is used
regularly during flight to pre-
vent an insulin reaction and a
Disetronic insulin pump that
automatically administers in-
sulin to him every three min-
utes. These tools and his
commitment to control his
disease allow him to fly as
safely as any other pilot.

A second FKlight for Dia-
betes plan that will be on stat-
ic display at the AirFest is a
flight simulator that teaches
children about aviation and
raises funds for diabetic

“My dad had told me
about it, too,” she said last
weekend before leaving for
California.

“You have to try to catch
up to the next one and pass

‘them,” Gosa said about the 6-

kilometer fall races.

Spring competitions are
quite different in that they are
shorter, 2 km in length, and
there will be as many as six or
eight boats in one race.

“It's like a 100-meter dash
... you all line up and go at the
same time,” Gosa said, re-
porting they start from a dead
stop at a dock or “parking
spot,” with an official watch-
ing the stern deck of the boat,
which, in crew, is the back of
the boat because the rowers’
backs are facing in the direc-
tion they are heading, which
is the opposite terminology
from regular boats.

Gosa has gotten to do
quite a bit of traveling while
being on the crew team.
There are approximately 100
womens crew teams in the
Un_iled States, with the sport
bf:elng popular in the east, in
Virginia and in the Big Ten,
which has nine schools who
SPOnsor crew programs.

The Big Ten is also very
competitive in crew, accord-
Ing to Gosa, who said Michi-

gan was the class of the con-

ference this spring, winning
the Big Ten title for the sec-

ond year ina IOW.

“This year we got second,
which is the highest we've
ever finished,” Gosa said, re-
porting the Big Ten competi-
tion was held just outside of
lowa City, lowa several weeks
ago.
Then, over the weekend of
May 14-16, teams gathered in
Oak Ridge, Tenn. for the Cf_an-
tral Sprints regional qualify-
ing, and again the Badgers
wound up second, this time
behind Ohio State, which had
been the third-place team- in
the Big Ten meet.

The champion regional
teams — finishes from the
two eight-person boats.and
the two, four-person boats
are figured in the final scores
— automatically qualified for
the NCAA finals, and then
there were several extra
teams, including UW, taken.

“The next teams are usual-
ly picked. Our regional was
pretty competitive,” Gosa,
who is a biochemistry major,
said.

There were 12 teams iIn
Sacramento, and the final
scores in this competition in-
cluded finishes from a team’s
two, eight-person, one four-
person boat and a pair boat.

“I (was) in the pairs,” Gosa
said, explaining there are
coxswains along to call out
the orders on stroking, only in
the eights and the fours.

“The varsity eight is the
first eight (boat),” Gosa said.
“That’s the priority boat, but
they all count.”

Obviously, the more peo-
ple there are in a boat, the
faster is goes. An eight can
finish a 2 km course in seven
minutes, according to Gosa,
who said, the fours will have
clockings of around seven
minutes and 40 seconds, and,
“In the pairs, it will take us
somewhere around there.”

Of course, wind and water
conditions can have an effect
on the times. |
