Plans to develop an 8-acre
driving range, miniature golf
and batting cages were putt
on hold Monday night at the
Town of Kewaskum Plan
Commussion Meeting.

Andy and Nancy Roenke,
along with Roger and Ann
Neumann petitioned the
Town Board to rezone 39.2
acres of their family farm
from EA (Exclusive Agricul-
tural) to P1, Park District. The

property is located at 4265
CTH. H 1in the Town of Ke-

waskum.

Nancy Roenke presented
the idea to a standing-room
only crowd at the Town Hall.
“This is my family farm and I
want to keep it intact,”
Roenke said. “The business
would also serve as a buffer
between the Town and Vil-
lage. Roenke also said the
business would prevent the
land being sold to develop
“little houses.”

“This is something Andy

and 1 didn't take lightly...it's
not going to be gaudy or an
eyesore...it will be aestheti-
cally pleasing.”

Roenke said the existing
home would be renovated to
blend in with the business
and possibly serve as an of-
fice. The barn would be used
to house a concession stand.
“There's going to be green
space, plants, all around to fit
with the landscape of what
we are trying to preserve,”
Roenke said.

A par 3 golf course is being
considered for the second
phase of the development.

“This land means a lot to
me,” she said.

Andy Roenke' estimated
the maximum number of pa-
trons per day during business
operations could reach 150.

“That puts you in a fairly
good sized business,” said
Plan Commission member,
John Duren.

“We are willing to do any-
thing on our end to make it
work,” Andy said.

Plan Commission chair-

man, Mike Lettow said, “The
real issue is, is this what we
want to see in the Town of Ke-
waskum. He asked the
trustees to make several con-
siderations before making a
decision. “Will this enhance
the community...will it place
an undue burden on our
community...will it cause
traffic and safety prob-
lems...will it preserve existing
natural resources...will the
remaining acres remain agri-
cultural.”

“You are setting a prece-
dence. Why allow a rezone for
this and then comes the next
individual. What are you go-
ing to base your criteria on so
there is not a rippling effect in
the Town?” said Lettow.

“I think it would be a nice
thing for the Town. I think a
lot of people would use it.
There is not a lot of stuff for
people to do in the Town. I
think it’s a nice thing,” said
Plan Commission member,
William S. Butzlaff.

A few
of the properties included in
the tour are described in this
article.

Bolton/Kesting House -
Built by George Bolton of Di-
esterhaupt (a local brick fac-
tory) brick, the home features
a widow's walk. Jacob
Kraetsch was the next owner
followed by August and Ida
Degner when they retired to
town from the farm. Grand-
daughter, June Degner Krem-

pasky and husband, Ron,
lived here before it was sold
to Carl Jr. and Gloria Fickler.
Ellen and Bill Kesting pur-
chased the home in 1980 and
have done extensive restora-
tion.

Woodman Hall - Built in
1888 by the Independent Or-
der of Odd Fellows, a frater-
nal Organization. It is a two-
story Diesterhaupt brick
structure. It was used for
meetings and fund raising
events. The building was
sold in 1900 to the Wood-
men. In 1906, a frame dance
hall was added with a maple
dance floor. By 1965 mem-
bership had dwindled and it
was sold to member, Wilmer
Wendel. He in turn sold it to
his son, Allen and his wife,
Bernice who use it for storage
and as an antique outlet.

(6 servings)
Ingredients:
4 ¢ Flour

1 pinch Salt
1 ¢ Lard

1 ¢ Cold water (approximately)
Filling:
8 oz cubed beef stew meat

2 md Potatoes peeled & diced
1 lg Finely chopped onion

Pastry:

Salt and pepper to taste Ap-

proximately 2 teaspoon corn-
starch

PASTRY:

Combine flour and salt in a
large bowl and cut in lard un-
til mixture resembles fine
bread crumbs. Add water
slowly, a little at a time, until
mixture binds into a soft
dough. Wrap dough,in plastic
wrap and refrigerate at least
an hour, a day or two is even
better. There will be pastry
left over which can be frozen,
or make a pie while the oven
is on for the pasties.

