Thirty-nine  year  old
Richard Hofer of Kewaskum
met with the District Attor-
ney Monday on charges he
allegedly stole over $1500
worth of merchandise from
the West Bend Shopko and
Wal-Mart stores with his
children.

According to West Bend
police, Hofer went shopping
with two children last Fri-
day evening. They went to
Wal-Mart and he allegedly
told the kids to each pick out
a bike. They then left the
store without paying for the
bikes. The store’s greeter
stated that she approached
Hofer and asked him to see
the receipt for the bikes. He
stated ‘that his son had. it
and he would go and get it
from him. The greeter stated
she would hold onto the bike
until he came back with the
receipt. Hofer then grabbed
the bike out of the greeter’s
hands and rode it to his ve-
hicle. They then left the lot.

According to the District
Attorney’s report, Hofer and
the children, ages 5, 6, 8 and
13, went to Shopko in West
Bend on Sunday. Hofer then
told the children to pick out
school clothes. The children
picked out two carts full of
clothes and left the store
without paying for the items.

Hofer then took the kids
home and went back to
Shopko for another shopping
trip after lunch. When they
left the store the second

plex at Gensmer, would find
out about the affair.

Brace decided the best
way to make sure Sarah
would not find out about this
was to kill Gensmer. She died
of “a stab would to the
heart,” but also was stabbed
in three other areas and had
her throat slit.

Brace was represented by
Attorney Michele Wester-
lund, who asked the bond be
less than the $750,000 re-
quested because Brace is fac-
ing a three-year jail sentence
which comes from a prior
conviction for physical abuse
of a child. Originally he was
sentenced to four yeats in jail
for the offense but was re-
leased from jail after serving
11 months of the sentence.

“There's really no danger
to the public here,” Wester-
lund said, but Judge English
didn't agree, and set bond at
the amount requested by
District Attorney Thomas
Storm.

A preliminary hearing was
set for Brace August 20th at 2
p.m.

Following the court pro-
ceedings, Storm met private-
ly with Gensmer’s mother,
Betty, who left the court-
house without making a
statement.

Betty Gensmer contacted
Fond du Lac Sheriff's Depart-
ment officials on the evening
of June 30th, after hearing a
description of a young
woman found dead on the
New Fane property. She and
her son identified Brace as
the young man who came to
their home on June 29th and
the man Katie left with at ap-
proximately 11 p.m. that
evening.

Betty Gensmer and sever-
al other family members sat
together in the front two
rows of the court room. A
couple people hugged Betty
Gensmer, and others cried as
Brace entered the room.

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about the possible motive for
the murder and about
Brace's confession, which
contained statements that he
intended to kill himself after
murdering Gensmer.

Also included in the con-
fession were chilling details
about the actual murder,
comments made by Gensmer
in the final minutes of her life
and what Brace did with her
body after he was certain she
had expired. He also admit-
ted to having sexual inter-
course with Gensmer on his
brother's bed sometime
around 11 p.m., before the
two went to the Wal-Mart in
West Bend.

Gensmer then accompa-
nied Brace to the Wal-Mart
between midnight and 12:30
a.m. on the morning of the
30th. There Brace purchased
duck tape, hose and a pack of
gum, using a personal check
to buy the items.

When asked what they
were to be used for Brace
said he planned to kill him-
self after murdering Gens-
mer. “My intentions were of
harming myself um, [ was
gonna sit in my car with the
hose hooked up to my ex-
haust running into my win-
dow and I would have died of
carbon monoxide poisoning.

Brace later abandoned his
plans to kill himself.

Brace first planned to kill
Gensmer near Mauthe Lake
but missed a turn in the road
and ended up at New Fane.
After the murder, he went to
his cousin’s home, sometime
around 4 a.m. and later drove
to Chippewa Falls where he

said one of his friends, Carla

Paulsrude lives. He said nei-
ther Rose nor Paulsrude
knew about his plans to mur-
der Gensmer, but he did ad-
mit to spending the night
with Paulsrude and having
sex with her before returning
to West Bend and eventually
securing site 543 in the Mau-
the Lake Campground.

When asked by reporters
if Brace was showing any re-

Change in Parking
Restrictions at Kiwanis Park

The Village Board would like to announce a change in the
parking policy for persons using Kiwanis Park. Currently, the
parking policy does not allow cars or vehicles to park in park
areas, with one exception. One vehicle is allowed to park at
each ball diamond so that a coach can more easily unload and
load sports equipment, and so that, in the event of an emer-
gency, an injured player could be more quickly transported to
the hospital.

He is an inde-
pendent man, a heck of a
fisherman, and a top-notch
machinist. This morning,
Kevin and I met Terry and one
of his fishing partners, John
“Coss” Cossman, of Montello.
Coss is a job scheduler at
Robbins Manufacturing in
Fall River, and like Terry, ad-
dicted to fishing on the Big
Pond. Last year Terry made 34
trips. Both Terry and Coss are
members of the Ozaukee
County Great Lakes Sport
Fishing Club and have been
doing very well in fishing
tournaments.

[f you have ever fished for
salmon before on the Great
Lakes, you are well aware of
how much work and knowl-
edge is required to set lines so
you can actually fish. Down-
riggers, Dipsy Divers, and Yel-
low Birds are tools used to ei-
ther put your lure away from
the boat or at different
depths. Today, the magic
depths would be 50 to 62 feet
below water with our spoons
and flies set at 38 to 45 feet.
Close your eyes and imagine
setting eight rods on the back
of a 21-foot boat. Six of the
rods require a 12- -pound ball,
all include depth counters,
and you are missing your left
hand. Terry did not want me
to make a big deal out of what

he is up against, and it didn't

take long for me to realize
what a smooth operator he is.

There are certain cominon
sense rules on the boat. Don't
leave anything laying around
on the floor and number all of
the rods. When a rod trips,
signalling a fish strike, often
times action is required to
move other poles if it appears
that the fish might become
tangled with the other lines.
This can cause a major time
consuming mess with this
method of fishing. Kevin was
given the go-ahead for the
first fish of the day and was
fighting a screamer when an-
other rod tripped and I began
a battle with what turned out
to be a four-pound king.
Kevin's screamer was taking
him all over the boat and it
was a lot of fun to listen to
him fight a truly big fish. It
was a work of art to watch
Coss and Terry as they pulled
lines. In. the end, Kevin's
screamer got away, but we
were all well aware it was go-
ing to be a good day. Our
hosts proved to be real gen-
tlemen and ended up giving
Kevin most of the action on
this day. Kevin’s first fish was a
15-pound king and his next
was a 16-pounder. Both gave
the kid a run for his money,
but he had two excellent
teachers who gave him good
advice. Some advice included
keeping his rod up and work-
Ing a fish to tire it out. On this
day, the magic spoon was a
silver Pro King with a green
ladder back design.

Last weekend, Terry and
Coss were in a tournament
and took first place in the
brown trout division and
third in the coho category. On
several occasions they have
limited out and also done
well in other tournaments. At
day’s end, Kevin had landed
four fish and the rest of us
had one a piece. I watched
Terry tie a fisherman's knot
with his teeth and the stub of
his left arm faster than I can
with two hands and normal
eyesight. Kevin and I made
two new friends, took home
30 pounds of fillets, and the
boy had a genuine quality ex-
perience. He decided that
some day he needs to live in -
salmon country so he can fish
them regularly. Most Impor-

tantly, don't let adversity get
you down!
