Former Kewaskum resi-

dent, Connie Miller, daughter
of Pearl and the late Fred

Miller, has gained quite a bit
of notoriety since last Octo-

"ber and it is all due to a little,

stuffed, English bulldog
named AMS. Connie, who

has taught learning disabled

middle school children in
Antigo, Wisconsin since 1977,
was looking for a clever way
to teach her students about
their country. So using a
train theme, she launched
the school mascot, AMS
(short for Antigo Middle
School,) on Amtrak for the
2003/2004 school year.

Now AMS was no stranger
to the road as previously, in
1996, he traveled by Grey-
hound (no relation) to Green
Bay. Then, in 1977, he and
Miller went on a ten-day
summer truck convoy with
trucker, Thurley Riley. Not
knowing the meaning of the
word "stay"”, AMS headed out
with another truck driver 1n
1999 for the whole school
year. So, with all this travel
"savvy,” there simply was no
better candidate for the train
trip than AMS.

Under the guidance of
Amtrak employees watching
over him, AMS was sent on
his way from Portage, Wis-
consin, resting comfortably
in a pet carrier with a dispos-
able camera and self-ad-
dressed envelopes.

AMS was decorated with
souvenirs and dozens of let-
ters and photographs were
sent back to Connie's class in
Antigo. He became quite the
little celebrity in Texas by be-
ing made an honorary lexan,
meeting the Longview May-
or, and staying at the exclu-
sive St. Regis Hotel in Hous-
ton. It was also in Texas that
Connie was asked to join him
at an upscale Houston
restaurant, Oulsie's Table.

AMS brought a lot of

smiles to Amtrak employees
as he logged on over 20,000
miles across the country with
them, before returning back
home to Antigo in May.

Miller, who is legally
blind, also has quite an inter-
esting background.

She has been a teacher for
32 years, and has always
taught in a sighted school, to
students with learning dis-
abilities. She feels her dis-
ability has played a key role
in her quest for alternative
teaching methods. Sending a
toy mascot out into the world
is not a new idea, but Connie
thinks it helps her students
remember and learn things
easier. It also enables them to
relate better to the cities in
the United States.

Ever since Miller was
hired at Antigo Middle
School, her alternative teach-
ing methods have been rec-
ognized as being truly
unique. On a typical day as
her students file into her
classroom, Connie identifys
them by voice. When a stu-
dent has a question or knows
an answer, they call out their
name as opposed to an un-
seen hand being raised.

Absentees are recorded
on the blackboard by Connie
who writes with her right
hand while she touches the
blackboard with her left hand
so she knows where she is
writing. She marks off each
writing segment on the
blackboard with a magnet, so
she will know where to start
again on the blackboard for
the next entry.

Reading lessons are ac-
complished in a different way
also, with the aide of a com-
puter program that reads text
out loud while the students
read along with the words on
the screen, Students read
their writing assignments out
loud to Connie and she cor-
rects then audibly. But to
add diversity, she mixes it up
sometimes and has the stu-
dents correct each other's

papers, while other times she
relies on her assistant, Gail
Bishop.

AMS was only a part of the
train learning experience as
Miller's entire classroom was
covered with train parapher-
nalia. Besides the numerous
books, drawings and videos
about trains throughout her
classroom, she also had the
students chairs arranged like
train booths or ticket booths.
Even the door to her class-
room demonstrated the gate-
way to her theme by being
decorated like the front of a
locomotive.

Every year Connie has a
different "learning” theme
and her former students
come back to see what the
current year's decorations
will be. However, Connie
does not reveal the next
year's theme until school re-
sumes in fall.

Connie has turned learn-
ing around for many of her
students who have gone from
hating math and reading, to
loving it. Many of her former
students accolade her as one
of their best teachers.

The road for Connie
Miller was not easy but she
ensued and went forward to
accomplish great things de-
spite her blindness. When
Connie was born premature,
she was put in an incubator
filled with pure oxygen. This
was back in the time when it
was unknown that too much
oxygen could lead to blind-
ness in infants. Her first eight
years were spent in Ke-
waskum in which time she
also attended Cardinal
Stritch College to learn the
alphabet by feeling tactile
books.

Miller moved to Apple
Valley, California with her
parents and sister, Candi,
when she was eight and at-
tended sighted schools, earn-
ing her teaching certificate at
Pomona College in Clare-
ment, California.

daughter, Joan, moved back
to Kewaskum in 1974. She
taught eighth grade at Ke-
waskum's Holy Trinity
School, while studying and
receiving her master's degree
from Cardinal Stritch College
in Milwaukee in their Learn-
ing Disabilities Program.

However, even with these
impressive credentials, when
Miller wanted to move on,
she was surprised at the nu-
merous-rejections she re-
ceived from the Wisconsin
School Districts, who were
apprehensive about hiring a
teacher that had approxi-
mately only five percent vi-
sion by this time.

Finally, in 1977, Antigo
took a chance on Conmie
and the rest is history.
Whether it is her yearly
themes or her specialized
teaching techniques, the
school is not sure, but one
thing is for sure, her students
all care a great deal for her
and they DO learn math and
reading in her class.

Since the article on AMS
the bulldog was printed in
USA Today in February of
2004, Connie has been inter-
viewed by a National Radio
talk show host and also had a
story on the local CBS affili-
ate news station in Antigo.
The article has been picked
up from as far away as Aus-
tralia, Africa, New Zealand,
and the Caribbean and has
even had some press in Eng-
lish newspapers in Rome.
She also was approached to
be the keynote speaker in
Waukegan, Illinois at the YW-
CA Convention. Last April a
feature article was done on
Miller and printed in the Mil-
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waukee Journal Sentinel.

One of Connie's highest
honors, however, was being
nominated for the annual
"Disney Hand" teacher of the
year award. Since 1989, Dis-
ney's prestigious awards
have saluted only 450 exem-
plary teachers in pre-kinder-
garten through twelfth grade
for innovative teaching
methods that actively engage
students in learning.

The focus of the Disney
Hand Teachers Award is to
recognize the teaching pro-
fession, showcase creativity
in the classroom and honor
those who can develop cre-
ative teaching strategies in
their school district. There-
fore, to even be considered
for this award is a real "feath-
er" in Miller's cap.

Connie's intelligence and
persistence help her achieve
what she aspires to get done
as witnessed by the notoriety
that "AMS" received. She
feels being blind just pre-
sents new challenges in
reaching those goals and ob-
jectives. It is obvious that
Connie views life as "just a
bowl of cherries,"” and her
glass is always "half full" in-
stead of "half empty."

While I don’t normally like
a book with so darn many
characteys, | really enjoyed
“One False Move”. Melanie is
the most unlikely heroine
you'll ever meet in any book.
She’s a criminal and she ad-
mits it, but although she tries
hard to be a better person,
you get the impression that
she’s shrugged her shoulders
and goes with the flow. Her
resignation at her lot in life is
rather appealing, because it’s
something you don't find in
very many crime novel “bad
guys”.

Be aware that this book
contains an awful lot of lan-
guage that might make you
squirm, and a few really
bloody scenes. If you dont
mind that, “One False Move”
is a book you'll truly like.

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Bush Tax Cuts Boost

WASHINGTON - Wiscon- ting taxes on savings and in-
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need to participate: The sem-

sin employers continued to
hire in May, adding 8,900
jobs, according to a new re-
port from the Labor Depart-
ment. Many analysts claim
that the increases in employ-
ment around the country are
a result of the growth tax poli-
cies promoted by the Bush
Administration and in Con-
gress. In fact, over the past
year, employment has in-
creased in 46 states and the
unemployment rate has de-
clined in 47 states.
