Former village commissioner dies

Martin had skills, personality for village commissioner j ob

Not only did the late Mar­
garet "Ma” Browne teach 
William "Bill” Martin many 
of the skills he needed to car­
ry but the duties as village 
commissioner, the KHS 
teacher put in a good word so 
her former student would be 
selected for the position he 
would hold for 33 years.

Martin, a lifelong resident 
of Kewaskum and an unoffi­
cial ambassador for the com­
munity, died early last Friday 
morning at the Samaritan 
Home in West Bend. He was 
90 years old.

"They (village officials) 
called and asked her 
(Browne)” about his qualifi­
cations, Dorothy Martin, 
Bill’s wife of nearly 58 years, 
said Saturday evening, relay­
ing the story of how her hus­
band applied for the position 
of commissioner after being 
one of Brown’s top students 
in typing and bookkeeping.

“She told them Bill was the 
only one they should consid­
er,” Dorothy Martin said.

In those days, the early 
1950s, there were no secre­
taries or accountants or as­
sistants, to lean on. It was 
pretty mucKtrb ne- p erso n 
job.

What was Martin in charge 
of? "Everything,” Dorothy 
Martin said. “He conducted 
all the meetings, took care of 
the books ... And he did his 
own typing.”

Martin also had to go 
house to house to read me­
ters before sending out the 
water bills.

Even tax collecting was 
done differently for a few 
people in the village, accord­
ing to Dorothy Martin, who 
recalled how one rather ec­
centric elderly lady would 
call her husband to come 
over and pick up her tax pay­
ment. : \

“He’d go over and get it,”

Dorothy Martin said. "It was 
all in cash,” which was a bit 
unusual because, "She never 
trusted anybody.”

Martin was born and edu­
cated in Kewaskum, graduat­
ing from KHS in the class 
with Harold “Mixie” Marx, 
Linda Kroncke, and Ruth 
Gruhle. After high school, he 
took a job driving a Shell Oil 
truck for his brother, Arnold.

But when the job opened in

the village, it was just what 
Martin was looking for be­
cause he was a “people per­
son" and because he had a 
knack with figures.

The Martins were already 
married when Bill took his 
dream job. They met after 
Dorothy moved to Ke­
waskum to take a waitress 
job at the Republican Hotel 
where her uncle was a bar­
tender. After moving to Ke­
waskum, she met her eventu­
al husband going to the 
movies in West Bend with 
several other young people, 
including his two best 
friends.

"They were like the three

musketeers, Bill, "Little Foot 
(RayZiemet) and Ray Smith,” 
Dorothy Martin said, indicat­
ing, "Ray had a car.”

The two started dating 
about a year later, and they 
were married in September 
of 1946.

While the Martins never 
had any children of their 
own, Bill always loved their 
nieces and nephews, and, 
"He loved to play Santa

Claus,” Dorothy said, report­
ing how she had six brothers 
and sisters who lived in Be­
loit, and, “He played Santa 
Claus for all of their chil­
dren."

He would call up the chil­
dren and tell them Santa was 
at their home. Then, one 
year, one of them said, ‘That 
sounds just like Uncle Bill,”’ 
Dorothy said.

One Christmas, a niece re­
ceived a nursing kit for a gift, 
and she bandaged Bill up to 
repair Bill’s imaginary in­
juries, according to Dorothy,

who said, “Those were fun 
years.”

The Martins enjoyed going 
out for dinner and spending 
time together. At her home at 
Maple Dale Manor and more 
recently at Samaritan where 
Bill had been a resident for 
several months, people 
would ask her, “’Don’t you 
ever fight?,’” and she would 
answer, “No, what is there to 
fight about.”

The two have always been 
very active at Holy Trinity 
Catholic Church in Ke­
waskum. For years, Bill Mar­
tin served as a lector and an 
usher at the Church, and he 
was a lifelong member in the 
Knights of Columbus Fr. 
Casper Rehr Council 1964 in 
West Bend, serving as com­
mander of the Fourth Degree 
of KCs for several years.

Martin was a member of 
the volunteer fire department 
for 41 years and once served 
as assistant chief.

In his capacity as commis­
sioner, Martin served on sev­
eral state committees and 
ended up as the president of 
Wisconsin Municipalities.

On one occasion, she re­
called how someone didn’t 
show up for a convention, 
and the officials came over 
and asked, “’Bill, can you 
lead the invocation.’”

Martin, who once won an 
extemporaneous speaking 
contest, was happy to oblige.

As far as hobbies, Martin 
enjoyed fishing, and, “He was 
a big bowler. We had a whole 
shelf of trophies,” Dorothy 
Martin said.

In his later years, Martin 
helped his wife run the week­
ly bingo games at Maple Dale 
Manor.

