Fond du Lac County November 1 leaves girl dead

FOND DU LAC — The
trial of David J. Brace of West
Bend will begin on Nov. 1st at
8:30 a.m. in the Fond du Lac

Brace,
20, is
charged with the first degree
intentional homicide of 18-
year-old Katie Gensmer, who
had been residing in West
Bend with her mother and
brother. A second charge fac-
ing Brace deals with his pos-
session of a firearm, violating
the terms of his parole.
Gensmer died of stab
wounds to the chest and
back in the early hours of
June 30th.
Brace has confessed to the
crime, which took place near

David Brace

the New Fane Hiking Trail lo-
cated in the Town of Auburn,
about five miles northeast of
Kewaskum. He is currently
serving a four-year sentence
at the Dodge Correctional In-
stitute after violating the
terms of his parole.

Brace was in court last Fri-
day (Aug. 20) for a prelimi-
nary hearing conducted by
Judge Peter L. Grimm.

Grimm listened to testimo-
ny from the two officers who
arrested Brace at the Mauthe
Lake campgrounds two days
after Gensmer's body was
found by a Kewaskum man,
who was hiking on the trail
with his dog.

One of the officers, C.P.
“Chip Capoyianes testified
that Brace confessed to the
crime on July 2 during an in-
terview at the Fond du Lac
County Jail.

Testimony was also provid-
ed by Dr. Alan Stormo, a
pathologist with the Milwau-
kee County Medical Examin-
er's office who conducted an
autopsy on Gensmer and de-
termined the cause of death
to be internal and external
bleeding as a result of the
stab wounds to her chest.

Gensmer had gone with
Brace to the Walmart in West

Bend and to his parents’
home before the two took a
ride to the New Fane Trails
where he stabbed her several
times with his father’'s hunt-
ing knife.

Brace had purchased duct
tape while he and Gensmer
were at Walmart and had was
considering committing sui-
cide by carbon monoxide
poison after murdering
Gensmer, but he gave up the
attempt, according to his
written confession.

[n addition to the trial date,
two other court dates were
set on Monday, including the
arraignment, which will take
place on Friday, Sept. 3rd at 3
p.m. At this time, Brace, who
is being represented by At-
torneys Mary A. Wolfe and
William G. Retert, will enter a
plea.

A motion hearing date was
also set, for Oct. 7th at 9 a.m.

Fond du Lac County Dis-
trict Attorney Thomas Storm
was out of the office this
week and was not available
for comment on Friday's
hearing.

Brace faces a mandatory
life sentence if convicted of
the murder.

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State Representative Steve
Nass (R-LaGrange) chal-
lenged Senator Mary Panzer
to explain why she voted in
1995 to increase Wisconsin's
gasoline tax by 3.5 cents per
gallon.

reconstruction project

Paving of the northbound
lanes of Highway 45 into Ke-
waskum got underway this
week.

"We
completed about three days
of paving this week," said
Marchant. "Next week we are
scheduled to put in under
drain and gravel and asphalt
shoulders." Marchant said
once that work is finished,
traffic will be moved onto a

Anbar Province would cease
to function.
| The SMU has shipped
nearly 20,000 supply items,
almost 190,000 Meals, Ready-
to-Eat, and more than 1.1
million cases of bottled water
to units within the I MEF
since’ deploying to Iraq this
spring.

Reliance on one merged

management unit improves
how the Corps' supply system
operated during the invasion
of Irag, said Capt. Todd A.
| Fujimoto, who organizes
| transportation for all of the
| supplies traveling to the east-
€rn part of the province.
- Since units are not mov-
ing like they did last year, the
| Marines have been able to
establish static bases, allow-
Ing the 1st Force Service
Support Group to keep the
supply elements at one loca-
ton, under the control of
Combat Service Support
Group 15, which sends resup-
Ply convoys to the other
bases,

During last year's push to
_Bﬂghdad. the Marine Corps’
Infantry battalions were con-
Stantly moving. As a result,
e combat service support
'iﬂlements that supported

them had difficulty coordi-
nating with each other, as
well as with their headquar-
ters, and sometimes lost or
misdirected supplies.

"There was no battlefield
visibility of stocks," said
Fujimoto, a 32-year-old resi-
dent of Albany, Ga. "It could
have been two tents over and
they would have never known
about it."

This year, Marines with
the SMU receive, sort and dis-
tribute goods, employing sev-
eral systems to track deliver-
ies and to keep them from
getting lost during their jour-
ney.

A computerized mani-
festing system creates a list of
a shipping container's con-
tents and records the infor-
mation in radio frequency
identification tags attached to
each box, said Capt. Tarrell D.
Giersch, the SMU operations
officer.

At key positions along the
delivery routes in the United
States and Iraqg, electronic
readers scan the tags and
transmit the contents and
location of the load to a track-
ing server, which acts as a
place to store the informa-
tion, said Giersch, a 32-year-
old Milwaukee native.

