Senate candidates appear at forum

State Senator Mary Panzer
and Senate candidate Glenn
Grothman spoke to about 125
people at a candidates forum
1t Cedar Ridge Apartments in
West Bend on Tuesday. Both
lawmakers are vying for the
20th District State Senate
seat. The forum at the Ridge
was sponsored by AARP Wis-
consin and the Coalition of
Wisconsin Aging Groups.

During the forum, Panzer

began by touting her experi-_

ence in office saying she was
a proven leader who helped
elect other Republicans and
take control of the Senate.
Grothman stressed his con-
servative values and his ef-
forts to watch out for taxpay-
ers in Washington and Ozau-
kee Counties.

Both candidates present-
ed similar views on questions
posed by the five member
panel. On the issue of taxes,
both Panzer and Grothman
agreed that raising any kind
of taxes does not help solve
budget problems. "Having
you guys pay 6% or 7% or 8%
sales tax under the excuse
that it will cut your property
tax is just not true," said
Grothman about claims
made in Madison that raising
the sales tax will reduce the
property tax. "Most of these
increases will not cut your
property tax and 1 will not
vote for them," he said.

Panzer said rather than
raising taxes, lawmakers have
to focus on controlling their
spending. "Revenue controls
actually work," she said. "I
believe we have to look at all

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factor Glenn Grothman
which |

allows for modest INCTeases
based on increases in popula-
tion. Both Panzer and Groth-
man then stressed the need
for a Constitutional Amend-
ment and the passage of a
Taxpayer Bill of Rights.

When questioned about
increasing or maintaining
transportation funds for the
elderly. Panzer, lit into Gover-
nor Doyle and criticized him
for raiding the state's trans-
portation fund. "Because of
what was done during the last
budget we're going to have to
go in and work extra hard to
make sure the dollars are
there for programs like this,"
she said adding she would
recommend modest increas-
es to help fund transportation
programs for the elderly.

Grothman said in order to
finance elderly transportation
needs, the state has to stop
using money for unnecessary
road expansion projects.
"What we have to do with the
transportation fund, if we're
not going to raise taxes, 1s
slow down the amount of
money we spend on roads."
Grothman said unless we
stop unnecessary road expan-
sion, there won't be funding

Rizzardi explained there
are several major changes in
high school volleyball this
fall, the first being “Every-
thing is rally scoring,” mean-
ing “There is a point on every
ball” instead of a team having
to be serving to earn points.

Indians barely work up
sweat in opener

In Tuesday's season-
opener, the Indians dominat-
ed visiting Slinger 25-11, 25-9
and 25-7.

“We showed a lot of or-
ganization for six days (of
practice),” Rizzardi said,
adding, “Slinger is a little
short on returning players, so
they weren't as strong as they
have been. They lost 11 sen-
iors.”

“I think Bekki Heberer led
us in kills,” Rizzardi said, indi-
cating there werent very
many other statistics (o re-
port on.
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The highlight of the 2003
Kewaskum High School cross
country season was Josh
Meyer qualifying for the Divi-
sion 2 state meet in Wiscon-
sin Rapids, where he placed
64th after turning in a time of
17 minutes and 21 seconds
(17:21, a personal best) for
the 5,000 meter race.

Look for a lot more high-
lights in 2004 because Meyer
is back for his senior season,
and he had plenty of team-
mates who could make the
Eastern Wisconsin Confer-
ence title race a lot more ex-
citing for the Indians than it
has been in recent years.

“The boys’ team looks solid
this year,” veteran KHS Coach
Dave Drexler said. “We did
not lose any to graduation
and the group began pulling
together very well last year,
finishing the season strong.
After a successful track sea-
son and a short break from
training, they are ready for
the season.”

As far as what Meyer can do
this season, Drexler said, “He
definitely has a good chance
to get back to state ... | think
he has the potential of a top
25 (finish).”

Drexler said in addition to
Meyer, sophomore Bob Gib-
son could turn some heads
this fall. “With a year of expe-
rience and a good base of
training, he is ready to defend
his spot in the lineup,” the
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coach said, indicating juniors
Jon Hawig, Adam Janz, Zack
Van Wormer and Adam Wagn-
er fill out the starting roster.

Other returning letter win-
ners include senior Michael
Neumann, and junior Justis
Clayton. Newcomers are jun-
ior Jeff Paulus and sopho-
more Tristin Wright. Two
freshmen have reported for
the sport. They are Dan Just-
man and Chris Larson.

Currently there are just
three out for the girls’ team,
according to Drexler, who
said sophomore letter winner
Nicole Stern will be strong.

“Nicole is the leader for the
girls. She is coming off a good
season and is determined to
better her times this year,”
Drexler said, reporting the
other two runners are senior
Katie Uelman and sopho-
more Crystal Treptow.

“I am hoping to recruit
some more (girls) once class-
es begin,” Drexler said.

As far as which team will
be strong in the EW, Drexler
points to Kiel in the girls’ race
and possibly Two Rivers will
be the top challenger for the
boys’ title. The KHS boys fin-
ished fifth in the EW last fall
with Meyer leading the way,
taking seventh, giving him
all-conference honors. The
boeys were also fifth-in the sec-
tional meet. The girls were
last in conference.

Meyer 1s leader of
pack of over 125

Kewaskum High's Josh
Meyer truly was the leader of
the pack in the Kettle Moraine
Lutheran Cross Country Invi-
tational held on Aug. 26th.

The lanky, talented senior
finished first out of over 125

runners in the event, helping
the Indians to a sixth-place
finish in the event.

Meyer was clocked in 18
minutes, 16.18 seconds
(18:16.18) tor the 5,000 meter
event on a day when, because
of the heat and humidity, it
would have been a lot more
fun swimming.

‘I told the boys’ team we
had to make a statement at
this meet if we expect to have
a winning season,” KHS
Coach Dave Drexler said. “I
feel the team did just that.”

Kewaskum wound up with
155 points, one point out of
the fifth spot claimed by
Lomira. Sheboygan Lutheran
claimed the title with 77
points and Wisconsin Luther-
an took second with 118.

Drexler beamed about
Meyer's eltort, especially con-
sidering he had an 18-second
cushion between himself and

the runner-up. "Josh is very

focused and fired up about

the season,” he said.
Drexler went on that his
next two finishers, sopho-

more Bob Gibson (17th,
19:31.66) and Zack Van
Wormer (29th, 20:18.72)

“struggled with the heat and
humidity, as did most of the
other runners, but their con-
ditioning carried them
through. Overall, the team is
pretty solid and will get more
SO as the season progresses.”

Other KHS counters were
Jonathan Hawig, in 51st place
at 21:14.78 and Adam Wagner,
57th with a time of 21:32.75.

With only three girls out for
the sport, the KHS did not
have enough for a complete
team. Nicole Stern was the
best of the Indian trio, placing
84th in 21:17.56 for 4,000 me-
lers.

“Nicole is running strong
and is motivated to move up.
She lost a shoe during the
race (in the mud) and after
stopping to put it back on,
still finished well,” Drexler
said.
