When the two major parties have of- 
fered a choice of candidates, the Re­
publicans have held the upper hand 
in Washington County politics over 

• ^e past several decades, but the cur- 
tent primary race for the 20th Senate 
District seat has the conservative ma­
jorpartysplitting into two contrasting 

’camps.
Incumbent Mary E. Panzer, 52, has 

held the Senate seat since 1993. She is 
being challenged by Glenn Groth- 
man, 49, a member of the Wisconsin 
State Assembly since 1993.

“I am running for reelection as your 
Senator from the 20th District to con- 
tinue to protect and build — through 
fmgal, responsible government — the 
strengths of community, family, edu- 
c&m and a strong economy that 

; make the 20th District so great," Panz­
er said tn a recent statement on her 

political background and platform.
After graduating from Mayville High 

School and attending the University 
of Wisconsin-Madison, Panzer fol­
lowed in the footsteps of her father 
who also worked in the political arena 
for much of his life.

Panzer is currently the co-chairman 
of President George W. Bush’s election 
campaign in Wisconsin and is the 
Senate Majority Leader in the state.

Grothman, who graduated from 
Homestead High School and UW-

Madison with a 
degree in law, is 
a former prac­
ticing attorney. 
He was first 
elected to the 
Assembly in a 
special election, 
was reelected in 
1994 and has 
served as the 
majority caucus 
vice president 
since 1999.

“I am especial­
ly eager to lead 
an even stronger 
Republican ma-
jority to

set,” 
said.

. — . After spend­
ing 11 years in the State Assembly 
leading the conservative fight against 
excessive spending, I am asking vot­
ers Jo carry this fight to the State Sen­
ate”, Grothman said about his reason 
for wanting the Senate seat.

One of Gro th man’s major stands is 
for pro life, an issue he has staunchly- 
supported. In the past, he has been 
named as Pro Life Wisconsin Legisla­
tor of the Year and had also been pre­
sented the Pro-Life Hero Award from 
the Wisconsin Right to Life group.

The two have taken different sides 
on the question of the additional sales 
tax to build Miller Park. Panzer argues 
having a major league baseball team 
in Milwaukee creates jobs and a 
healthy economy for residents in the 
counties paying the extra tax.

Grothman thinks it is ridiculous to 
have people in Washington and Ozau­
kee Counties pay for woes created in 
Milwaukee County.

us to pass the property tax freeze, the 
constitutional amendment defining 
marriage as between a man and a 
woman, the Person Protection Act, 
health care legislation, the Jobs Cre­
ation Act, and the Conscience Clause;

ernor Doyle on unconstitutional gam­
ing compacts."

I his hat into the race to defeat Senator 

Mary Panzer. The latest challenger is a
J former village president from Ke­

waskum. .
I Unhappy with how the race for 

this seat has progressed John Kenwor- 
fhy 44, announced his intentions to 
engage in a write-in campaign on the 
democratic ticket. Kenworthy re­
ared to the race as “ quickly gone to 

‘ tax Hell in a Handbasket and I, for 
°ne, have had enough.”

I In a letter sent to the media, Ken­
worthy continues "What had begun 
as a serious, intelligent dialogue 
a'tned toward alleviating the over- 

helming tax burden placed upon 
Wisconsin’s citizens, has now deterio- 
.. d into a donnybrook of accusa- 
°hs, finger pointing and circus dem- 
8°guery. Instead of debating perti- 
.^t policy, we find ourselves em- 
toiled in he-said/ she-said contro- 
etsies regarding stolen yard signs, 
heading campaign literature, per- 
hal attacks and a game of who en- 

°rses whom - none of which has the

slightest thing to do with what we are 
electing these supposed professionals 
to do.” , -

Kenworthy says he is running for 
three reasons and three reasons 
alone: TABOR, TABOR, TABOR!!! (The 
Tax Payer Bill Of Rights.)

