Grothman swept a majority of the

communities across Washington

County collecting 12,148 votes to
Panzer’s 2,757.

Grothman, who tried to run a pos-
itive campaign in light of Panzer's
muckraking, said he had doubts down
the stretch ... but he said on election
day the people are the ones who
spoke about what they want in their
new leader.

While Glenn Grothman beat Mary
Panzer by a strong 60 percent margin,
some are wondering where the Panz-
er campaign went wrong. 58th As-
sembly Representative, Dan
LeMahieu says it was obvious, Panzer
lost touch with the taxpayers in her
district. |
~Panzer always stated she was
against abortion except when it came
to rape, incest or endangering the life
of the mother. Grothman was op-
posed to abortion with no exceptions.

LeMahieu says the Grothman vic-
tory says a lot on what voters these
days expect from their representa-
tives.

Final tallies show Grothman
crushing Panzer by a 4 to 1 margin.
Many voters, like Mary Jo Stutzman of
Kewaskum said it was because Panzer
lost touch with the people in her dis-
trict. "She left us for Madison, she left
her constituents here," said Stutz-
man. "Glenn has been here, lives here
and still relates to us."

At the K-C Hall in West Bend,
Grothman was humble in accepting
victory and said he felt his hard work
would pay off in the end.

Grothman said he thought his po-

work is winding down

Feel like a mouse In a
maze driving in the village
this summer?

With Clinton Street, Edge-
wood Road and Riverview
Drive all being worked on,
sometimes it was a real trip
trying to get to a friend’s
house or even one’'s own

home.
Some have had more diffi-

culties than others.

Take the William Kober
family for an example. Bill
and his wife Bev live on
Riverview Drive, which has
been torn up for a couple
months. Daughter Brenda
and her husband Tom Her-
riges and their daughters re-
side on Edgewood Road, also
with a detour, and son Brian
Kober and his family are
building a new home on Wil-
A-Be Lane, which currently
has just one entrance, Stark
Street.

Be patient, however, Di-
rector of Public Works Jerry
Gilles'says the work, delayed
by spring rains, should be
wrapped up within the next
month or so.

“The water main and sewer
are now installed,” Gilles said
earlier this week about the
project on Clinton Street, re-
porting the old lateral trans-
fers to each home are now
being replaced by new ones,
and then there are minor
sidewalk repairs to be made.

“This work is probably go-
ing to take a week to a week
and a half,” Gilles said about
this major project that was
started back in June and is

- being completed by Main
Line Construction of Wauke-
sha.

“The water main and sewer
were old and failing,” Gilles
said about Clinton Street.
“We had quite a few breaks in
that area.”

Work is progressing nicely
on Riverview Drive and Hwy.
S, according to Gilles, who
said the village's portion of
Riverview and S will be
shaped and grade very soon
In preparation for final as-
phalting,

“This Wednesday (Sept.
15) Country Road S out of the
village to the county line will
be ripped up,” Gilles went
on, indicating the next step
on that stretch of road, which
is about one-quarter to one-
half of a mile in length, is to
grade and shape for asphalt-
ing.

"We're getting closer on
that one,” Gilles said. “Hope-
fully within two weeks, we'll
see pavement there,”

Payne and Dolan of

Waukesha is the subcontrac-
tor for this project, Gilles
sald, indicating the village
must pay for much of the
work on the parking lanes of
this road, and the county is
responsible for the driving
lanes.

Payne and Dolan is also
handling the project of
widening Edgewood Road to
two lanes of traffic and the

work on County H. |
“Edgewood and H ... that's

kind of all related into one,”
Gilles said, reporting the new
lane has been roughed in on
Edgewood and curb and gut-
ter work on H was pretty well
completed last Friday.

Three or four more days
are still needed to adjust
catch basins and ditches,
Gilles said, adding, “Grading
and shaping will be the next
job there.”

The work on Hwy. H was
necessary for the develop-
ment of the new Prairie Gar-
den Subdivision located on
the south side of the road.

Developers of new subdivi-
sions are required to pay a
portion of the costs of the
work.

The total cost of these three
projects came to approxi-
mately $3 million, according
to Gilles, who said the village
borrowed the money to pay
for them.

Village Administrator Dan
Schmidt was unavailable late
Monday afternoon for com-
ment on the specifics of the
loan.

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Retrofit project is the equivalent of saving 108,000 gallons of gasoline l
Lighting change brings environmen ta
award to Kewaskum School District

An environmental stewardship award was presented to
the Kewaskum School District recently by Orion Energy
Systems Ltd. Of Plymouth. The award commends the dis-
trict for reducing its electrical power consumption in two
gyms by some 538,500 kwh per year — the equivalent of
planting 218 acres of trees or saving over 108,000 gallons
of gas over the 20-year estimated life of the new lights.
With the two award plaques are, from left, School Board
member Neal Weare, Superintendent Wayne Graczyk,
School Board President Jean Goeden and District Build-
ings and Grounds Superintendent Bob Ellis, who was in-

strumental in the project.

An award that commends
the Kewaskum School Dis-
trict for significant environ-
mental benefits was present-
ed to the board recently by

Orion Energy Systems Ltd., of

Plymouth.

The environmental bene-
fits came in the wake of an
annual reduction in electrical
power consumption of some
59,500 kilowatt-hours (kWh)
per year in the high school
and middle school gyms. This
reduction was brought about
by the district’s replacing 72
400-watt metal halide lights
in the gyms with 72 Orion II-
luminator  fixtures. The
change cut power consump-
tion — and costs — for lighting
the two gyms by some 55 per-
cernt,

Federal EPA formulas indi-
cate that over the 20-year es-
timated life of the fixtures, the
59,500 kXWh power reduction
will mean that 1,190,000 kWh
will not have to be generated
at all --, and this, in turn, will
mean that 893 tons of Carbon
Dioxide, 243 tons of Carbon,
three tons of Sulfur Dioxide
and eight tons of Nitrogen
Oxides will not be released in-
to the atmosphere.

It will also be the environ-
mental equivalent of planting

218 acres of trees, or remov-
ing 169 cars from the road; it
is also the conservation
equivalent of saving 108,182
gallons of gasoline or 2,576
barrels of oil, all over the
same time span.

Superintendent  Wayne
Graczyk said that the district
appreciated the award — one
award plaque for each gym --
and added, “It's nice to see
the new technology come in-
to our schools — and to know
that we take full advantage
and do our part in saving en-
ergy.”

School Board President
Jean Goeden agreed and
added, “I also think that we
don't get enough publicity to
tell people that this is some-
thing that Bob Ellis and our
staff continue to strive for —
saving energy, saving any-
thing, saving our tax dollars,
Every little bit helps, and this
looks like more than just a lit-
tle bit. It’s quite a bit.” Ellis is
the district’s Buildings and
Grounds  Superintendent,
and was instrumental in car-
rying out the project,

The cost savings and envi-
ronmental benelits are possi-
ble because Orion Illumina-
tor fixtures have been engi-
neered to use a specially
formed, highly reflective sur-
face to ‘harvest lighl that 1s
emitted from all sides of a flu-
orescent tube.

tion and present this award to
the Kewaskum Schools,”
