process.

"We just want to do what- 
ever we can to help the fami­
ly," Zanow said Monday

cal therapy.

Ashley’s short-term mem­
ory still isn't what It was be­
fore the accident, according 
to Zanow, who said, "The 
school is helping with little 
things.” and the doctors are 
hopeful the memory will 
come back.

Amy, who "took the brunt 
of the hit,” according to 
Zanow, was in a coma for 
three months and now that 
she is awake, she must "learn 
to pretty much do everything 
... walk and talk." Amy is cur­
rently undergoing injury re­
habilitation at a facility in the 
Milwaukee area.

"She (Amy) has had five 
surgeries and has more to 
go,” Zanow said, noting Lisa 
Bronkhorst has had to miss a 
lot of work to be with her 
daughters and, in addition to 
the hospital bills, there are 
costs involved with trans­
portation to and from the re­
habilitation center and ob­
taining a wheelchair.

The Kewaskum 4-H’ers 
are hoping for a big turnout 
and response to the raffle in 
hopes of helping the 
Bronkhorsts.

A good idea that is not 
shared with others will 
gradually fade away and 
bear no fruit, but when 
it is shared it lives for­
ever because it is passed. 
on from one person to 
another and grows as it 
goes.

Prior to Father's Day and 
my 75th birthday this June, 
2004, my son, Jeff and his 
wife Denise purchased a 
book about B-29s that had 
been highly recommended to 
them by their neighbor, Jim 
Schultz. Jeff and Denise oper­
ate a dairy' farm near Random 
Lake.

The title of the book is 'B- 
29 Superfortress of the Kore­
an War" by Robert Dorr. It was 
first published in 2003 in 
Great Britain.

As Jeff and Denise browsed 
through the book they were 
certain I was in a photo in 
this book. Jeff couldn’t con­
tain his excitement and pre­
sented me with the book the 
beginning of June instead.

Yes it was a photo taken in 
1953 of some of my crew 
members and myself of the
344th Bombardment
Squadron, 98th Bomb Wing 
along with another crew wait­
ing to be debriefed after a 
bombing mission over North 
Korea. We were in this large 
room where a table had been 
set up with large pots of cof­
fee that were spiked with Old 
Stag whiskey. It was terrible 
tasting, but we drank it any- 
way as it helped relax us after 
a grueling mission before the

intelligence officers debriefed 
us about the mission. This 
photo was on page 81 of the 
book.

As I read this book, I real­
ized it was a history of our 
training and what we went 
through before we arrived ful­
ly trained for combat duty in 
Korea. This book also gives 
full detailed information 
about Gen. Curtis '‘Cigar’’ Lc 
May, the only general I ever 
shook hands with. From my
short stories "A Lesson 
Learned" and "Gen. Curtis 
LeMay” it is obvious that he 
made quite an impression on 
a much younger me.

To find photos of crew 
members of mine throughout 
this book, much to my 
amazement, is very exciting. 
When one thinks of all the 
hundreds of crews that fought 
in the Korean War and were 
rotated back to the States, 
what are the odds of such a 
find?

On page 73 is a photo of 
my aircraft commander re­
ceiving the Distinguished Fly­
ing Cross for his actions in fly­
ing combat over North Korea.

This book has given me 
many hours of pleasurable 
reading and has rekindled 
many almost forgotten mem­
ories of experiences our crew 
shared during the Korean 
War.

Vehicles must stop for school 
buses displaying flashing
lights

In their rush to get to 
classes in the morning and 
home in the afternoon, chil­
dren might not be aware of 
the traffic around them when 
the get on and off school bus­
es. To prevent a tragedy, mo­
torists need to be cautious 
when driving near school 
buses and obey laws designed 
to protect school bus riders.

According to Wisconsin 
law, when approaching a 
school bus from the front or 
rear, drivers must stop at least 
20 feet from the bus when it is 
stopped and displaying flash­
ing red lights. Drivers cannot 
proceed until after the bus re­
sumes its route or turns off 
the flashing red warning 
lights. It also is illegal to make 
a right turn in front of a 
stopped school, bus. Drivers 
on the other side of a divided 
highway from a bus with 
flashing red lights are not re­
quired to Stop.

"Officers from the State

Patrol and other agencies 
stringently enforce laws re­
quiring motorists to stop for 
school buses with flashing 
red lights," says State Patrol 
Superintendent David 
Collins. "Besides law enforce­
ment officers, school bus 
drivers legally may report any 
violations involving passing 
or turning in front of their 
buses. The owner of the vehi­
cle, who might not be the of­
fending driver, will then be 
responsible for paying the ci­
tation."

