WEST BEND - Breast can-
cer survivors looking for an
exercise and education pro-
gram designed just for them
need look no further than
Cedar Haven Rehabilitation
Agency. Sandra Artzberger,
Cedar Haven occupational
therapist lymphedema ex-
pert, has announced a
unique new series of classes
for breast cancer survivors
will begin in Octobet, Na-
tional Breast Cancer Aware-
ness Month.

Over the past four years,
Artzberger said, multiple re-
search articles have been
published proving the posi-
tive effects of exercise for
cancer survivors.
