father, son 1njured
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Allenton firefighters look on after helping to extricate a Hartford man from his truck after

it crashed into a home on CTH U just west of Allenton.

On October 24, 2004, at
7:48 p.m. a 32-year-old rural
Hartford man and his 10-
year-old son were critically
injured when their pick-up
truck left to roadway and
struck a home in the 6300
block of CTH U.

Initial reports to the Sher-
iff’s Department indicated
that the truck was on fire and
there were occupants inside
that were trapped. Sheriff’s
Deputies and the Allenton
Fire Department responded.

Prior to the arrival of
emergency personnel the
homeowner of the residence
that was struck, with the as-
sistance of a family friend,
were able to extinguish the
~ fire and free the 10-year-old
passenger from the wreck-
age. The driver remained
trapped and was extricated
from behind the wheel by
members of the Allenton Fire
Department utilizing the
jaws of life.

Allenton rescue assisted
by West Bend Intercept
transported the man and his
son to St. Joseph's Hospital in
West Bend. Shortly after ar-
rival they were both trans-
ferred to Milwaukee area
hospitals by Flight for Life.

The residence that the
truck ran in to was occupied
at the time of the collision be
one adult and three
teenagers, Two of the four re-
celved minor injuries as a re-
sult of the crash. The home
sustained structural damage
to both the interior and exte-
rior as a result. A dollar esti-
mate of the amount of dam-
age to the home was not
known.

Traffic along STH 33 was
restricted to one lane of trav-
el while rescue and clean-up
efforts were completed.

When Larry Ammel was
the band director at Ke-
waskum High School, he
would just wave his baton
and 100 musicians would fol-
low his directives.

He still 1loves his music,
but Ammel now spends
much of his retirement time
orchestrating various Kiwa-
nis projects, especially in his
new capacity as Lieutenant
Governor of the club’s Divi-
sion 12.

“I just go around and in-

stall all the new officers (of -

the clubs in the division),”
Ammel, who has been an ac-
tive member of the Ke-
waskum Kiwanis Club since
1999, said, explaining Divi-
sion 12 is comprised of nine
clubs from Fond du Lac,
Ripon, West Bend and Ke-
waskum.

Another of the duties with
the new office is visiting each
club twice a year, making
sure the members under-
stand the directives of the
governor of the Kiwanis and
are following through on
them.

“We all answer to the gov-
ernor, who is from Sheboy-
gan (Barry Hersch),” Ammel
said, indicating the governor
sets annual goals, which, this
year, include increasing
membership, and raising
funds for Camp Waubeek
near Wisconsin Dells, so chil-
dren with physical handicaps
will be able to enjoy a fun
camping experience.

“We (Kewaskum) have
had a couple kids go there,”
Ammel said about Camp
Waubeek, explaining the
members have been raising
funds to improve the trails at
the camp, so the children will
have easier access to them.

Concerning membership
totals, Ammel said in many
service organizations the vet-
eran members have retired or

are unable to participate in
projects, so the clubs have to
replenish their numbers.
This year, specifics relat-
ing to membership include

- attempting to charter three

new clubs and bring 30 clubs
up to a minimum of 25 mem-
bers.

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Another directive is trying
to raise $50,000 in the district
to combat ID, lodine Defi-
ciency. “It’s one of the big
projects Kiwanis Clubs have
been working on,” Ammel
said, explaining the clubs
want to make sure the right
kind of salt reaches children
in impoverished countries.

Kiwanis Clubs across the
state are also involved in a
project to collect 5,000 pairs
of shoes for children who do
not have any.

Ammel said when repre-
sentatives of Division 12 and
13 meet in Ripon on Dec. 4th,
each club is supposed to
send one or two pairs for a
start on the project.

Although the task he is
facing might seem a bit over-
whelming, Ammel is taking it
in stride. “Oh sure (it’s a big
undertaking), but it will be

fun. I'm enjoying it,” he said.

Kewaskum’s membership
is currently at 31, according
to Ammel, who said, “We're
always looking for new mem-
bers.”

The membership fee is
$100 per year, and the group
has a dinner meeting each
week at a cost of $9 for the
dinner. Some members come
every week, while others at-
tend just once a month, ac-
cording to Ammel, who said
before Roy Esser started with
health problems, he had one
of the best attendance
records in the area, reported-
ly over 30 years without a
IMIss.

Ammel also explained
there are different Kiwanis
groups for all ages, some fﬂl:
high students, like the KEY
Club in Kewaskum, one for

He
says it is finally down into the
80's and isn't quite as hot as 1t
was in sumimer.

