Broeckers expmence 15 percent
increase in deer registrations

not many of the larger variety.

“A lot of deer, but nothing
super, super,” Al Broecker,
the owner of Al's Taxidermy
on Old Fond du Lac Road,
one of the more popular reg-
Istration centers 11
Washington - County, said
Monday as he was preparing
to wrap up the 2004 count.

As of 2 p.m., Broecker and
his wife, Kathy, registered 411
deer, including 279 does and

130 bucks.

This total reflects a 15 per-
cent increase from last year's
gun total of 356

“There were some sevens
(pointers), eights, nines and
10s ... the common number

was mostly eights and 10s,”
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Broecker said, then recalled,
“One of the Oppermanns had
a nice one Corey
Oppermann had a nice 11-

pointer. It was real wide, a 22-
inch spread.”

Broecker was not surprised
by the outcome of the season.
“That’s what they (Depart-
ment of Natural Resources)
wanted (a big kill), and that's
what they're getting,” he said.

Broecker said he has been
busy the past week, prepar-
ing deer for mounting the
heads “I'm caught up right
now,” Broecker said, but,
“There's still a bunch of them
coming in .. There always
are."

Muzzleloading season
began on Monday, ’Lcmrdmg
to Broecker, who said, “That
season closes on Dec. 8 ..
Eight or 10 is a pretty good
number” of deer that get reg-
istered during the muzzie-
