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West Bend Pohce Officers make
$500,000 claim against city

EDITOR'S NOTE- This late
breaking story came after our
normal deadline. This is why
it is placed in our events sec-
fion, out of the normal com-
munity news section.

Fourteen Police Officers
and a former Chief in West
Bend have made a $500,000
claim against the city and the
Wisconsin Retirement
System. The claim, according
to West Bend Personnel
Director Terry Siikarla says,
the city should have paid
Wisconsin Retirement contri-
butions back in the late
1960's and 1970's for part
time police officers.

The Wisconsin Retirement
System requires an employer
to put people on the system if
they were expected or
required to work more than
600 hours in a year. Siikarla
sald the cities position is
these people were not

expected or required to work
more 600 hours in a year,
however some of them did
work 600 hours a year. "The
officers are asking that the
city make the contributions

from the 1960's and 1970's
and, of course then the con-
tributions would be com-
pounded with interest.”
Siikarla estimates the final
pay out could reach $500,000,
Siikarla said there are sev-
eral difficult aspects sur-
rounding the case. He said
one hinder is the time line
with which the officers were
employed. "We are trying to
recreate records from the late
1960's and it's very difficult
for both sides,” he said.
"Most people involved in this
from the cities standpoint,
either Chiefs or City Clerks,
are either deceased or have
no memory of these events.”
The Judge, however, is
going over some documents
and tax records provided by
officers named in the claim.
They include: Dave Bateman,
Dan Bertler, Jim Flitter, Pete
Lieven, Mike Towler, Duane
Sawyer, and Jim Vetter.
Former Chief Lloyd Uelmen
is also named in the claim as
are retired officers Paul
Thiesen and Jim Shane. None
of the officers questioned
about the case are comment-
Ing. Some are deferring to
their attorney in Madison.

Burmaster announces library system aids

MADISON - State
Superintendent  Elizabeth
Burmaster has announced
the first of two state aid pay-
ments to Wisconsin's 17 fed-
erated public library systems.
A total of $14,196,700 will be
provided for 2005 operations.

“ am  pleased to
announce this support for
the cooperative local, region-
al, and state effort to provide
high-quality public library
service across Wisconsin,"
said Burmaster. “Public
library service is essential to
individual well-being as well

as to the economic health of

the entire state. My budget
calls for increased funding to
help public libraries provide
[ree access to knowledge,
information, and the diversi-
ty of ideas essential to a dem-
ocratic society.”

State residents receive
public library system services
through 388 independent
public libraries. All counties
and all public libraries in the
state have voluntarily elected
to join a public library sys-
tem. Public library systems
are regional library organiza-
tions created to Iimprove
services and increase access
to library materials and serv-
ices. Library system services:

- ensure that system resi-
dents have complete access

to public libraries within the
system area. State residents
made 31.3 million visits to
public libraries and checked
out nearly 55 million items
last year.

- coordinate the loan of

library materials among par-
ticipating libraries to meet
user needs. Annually, more
than 4 million items are sent
from one public library to
another library in response to
users' requests and are deliv-
ered by system-supported
delivery networks.

- provide training and
continuing education for
local library staff to ensure
the best possible service to
their communities.

- support cooperative
library technology projects.
More than 76% of the state’s
public libraries now partici-
pate in shared computer sys-
tems, and all libraries provide
the public with the use of
computers with internet con-
nections.

Through regional cooper-
ation, public library systems
provide higher levels of serv-
iIce while avoiding service
duplication.

MADISON - A preliminary
total of 303,162 deer were
registered by hunters at the
close of Wisconsin's nine-day

“The preliminary call-in
registration total was virtual;
ly identical in 2004 and 2003,

<aid Keith Warnke, DNR deer

ecologist. “"However, harvest
was distributed through the
state much differently as a
result of Zone-T and bamm-a-
Buck. In 2003, the final
results of the nine-day regu-
lar gun season were 324,460
deer registered and [ suspect
that this year will be very
close to that when all the
stubs are counted.

“Hunters in the northern
and northeastern regions
have been harvesting large
numbers of antlerless deer
for the past four years and
have really been doing their
part for deer herd manage-
ment. Reducing deer density
towards goals that we have
established is critical to suc-
cessful herd management
and to the future acceptance
of hunting as the best popu-
lation management tool.
Hunters in Wisconsin are
again showing their leader-
ship in conservation issues.”

Wildlife officials remind
hunters and citizens that the
muzzleloader gun deer-sea-
son opened Nov. 29 and runs

through Dec. 8. The late

archery season also opened
Nov 29 and runs through Jan.
3. A late Zone 1 antlerless
deer hunt will also take place
Dec. 9-12 in selected deer
management units south of
Hwy. 8.

Two hunters died and
three others suffered injuries
as a result of hunting acci-
dents during the nine-day
gun deer hunt. None of t!w
accidents involved juvenile
hunters. |

The five hunting acci-
dents mark the lowest num-
ber of accidents occurring in
any previous gun deer season
in Wisconsin, according to
Tim Lawhern, hunter safety
administrator for the DNR
Bureau of Law Enforcement.

The department  tracks
deaths and injuries f{rom
firrarm accidents only. The
data reported does not
include falls from tree stands,
heart attacks and other
potential causes of injury or
death people may experience
while hunting.

The nine-day hunt also
was marred by the tragedy
that happened in Sawyer
County during opening
weekend in which one indi-
vidual allegedly shot and
killed six hunters and wound-
ed two others in an apparent
trespass dispute

Hunting license sales

Spring turkey application deadline Dec. 10

MADISON -- Turkey
hunters have until Dec. 10 to
apply for a permit for the
2005 Wisconsin spring turkey
hunting season. Preliminary
permit levels for the spring
season are set at 193,386 per-
mits available in the 43 turkey
management zones, and 237
permits available for those
state parks that are open for
spring turkey hunting. This is
an increase from 186,625 total
permits issued for the 2004
SPring season.

Success rates over the past
few years have been in the 25
percent level. As long as the
weather cooperates, we
expect a hunter success rate
al least equal to or a little bet-
ter than last spring.

WINNErs can expect (o receijve

notifying them of the zone
and time period(s) they are
drawn for, Permit winners
can then purchase a spring
turkey license and stamp
approval at any license ven-
dor.

~ Coach Glenn Eichstedt
was looking for light at the
end of the tunnel from his
Kewaskum High boys’ bas-
ketball team, but all he got
was a little flicker in the
recent (Nov. 29) 55-33 non-
conference loss to host
Slinger.

[t took until the third
quarter for the Indians to
score in double figures and
by then the stingy Owls, who
clamped down hard on the
KHS post men, had built a 36-
22 lead.

“We played hard but did

With the loss, Kewaskum
is 0-2 on the season and has
now lost 24 games in a row,
dating back to tournament
play at the end of the 2002-03
campaign.

In the Indians opener,

“Slinger’s defense limited our
opportunities to score, while
they were securing second
chances for themselves, with
13 offensive rebounds and
numerous putbacks.”

Eichstedt is happy his
young squad now has nine
days until it next plays
(tonight at home against
Plymouth in the Eastern
Wisconsin Conference open-
er).
