The corner of Badger Road and Prospect Drive in the Town of Kewaskum became part of the Village of Ke­
waskum as the Kewaskum Village Board voted unanimously to annex 94 acres from the town at their meeting 
held Monday, December 13. The land, known locally as the Behnke farm is being proposed as a subdivision 
by local developers Gary and Linda Gavin. Land owned by Ted Mielahn is also part of the annexation. The 
Gavins are proposing single family homes and condominiums for the land. Three town residents and a town of 
Kewaskum board supervisor attended the meeting. Town board supervisor Jim Koepke thought that there could 
be a better use for the land. Koepke thought with the proposed industrial park, some of those executives build­
ing in the industrial park would want to build larger homes on more land next to park. Gavin explained that peo­
ple just can not afford to purchase these larger lots and there is a need in the village for medium size lots and 
condos. At that same meeting the village board accepted another petition for annexation for a parcel of land 
east of the newly annexed parcel. That next annexation proposal is part of a multi-million dollar TID project that 
will result in a industrial park for the village. That proposal will bring in an additional 82.9 acres.

West Bend High School 
averts federal lawsuit

Bus accident takes life of 
four-year-old village boy

► WEST BEND, Wl- Late in 
the afternoon on Monday, 
December 13, the West Bend 
Joint School District made an 
eleventh-hour decision that 
averted a federal lawsuit 
scheduled to be filed the fol­
lowing morning, Tuesday, 
December 14.

The suit was regarding the 
school’s refusal to allow high 
school students to distribute 
Christmas cards containing 
the story of the religious ori­
gins of the candy cane. The 
five high school students are 
represented by Liberty 
Counsel.

Liberty Counsel is a non­
profit litigation, education 
and policy organization dedi­
cated to advancing religious 
freedom, the sanctity of 
human life and the tradition­
al family. Established in 1989, 
Liberty Counsel is a national 
organization headquartered 
in Orlando, Florida, with 
branch offices in Virginia and 
hundreds of affiliate attor- 
neys in all 50 states.

Jeffrey Weigand, Rebecca 
Voigt, Danny Garris, David 
Daniel, and Kara Waala 
attend West Bend High 
School and are members of a 
student-initiated Christian 
club known as the 
Wednesday Morning Bible 
Study Prayer Group (“prayer 
group”).

The students prepared 
Christmas greeting cards 
which they intended to pass 
to classmates during nonin- 
structional time. The cards 
told the story about a candy 
maker who wanted to make a

candy that symbolized the 
true meaning of Christmas. 
The candy cane was shaped 
like a "J" to represent the 
name of Jesus.

"The color white stands 
for the pureness of Jesus. The 
color red represents the 
blood of Jesus shed for us". 
The card then concluded by 
saying, "Have a Merry 
Christmas.”

On December 6, Jeffrey 
Weigand presented the greet­
ing card to Principal 
Cassandra y-Schug, who 
denied permission to distrib­
ute the card because of its 
religious message. On 
December 7, Superintendent 
David Shapley informed 
Jeffrey that the card could not 
be distributed because of its
religious content.

Liberty Counsel 
faxed a letter to 
Superintendent and 
entire school board

December 7, requesting a 
response by December 9. 
Hearing no response, a feder­
al lawsuit was prepared, but 
while Liberty Counsel attor­
ney Rena Lindevaldsen was 
at the Orlando International 
Airport on December 13 
waiting to board a flight to 
Wisconsin, the school district 
attorney informed Liberty 
Counsel that the district 
would allow the distribution 
of the Christmas cards.

In the suit, the students 
were seeking an emergency 
hearing for Tuesday, 
December 14.

A few weeks ago, Liberty 
Counsel announced its sec-

ond annual "Friend or Foe 
campaign. Liberty Counsel 
will be a friend of school dis­
tricts or governmental enti­
ties that do not intentionally 
censor the religious aspect of 
Christmas but will be the foe 
of those that do.

"The main reason we are 
doing this distribution of the 
religious cards is to bring the 
name of Jesus back into the 
public high schools. My 
youth director and 1 along 
with several other students 
that attend the high schools 
have had a real heart to show 
and spread the love of God to 
the youth in this area,” said 
Jeffrey Weigand.

Weigand went on to say, 
"The literature we wish to 
distribute was nonoffensive, 
did not contain foul language 
and was age appropriate for 
students. It met all of the 
standards of the school dis­
tricts policy yet both of the 
school principals along with 
the district superintendent 
would not allow us to distrib­
ute the cards. It is absolutely 
ridiculous and infringes on 
our student freedom of 
speech.”

