the vehicle, driven by Boegel, made 
contact with a guardrail on the right 
shoulder of the road, re-entered the 
lane and slowly drifted off the road to 
the east, through some marsh grass 
and brush, then struck a tree head on. 

Allenton Rescue and Fire Depart­
ment responded to the scene and 
used the Jaws unit to gain access to 
the victim.

The death of Todd Boegel wraps up 
a tough year for his father Jim and the 
entire Boegel family. Boegel’s mother

died earlier this year after a coura­
geous battle with cancer. Also diffi­
cult, is that Jim Boegel’s youngest son 
Ryan was killed in a motorcycle acci­
dent about five years ago.

Todd Boegel leaves behind a wife 
and three children. Friends of the 
Boegel family have placed canisters at 
various businesses in Kewaskum for 
those wanting to donate to the family.

One of those canisters is located at 
The Statesman office, 355 Main Street.

CHARGED WITH HIRING 
HIT MAN TO KILL EX-WIFE 
- A case involving a 50-year-old 
Campbellsport man who allegedly 
tried to hire a person to kill his ex- 
wife reportedly developed in West 
Bend. Washington County Sheriff’s 
Captain Dale Schmidt says one of 
his detectives received a call from 
the hit man, telling him about the 
plan.

When Riveredge Nature 
Center near Newburg devel­
oped a marketing plan for 
2004-05, the top priority was 
raising the visibility of one of 
Wisconsin’s “best kept 
secrets.”

This led to the ubiquitous 
telephone tag. Tom’s eventual 
message apologized for the 
incorrect sign, and said that a 
new sign has already been 
ordered.

And so the Nature Center 
will be able to maintain its 
“edge.”
