Brace pleads guilty in plea agreement

C-Sport residents have homes broken into

Neighbors in Campbellsport are 
dealing with a reality check, that s al­
ter nearly a dozen homes were en­
tered over the weekend and items 
from those homes were stolen. Camp- 
bellsport Police Chief Randy Karoses 
says the disturbing thing is the person 
entered the homes while people were 
sleeping. , .

Early reports say that prescription 
medication and money were taken.

The homicide charge against Brace 
carries a mandatory sentence of life in 
prison. A. sentencing date has not 
been set. It is expectedto be in mid­
March.

Gensmer’s murder was the only 
homicide in Fond du Lac County 
since a 2001 homicide that left a 
Campbellsport EMT dead inside the 
Campbellsport Fire Station in the vil­
lage of Campbellsport.

Chief Karoses says the culprit targeted
a subdivision on the south end of the 
village near Kildeer Avenue. He also 
indicated the person entered the 
homes through unlocked garage serv­
ice doors.

So far, authorities have no one in 
custody. Chief Karoses believes, it was 
a one man operation. Authorities in 
Lomira reported similar incidents 
over the weekend as well.

Neighbor^ are being encouraged to 
lock their doors as the investigation 
continues.

• FORMER KEWASKUM 
ATTORNEY SUSPENDED - 
Lynn Morrissey who left her prac­
tice in Kewaskum and moved on 
to Hartford has been suspended 
by the state supreme court. The 
suspension is believed to have re­
sulted from accusations that Mor­
rissey mishandled two cases and 
she violated rules of conduct. Ac­
cording to other media sources 
Morrissey has already been sus­
pended in October for failing to 
comply with state investigators. 
She will be barred from practicing 
law for the next 60 days.

Despite the unpopular 
opinions expressed from 
nearly 20 residents at the vil­
lage of Kewaskum Plan 
Commission, the commls 
linn board approved the 
direct annexation petition, 
zoning request, and they 
adopted the boundary plan 
with a 4-1 vote. Plan commis­
sioner Ted Mellahn was the
one abstaining vote.

thanked all the residents for
coming io express their 
views. Although the plan 
commission was going 
against what appeared to be 
public opinion, he assured 
them the decision was not 
made lightly; the decision 
was made after serious reflec­
tion and through the consul­
tation of a wide variety of vil­
lage citizens.

In the five years since I’ve 
been village president, I've 
seen manufacturers leave the 
village,” Holser explained the 
reason behind tho vote. "Fvc 
seen that we need private 
development Interest to kick 
start the Industrial area.”

Ho cited that this Is an 
opportunity to bring in vitally 
needed revenue Into the vlb 
Iago.

"The Kewaskum school. 
district enrollment Is not 
going up for a variety of rea­
sons,” he said. The schools 
will have more money for 
their budgets, while at the 
same time, a drain is not 
being exerted on the school 
district.

The absence of a healthy 
industrial center is impacting 
other services In the village.

"Right now, we have a 
shortage of volunteers for the 
fire department,” said Heiser.

Heiser claims the shortage 
of fire fighters has much to do 
with the residents leaving the 
village for jobs, instead of

will do any more traveling for 
competition in that area.

To the contrary, according 
to Piittmann, who said 
“Roncalli has asked to get out 
(of the EW)", but, “It’s still too 
early to tell" what will eventu­
ally happen.

And how would the cur­
rent schools (Campbellsport, 
Kewaskum, Kiel, Sheboygan 
Falls, New Holstein, Ply­
mouth, Two Rivers) in the 
Eastern Wisconsin Confer­
ence feel about having 
Grafton become a member? 
“The southern schools don’t 
mind it. The northern schools 
are against it," Piittmann 
said, indicating the proposals 
have been put together by 
Deb Hauser, an associate 
director of the WIAA, who was 
assigned the task because 
Doug Chickering, the execu­
tive director, is currently 
working on a major project 
on the national high school 
level.

“The earliest anything 
would happen is 2007,” 
Piittmann said, indicating he 
has spoken with Scott 
Parsons, the athletic director

from Grafton, on the propos 
al. Piittmann said Parsons 
and the Grafton officials have 
two concerns, namely their 
school would be losing fresh 
man programs in soccer and 
baseball.

Piittmann said these con­
cerns could probably be sat­
isfied for Grafton by picking 
up freshman games with 
schools in its current confer­
ence, the North Shore.

Another concern Grafton 
has, according to Piittmann, 
is losing great rivalries it has 
had through the years with 
Port Washington, Cedarburg 
and Homestead.

As far as Piittmann’s per­
sonal feelings, he thinks 
Grafton would fit in nicely 
with the EW, both in the size 
of school and programs 
offered. Currently Plymouth 
is the largest school with 891 
students, with Two Rivers 
next at 743, followed in order 
by Kewaskum, 667; Sheboy­
gan Falls, 594; Kiel, 568; 
Campbellsport, 567; and New 
Holstein, which has seen a 
big enrollment drop in the 
last 10 years, at 496.

Grafton has 764 students, 
so it would come in as No. 2 
in size.

“The trip from Two Rivers 
to Grafton would be long,” 
Piittmann said, but Grafton’s 
field and school “is just a 
stone’s throw from the (Hwy 
43) freeway," meaning the 
roads would be good.

