The emergency rule
received strong support from
the public and
Winnebago Citizens
Sturgeon
Committee at meetings held

"This 74th season promis-
- €5 some of the highest har-
vest rates and participation
in the history of the fishery,"
says Ron Bruch, the
Department of Natural
Resources' senior sturgeon
biologist and a fisheries
supervisor in Oshkosh.

' "We want people to enjoy

the tradition of this unique
season,” he says, "But we also
want people to realize when
they're sitting in their ice
shacks that we're in a transi-
tion year and that coming
years will be different."

DNR fisheries staff work-
ing with the Winnebago
Citizens Advisory Committee
have done everything they
can to allow maximum par-
ticipation yet keep harvest of
these slow growing, late
maturing fish at safe levels by
using harvest controls such
as season length, spearing
hours, minimum sizes and
bags.

"We've exhausted those
options after 2005," Bruch
says. "We have to look at lim-
iting effort in some ways,"
DNR staff have been dis-
cussing possible options for
the past year with members
of the advisory committee,
which will be discussed at
public meetings after the
2005 season.

The emergency rule allow-
ing for a one-day season on

lowing the record-setting
2004 season, Bruch says.
Spearers harvested 509 adult
females on opening day, sur-
passing the total allowable
harvest for adult females of
425, but the permanent rules
allowed the season to contin-
ue for another day, in which
time an additional 175 adult
females were harvested. All
told, 259 more adult females
were speared than the total
harvest cap.

The permanent rules
allow the season to run 16
consecutive days or until the
end of spearing hours on the
day after spearers reach 80
percent of any one of the har-
vest caps.

“We have made siginifi-
cant progress over the last 10-
15 years in bringing the har-
vest rate of adult female stur-
geon down to an acceptable
level and we are starting to
see more of these big fish,”
Bruch says, noting the new
record fish registered in 2004
=a 188-pound 79.5 inch adult

female -- and the two 200-

plus pound fish DNR crews
captured and tagged during
spawning assessments last
April on the Wolf River:

“We don’'t want to loose
the ground we have worked
so hard to gain, so we need to
move forward with the next
generation of regulations," he
says.

2005 season pressure
expected to be on
upriver lakes

Bruch expects fewer
spearers on Lake Winnebago
than in 2004 and about the
same number of spearers on
the upriver lakes as in 2000,
the last time spearing was
allowed on the upriver lakes.
The agency sold 6,465 licens-
es to Lake Winnebago spear-
ers and 4,169 to spearers opt-
ing to spear on the upriver
lakes. Spearers are not
allowed to spear both lake
areas this year and were
required to make a choice on
which area they preferred
when they bought their
license. ‘

"The requirement that
they choose which season
they wanted to participate in
probably resulted in more

'people buying tags for the

upriver lakes, because tradj-
tionally, harvest rates have
been higher there," Bruch
says,

DNR limits harvest from
the entire system to 5 percent
of the adult lake sturgeon
population because overhar-
vest can crash a population
and rebuilding can take gen-
erations, Female lake stur-
geon don't start spawning
until they are 20 to 25 years,.
and then spawn only every
three to five years,

How fast spearers reach
harvest triggers in 2005 will

easy for spearers to get their
shacks set up on the ice and
see the fish, Bruch says.
"Both are' 'excellent right
Nnow."

With help from DNR's
102-year-old lake sturgeon
management program and
citizens, the Winnebago
System now supports North
America’s largest self-sustain-
ing population of lake stur-
geon while sturgeon stocks in
the rest of the country and
world are declining.

The Winnebago spear
fishery is unique in the coun-

try; Michigan also offers

spearing on the Black River,
but its total harvest is capped
at five, compared to an aver-
age harvest of 1,500 on Lake
Winnebago in more recent

Sturgeon spearing regula-
tions for 2005 are the same as
for 2004 with the exception of
the possibility that the Lake
Winnebago season may close
at the end of opening day
under emergency rules to
prevent overharvest of the
slow-growing, late maturing
fish.

The season opens
Saturday, Feb. 12 on both
Lake Winnebago and the
upriver lakes, although the
upriver lakes season is for
one day only.

Major spearing regula-
tions are listed below, but a
full description can be found
in the 2005 Winnebago Pool
Lakes Spearing regulations
available at DNR service cen-
ters or found online at
www.wisconsinfishing.org,
then click on a headline that
says, “Lake Winnebago
Spearing Regulations,” and
then look on the left hand
column for the same.

Major spearing regula-
tions are:

* Spearing hours are from
6:30 a.m. to 12:30 p.m, every
day of the season, and stur-
geon must be registered by
1:30 p.m, the day they are
speared.

* The licensee must carry

* A sturgeon spearing
license and tag is nontrans-

* No person may possess a
validated sturgeon carcass
tag unless the tag is attached

* No person may cut, use,
or maintain an ice hole larger

than 12 inches in diameter or

square for the taking of fish in
any manner through the ice
except spearing sturgeon in

Not since the second year
of competition in the sport —
right after Coach Joe Harlow
started the program — had
