Encouraged by communi­
ty input from recent surveys 
the Kewaskum School Board 
unanimously adopted Feb. 7 

resolution, which puts a ref­
erendum on the April 2005 
ballot, that requests authori- 
zation from electors to 
exceed budget revenue limits 
by $2.15 million over a five- 
yearperiod.

If approved by the elec­
torate, the additional funds 
will pay for "textbooks, tech­
nology and supplemental 
materials." Over the five-year 
period, the referendum will 
provide the school 'district 
with $430,000 annually to 
update its academic curricu­
lum. The referendum propos­
es spending $168,000 per 
year on textbooks and 
$262,000 per year on technol­
ogy

The tax impact to property 
owners will be $.484 per 
$1000 of assessed value. So a 
property owner with an 
assessed value of $100,000 
will pay $48.40 in taxes. The 
tax impact for the 2005-2006 
school year is $8.59 per $1000 
of assessed value. With a 
home valued at $100,000, 
property owners are paying 
$859.00 in taxes. Upon suc­
cessful approval of the refer­
endum, the combined tax 
impact will be $9.07 per 
$1000 or $907.00 on a home 
valued at $100,000. The 
school district has two levies; 
they are a $6.9 million gener­
al operating budget fund and 
a $1.2 million debt service 
fond. The debt service fund is 
a 20-year bond that started in 
2000 and expires in 2019 that 
provides money for the ele­
mentary school buildings.
Paul Reichert, the business 
H^nager, said the school dis- 
frict has exhausted all 
avenues for state and federal

Most are competitive 
grants for low-income school 
districts," said Reichert.

Despite the lack of
resources available from 
Madison, the Wisconsin 
Department of Instruction 
has imposed media and tech­
nology standards. The state
mandated that the school 
district pass a technology 
plan. The school board 
approved a technology plan 
in June 2004. As students are 
tested statewide on math, 
reading and science, a new 
round of examinations are 
scheduled for media and 
technology proficiency skills. 
Beginning in 2006, eighth 
grade students will take a 
technology literacy test writ­
ten by the state.

"Just as math is changing, 
technology is changing," said 
Joannie Kalina, curriculum 
director. She said the inte­
grating technology into the 
classroom is vital to the "new 
learning environment" for 
students. Technology can be 
used for enrichment, re­
mediation and tutoring.

In order to compete with 
neighboring school districts, 
the Kewaskum school board 
realize they must have an 
academic curriculum on the 
cutting edge. School District 
Superintendent Wayne 
Graczyk said in a conversa­
tion after the school board 
meeting that improving the 
curriculum might attract and 
keep students in the district. 
"Some students left the dis­
trict under open enrollment," 
said Graczyk. Even with 
departing students under the 
open enrollment program, 
school district enrollment 
numbers remain relatively 
steady with approximately

Graczyk. Graczyk believes the 
school district is moving in 
the right direction and hon­
oring the wishes of the elec­
torate.

"In 2004, voters approved 
three of the six questions for 
the advisory referendum," 
said Graczyk. "People (the 
voters) chose textbooks, 
technology, and remodeling 
the high school and middle 
school."

Auburn explores expanding 
to five member board

Auburn Township resi­
dents will weigh in on the 
pros and cons of expanding 
into a five member board in 
April 2005.

Town Chair Howard 
Laubenstein confirmed Jan. 
10 at its regular township 
meeting that topic is placed 
on the 2005 Annual Meeting 
agenda.

Laubenstein said expand­
ing from a five-member 
board to a three-member 
board is better for governing

reasons.
"It’s easier to talk to super­

visors with a five member 
board," said Laubenstein. 
When two of three members 
discuss village business, state 
mandates call for an official 
town meeting.

Another reason for 
expanding to a five-member 
board is to bring some stabil­
ity to the town board. Every 
two years, both supervisor 
and the town chair positions 
are elected every two years. 
With a five-member board, 
the elections can be stag­
gered.

Laubenstein said state

statute requires increasing 
the membership to five peo­
ple when the town popula­
tion reaches 2,500. According 
to 2000 Census Reports, the 
town population amounts to 
2,120. If township growth 
continues, a five-member 
board is the most likely sce­
nario in a few short years.