FILLING:

Mix together half the beef,
half the onion, and one pota-
to for each filling. Season to
taste with salt and pepper
and sprinkle mixture with 1
teaspoon of the cornstarch.
When ready to make pasties,
remove pastry from the re-
frigerator and prepare filling.

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Energy Efficient Lighting Project Equivalent to

Regal Ware Announce
And Economically Friendly

WEST BEND - Regal Ware,
a manufacturer of high quali-
ty stainless house wares for
direct sales and commercial
markets, announced the
completion of an energy-efti-
cient lighting project in its
553,000 square feet manufac-
turing facility in West Bend.
Regal Ware expects to save
over 1.5 Kkilowatts hours
(kWh) annually and over 30
million KWh over the sustain-
able lifetime of the lighting
fixtures.

The lighting project was
managed by Ener-Save of
West Bend and supplied by
Orion Energy Systems of Ply-
mouth, Wisconsin. The pay-
back on the project is under
two years with an annual sav-
ings of $110,00 not including
the substantial savings of
lower maintenance costs go-
ing forward.

“We have been able to pro-
vide huge cost savings for Re-
gal Ware. The new lighting has
changed the entire workplace
environment in their plant,”
said Neal Verfuerth, President
of Orion Energy Systems.

“Regal Ware is a shining
example of what a Wisconsin
company can do 1o remain
compentive. They have com-
bined operations here in West
Bend to improve manufactur-
ing efficiencies and now they
have cut their large lighting
bill in half.

MADISON - After a (wo-
year ordeal with a "jqbless re-
covery,” Wisconsin Is SC€lng
growth In employment,
Michael L. Morgan, Wiscon-
sin Revenue Secretary, an-
nounced recently. In the De-
partment of Revenues latest
Wisconsin Economic Outlook
quarterly report (available at
www.dor.state.wi.us), Morgan
notes that Wisconsin employ-
ment is expected to grow
slightly faster than the na-
tional average, at 1.2 percent
this year and 2.0 percent in
2005. After experiencing a de-
cline of 87,000 manufacturing
jobs since 2000, manufactur-
ing employment increased by
1,500 jobs in the first quarter
of 2004. This is the first quar-
terly increase since the first
quarter of 2000.

Manufacturing employ-
ment is forecast to increase by
21,000 by the end of 2006.
Over the same period, private
service sector employment
will increase by 111,000.

The acceleration in em-
ployment will also be accom-
panied by faster income
growth. Personal income in
Wisconsin is expected to in-
crease 5.0% in 2004, 4.8% In
2005 and 5.5% in 2006. Wis-
consin’s per capita income, a
broad measure of economic
well-being, will remain below
the U.S. average, but will grow
marginally faster than U.S.
per capita iIncome.

State tax collections are al-
so up for FY 2004. State Gen-
eral Purpose Revenue (GPR)

taxes, collected by the De-
partment of Revenue during
the first ten months of FY
2004, increased 4.4% from the
comparable period of FY
2003, from $7.542 billion to
$7.872 billion. Based on col-
lections through April, it ap-
pears that GPR tax collections
for this fiscal year will be rea-
sonably close to the amount
estimated by the Legislative
Fiscal Bureau in February.
During the first ten
months of FY 2004, individual
income tax collections in-
creased 2.8% relative to the
same period a year ago from
$3, 878 million to $3,988 mil-
lion. Collections from the 5%
general sales and use tax for
the first ten months of FY
2004 increased 4.2% from
$2,747 million to $2,862 mil-
lion. Due to an increase-in
business profits and success-
ful collection activities, cor-
porate collections increased
25.2% from $409.1 million a
year ago to $512.0 million.