When Martin celebrated 
his 90th birthday last Novem­
ber, there was a huge party 
with family and friends in at­
tendance. His health began 
to fail this past winter after 
he came down with pneumo­
nia.

A funeral Mass for Martin 
was held at Holy Trinity 
Church on Sunday evening. A 
complete obituary is includ­
ed on page 14.

Horbas stated that by 
state statute, 10% of the stu­
dent population is consid­
ered habitual truants.

Horbas also 
stated that this will not take 
away the 10 so called “per­
sonal days” a student is al­
lowed.

must be pre-planned.
Violators of the ordinance 

will be required to attend a 
court date where a judge will 
give them a sentence that 
could include paying a fine, 
losing their license - hunting, 
fishing or driving, being put 
under “house-arrest" where 
they may not be out without 
a parent or whatever else the 
judge may see fit.

Parents may also be tick­
eted if they are found to be 
contributing to the truancy 
of their child. Parents also 
must attend the court date 
with their child, whether or 
not they are being held ac­
countable for contributing to 
the child’s truancy.

Buddenhagen no world traveler even 

though he’s logged 500,000 miles 
when he reaches 55, he said,By Judy Harlow '

Here’s a trivia question for 
you. Who has covered 
500,000 miles in his car and 
never left the Village of Ke­
waskum?

The answer is Officer Bob 
Buddenhagen, who is just 
wrapping up 30 years work­
ing for the Kewaskum Police 
Department.

That’s right, while pa­
trolling and keeping our vil­
lage a relatively safe place to 
live, Buddenhagen has 
logged the equivalent of 20 
trips around tire world.

"That’s verified... That’s a 
lot of miles in the village,” 
Buddenhagen, a native of 
West Bend, said, indicating 
becoming a police officer was 
not something he had 
dreamed about since being a 
young boy or even a vocation 
he thought about during his 
high school days or right after 
he graduated in 1968.

"No, that’s wasn’t my first 
instinct,” Buddenhagen said. 
"I had no goals except to 
make money.” He actually 
worked at several different 
jobs, including pumping gas, 
construction, and working at 
Schober’s (Alpine Photo) be­
fore moving into law enforce­
ment. ------—------

A high school friendship 
with current Police Chief 
Dick Knoebel was a major 
reason why Buddenhagen 
ended up working as a po­
liceman. He said he and his 
friends frequented Steve and 
Mary’s in Kewaskum after 
graduation and while en 
route through Kewaskum, 
“We’d see him (Knoebel) 
running radar.” At the time, 
Knoebel was working as a pa­
trolman in the village.

When Knoebel got mar­
ried, Buddenhagen was 
asked to bartend for the re­
ception, which he was happy 
to do. One of the guests that 
evening was the late Donald 
Hlavaty, who was the chief of

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police at the time.
Hlavaty was looking for a 

patrolman at the time, so, "I 
kinda gave a few extra drinks 
to the chief,” Buddenhagen 
said, indicating he later ap­
plied for the post but there 
was one other applicant for 
the post and he had a college 
education.

"I did better on the test 
than he did, but he got the 
job,” Buddenhagen recalls. 
The new patrolman wanted 
to be a juvenile officer, how­
ever, so he didn’t stay long in 
the village, and Chief Hlavaty 
called to offer Buddenhagen 
the job.

After weighing Alpine’s of­
fer of a raise against the ben­
efits a municipality offers, 
Buddenhagen said, “I took it 
(the patrolman post).”

To prepare for the work, 
Buddenhagen was sent to the 
Wisconsin State Patrol Acad­
emy in Fort McCoy. “I was on 
the dean’s list,” he said about 
his experience at the Acade­
my, indicating his other 
training came on the job.

For 23 years, Budden­
hagen worked the night shift, 
which isn’t exactly “cushy” 
because of all the fights and 
domestic disturbances that 
take place at night. Budden­
hagen recalls how he and pa­
trolman Tom Bauer “knew 
exactly where we were going” 
on weekend nights, listing 
three former “watering 
holes” as the arenas for the 
weekend fights.

Buddenhagen has been 
fortunate to survive so many 
years of night work, and he 
attributes this to the fact he 
has always tried to use com­
mon sense in dealing with 
people.

“You treat the people like 
you want to be treated,” he 
said, realizing he often saw 
people at their worst mo­
ments, so he tried hard to be 
patient, understanding and 
yet firm. _ •

Currently Buddenhagen 
works days, and even though 
he could retire in January

"I might be around for anoth­
er two years ... I still enjoy the 
work.”