Marines access the serv-
er, via the Internet, with the
Joint Deployment Logistics
Module, which converts the
data, so they can view it on a
map. This allows the Marines
to follow the gear as it travels
from point to point on its way
to the SMU, said Chief
Warrant Officer 2 Michael 1.
Naputi, the SMU's assistant
operations ofticer.

"We can track from New
Cumberland, Pa., where it's
packed, Charleston, where it
flew out of, Balad, where it
arrived into country (and)
'"TQ" when it arrived here,’
said Lt. Col, Joe Granata,
SMU's officer-in-charge, and

The Marines are
also applying an
Inventory system
that, while not new

Most of
the women did what they
did quietly but with con-
viction, and [ doubt that

what they did, on the scale
in which they did it. Many
of these women are proba-
bly anonymous to most
people around the coun-
try, in fact. Author Greta
Anderson conveys that
subtly; there is no over-
the-top fanfare in her

telling of the lives and

deeds of these women.
You get the facts with no
U-Rah-Rah heroism,
which is refreshing in a bi-
ography of this kind,
“More Than Petticoats”
is a book that should be on
the reading list of every
middle school and high
school history class this
year. It's also a great book
for adults. It will make you
even more proud to say
you're from Wisconsin,

The Commission reviewed the
conoeptual plan for a proposed devel-

: ﬂpmfn[ south of the \'i”ﬂgf On
Prospect Road. located at the NW
corner of Prospect Road and Badger
Road. The land 1s currently known as
the Behnke land and is being bought
by Gary Gavin. The property can be
served with a gravity sanitary sewer
line and currently lies in the Land
Use Plan and Sewer Service Area.
The footprint s similar to the land
use plan design, but does ask for
multi-family condominium zoning.
The Plan Commission weighed the
proposal and Member Richard
Schmidt asked numerous questions
as 1o the ability of the Village to han-
die all of this new growth. Water,
SCWer, emergency government, etc.
were discussed. Chairperson Mathew
Heiser indicated a good discussion
evolved and asked for a consensus of
the Commussion. Theodore Meilahn
abstained from comment because of
owning some adjacent property and
Richard Schmidt was not in favor of
additionzal development at this time.

Discussion took place regarding a

knowledged by the Commission thal
this is in fact a new development and
does require a stand alone developers
agreement. It 1s also understood that
if phase | would have remained with
the initial development the 4 acres

donated in lieu of open space fee of
$200.00 per lot would have also cov-
cred the estimated 40 remaining lots.
It was because of Department of
Transportation findings that the sphi
occurred, not the villages nor the de-
velopers fault. On a motion by Andy
Pesch, seconded by Theodore
Meilahn and carried by the majority,
the Commission recommended a
compromise in reference to sphitting
the open space fee making it $100.00
upfront for each lot and leaving the
additional units to pay the current
charge/fee when applying for a ~Imilnti-
ing permil, (Be it noted Richard
Schmidt voted against the adjustment

of fees.)
The Administrator distributed the

new Zoning Ordinance books to the
Commission and reviewed again the
Pn"lr:l{"i'!i.[‘d price list for the book and
maps. In a brief discussion the Com-
mission felt the cost of the book
should be increased to $30.00 and if
mailed out the actual cost for ship-
ping and handling should be charged.
On a motion Frank Beesten, second-
ed by Richard Schmdt and unani-
mnuz-':ly' carricd the Commission rec-
ommended the following fees to the
Village board for the Zoning Ordi-
nance book and maps: A copy of the
Zoning Ordinance Book = $30.00, A
copy of the Zoning Map Large Color
= $15.00, A copy of the Zoning Map
Large Black and White = $10.00, A
Copy of the Zoning Map Small Col-
or = $5.00, A copy of the Zoning
Map Small Black and White = §1.00
and actual cost of shipping and han-
dling be charged.

Discussion regarding the Multi-
junisdictional Comprehensive Plan-
ning cffort by the County is proceed-
ing. Discussion regarding the need
for an individual village survey was
discussed. The consensus of the
Commuission was that a community
survey was completed in 1998 and
there would be no major need to do
one for a few additional years. The
county one can be looked at to see if
any significant change or feelings
have changed by comparing the vil-
lages to any new questions the coun-
ty may ask. This would be a cost of
$7,000 we would not have to budget
for.

T'he number and color “Flyers”
needed for the public meetings was
also discussed and it was felt the
black and white flyers would be suf-
ficient. The Plan Commission also
discussed the need to have some of
the county specialized for village
use. Several of these maps have al-
ready been generated for the specific
village use and if a need would arise
for something specific that could al-
ways be extracted from the broader
maps. It was the consensus that not a
lot of extra expense should be in-
curred generating new maps espe-
cially at $75.00 a piece. If the Ad-
ministrator or village engineers feel
there are some specific maps that
would benefit the village they should
make that call. President Mathew
Heiser and Trustee Andy Pesch
should take these recommendations
to the Board for consideration.