“I need to make it very clear from 
the onset that as an eleventh-hour, 
write-in, Democratic candidate; I har­
bor no delusions of actually winning 
anything. That is not my purpose 
here. I have no doubt in my mind but 
what Glenn Grothman will be our 
next Senator, and perhaps rightly so. 
Ms. Panzer has had enough political 
faux pas’ in recent years to give even 
Howard Dean palpitations. My fear is 
that Grothman’s election will be seen 
not merely as being the result of Panz­
er’s very painful and public self-de­
struction, but rather as a victory for 
the present iteration of TABOR itself 
as both a litmus test for conservative 
values (which is fine) and as a man­
date towards its immediate enact­
ment (which is-not so fine as it cur­
rently stands.), stated Kenworthy in

his letter.
While he believes that TABOR is 

well-intended he says, “Wisconsin in­
deed has become a Tax Hell - and- 
while that path may be paved with 
good intentions - the inferno is seem­
ingly getting hotter with every passing 
day. But the idea of a Constitutional 
Amendment - which is a supposedly 
permanent piece of legislation - 
should not be embraced in a cavalier 
or off-hand fashion without first de­
bating at great length the pros and 
cons of such an amendment. I do not 
believe that TABOR has undergone 
that degree of scrutiny as of yet, espe­
cially with the climate of the cam­
paign as it presently stands. As a tax­
payer, that scares me to death.”

Kenworthy’s states that the cur­
rent version of TABOR shifts the pow­
er of tax control away from the local 
municipalities to the State of Wiscon­
sin. “That rankles me on a fundamen­
tal, Jeffersonian leve^ says Kenworthy. 
His major problem with the TABOR

When Margaret “Maggie”

Since moving on to play 
for St Norbert College in De 
Pere, however, Herriges has 
been surrounded by good tal­
ent, and in a supporting role, 
she has been able to help the 
Green Knights to a couple 
solid seasons in the Midwest 
Conference.

"Freshman season, I 
didn’t play very much. Last 
year, I played quite a bit... I 
started some games and 
played some entire games. I 
play when they need me,” 
Herriges said last week be­
fore leaving for the campus 
and the team’s first practice, 
which took place on Aug. 
20th.

In order to push for the 
starting role this year, Her­
riges participated in a speed 
camp after spring break with 
the St. Norbert football play­
ers, and she also played in 
some summer scrimTnages 
with the Kewaskum High 
players. She deemed herself 
ready to own the Green 
Knight net or to at least trade 
off starting with the other 
goal keeper on the team.

"We have about 24 girls 
on the team," Herriges said, 
with herself and another ex­
perienced goalie to help the 
Knights improve on their

2003 record of 12-3-2 and a 
third place finish (6-1-2) in. 
the conference title race, 
which was won last year by 
Grinnell.

Herriges played in seven 
games last fall and started 
two. She had 18 saves in 
those appearances, accord­
ing to statistics made avail­
able by the Midwest Confer­
ence. She posted a 2-0-1 
record in the games she 
played in. - .

While Carroll is really the 
biggest rival for St. Norbert, 
advancing in the NCAA Divi­
sion 3 tournament is really 
the major goal for Herriges. 
and her teammates. The top 
four teams in conference 
play advance to the Midwest 
Tournament, and the winner 
of the tournament automati­
cally earns a berth in the 
NCAA competition.

In 2002, St. Norbert’s ad­
vanced to the finals of the 
Midwest Tournament before 
losing, and last year, the 
Knights were upended in the 
opening round of action.

It’s an intense week," Her­
riges said about tournament

time, indicating college play­
ers are very serious about the 
way they play their game.

And what are some other 
differences between the col­
lege and high school games? 
“College soccer is a lot faster 
... It’s faster and it’s rougher,” 
Herriges said, plus, "You’re 
playing with the best players 
(from the high school level).”