A citation for failure of a 
vehicle to stop for a school 
bus costs $305 and four de­
merit points. A citation for a 
right turn in front of a 
stopped school bus costs 
$305 and three demerit 
points. If reported by a school 
bus driver, the vehicle own­
er's liability for illegal passing 
of a bus will cost $305 with no 
demerit points.

Ayinde loves Richard, but be­
ing married to a sports star is­
n’t what she thought it would 
be. Richard's gone a lot, and 
Ayinde has only the servants 
to keep her company... that 
is, until baby Julian is born.

I figured after the intense 
morning we had, that we had 
better put some real chow in 
our bellies for the evening 
hunt.

I would be sitting with 
Craig and hopefully watching 
him bag his first black bear. I 
decided spaghetti would give 
us ample energy. Using wild 
boar and venison for the meat

sauce, I proudly cooked up a 
meal fit for a king, and my fel­
low bear hunters wolfed it 
down.

By 4:30 p.m., Craig and I 
were in a high stand overlook­
ing a bait that has been hit 
with regularity by both bear 
and wolf. I would be the cam­
era man, and Craig would be 
the shooter.

We had been sweating it 
out for maybe five minutes (it 
was very hot out), when I 
heard the distant rumble of 
thunder and thought we may 
lose this hunt. Seconds later, I 
heard another rumble and re­
alized the sound was a lot 
closer than I thought. Soon 
after, there was another 
boom, and I looked in the di­
rection of my comrade and 
realized it was his stomach 
and not a thunder storm.

.1 heard some muttering 
about my wild boar/spaghetti 
dinner and thought we had 
better get this guy a diaper 
and quick. Craig's belly was 
making so much noise, there 
was no way a bear was com­
ing in unless it was deaf and 
did not have a nose. I started 
laughing midway through the 
storm and heard Craig say, 
"What, don't you want me to 
get a bear?" >

Eventually the storm 
passed, and we continued 
waiting for a bear, wolf, crow, 
moose or whatever may ap­
pear for us to stare at. I was 
facing west, and Craig was 
facing the bait toward the 
east. At 6 p.m., Craig tapped

my knee and pointed toward 
the bait. There was a shooter 
bear in range of Craig's Rem­
ington 870, and it looked to 
have an excellent hide.

From my point of view, the 
bear never knew what hit it. 
That's how you pray every 
hunt works out. I was well 
aware at that moment what a 
great vacation this was that 
brought three strangers to­
gether to become good 
friends and maybe even fu­
ture bear hunting partners. 
When Scott drove back to 
camp, Craig and I had big 
smiles on our faces. We all 
had a victory beer for Craig. 
After Craig told his story, in­
cluding the thunder belly 
part, Scott told us he barely 
made it back to his cabin after 
eating my lunch, when he 
discovered he had massive in­
digestion.

This bit of information im­
mediately gave these guys 
ammo against me. They 
thought this was a good rea­
son to negate me winning the 
big bear and first bear bets.

All bets were paid. Scott 
didn't pull his bow back, but 
he didn't care. He has har­
vested a lot of bears, and he 
will return.

Upon returning home, I 
found out that black bear 
tastes at least as good as veni­
son. I think I'm making 
spaghetti at deer camp the 
night before the opener!

Successful applicants can still purchase Class A bear permits
MADISON — Applicants 

who were successful in the 
drawing to receive a Class A 
Wisconsin bear hunting li­
cense but who did not pur­
chase the license prior to 
Sept. 8 can still purchase their 
license, but only through De­
partment of Natural Re­
sources service centers.

MADISON — Its offense

The Indian-Jet matchup 
was one of five prep games 
played in the Badger Classic 
at Camp Randall Stadium. 
The event is sponsored by the 
Wisconsin High School Foot­
ball Coaches Association.

The Indians had just 28 
yards and one first down in 
the first half as the Jets used 
the running of Matt Strong 
and Brad Coenon to control 
the football.

Roncalli had one chance 
to score in the second quar­
ter, moving 66 yards to the 
KHS 10-yard line before 
stalling. Jason Scott’s try at a 
27-yard field goal with :30 left 
was way off the mark

The Jets weren’t to be de­
nied on the first possession of 
the second half, however. 
They went 75 yards in 16 
plays, eating up just under 
nine minutes, with quarter­
back Ryan McDonald sneak­
ing into the end zone from 
the one on a third-and-goal 
situation.

Roncalli lined up to kick the 
extra point, but McDonald, 
the holder, rolled out and 
tried to find Strong for the 2- 
point conversion.