Shaun reported that the
United States is accomplish-
ing wonderful things in trans-
forming this oppressed coun-
try into a free society, Morale
is and there is a high suc-
cess rate on combal missions.
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Sadaam's Palace in Tikrit, where Shaun is quartered while stationed in Iraq.

Aside from combat, the sol-
diers are helping the citizens
rebuild their country. In his
region, over two million dol-
lars in contracts (local con-
tractors) for rebuilding key fa-
cilities were awarded.

Have you been to any
stores lately? Most of them
have Christmas decorations
out already; some are even
getung ready for Santa’s ar-
rival at the store. [ once knew
a little girl who confided in
me that she didn’t believe in
Santa anymore, but she made
a list for “Santa” because it
was Important to her dad,
who couldn’t accept that his
baby was growing up.

Lost innocence - and mur-
der - are at the heart of the
new novel “Shade” by Neil
Jordan (c.2004, Bloomsbury),
but this is not a mystery at all.

Former actress Nina Hardy
died at 3:20 in the afternoon
on January 14, 1950. She
knows this because her child-
hood friend, George, sliced
her throat and dumped her in
the septic tank. George's
watch was the last thing Nina
saw. Now Nina is a Shade, not
quite in this world and not
quite in the next. But as a
Shade, she can remember. ..

There was a tree swing in
the yard of Nina'’s home in Ire-
land. Dan qurnbull, her fa-
ther's hired hand, put the
swing up, and Nina remem-
bers kicking her feet high,
looking across the swamp at
the river and her father's fac-
tory there.

Nina remembers the day
she first saw Janie and George
across the water. George,
who was “not quite right”,
would sink his toes in swamp
mud and when winter came,
he didn't have shoes so Nina
gave him a pair and George
loved her.

The day Gregory came to
live with Nina and her parents
15 @ day she savors. Gregory

R ————

was the half-brother Nina
didn't know she had until she
was nine years old. Delighted
at finally having a sibling, the
two children became close al-
most instantly.

T'he years passed, the chil-
dren grew up. George eventu-
ally went to work in the fields
while the other three graduat-
ed from school. Nina discov-
ered a love of acting. George
fell deeper in love with Nina
as Nina and Gregory flirted
with the forbidden. And then
World War I broke out.

George and Gregory en-
listed immediately, and as
they fought for their lives in
battle, Nina had a horror of
her own which made her
leave Ireland and her family.
As a Shade, Nina remembers
all this, but she doesn’t un-
derstand why George killed
her so brutally. She’s about to
find out.

Author Neil Jordan is an
Oscar-winning writer, and
“Shade” is a book that
screams (o be on the Big
Screen. Some readers might
be put off by the elegantly de-
tailed imagery and verbosity
of this book, but I thought the
words painted a picture of
who Nina was and who she
became. Although it bogs
down a bit in the character’s
adolescent years, Jordan's de-
scriptions of the horrors of
battle are some of the best-
written that I've ever read.

If you're looking for some-
thing fluffy, “Shade” is not for
you. If you don't mind paying
altention to get the Big Pay-
Off, then pick up a copy of
this book, or be sure to ask

Hello Friends,

As you read this week’s
Story, I am somewhere ip
Montana hunting elk and ej-
ther mule deer Or whitetail
deer. 1 had to get a column
ready before | |eft, because
this hunt is g two week trip, so
here's what | have to say:

As you may know, my wife
Laurie and [ are raising our
boys and Selina by the gar-
den, fishing pole, hunting
and firewood way, as well as
raising our own livestock. Our
garden, thanks to manure
from the cattle, has become a
major food producer. The
sand that makes up our prop-
erty was worthless for grow-
Ing crop. With manure mixed
In and plenty of water, our
harvest began with green
beans, lettuce and broccoli in
June, and ended last week
with 100 pumpkins.

For the second year in a
row, we raised 35 chickens
from birth, and this spring
added muscovey ducks. We
butchered 14 ducks and, on
this very day, have two hens
sitting on 24 eggs. What will
hatch is anybody’s guess. Ear-
lier this week, we butchered a
steer that was grain fed since
being pulled off milk.

Growing your own meat
provides the type of quality
you cannot find in a store. We
heat our house with wood
and though it's work, none of
us would have it any other
way. Wood heat takes a lot of
the misery (including pain)
out of winter.

Last year I wrote that we
started a campfire wood busi-
ness for the boys to give them
some cash. The firewood
business has provided money
for both their savings ac-
counts and pocket money.

Our family is what you
could probably call low in-
come, but our quality of life is
better than some high in-
come people [ know.

As you read this, we the
people of the United States
are very close to one of the