Knoebel says the driver, 
Charles Kleinke, 58, of 
Kewaskum, was a substitute 
and was filling in for the regu­
lar driver who had called in 
sick.

Knoebel says the driver 
told authorities he felt a 
bump, but continued down 
the block. He stopped shortly 
thereafter. A 10-year-old girl 
was the one who called 9-1-1.

The boy was taken to St. 
Joseph’s Community Hospital 
in West Bend by Kewaskum 
Rescue Squad. He was later 
pronounced dead.

Kleinke has 12 years of 
driving experience with 
Johnson Bus Company, the 
owner of the bus.

Police questioned stu­
dents Friday and Monday. 
The state patrol also played a 
role in the investigation. 
Acording to the State Patrol 
all safety equipment was 
functioning properly. A cross­
ing gate had been extended in 
front of the bus while it was 
stopped and the gate was 
retracted as teh bus began to 
resume it’s route. .

According to a police offi­
cial Kleinke will not face any 
criminal charges in the acci­
dent. -

The Natural Resources 
Board has approved the pur­
chase of. ■ 223 . acres in 
Washington County as an 
addition to the Northern . 
of the Kettle Moraine State 
Forest. The property, owned 
bv Raymond Schaeffer, is 
located south of County 
Highway H and east of 
Highway 45 in the Town of 
Kewaskum. If 
Governor Doyle, $1,455,000 
in state stewardship funds 
will be used for the purchase 
and the Ozaukee Washington 
Land Trust will contribute 
$45,000.

"This property will pro­
vide a significant benefit to 
public recreation and natural 
resource protection in this 
area," said Jim Morrissey, 
DNR lands specialist. He 
noted that an exceptional 
feature of the property is one 
mile of frontage on both sides 
of the Milwaukee River, 
which flows through the cen­
ter of the property.

"Part of this property

would be the only segment of 
the Ice Age Trail located along 
the Milwaukee River. This 
new trail would connect 
directly to the existing 31. 
mile segment of the Ice Age 
Trail through the Northern 
Kettle Moraine State Forest," 
Morrissey said< '

The Northern Unit of the 
forest was established in 193g 
to provide recreational 
opportunities in the popular 
ed southeastern part of the 
state and to protect the out­
standing glacial topography 
of the area for research and 
educational opportunities. 
Kewaskum is located on the 
southern edge of the forest 
that encompasses 30,000 
acres in Washington, Fond du 
Lac and Sheboygan counties.

“This is a high priority 
purchase for the forest and 
the Ice Age National and State 
Scenic Trail. It will be an out­
standing addition of public 
land in this part of the state,” 
Morrissey said.

In most cases there 
would be no charge for the 
services provided, unless 
there are federal or state 
funds given to the stricken 
community. In those cases, 
the assisting communities 
may be reimbursed.

The Village of Grafton was 
the first to invoke the agree­
ment conditions this past ■ 
summer with member com­
munities responding to their 
request for assistance due to 
heavy wind damage. .

Open letter to the residents of 
the Village of Kewaskum,

Greetings everyone.. It has 
come to my attention over 
the past couple of weeks that 
there have been some ques­
tions about the recently 
passed village budget for 
2005. I would like to take a 
moment to summarize a few 
features of it in the hopes of 
clarifying some things.

by approximately
. eight percent. The tax levy is 
the amount of revenue col­
lected by the village. More 
than half of the tax levy 
increase will be covered by
new development.
means that, while

This 
the

amount collected is going up 
eight percent, the tax rates for 
village residents will only 
increase 3.9 percent.

Personally, I felt this was 
an acceptable tax rate 
increase because it is very 
close to the cost of living

increase or rate of inflation 
over 2004.

Other questions were 
more interested in the rea­
sons behind the increase. 
The rise in spending is due to 
a variety of factors. The vil­
lage borrowed a substantial 
amount of money for the 
Riverview Drive reconstruc­
tion project which was the 
largest street renovation proj­
ect in village history. . The 
debt payment for this project 
alone accounted for $90,000.

The village is also grap­
pling with rapidly escalating 
liability and health insurance 
costs in the same manner this 
has become an issue for busi­
nesses.

Finally, wage increases for 
all village employees, both 
unionized and non-union­
ized, contributed to the 
spending increase.