Plymouth is excited to 
have Grafton in the EW, 
according to Piittmann, who 
said, “They would like the fact 
of having another swimming 
school in the conference."

Under the proposal, 
Roncalli would be in a league 
with Algoma, Gibraltar, 
Green Bay NEW Lutheran, 
Oneida Nation, Reedsville 
and Sevastopol, and some of 
those schools don’t have all 
the sports offered in the EW, 
so there would be a chance 
Roncalli would continue to 
participate in tennis and fast­
pitch softball with the EW.

All the information on the 
proposals is sent to the ath­
letic directors and principals 
at the schools, Piittmann 
said, indicating the athletic 
directors meet alone three 
times a year and with admin­
istrators a couple other times. 
The latter meetings are held 
in late spring, and Piittmann 
expects realignment will be a 
major topic of discussion at 
that time.

The Village Board of Kewaskum, 
Washington County, Wisconsin, met 
in Regular Session in the Council 
Room of the Municipal Building, 
204 First Street. *

President Mathew A. Heiser 
presided.

On a 
motion by Trustee Kevin 
Scheunemann, seconded by Trustee 
Thomas Piwoni and unanimously 
carried by voice vote, the Board 
ordered the tree to be removed as 
soon as possible.

2) Concern over the incline mid 
block from Jefferson Drive to 
Brooklane Drive on Edgewood Road 
north bound lane. Concerns over the 
lack of vision for driveways, parked 
cars, speed, ice, and children cross­
ing at this location calls for a stop 
sign. It was noted mid block is not 
suitable for a stop sign, but if the 
Board would consider the placement 
of a sign at the intersection of 
Jefferson Drive and Edgewood Road 
along with caution signs warning of 
hazards, it would be appreciated.

Lady Indians suffer from bad case of the slows

Slow starts have been
problem for the Kewaskum 
High girls basketball team 
this season, but the Lady 
Indians never went a whole 
quarter without scoring a 
point ... until last Tuesday 
when they put a zero on the 
board in the second quarter 
on their way to a 52-35 defeat 
at the hands of host Kiel.

“Not good,” was the way 
Kewaskum Coach Jeff Gosse 
summed up the situation. 
"We had a very, very, very 
poor start”

As a result, the Indians fell 
to 1-6 in the Eastern 
Wisconsin Conference and 2- 
10 overall.

The Indians had two play­
ers, sophomore Bry'Timblin 
and senior Paige Thelen, in 
double figures, scoring 11 
and 10 points, respectively, 
but there was little support 
from the others, who com­
bined for just 14.

Kewaskum fell behind 23- 
12 after the first period, then 
got shut out in the second as 
the Raiders added eight to 
their total.

Concerning the reason for 
the scoring drought, Gosse 
said, “We ran an offense, and 
we ran It without any rhyme

but the effort came too late to 
go any damage.

Gosse was happy with the 
play of Timblin and Thelen, 
but they need help.

“Paige had a nice game,” 
Gosse said. “Against bigger 
centers, we’re pulling her 
away from the post where she 
can take advantage of her 
skills.”

The trouble was some of 
the others on the team didn’t 
recognize Thelen was in a 
good scoring rhythm. “Once 
you find the hot hand, you 
stay with it,” Gosse said, indi­
cating Timblin also "played a 
good game.”

Also on the bright side was 
a fact the Indians made seven 
of their 12 free throws. “We 
just didn’t get there (free 
throw line) enough,” Gosse 
said.

Rebounding was a real 
sore spot for the Indians. “We 
did a very poor job as a team 
rebounding,’’ Gosse said, 
reporting Rachel Breese led 
the Indians in that category 
with Just five.

Kiel was paced by 6-foot-0 
center Amy Jashob, who had 
a field day from close range 
and wound up with a game- 
high 25 points.

Gosse said his defenders 
were having trouble with 
Kiel’s dribble penetration, 
and when the inside Indians 
would try to help out, time 
and time again the Raiders 
would just lob the ball into 
Jashob for an easy lay-up.

Having Marissa Dehler out 
with illness certainly didn’t 
help. Dehler is one of the 
Indians’ top defenders. “We 
had two girls out,” Gosse said, 
referring to Dehler and 
reserve Jacque Kwaterski. The 
illness bug also slowed 
Lindsey Keller in the team’s 
last game.

“You can tell the girls are 
not at full strength,” Gosse 
said.

“For being a traditional 
rival, we did not play with the 
passion and intensity to be 
successful,” a disappointed 
Coach Glenn Eichstedt said 
after his team fell to 0-6 in the 
Eastern Wisconsin 
Conference and 1-10 overall.

One look at the final statis­
tics told the whole tale of the 
game. The Cougars, who 
improved to 4-2 in the EW 
and 5-6 overall, hit a dozen 3- 
pointers.

The Indians were held to 
just six points in the first peri­
od, and even though they 
came up with 15 in the sec­
ond, they were still down 36- 
21 at half after Campbellsport 
players were successful from 
long range eight times for 66 
percent of its point total.

In the first half, the 
Cougars hit eight of 14 tries 
from the 3-point lead, which 
figures to 59 percent. 
Including all shots, they con­
nected on 13 of 26 for an even 
50 percent, while the Indians 
were having trouble finding 
the range, scoring just eight 
buckets on 25 attempts.

The Cougars cooled off a 
bit in the second half, making 
just four of 10 3-point tries 
and 16 out of 31 shots overall.