The 2005 Annual Auburn 
Township meeting is set for 
April 14. Residents will have 
an opportunity to voice their 
opinions on the matter then.

A few months ago the 
kids went throughout the 
house searching for the cor­
rect time. My oldest son’s 
bedroom’s clock read, 
“5:32.” The clock on the 
microwave said, “5:27.” 
There were others: the din­
ing room - 5:33, another 
bedroom clock -5:31, over 
the sink - 5:26, and then a 
clock taped to the bathroom 
wall, a crayon drawing, for­
ever reads 7:42. It’s enough 
to make you wonder, “What 
time is it anyway?*

We should have suspect­
ed something was up. One 
clock chimes the hour, and 
then a few minutes later the 
bird dock chirps the hour in 
the kitchen. Something isn't 
right And you know this 
has significance when it 
comes to starting church. 
When do you ring the 
church bell? One elder has 
one time, another is one 
minute later, while the pas­
tor (that would be me), well, 
if he can’t get his home 
docks in order, how can you 
trust his watch?

Why are we so mesmer­
ized by the dock? Why do 
we ask for more time? I cer­
tainly felt the time crunch 
for awhile. I had one service 
at 9:00 and another five 
miles away at 10:30. There 
was no time to spare on 
communion Sundays. After 
one last handshake, I had to 
sprint out the door. I didn’t 
even have time to take a
bathroom break if I needed
it. Thankfully, the early 
service was moved back fif­
teen minutes. Ah, the gift of 
time!

Then there are those who 
have time but don’t know 
how to spend it An hour at 
church is too much, but a 
football game can go three 
hours, and no one is angry 
unless their team loses. 
Others feel working over­
time is worth it, but rest and 
family times are not. How 
odd! Have you ever heard' 
anyone on their deathbed 
complaining they didn't 
spend more time at work? 
Never. We would be wise to 
take notice before our time 
is up.

What about your spiritual 
life? As God speaks through 
St. Paul, we learn “now is the 
time of God's favor, now is 
the day of salvation." (2 
Corinthians 6:2 NIV) Yes, 
now Is the day of salvation. 
You may not have tomor­
row. What a waste of time It 
will be for us to slave under 
the clock, to run here and 
there on some frantic 
schedule, or to sit Idly by 
while the hours vanish like a

mist and not be ready when 
Jesus comes again and for­
feit heaven.

They say time goes faster 
as you get olden I must be 
getting old. Every year 
seems to pass faster, and I’m 
just over forty. What is it like 
to be ninety? Young or old, 
the reality is that some of us 
won’t live beyond this year. 
And so God puts our time 
on earth in perspective. 
"Now listen, you who say, 
’Tbday or tomorrow we will 
go to this or that city, spend 
a year there, carry on busi­
ness and make money.’

What is your life? You are a 
mist that appears for a little 
while and then vanishes.”

INFORMATION TO ELECTORS: -
Upon entering the polling place, an elector shall give his or her name and address before being 

permitted to vote. Where ballots are distributed to electors, the initials of two inspectors must 

appear on the ballot. Upon being permitted to vote, the elector shall retire alone to a voting booth 

or machine and cast his or her ballot except that an elector who is a parent or guardian may be 

accompanied by the elector’s minor child or minor ward. An election official may inform the 

elector of the proper manner for casting a vote, but the official may not in any manner advise or 

indicate a particular voting choice.

At the spring primary election, where lever machines are used, the elector shall depress the lever or 

button at the right of the name of the candidate for whom he or she intends to vote. To vote for a 

person, whose name does not appear on the ballot, the elector shall write in the name of the person 

of his or her choice in the space provided for a write-in vote.

Where marksense voting is used, the elector shall fill in the oval next to the name of the candidate 

of his or her choice for each office for whom he or she intends to vote. To vote for a person whose 

name does not appear on the ballot, the elector shall write in the name of the person of his or her 

choice in the space provided, and fill in the oval on the write-in line.