Hunters in EAB units are
required to tag an antlerless
deer before they can legally
tag an antlered buck.- Upon
registration of an antlerless
deer, the registration station
will issue the hunter a “Buck
Authorization” sticker. This
sticker does not represent an
extra tag, but allows the
hunter to harvest an antlered
buck with their regular gun or
archery license carcass tag in
any earn-a-buck unit (sticker
must be attached to the
hunter’s regular gun oOr
archery license carcass im-
mediately upon harvest and

validation of carcass tag.)

CWD Units

Hunters intending to hunt
deer in the CWD Eradication
Zone or the Herd Reduction
Zone should not apply for a
Hunter's Choice Permit.
These units will have an earn-
a-buck season structure,
which requires a hunter to
first tag an antlerless deer be-
fore they can legally tag an
antlered buck. See the 2004
Wisconsin Deer Hunting Reg-
ulations, available in August,
for details on the season
structure and tagging options
in CWD units.

Last January my sister,
Lynn Schuster, who lives in
Poynette, was diagnosed and
treated for basal cell carcino-
ma (skin cancer). Basal cell
carcinoma is the most com-
mon form of skin cancer, and
can be easily cured with early
detection.

Lynn did have to go
through the unpleasant expe-
rience of having the cancer
surgically removed from her
forehead, which at first left
some pretty nasty scars that
thankfully have almost
healed. |

After Lynn's experience, I
had to admit that I was a bit
scared about my own situa-

each of my temples that occa-
sionally change color, some-
times become scaly, and even
bleed at times.

In the back of my mind, I
have always had this fear of
the unknown when it comes
to skin cancer, figuring I was
doomed. I was concerned be-
cause of all of the early child-
hood sunburns I received, my
white skin and a career that
puts me in the sun to earn a
paycheck.

This past February, | made
an appointment at the
Necedah Clinic to have my-
self checked over. Physician's
Assistant Kathy Kidd did not
like the looks of either spot on
my temples and another spot
on my forehead.

Kathy, along with Regis-

Doctors orders, a hat and, most importantly, sunscreen to help prevent skin can-

cedure by numbing each area
and then cutting each spot
out. Each sample was sent to
a laboratory and tested and, |
found out the results in about
a week.

Two of my samples were
negative, and the third tested
positive for basal cell carcino-
ma. Another procedure was
completed, and the results
showed a complete removal
of the cancer cells.

Remember this: wear a hat
and sunscreen, protect chil-
dren, and complete periodic
inspections of your body.

What you should be looking

for are moles or dark spots
that are changing color or
shape.

In late April, I was sitting in
a boat fishing with a couple of
guys I barely knew, and we
started trading skin cancer
stories.

The fellow in the middle of

the boat had an uglylstc}ry
and the scalp to prove it Mw
new friend had just had his

sixth procedure for skin can-
cer for the same spot. (I hope
Kathy got all of mine.)

My unnamed fflend
blamed physicians too nice to
cut deep enough, and each
time a small amount of skin
cancer was left, which is
about the same as rust on a
car. This fisherman had just
gone through a procedure
where his scalp was removed
and his skull was scraped.
(Wear sunscreen and a hat.)

Fisherman No. 2 starts
telling us in a very concerned
way that his wife has had over
200 spots removed, and doc-
tors just found melanoma 1n
two other spots on her body.
Meanwhile, I'm thinking that
[ am doomed but praying
luck is on my side.

Melanoma is the deadliest
form of skin cancer, with
32.000 cases detected each
year and 6,800 deaths In
America.

Remember this: It is in al-
most any literature you read
that skin cancer is easily cur-

able with early detection.

On May 13, I called my
brother Tom, who lives In
Louisiana, to wish him a hap-
py birthday. Tom was a bit
concerned, as he was going in
for the removal of a spot on
his collar bone the next day.

That spot resulted in 19
stitches and turned out to be
squamos cell carcinoma, the
second most common skin
cancer.

Like in so many other sto-
ries | have been told, Toms
physician told him his cancer
was more than likely caused
by sunburns in his youth.