Another thing Budden­
hagen enjoys is spending 
time with his wife, Mary Jane, 
and daughters, Ann and Julie. 
Ann currently works for West 
Bend Mutual, and Julie com­
pleted training at the Wauke­
sha Technical Police Acade­
my in spring and was recent­
ly sworn in as a police officer 
for the Village of Pewaukee.

"I got to pin the badge on 
her," Buddenhagen said 
proudly, although admitting 
a little apprehension because 
of the danger that can come 
with the job.

Chief of Police Dick 
Knoebel will be presenting 
Buddenhagen a certificate of 
appreciation, and he also 
lauded his friend’s work on 
the force.

“He’s a good employee. 
He’s a good officer,” Knoebel 
said. “Common sense is what 
a good officer needs ... the 
ability to deal with people, 
and a lot of times, a good 
sense of humor.” Budden­
hagen had all three, he said, 
indicating he often sends 
new officers with Budden­
hagen for field training.

There haven’t been a lot 
of new police employees in 
recent years, however, with 
Knoebel set to complete 32 
years in December, Tom 
Bauer working on his 31st 
year, and now Buddenhagen 
hitting 30.

“We have a very veteran 
police department,” Knoebel 
said. ;

And what is being 
planned for Buddenhagen on 
Aug. 22nd, the anniversary 
date for joining the force? 
Nothing special, Budden­
hagen said. “The only thing I 
want is my name up on the 
(Mobil) car wash ... To me, 
this is just another job.”

If the 2003 Kewaskum 
High School graduation 
speaker suggested classmates 
should hot pass up on oppor­
tunities to broaden their edu­
cations and experience other 
cultures, the message cer­
tainly hit home with Lori 
Bausch, who is currently 
studying in Australia and 
thinking of staying there to 
finish her undergraduate de­
gree. - -•

■ > Bausch attended UW-Eau 
Claire her first year of college 
starting in the field of exer­
cise science, but then, be­
cause of an opening in the 
study abroad program, she 
got the chance to go to Aus­
tralia a year before she origi­
nally intended to.

About 15 percent of the 
Eau Claire students partici­
pate in a study abroad pro­
gram, according to Bausch, 
who said, “The two programs 
they offer in Australia are the 
most popular they have."

While attending a meeting 
for the 2005 study program, a 
woman from the internation­
al office at* Lismore took 
Bausch aside and told her it 
would be better for her to try 
for the fall 2004 program, es­
pecially since she was inter­
ested in playing rugby in Aus­
tralia.

Bausch said she quickly 
filled out an application, and 
even though the deadline 
had passed, she found out in 
less than two days that she 
was accepted.

Soon after, I began e-mail­
ing the head of the Depart­
ment of Exercise Science at 
Southern Cross University (in 
Lismore) and I arranged to 
get an internship the follow­
ing semester ... so I changed 
my status for a yearlong pro­
gram," Bausch,said.

Bausch left for Australia in

mid-June but before arriving 
there, the 30 students from 
Eau Claire all stopped in Fiji 
for a week to break up the 
trip.. . . ’ ’ .

“We stayed on Robinson 
Crusoe Island. The resort 
staff and its visitors were the 
only people residing on the 
island. It was a unique expe­
rience, but I loved it," Bausch 
said, reporting the group 
slept in huts containing sev­
eral bunks, but she opted in­
stead to spend her nights in a 
hammock on the beach.

“We washed up with a 
bucket shower and could on­
ly use limited water because 
of the drought," Bausch went 
on, explaining Fiji was in the 
midst of a long drought and 
the one in Australia lasted 
over four months until it 
rained recently. , 

During the days, there was 
time for many water activi­
ties, like snorkeling, hand 
line fishing and the group al­
so climbed coconut trees and 
played sand volleyball and 
danced.

“The workers were so cour­
teous, and they’d join in on 
the sand volleyball and danc­
ing, Bausch said, going on 
that about a two dozen of the 
students went inland for a 
day to a school where each 
class put on a song and

dance for them. There the 
college students were able to 
observe the traditional dress 
of the people and the poor 
conditions of their buildings.

The Eau Claire students 
chipped in and raised nearly 
$300 to donate to the school 
and the community they vis­
ited.

“We also had a kava cere­
mony to show that we want­
ed to be treated as equals and 
friends of the Fijians," 
Bausch said, explaining one 
very important lesson she 
learned while in Fiji is how 
the natives’ religion centers 
around taking care of each 
other.

“I learned that when some­
one has nowhere to sleep or 
nothing to eat, the people 
will graciously invite you in, 
expecting nothing in return. 
It is one way in which they 
serve God, hoping for his 
many blessings',” Bausch 
said. “My entire experience 
was very influential and 
everyone in the group in­
tends on returning. We made 
several friends there, not only 
within our group, but with 
the staff and with visitors 
from across the world, many 
from London.” ■