This amount 1s
unaudited and could change as a result of
the audit. The 2004-2005 tax levy is
$6,985,839 (General Fund) and
$1,198,208 (Debt Service) for a combined
levy of $8,184,047. The 2004-2005 mill
rate is $9.26, (§7.90 General Fund, and
$1.36 Debt Service).

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Indians eager to face East in Opener Ror

Coming off a successful
scrimmage experience
against West Bend West and
Grafton, the Kewaskum High
football team is eager to see
what it can do in live game
action tomorrow night as it
hosts West Bend East in the
first of two non-conference
games.

“I was pleased. 1 didn't
know what to expect,” sec-
ond-year head Coach Jason
Piittmann said last weekend
about the “scrimmage. “Last
yvear, West and Grafton took it
to us pretty good.”

The Indians reversed the
role on Friday, scoring multi-
ple touchdowns vs. their op-
ponents, prompting Pi-
ittmann to say, - Garett (Do-
nath) ran real well. and Chad
(Piwoni) ran the offense very
well.”

When the preseason camp
opened, one of the biggest
battles for a starting role was
expected at the quarterback
position between the junior
Piwoni (6-foot, l-inch, 165
pounds) and sophomore
Casey Scheel (6-1, 147), who
started one game at the end
of last season after starter
Ryan Koepke went down with
a season-ending leg injury.

Piwoni has proven he will
be the Indian signal-caller,

according to Piittmann, who
said, “He just came in and as-
sumed a leadership role right
away.” What Piittmann liked
especially about Piwoni's per-
formance in the scrimmage
was the way he ran the ball
and how well he distributed
his passes to several receivers.

“Of our four or five top re-
cewers, each one had at least
one reception,” Piittmann
said. “He spread the ball
around.”

The Indians appear to
have a lot of depth at the end
and flanker positions, with
Eric Nass (senior, 6-1, 155),
Eric Cain (junior, 5-10, 145)

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sition, Jeremy:Gurholf (junior,
6-3, 155) the leading candi-
date at split end and sopho-
more Matt Parrent (6-4, 186) a
big target at the tight end
spot.

Donath and Nass are two
of the 12 returning lettermen
Piittmann and his staft are
working with, and of the 10
seniors on the squad, eight
won letters last year.

Zach Holm (S, 5-10, 142),
back at a cornerback spot, is
one of the returning letter
winners, along with center
Lee Schmidt (Sr.,, 5-9, 180)
tackles Sam Lieven (Sr. 6-0,
264), Alex Herriges (Sr, 6-2,
207), Adam Jung (Sr, 5-11,
206), guard Brett Zimdars (Sr.,
6-2, 219), flanker Matt
Seefeldt (Sr., 5-7, 177), and
fullback/linebacker  Andy
Marx (Sr., 5-9, 172). Junior let-
termen are Ross Stockhausen
(6-2, 196) and tackle Jeff Thull
(6-0, 206).

Stockhausen, who pretty

well has the fullback spot

sewn up, will be the Indian
punter after posting the sec-
ond best average in the East-
ern Wisconsin Conference
last year. He earned honor-
able mention from the coach-
es for his efforts.

Key losses from a year ago

include David Wicklund, who
was a first team pick at out-
side linebacker and an honor-

able menuon running back,

Tim Trott, a unanimous- all-
EW outside linebacker, along
with center Peter Paulus and
defensive end Brandon Gitter,
who were given honorable
mention.

Plymouth captured the
EW title in 2003, and Pi-
ittmann looks at the Panthers
to be solid again this fall. “Ply-
mouth has outstanding ath-
letes ... size, speed and skill
positions,” Piittmann said, in-
dicating Sheboygan Falls
could also be a contender be-
cause of its excellent tradition
under coach Dan Juedes.
Juedes' son, Jacob Juedes, is
likely to be the Falcons’ start-
Ing quarterback this fall, ac-
cording to Piittmann.
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The way Piittmann Sees
the EW race, there will be four
teams, including his own In-
dians, Campbellsport, New
Holstein and Roncalli, bat-
tling for the third through
sixth places. "l think these
four teams can be considered
pretty even going into the
season,” the coach said. “The
first couple of weeks will be
interesting to see how things
take shape.” |

What is especially exciting
is Kewaskum faces Sheboy-
gan Falls, Campbellsport and
Plymouth in order to end the
season.,

“1t will be tough to battle
Plymouth for the conference
title, but if we stay healthy
and the younger players step

Kewaskum finished a very
disappointing 2-5 (seventh
place) in the EW last year,
missing a berth in the playoff
which only requires a win-
ning record under the format
used In recent years.

“I firmly believe we can
get back into the WIAA play-
offs. We were out of it (last
year) for the first time in five
years,” Piittmann said.

For the game against the
East Suns, Piittmann listed