Herriges was proud to be 
the first girl at KHS to play all 
four years on the varsity, and 
now she wants to elevate her 
game to become a top level 
college goal keeper. “I want 
to get more playing time ... to 
be able to prove I can step up 
as hopefully a first-team goal 
keeper,” she said.

The Green Knights open 
with a non-conference game 
at Edgewood College on Sept. 
1st, and their first home 
game will be Saturday, Sept. 
4th against Lake Forest Col­
lege, a Midwest Conference 
opponent.

Herriges is a biology major 
at St. Norbert’s, and going to 
graduate school is definitely 
in her plans.

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Placing with Trains
By: Sam Posey
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The story goes that, back 
when my mother learned that 
she was expecting me, my fa­
ther, eagerly anticipating a 
son, went out and bought an 
entire train set.

Lionel. Three rail track. 
The locomotive must have 
weighed 8 pounds.

Then I was born. The train 
went back into the box. The 
box went back into the closet 
for four more years. And 
that’s the story of how my 
younger brother ended up 
with a train set.

No disappointment here. 
In his book “Playing with 
Trains’’ (c.2004, Random 
House), author Sam Posey 
admits that trains are more of 
a “guy thing” anyhow.

What makes a grown man 
play with toy trains? Posey 
doesn't really say, but he 
caught Caboose Contagion 
when he was a little boy and 
his mother wired his layout. 
On and off throughout his 
childhood, Posey ran his 
trains but when he became 
an adolescent, trains took a 
back seat to girls, cars, and 
friends. After he was grown 
and married and about to be­
come a father, he remem­
bered how much he loved his 
trains and he hoped to instill 
that fun in his own son.

When Posey's son, John, 
was in second grade, they be­
gan to think about doing a 
layout, but not a simple 
round-the-Christmas-tree 
kind of circle. They began to 
plan a big layout, based on a 
real railroad: the Colorado 
Midland Railway. Theirs 
would be a layout with moun­
tains made of painted blue 
foam and buildings with sim­
ulated rust. A layout where 
trains would go in a loop, yes,

but the loop would pass 
through tunnels and valleys, 
up hills and around tiny, 
scale-size communities. A 
layout that would eventually 
take up almost an entire 
basement and around 6000 
hours to complete.

On and off for sixteen 
years - while raising a family, 
working as a commentator 
for ABC, designing buildings 
and schools; and battling 
Parkinson’s disease - Sam 
Posey worked on his train lay­
out. And when it was finished 
(is a layout ever really fin­
ished?), he began to think 
about doing another one.

"Playing with Trains” is 
filled with history of real rail­
roads that are long gone, and 
of the men who built them, 
owned them, and ran them. 
It’s also a book about passion 
and obsession and grown 
men who re-create those rail­
roads in incredible detail, 
sometimes down to Lilliput­
ian belongings spied in the 
back seat of a tiny car through 
a miniature rolled-down win­
dow. Through his book, 
Posey makes model railroad­
ing into more of an art form 
and less of a hobby. His pas­
sion for trains is amusing, but 
when it becomes more of an 
obsession, it’s a little scary, 
even to Posey himself.'

Be aware that this book is 
full of references that only a 
model railroader would un­
derstand. If you don't have 
much knowledge of railroad­
ing, you might not complete­
ly understand Posey’s train of 
thought. If you’re a model 
railroader or a railroad work­
er, though, get your ticket 
ready. "Playing with Trains" is 
a great ride.

Dear Editor:

After receiving phone calls 
regarding two letters pub­
lished in the Kewaskum 
Statesman on Sept. 2, 2004, 
regarding the recall of two 
town board supervisors and a 
survey sent out by the Town, 1 
thought it would be best to 
publish the results of that sur­
vey.