I fully appreciate how 
confusing it can be to under­
stand all the different issues 
surrounding taxes. Our vil­
lage staff does a fantastic job 
at breaking down this very 
complicated information in 
the Taxpayer Memo that 
accompanies our tax bill. I 
find the Taxpayer Memo to be 
impressive because many 
communities do not offer 
such a detailed account of 
how peoples’ tax money is 
being spent.

Please do not hesitate to 
call the village office if you 
have questions about your 
tax bill. Please do not hesi-

tate to call me if you have 
concerns about the costs to 
live in the village or the serv­
ices provided.

I am eager to receive your 
feedback and would encour­
age everyone to attend 
Village Board meetings in the 
fall when the budget for the 
next year is developed. 
Understanding how we are 
taxed and how that money is 
spent is a critical function of 
government:

Christmas presents are 
certainly a lot more elaborate 
and expensive then they once 
were, but does that guarantee 
the holiday is any more 
meaningful than it was for 
those who grew up in the 
1920s and 30s?

Hardly, said a group of 
seniors living at Maple Dale 
Manor, who recently shared 
their thoughts on favorite 
Christmas traditions, includ­
ing some that came during 
tough economic times.

Bett)’ Giese grew up on a 
farm west of Kewaskum, and 
one thing she remembers 
about her family’s Christmas 
was, "We had a living room 
with sliding doors. They were 
always closed the week 
before Christmas" to hide the 
tree and gifts she and her 
three siblings were going to 
receive.

Once "I tried to peak, but 1 
got caught,” Giese said, 
recalling how she got scolded 
for doing so, and, "1 never did 
it again.”

At the top of the list of 
favorite foods in their home 
were the cookies her mother 
made before the holidays. 
“Ma made a lot of Christmas 
cookies,” she said, and when 
asked which were her 
favorites, added, “All of ’em.”

Concerning the family’s 
Christmas tree, Giese said, “I 
remember lights... We built a 
new house, and we had elec­
tricity."

Others recall how candles 
lit up their trees.

In Milwaukee, Mary
Schiller said her family had. 
candles on their trees. “They 
were clipped on" to the 
branches, she said, indicating 
there was one year when a 
neighbor’s house burned to 
the ground because a candle 
started the tree on fire.

Schiller and her two sis­
ters all slept in one bed when 
they were growing up, "two at 
one end and one at the foot 
end," she said, and they were 
all excited on Christmas Eve.

"My parents celebrated 
Christmas and Christmas Eve 
quite a bit," she said.

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got little gift*-” 
Schiller said, "The godpar- 
ents also chipped in and got 
us nice gifts ... All three kids 
had the same godparents.”

There wasn’t extra money 
to buy parents gifts, accord­
ing to Schiller, who said, “We 
weren’t very wealthy, I’ll tell 
v°u."

When she got older and 
had her own family, Schiller - 
said going to midnight Mass 
Was a tradition, and, “We vis­
ited different relatives we had 
fun with. They usually ended 
up at our house for a big 
feast.”

Arnold Ameriing grew up 
on a farm in the Town of 
Wayne, and one thing he 
remembers is "We were kids 
... We knew where all the gifts 
were in the attic. On 
Christmas Eve, they would 
call us all down to see the tree 
and get our presents, but we 
already knew what we were . 
getting."

Ameriing said his mother’s 
cookies were delicious. "I 
liked sweets," he said, noting, 
“I know I got a sleigh (sled) 
the last couple of years." 
There was a good hill on the 
family’s property, and, “Even 
when we came to Kewaskum, 
we went down the hill.”

Midnight Mass was an 
annual family tradition, 
according to Ameriing, who 
said he even remembers his 
dad’s first car, a 1930 Dodge.

“I got a doll for Ghristmas 
once or twice,” La Vern Hron 
said. “My mother would wrap 
all the gifts," and they were 
given out on Christmas Eve.

Her fondest memory of 
Christmas was a special visi­
tor who came on Christmas 
Eve. “When we were kids on. 
the farm (between Fillmore 
and Newburg), my uncle 
would dress up, and we 
thought he was Santa,” she 
said. .

Roy Esser lived first in 
Lomira and then in the 
Campbellsport area as a boy, 
and he said, “I remember Ma 
would fool us ... she would 
get us in the car to go to 
Midnight Mass, then go back 
and turn the Christmas tree 
lights on. When we would get 
home, we’d see the lights and x 
think Santa was there.”