The vote should not be cast in any other manner. If an elector spoils a ballot, he or she shall return 

it to an election official who shall issue another ballot in its place, but not more than three ballots 

shall be issued to any one elector. If the ballot has not been initialed by two inspectors or is 

defective in any other way, the elector shall return it to the election official who shall issue a proper 

ballot in its place. Not more than five minutes’ time shall be allowed inside a voting booth or 

machine. Unofficial ballots or a memorandum to assist the elector in casting his or her vote may be 

taken into the booth and copied. The sample ballot shall, not be shown to anyone so as to reveal 

bow the ballot is marked. ’ . , <<=■ : -• ~ ‘

After an official marksense ballot is marked, it shall be inserted in the security sleeve (if one is 

provided) so the marks do not show. After casting his or her vote, the elector shall leave the booth, 

insert the ballot in the voting device and discard the sleeve, or deliver the ballot to an inspector for 

deposit The elector shall leave the polling place promptly.

An elector may select an individual to assist in casting his or her vote if the elector declares to the 

presiding official that he or she is unable to read, has difficulty reading, writing, or understanding 

English, or that due to disability is unable to cast his or her ballot. The selected individual 

rendering assistance may not be the elector’s employer or an agent of that employer or an officer or 

agent of a labor organization which represents the elector. _ • •■ ’

I *ere actually set during last 
I year’s trip, one of Joey’s went 
I off, and he iced a 20-pound

northern. Today we had our 
first action at noon, and it 
was on one of my tip ups 
baited with an eight-inch 
sucker. There was no doubt 
that I had a fish on by the 
speed that the line peeled off 
the spool.

When I set the hook, I 
could tell I had a good fish on 
because every time I would 
get the fish within 10 feet of 
the hole, it would peel off 
another 50 feet of line.

When all was said and 
done, I iced a 13-pound 
northern for our first fish of 
the trip, and the Rieb boys 
had a good look at why I love 
Waubay Lake.

Friday, January 28
High 27, Low 22

Chuck and Luke wit-
nessed a big South Dakota 
blow today. Yesterday’s winds 
increased to a sustained 25 
miler per hour, with gusts up 
to 40.

We were up with the sun, 
and Luke immediately had a 
flag on one of his tip ups that 
was rigged with an eight-inch 
sucker. It would be a while 
before I forgot the look on 
Luke’s and Chuck’s faces 
when they came back to the 
shack with Luke’s seven­
poundwalleye.

Many of the fish I catch in 
Waubay have a lot of girth 
because of all of the healthy 
fresh water shrimp they eat. 
Luke’s walleye was no excep­
tion. .

Our biggest goal on this 
trip was to find feeding perch 
and catching a couple of big 
pig northern pike. Today’s

wind made exploring on the 
ice tough, and when we did 
explore, the perch action was 
non-existent.

Cabin time was at a pre­
mium. Dice and cards were 
played, we read books and 
yesterday’s paper, and I took 
the opportunity to work on 
my taxes. Around midday, 
Chuck had a flag. By the time 
he reached it, every bit of the 
heavy-duty ice fishing line on 
it was stripped off and broke 
at the spool. My guess was 
that Chuck had one of those 
big pigs that was looking to 
steal everything he could.

The early evening bite was 
virtually non-existent. But 
once we hit the shack and 
started jigging Buck Shot jig­
ging spoons and fishing with 
a bare hook laced with a fat­
head, the walleye action was 
very steady. , .

The walleye we caught 
were only 13-16 inches, but 
with a size minimum of 14 
inches, we easily made a 
meal. I filleted and fried the 
fish right after we caught 
them.

Since it was Friday night, 
we had a bit of a shindig. We 
laughed a lot and talked 
about the big gator down 
below dragging a spool of 
line, and we had great hopes 
for the next three days of fish­
ing. I could go without catch­
ing another fish on this trip 
and consider it a success. I 
guess you could say I am 
addicted to the ice!

Just when it appeared to

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With a little help, Cougars claim EWC mat crown

about an exciting finish to a 
conference wrestling tourna­
ment

With just one match left 
Saturday, Campbellsport 
needed outside help to over­
take Plymouth, and lo and 
behold, coach Mark 
Peterson’s prayers were 
answered in the 275-pound
match.