The minimum lot size 
right now for building a home 
in any zoning district in the 
town is 40,000 sq. ft, which is 
just under one acre. The sur­
vey asked what the people fell 
should be the minimum lot 
size for a home in several 
zoning districts. In Agricul­
tural zoning, the top three 
were: 225 said 5 acres, 136 
said 1 acre and 82 said 2 acres, 
with the balance voting for 
1/2 acre to 100 acre mini­
mum. In Residential zoning, 
the top three were: 218 said 1 
acre, 135 said 5 acres and 123 
said 2 acres, with the balance 
voting for 1/2 acre to 40 acre 
minimum. In Subdivisions, 
the top three were: 263 said 1 
acre, 113 said 2 acres and 104 
said 1-1/2 acres, with the bal­
ance voting for 1/4 acre to 20 
acre minimum.

Regarding purchasing de­
velopment rights, 344 said 
No. 223 said Yes and 199 were 
unsure. For limiting the 
number of lots created, 542 
said Yes, 145 said No and 59 
were unsure. For preserving 
the rural character, 453 said 
Very Important, 204 said Im­
portant, 74 said Not impor­
tant and 27 were unsure.

The final results of votes 
cast:

Lot sizes - Ag - 5 acre min­
imum, Residential - 1 acre 
minimum, Subdivision - 1 
acre minimum.
Purchase - Development 
Rights - No.

Limit number of lots - Yes.
Preserve rural character - 

Very important
Part of the controversy ap­

pears to be what each person 
considers "rural* My guess is 
that most people in the Town 
of Farmington consider 
themselves living in a rural 
area, regardless if they live on 
a 40 acre lot, or a 1 /2 acre lot 
in Boltonville or Fillmore.

At a Town Board meeting, 
Town Board Supervisors vot­
ed for the 5 acre minimum in 
Ag, but to change the Resi­
dential minimum to 2 acres 
and the Subdivision mini­
mum to 2 acres, rather than 
the 1 acre voted for in the sur­
vey. This motion passed with 
the two Supervisors voting 
yes, and the Town Chairman 
voting no.

The letter stated “I am dis­
appointed in those members 
of the Plan Commission who 
do not take their duty to vote 
with the largest bulk of the re­
spondents." This statement
is incorrect - Plan Commis­
sion members did decide to 
go with the survey results and 
forward those results to the 
town board.

J was also asked why peo­
ple want to stop the “master 
plan" which is mentioned in 
the 2nd letter "The group 16 
circulating a petition to recall 
Roell and Schreiber from of- , 
flee in an effort to stop the

master plan that Roell and 
Schreiber want adopted." 
The papers filed in my of­
fice do not state that as the 
reason fot the recall - the 
recall petition states "Fail­
ure to represent the elec­
tors as a majority and 
wasting taxpayer money 
and town time on survey"

I hope this information 
will help clear up some of the 
misunderstanding going 
on.

Kewaskum’s Clark Eichstedt fired a 68 during 
the semifinal match but he had to settle for 
second place in the Hon-E-Kor men’s club
championship.

This was his first three - 
peat, and by defeating Clark 
Eichstedt 2-and-l on Monday 
afternoon, Craig Anderson of 
West Bend now has eight 
Hon-E-Kor men’s club cham­
pionships to his credit.

His resume includes club 
titles in 1992, ‘94, ‘95, ‘97, ‘98, 
2002, ‘03 and '04.

“It’s fun," Anderson, a 
math teacher and golf coach 
at West Bend West High, said. 
“Ikie is always a good guy to 
play with."

The two friendly rivals 
both missed a lot of opportu­
nities, but Anderson put the 
pressure on Eichstedt early, 
stayed in the lead and sealed 
the deal with a solid chip 
from 65 yards out on the 
eighth hole of the Blue Nine, 
putting the ball eight 'feet 
from the hole.

After Eichstedt launched a 
monster drive on the hole, he 
had trouble getting any loft 
on a chip just behind the trap. 
The ball lined through the 
trap and settled in the fringe 
and his third shot was 15 feet 
short of the hole, then he 
failed to drop his par try and 
conceded the hole to Ander­
son.