“We had popcorn on the 
tree and those candy cherries

great guy for candy, Esser 
went on. f

There were plenty ot 
secrets around Christmas, 
Esser recalled, stating when 
his parents wanted to keep 
things from the kids, they 
would just talk in German.

One of Esser’s favorite toys 
was a toy gun that shot corks.

When asked who trimmed 
the tree in her home, Helen 
Felix said, “I usually did it.’

As a child, she recalls 
many of her gifts came from 
her godmother, Helen 
Remmel. ”1 got all kind of 
stuff from her. I was named 
after her,” Felix said, recalling 
how chicken and mashed 
potatoes headlined the din­
ner, which was topped off by 
a tasty chocolate cake.

When she was married, 
Felix said one traditional she

This Christmas memory was 

submitted by someone who wishes 
to remain anonymous.

Every year when I see the 
request for articles about spe­
cial Christmas memories, I 
think about writing this down.

1 
was 27 years old and had a 
beautiful three-month-old 
baby boy. As the holidays 
neared, I dreaded how all of us 
would feel on Christmas Eve 
when my dad didn’t make it 
home. I shopped, decorated, 
sent cards and put a smile on 
my face. It was my son’s first 
Christmas and everything still 
needed to be done for his sake.

My mom bought me a 
beautiful Christmas angel to 
put orr top of my tree that year. 
When I was decorating my tree, 
I took it out to ■■make sure it lit 
up. It worked fine. I decorated 
the tree with lights, ornaments 
and the angel. When I went to 
plug the lights in, the angel did­
n't light up. I took it back down 
and tried everything I could 
think of to make it work. It did­
n't I decided to leave it on the 
tree anyway.

On Christmas Eve, we went 
to church and then to my 
mom’s house, as always. It was 
a difficult night, but Mom did

be extremely hard for her, since 
it is her favorite holiday and 
she was missing my dad terri­
bly.

We pulled 
into our driveway and noticed 
there were bright lights on in 
our house. My husband told 
me to stay in the car with our 
son. We were afraid that an 
intruder was in the house, 
since unfortunately that seems 
to happen on Christmas Eve. 
He went into the house and 
began to check all the rooms. I 
couldn’t wait in the car, so I 
went in the house shortly after 
him. I started looking around, 
when 1 realized the bright light 
was the angel on top of our 
tree.

Hello Friends,

By now, in most deer camps 
throughout Wisconsin, the 
mice are the sole residents of 
the camps, and most of the 
November hunters are home 
taking part in the 30 days of 
Christmas.

I hope this week’s column 
will rekindle some fond 
memories for the 640,000 
hunters that took part in this 
year’s Wisconsin nine-day 
deer gun season.

Tuesday, November 23 
High 35, Low 22

The Cibulka boys filtered 
into the Red Brush Gang one 
by one in the mid 1980s. I 
went to school with Todd, 
Doug, and Stuart. Their dad, 
Tony, is 67 years old. I believe 
Tony is the oldest member of 
our gang.

Stuart doesn’t hunt deer 
anymore, but he took the 
week off from his job as an 
engineer at Ford Motor 
Company to take part in the 
drives, hang out at camp, and 
see all four Cibulka men hunt 
together for the first time 

. since 1984.
So far, the Bed Brush Gang 

hasn’t exactly been setting 
the world on fire with big 
bucks on the pole. I set a new 
camp record for smallest 
one-and-a-half year old buck 
ever shot The buck had a 
spiker with only one inch 
horns, short of a legal spike. 
Todd shot another spiker, 
and we tagged a couple of 
doe.

A situation that started at 
this camp two years ago, and 
now has apparently become 
a trend, is that we are seeing 
bucks in the six to ten point
range and missing them on 
the run. Sunday afternoon, 
all of our hunting is done on 
drives, and all of our shooting 
is at running deer. Apparently 
all of us old timers are getting 
too old, and the kids are too 
young to hit a buck on the 
run.

We have a minimum of 12 
kids to bring through the 
ranks, and currently we have 
four in training. There will 
probably be a time when our 
group will be good enough to 
take on all of the Iraqi insur­
gents, but it’s not going to be 
this year.

Today, Doug put the meat 
on the pole when he filled his 
dad’s tag with none other 
than a single horned spike 
buck and his own tag with a 
good sized doe. We are all car­
nivores in this gang and 
mighty pleased to see each 
person bring home fresh red 
meat.