Jake Karmer of Sheboygan 
Falls first drew even (3-3) 
with Plymouth’s Nathan 
Ingersoll because of a stalling 
point, and then he pinned
him with 13 seconds remain-

Neither Peterson nor his 
top assistant Dan Heisdorf, 
who wrestled at Kewaskum 
High, could hold back their 
elation. The two men jumped 
for joy on the edge of the mat 
after the official signaled the 
pin for Kanner.

By denying Plymouth 
points from that match, the 
Panthers wound up with 
165.5, but Campbellsport had 
the winning total of 168. It 
was the Cougars’ fourth 
straight title and their fifth in 
the last six years.

Several minutes later, a 
second honor came the 
Cougars' way when Justin 
Schmidt, the 152-pound 
champion, was named as the 
meet's Most Valuable 
Wrestler,

Kewaskum, which shared 
the dual meet title with
Campbellsport
Plymouth, had a few unex­
pected setbacks in the tour­
nament and had to settle for 
third place with 156 points. 
Three Indians came home 
with firsts, however, includ­
ing sophomore Eric Ogi at 
135 pounds, junior Nick 
Bartley at 140 and senior 
Noah Olla at 171.

Two others, Zach Holm 
(130) and Scott Rhoads (152), 
earned berths in the finals 
where they lost decisions.

“Our lower weights didn’t 
wrestle well. Fifth places were 
not what we needed,” 
Kewaskum Coach Dennis 
Aupperle said. “I can’t ask 
much more out of Zach, Eric, 
Nick, Scott and Noah ... and 
Jake Turowski, too.”

What Aupperle was refer­
ring to at the end of the sen­
tence was his 189-pound
sophomore standout,
Turowski, came within two 
points of getting to the finals, 
losing a 3-2 decision to the 
eventual champion, Marshall 
Witkowski of Plymouth.

As has been the case much 
of the year, the majority of 
Kewaskum’s points came 
from the middle weights. 
“Our lower weight kids 
haven’t stepped it up, and 
that hurts,” Aupperle said.

Ogi and Bartley, who are 
28-6 and 29-3 respectively 
after the day’s activity, were 
about as dynamic as anyone 
in the tournament. The two 
didn’t even have to go into 
the second period for their 
wins in the finals.

Ogi took down Derek 
Hafermann of Campbellsport 
in the first 10 seconds and 
posted his pin in 1:52.

When it was Bartley's turn 
against Campbellsport's 
Kenton Stevens, he used a 
fireman’s carry for a 2-0 lead, 
then a side cradle to put 
Stevens on his back and final­
ly to the conventional half 
nelson for a pin in a quicker 
1:35.

Ogi pinned all three of his 
o?P°I^nU’ 8laninK with Rob 
Wandrie of TWo Rivers (*29) 
and then Nick Jens ’ of 
Sheboygan Falls (j:05).

Olla (23-4) got the job 

done against Louie Braatz of 
Campbellsport, shutting him 
out 6-0 in their third meeting 
of the season. Braatz won the 
first match between the two 
at the On The Waters Classic 
in Oshkosh, and then Olla 
returned the favor, pinning 
Braatz in* 5:59 in the dual 
meet.

In this outing, Olla broke a 
scoreless tie with a takedown 
with under 20 seconds to go 
in the first period. He used a 
switch to reverse Braatz early 
in the second and got anoth­
er takedown in the third.

Olla had a bye in the first 
round and pinned Aaron Yurk 
of Sheboygan Falls in the 
semifinals.

“Noah is an excellent 
leader. The other kids look up 
to him,” Aupperle said. “It’s 
really great he didn’t graduate 
early.”

A loss in the finals was a 
bitter pill for Rhoads (28-3), 
who was hoping to pick up 
his second EW title. He lost a 
tough 5-4 decision to Tony 
Cresco of Plymouth, who he 
had beaten in the dual meet.

Cresco took Rhoads down 
twice and led 5-2 in the third 
period when his stall tactics 
became obvious to the refer­
ee, who awarded two stalling 
points to Rhoads. The KUS 
junior pressured Cresco right 
down to the final second in 
an unsuccessful effort to 
score a takedown.