"If one of us could have 
just had a run of pars, it could 
have been a different match,” 
Anderson said, indicating, "I 
started well,” with a gimme 
birdie on No. 1 and pars on 
Nos. 2 and 3 for a 2-up lead.

Not much changed the re­
mainder of the Red Nine until 
hole No. 7. "That’s where the 
bogey stretch began," Ander­
son said, referring to the fours 
by both players on the par-3 
hole with neither reaching in 
regulation.

Anderson struggled on No. 
8, not reaching the green in 

. two shots and after a blast out

of the sand that got caught up 
in the higher grass protecting 
the green.

Eichstedt was just eight 
feet from birdie, so eventually 
Anderson conceded the hole, 
then both men made bogeys 
on No. 9 and on No. 1 Blue 
(after Eichstedt nearly drove 
the green), and the difference 
was still two holes.

Anderson’s only three-putt 
cost him a chance to go 3-up 
on No. 2 Blue as Eichstedt’s 
drive settled in the heather 
left of the fairways sloping, 
and he needed three shots to 
reach the green.

Both went over the green 
with their seconds shots on 
No. 3, and Anderson was in 
better shape to win the hole 
as Eichstedt gambled to try to 
bounce his chip out of the 
fringe and onto the downhill 
green. His chip got caught up 
in the fringe, but after anoth­
er chip, he holed the putt to 
match Anderson’s five.

As the wind began picking 
up, the two golfers bogeyed 
the par-3s on Nos. 4 and 5. 
Going right into the wind on 
No. 5, Anderson put his tee 
shot 20 feet from the hole, but 
Eichstedt was able to chip 
close and tie again with a 
one-putt for par.

Eichstedt cut the deficit to 
one-up on No. 6 when he had 
another nifty chip that al­
lowed him to come away with 
a par, while Anderson was 
short in three shots and 
wound up with a five.

Neither golfer hit No. 7 in 
two. They had the green sur­
rounded and were about 
equidistant from the hole. 
Anderson decided he was 
away and chipped to within 
two feet of the hole. Eichst­
edt’s try nearly hit the pin but 
ran seven feet past. Both 
drained their putts, so it was 
on to No. 8 with Anderson still 
in the lead by one.

Eichstedt said his ball was 
just in front of a little piece of 
ground, and he was pretty 
certain he could just hit it, 
but, “The ball never got up in 
the air.”

‘‘I never got comfortable," 
Eichstedt went on about the 
finals. "Yesterday (when he 
shot 68 in qualifying) was fun. 
This morning was great (with 
six birdies in 14 holes in a 5- 
and-4 win over Jim 
Rohlinger), but I allowed my­
self to get out of sync on the 
very first hole and never got it 
back."

Eischstedt holds the 
record for winning the most 
Hon-E-Kor titles, with nine to 
his credit.

Anderson was 5-over-par 
in the finals, a different story 
from the morning round 
when he defeated Jay Ander­
son 2-and-l.

“We both played well. I 
think he said he had 72.1 was 
1- or 2-under par," Anderson 
said, indicating he will be 
playing in the upcoming Ket­
tle Moraine Amateur (Sept. 
18-19) and in the Hon-E-Kor 
Best Ball on Oct. 2-3.

In other final matches 
Monday, Larry Sterr defeated 
Dan Gibbon 3-and-2 to claim 
the First Flight title; Tom Tim­
blin surged past Dick Wietor 
3-and-2 in the Second Flight; 
Rick Averill was a 2-and-l vic­
tor over Chris Kerry in the 
Third Flight and Fred Gauthi­
er was the champ in the 
Fourth Flight after posting a 
4-and-3 win over Butch Ritz- 
man.

Like Anderson, Teresa 
Dreher successfully defended 
her title after topping Diane 
Klemke 3-and-l. This was 
Dreher’s sixth title in the 
Women's Championship.