Saturday, November 27 
High 36, Low 30

Remember that wet snow 
that fell on the second 
Saturday of gun deer season? 
The Red Brush Gang man­
aged to complete one rather 
lengthy drive during that 
snowfall. Unfortunately, I was 
poorly dressed, became com­
pletely soaked, and froze my 
entire body.

My brother-in-law Dick 
Schuster sat in a tree for a 
good two hours during that 
drive and was looking like he 
needed to be fitted for a cof­
fin after the drive was done. A 
couple of deer were moved. 
One deer was a good sized 
fork horn that Todd sent to 
heaven, and another was a 
large doe that the Wildman 
had a close encounter with. 
But, unfortunately, the 
Wildman forgot to load his 
gun. Don’t worry Wildman, I 
made the same mistake last 
year. Good thing he wasn’t 
fighting the Iraqi insurgents.

On this last night at deer 
camp, we had a great celebra­
tion as we always do, but 
everyone of us was sad. We 
were aware that the best 
week of the year (actually 11 
days) was coming to an end. 
With an hour of daylight left 
on the last day, we said good­
bye to Jeff Moll and his boys, 
Ryan and Ross, who had a 
four-hour drive home to 
Niagara.

The rest of us hunted until 
dark trying to get 12-year-old 
Trent Schuster his first deer.- 
Trent had his chance, but 
once again, the running deer 
beat the Red Brush Gang.

Todd Cibulka takes the cake 
for having a "go for it attitude 
this year.” Todd managed his 
vacation time and worked 
out his Honey Do List to 
spend eight days in camp.

Safe and responsible riding urged

Snowmobiling underway 
in some parte of state

NTAniRAM - With recent Safety tips for sn snowmobile safe'
snowfall allowing snowmo­
bile trails to open in some 
parts of northern Wisconsin, 
state recreation safety offi­
cials are reminding snowmo- 
bilers to make sure trails are 
officially open before they go, 
and to drive safely, responsi­
bly and respectfully.

"We’re stressing to snow- 
mobilers to drive courteously 
and responsibly,” says Bill 
Engfer, Recreation Education 
and Enforcement Section 
Chief for the Department of 
Natural Resources. "We want 
them to return home safely 
and we want to be able to 
continue offering such great 
trail riding in Wisconsin.”

Wisconsin, with more than 
22,000 miles of trails open to 
the public and more than 
225,000 registered sleds, is 
now regarded as one of the 
top three snowmobiling 
states in the country. More 
than 90 percent of the trails 
are on private land and are 
managed through agree­
ments between private 
landowners and county gov­
ernments.

Most landowner agree­
ments state that trails can 
open Dec: 1, but the actual 
opening dates are dictated by 
snow and weather condi­
tions,' as well as the time it 
takes volunteers from snow­
mobile clubs across the state 
to prepare and groom trails, 
Engfer says. County officials 
announce when trails are 
officially open in their areas.

"Riding before the trails are 
officially opened jeopardizes 
the relationships with the 
private landowners and 
threatens the future of snow­
mobiling,” Engfer says.

Once trails are officially 
opened, snowmobilers need 
to respect landowners by 
slowing down, being courte­
ous about crossing over 
driveways, and making sure 
they are not riding sleds that 
have had their exhausts mod­
ified to louder than their fac-. 
tory-installed exhaust sys­
tems.

Such modifications may 
make the machines noisier, 
and in past years, the sound 
has spurred some landown-
ers to cancel easements 
allowing the trail to cross 
their Jands. Current 
Wisconsin law only says that 
consumer snowmobiles may 
not make an excessive and 
unusual noise, Engfer says. 
However, the state Natural 
Resources Board has 
iTprov®d a measure asking 
n ^ to change the law

Snowmobilers taking^ 
advantage of early season 
sledding need to be aware ot 
the special safety concerns at 
this time of year. Less snow 
has accumulated early in the 
season on, trails, and that 
means that more rocks, logs, 
tree stumps and other haz­
ards will be exposed com­
pared to later in the season 
when they are covered by 
compacted snow.

One of the most dangerous 
places to ride in the early sea­
son - and at any time during 
the snowmobiling season - is 
on frozen bodies of water. 
Several consecutive days of 
constant, sub-freezing 
weather is required to form 
thick ice, Engfer says. And 
even then, ice thickness can 
vary across a body of water. 
Other factors, like snow cover 
on ice and freezing and thaw­
ing cycles will also contribute 
to the formation - or lack 
thereof - of ice. Reports from 
some parts of northern 
Wisconsin was that ice was 
only 2 to 3 inches thick before 
heavy snowfall. \

“I’ll never tell anyone it’s 
safe to ride on ice, especially 
oh a river or near a dam,”’ 
Engfer said. “Due to the cur­
rent, conditions can change 
quickly. You might see 8 inch­
es of ice in one area, and just 
a few feet away there might 
be an inch or less."

Snowmobilers can check 
with local sports stores or 
local authorities to learn 
about ice conditions in the 
area where they want to go 
sledding, Engfer says. “Once 
they’re on ice, they need to 
make sure they stay alert and 
don’t ride near weak ice or 
into open water."

Engfer provides these other 
tips for helping snowmobil­
ers protect the future of the 
sport and as well as their own 
health and that of the people 
they ride with. Last winter, 25 
people were killed in snow­
mobile incidents in 
Wisconsin.

Decide 
whether you want to go 
based on the conditions, and 
adjust your driving to the 
conditions.

* Drive defensively.
* When snowmobiling 

with others, ride with plenty 
of space between the snow­
mob iler ahead of you in case 
they stop suddenly.

Overharvest of adult 
females is a concern because 
they're the backbone of the 
lake sturgeon population and 
because they don’t spawn 
until they are 20 to 25 years 
old, and then only every three 
to five years, says Ron Bruch, 
DNR senior sturgeon biolo­
gist and Oshkosh-based fish­
eries supervisor. -

The change is the latest 
regulatory effort that stur­
geon biologists and the citi­
zens' group that advises DNR 
on Lake Winnebago lake stur-

females. Improved water 
clarity and a growing number 
of spearers has increased the 
harvest of adult females, 
which spearers tend to target 
because they’re generally 
larger than males, Bruch says.

Under the emergency rule 
passed by the board, the 2005 
Lake Winnebago lake stur­
geon spearing season will 
open February 12 at 6:30 a.m, 
and run until the harvest cap 
is reached or a maximum of
16 consecutive days, with the 
possibility of the season clos­
ing after one day if one of the 
harvest caps is reached. The 
spearing season on the 
Upriver Lakes will be a one- 
day season only on those 
waters and will open at 6:30 
a.m.

The word carol has not 
always been associated with 
the festive and reverent songs 
we think of today. Originally, 
the word carol meant dance 
and dates to the Fourth 
Century when festivals held 
around December 25 included 
dancing, singing, drinking and 
general merrymaking.

In 1223, Friar Francis of 
Assisi held a special midnight 
service commemorating the 
Christmas story that included 
the singing of solemn songs of 
praise. With Saint Franciss 
influence, the word carol was 
applied to folk songs used in 
biblical plays by the year 1300. 
By the 1400s, carols had grown 
in popularity and were sung 
apart from plays, especially at 
Christmastime.

The singing of carols ended 
abruptly in 1647, when Puritan 
Parliament made celebrating 
Christmas illegal. For the next 
200 years, carols were kept alive 
by word of mouth, passed 
down through generations as 
family traditions.

The 1940s, ‘50s and ‘60s 
ushered in a new era of holiday 
music with tire introduction of 
technology that allowed carols 
to be recorded and played in 
the home. Many contempo­
rary seasonal songs such as 
Winter Wonderland and White 
Christmas were introduced 
during this time period.

Today, to carol or be visited 
by carolers is a tremendous gift 
and truly special experience. 
This holiday season it is a good 
idea to keep lots of yuletide 
treats on hand (eggnog wassail 
and candy cane cookies are 
perfect), because superstition

The image we have or
Santa Claus today can be 
traced to two sources, Dr. 
Clement Clarke Moore and 
Thomas Nast. It was Moore 
who, on the night of 
December 23, 1822, read to 
his children a poem he had 
written entitled “A Visit from 
St. Nicholas.” Published by a 
local newspaper shortly 
thereafter, Moore’s prose cre­
ated a sensation. Here was 
the legend of St. Nicholas 
brought to life with sleighs 
and reindeer, stockings and 
chimneys, bags of toys, and 
most of all, a jolly old elf, 
bearded white and dressed in 
fur. Moore had taken a figure 
bound by religious history 
and native custom and added 
heaping helpings of fantasy 
and wonder; Santa Claus 
would never be the same 
again. ; .

Thomas Nast drew on 
Moore’s interpretation and 
forever defined Santa Claus 
in illustration. A political car­
toonist during the Civil War, 
Nast wanted to create a hap­
pier world than the real one 
he was depicting.
